Thank you for your letter dated October 3, 2005 requesting that the National Capital Revitalization Corporation (NCRC) adopt the Commission’s recommendations regarding the redevelopment of the former Police Substation property at 529 Ninth Street, NE. I am pleased to inform you that NCRC concurs with and supports the Commission’s recommendations, specifically that:

· Precedence will be given to redevelopment of the property for multi-family residential use, either for rental apartments or condominiums; and
· Developers and/or contractors with proven record of success in dealing with potential environmental conditions (i.e. asbestoes, lead-base paint, etc.) and rehabilitation of old and/or historic properties should be given precedence in the selection process. 
I am sure you are aware that the property has not as yet been transferred to NCRC.
