	Incidental motions deal with questions of procedure arising from pending business.  They are not ranked because they most be taken up immediately when made:

· Appeal – disagree with ruling

· Point of order – question of rules

· Division – doubt the result of vote

· Object to consideration of motion

· Request – I have a question

· Suspend the rules – set aside rule

· Division of the question – divide motion
	Privileged motions do not relate to pending motion.  They relate to special matters of immediate importance.  They are higher in rank than subsidiary motions.  They are assigned an order of rank and be handled only one at a time (listed from highest to lowest):

· Adjourn – end meeting now

· Recess – take a break

· Question of privilege – welfare of assembly

· Orders of the day – stick to agenda
	Subsidiary motion help dispose the main motion – it always does something to the main motion.  They are assigned an order of rank and be handled only one at a time (listed from highest to lowest):

· Lay on the table – set aside

· Previous question – stop debate

· Limit or extend time of debate

· Postpone to a certain time

· Refer to committee

· Amend – change a motion

· Postpone indefinitely – kill a motion 

	· Requires 2nd and is debatable and amendable.
	Usually not debatable and required immediate action.
	Generally requires 2nd and is undebatable – but amendable in some cases.
	Requires 2nd and is generally debatable and amendable.

	· A member can only speak twice to a motion and the second time only after everyone who wished to speak the first time has spoken.
	Division of Question.  Majority required.  Needs second, amendable, not debatable.  Result, motion is divided into separate parts to consider individually.
	Orders of the day.  No vote is taken unless two-thirds of the members want to set aside the agenda.  Does not need a second, not amendable, not debatable. 
	Postpone indefinitely.  Majority required. Needs second, not amendable, debatable. If adopted, kills main motion for duration of meeting.

	· The member who makes the motion can’t speak against it – but can vote against it.  The member who seconds the motion can speak against it and vote against it.
	Suspend the rules.  Two-thirds required.  Needs second, not amendable, not debatable.  Result, rules set aside so member can do something else.  Typically used to take something up out of order on the agenda.
	Question of privilege.  Does not need a second, not amendable, not debatable.  Chair rules on request.  Common question of privilege deals with noise or meeting conditions.  Example, can’t hear the speaker.
	Amend.  Majority required.  Needs second, secondary amendment allowed, debatable.  Four ways to amend, insert words within, add words at end, strike out words and strike out and insert words.  If adopted, becomes part of motion.

	D. A Tie Vote

· A tie vote occurs when 50% of the vote is in favor and 50% of the vote is against.  The chairperson will not break a tie.
	Request.  Does not require motion.  Designed to ask chair a question (point of information).  Example, “Do we have enough money to buy a computer?”
	Recess.  Majority required.  Needs a second, length of recess is amendable, not debatable.  Result, short intermission and then resume business.
	Refer to committee.  Majority required. Needs second, amendable, debatable.  If adopted, goes to committee and does not return until committee is ready. 

	· For example, if three vote for the motion and three vote against the motion, the vote is a tie and the motion is lost.
	Object to consideration.  Two-thirds required.  No second required, not debatable.  If adopted, motion cannot be considered.  
	Adjourn.  Majority required.  Needs second, not amendable, not debatable.  Result, immediate end to meeting – motion moves to #1 under unfinished business. 
	Postpone to a certain time. Majority required.  Needs second, time element amendable, debatable.  If adopted, item put off until later in the meeting.

6. Officers’ Reports
Treasurer

Mr. Alberti presented the Treasurer’s Report.  The opening balance of the checking account was $28, 432.86.26.  The savings account had an opening balance of $4,186.18, and there was an interest payment of $1.03, leaving a balance of $4,189.30.  The following disbursements were approved: $175.45 to FedEx/Kinkos (Oct.08) (Check #1397); $3,689 to Capital Community News (Monthly Hill Rag ads and Fagon Guide) (Check #1398); $120.00 to Roberta Weiner for the transcription of minutes (Check #1399); $277.12 to FedEx/Kinkos (Nov 08) (Check #1401).  The closing balance was $24,171.29.  Motion: Mr. Alberti moved/Mr. Holmes seconded a motion to approve the January Treasurer’s Report.  The report was adopted without objection.

Motion: Mr. Fengler moved/Mr. Alberti seconded a motion that $600 be approved for copying for ANC materials, and that up to $60 be approved for copying for each Committee’s materials and each SMD’s materials for the next month.  The motion was adopted without objection.

Motion: Mr. Alberti moved/Mr. Holmes seconded a motion to approve $25 for ANC Security Fund.  The motion passed without objection.

7. Single Member District Reports
Mr. Holmes reported that he has been working on a derelict property at 1137 C Street NE for six months and nothing has been done to ameliorate the trash, rats, tall grass etc. that mark the property. 

He also said that he plans to oppose the marathon route because it traps people for several hours and keeps them from going about their business.

Mr. Alberti reported that he wanted to publicly thank Simon Banua of the Urban Forestry Administration.  The City removed a newly planted tree, and a three-year-old was devastated because he had been involved in the planting.  Mr. Banua called the parents of the child to invite them to be present at the planting of a replacement tree.

8. Committees
Alcoholic Beverage and Licensing

Motion: Mr. Fengler moved/Mr. Holmes seconded a motion to accept the committee’s recommendation to pursue a voluntary agreement with Vendetta, and if the voluntary agreement is signed before the petition date of January 26, the ANC will not protest.  The motion passed without objection.  Mr. Alberti recused himself from voting.

Motion: Mr. Fengler moved/Mr. Holmes seconded a motion to accept the committee’s recommendation to pursue a voluntary agreement with Joe’s Coal and Ice House, and if the voluntary agreement is signed before the petition date of January 26th, the ANC will not protest.  The motion passed without objection.  Mr. Alberti recused himself from voting.

Motion: Mr. Fengler moved/Mr. Holmes seconded a motion to accept the committee’s recommendation to not protest the Class B liquor license renewals of Bella Market, 1101 Convenience Mart, Me and My Supermarket, DC Express, DC supermarket, J&K Market, and M&T Beer and Wine.  The motion passed without objection.  Mr. Alberti recused himself from voting.

Single Sales Moratorium

Mr. Fengler reported that the moratorium will be in effect on February 10th.  Mr. Alberti expanded on that by saying that the law went into effect on December 24th, and stores have a month to see down their existing stock.  Mr. Fengler remembered the long-time quest for a moratorium of former Commissioner Jessica Ward.

Sticky Rice
The manager of Sticky Rice came to the ANC to seek a waiver from its voluntary agreement to serve alcohol until 4 a.m. for the Inaugural period.  Paul Rodriguez, the manager, said he is having parties at the establishment.  Motion: Mr. Fengler moved/Mr. Holmes seconded a motion to suspend the clause of ANC’s voluntary agreement with Sticky Rice to enable the establishment to serve liquor until 4 a.m. during the Inaugural period.  The motion passed without objection

The Committee’s report was accepted without objection.  

Economic Development and Zoning

225 9th Street NE
Dr. Ronneberg reported that the Committee had determined that the ANC should not support the roof deck that is part of the BZA application for variances and special exceptions for 255 9th Street NE.  He said that it would be the first such case in the neighborhood and there are no roof decks in the Historic District, and the BZA has expressed reluctance to approve a roof deck.  Motion: Mr. Fengler moved/Mr. Alberti seconded a motion to accept the Committee’s recommendation to oppose the rooftop deck requested as part of BZA Case #17935.  The motion passed without objection.

Motion: Mr. Fengler moved/Mr. Holmes seconded a motion to accept the Committee’s recommendation to direct it to develop recommendations for ANC consideration on the following zoning topics for low/moderate density residential areas: 1/ customized residential zones; 2/matter-of-right height for residential buildings; 3/matter-of-right building footprint and depth; 4/non-conforming courts; 5/requirements for reuse of historic institutional structures; 6/ residential density.  The motion passed without objection.

National Marathon
Mr. Fengler said that the discussion of the National Marathon would be postponed until the February meeting.

1309-1311 H Street NE
Motion: Mr. Holmes moved/Mr. Alberti seconded a motion to support the designation of 1309-1311 H Street NE to historic landmark status.  Mr. Holmes said that the designation is to preclude the buildings’ being razed, because they are worthy of designation.  One of the buildings has been a beauty shop since the ‘40’s, and the owner supports the designation, another is one of the first large Chinese laundries in the City.  The CHRS, because of deadlines, filed the application.  The motion passed without objection.

Letter of Support to City Council on 525 9th Street and 1341 Maryland Avenue NE 
Mr. Fengler stated that the City Council has to vote on the disposition of the police station and fire station to the developers of the redevelopment project, and suggested that the ANC write a letter of support to the Council.  Motion: Mr. Fengler moved/Mr. Holmes seconded a motion to write a letter of support for the land disposition agreement for 525 9th Street NE and 1341 Maryland Avenue NE.  The motion passed without objection.

Approval of Adele Robey to Represent ANC
Motion: Mr. Fengler moved/Mr. Alberti seconded a motion to approve the nomination of Adele Robey to serve as the ANC 6A representative on Councilmember Wells’ Juvenile Crime Task Force.  The motion passed without objection.

901-903 D Street NE
Motion: Mr. Holmes moved/Mr. Fengler seconded a motion requesting the Public Space Committee pursue the legality of public space usages involving 901-903 D Street NE, the DC Federal Credit Union, including parking on public space, a concrete pad on public space, and other issues.  The motion passed without objection.

Letter to DC Public Libraries
Mr. Fengler read a letter from DCPL responding to the ANC’s letter that it had received inadequate notice of the closing of R.L Christian Library.  The letter said that 30 days notice was not required. The committee feels that until there is a ban and a process for requesting an exemption we can’t take any action.  This will likely come up at the next meeting which takes place after the ban goes into effect.

REPORT OF THE ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT AND ZONING

COMMITTEE OF ANC 6A 

January 21, 2009

7:00 Call to order

Ongoing status reports

1. 1400 Maryland Ave. BZA Case # 17825—owner wants to build a Shell gas station and convenience store at this location.

a. Drew Ronneberg reported that we have won every point of our case in front of the Public Space Committee.

b. The owner is trying to redesign the project without the use of public space.

c. The BZA case has been rescheduled/continued

2. H Street Survey for historic preservation/Drew Ronneberg

a. About a year ago the ANC pledged $4K, CHRS pledged $4K, H Street Main Street pledged $5K for historical survey of H Street.

b. Approx. $18.5K needed for a professional survey and documentation by Traceries

c. The character of the area and the popularity of the neighborhood for its nightlife is partly due to the architecture, we would like to preserve it. 

3. Zoning code re-write/Cody Rice

a. Attended sustainability working group, dealing with land use and mobility and transportation

b. Discussion of incorporating transport and management principles into development

c. Discussion of mixed use as a strategy for reducing miles traveled.

d. Looking at performance based standards for home occupation permits/home based business permits. Certain home based businesses can impact residential areas

e. Also looking at transit oriented development, managing/planning development based on transit availability. Greater density near metro stops. ANC should monitor as developers may request upzoning and/or PUDs (for increased density) based on proximity to bus, metro, street car.

4. Vacant properties/Barbara Halleck

a. Dan Golden updated the online database of ANC6A vacant properties using the data provided by DCRA.

b. We have verified a portion of the community identified vacant properties and have updated the database.

c. We have checked a portion of the data provided by DCRA and have found a significant number of locations that DCRA claims vacant are actually occupied.

d. We are going to verify the information that DCRA has provided and get back to them with corrections—finalize the community identified and then confirm the vacancies. Once the vacancy information is reconciled we will send the corrected list to DCRA and then once again make the database public.

5. 1305-1311 H Street Historical designation/Drew Ronneberg

a. We’ve been trying to work with the owners and maybe convince them to sell the properties so they can be renovated instead of demolished.

b. David Holmes submitted extensive documentation to have the buildings designated as historical

6. H Street Connection Redevelopment/Drew Ronneberg

a. There have been several hearings with the ANC and ED&Z committee. 

b. We requested lower density and that the project incorporate more elements of the neighborhood—step back the height, verticality, less monolithic

c. Owner has proposed a new design that is sensitive to our requests.

d. The architect will present the new design to the ED&Z committee at their February meeting

New Business

1. BZA 17891 (1381  F St. NE). Application for a special exception to allow a partial third story addition to an existing one-family row dwelling under section 223, not meeting the lot occupancy (section 403), and nonconforming structure provisions (subsection 2001.3), in the R-4 District.

a. Special exception

i. Light and air

ii. Privacy of use and enjoyment

iii. Addition from the street shall not substantially intrude upon the character, scale, and pattern of houses along the street frontage

b. There is a BZA hearing for this case on March 17

f. The addition is set back 20’ from the back of the house, also partly blocked/camouflaged by a deck. 

g. From the front, the addition would not be visible from across the street.  Trees provide some coverage, the topography slopes downward slightly. View of the front is below. Grant applications from Eastern SHS PTA:

1.
The Eastern SHS PTA did not send a representative to the December meeting of ANC 6A to present their grant application for funding for band instruments.  Through an email exchange Ms. Nelson learned that, although they knew that they were expected to attend, they had a scheduling conflict and decided not to attend the meeting – but did not send notice that they would not be attending.  They were subsequently invited to either submit a statement for the January COC meeting or attend in person but their members had other obligations that evening and no one submitted a statement other than the email exchange itself.

The COC members continue to believe that the purpose of the grant is worthwhile but are uncertain whether or not the timing is right, given that it is now so close to the end of the school year. This should not be burdensome to the PTA, as the grant application will just need to have the dates changed, should they decide to resubmit. Ms. Nelson will contact the PTA after the commissioners have had an opportunity to review and comment on this report.

ANC 6A Transportation & Public Space Committee Meeting Minutes

Capitol Hill Towers (900 G Street NE)

January 26, 2009

1. Meeting called to order at 7:10 pm.

2. Introductions

a. Present: Shane Artim, Lance Brown, Diane Hoover, Marlon Smoker and Omar Mahmud, Chair.  Also in attendance were ANC 6A Commissioners Nick Alberti and David Holmes, as well as Chris Browne and Diane Thomas of the Greater Washington Sports Alliance (GWSA).

b. Absent: Sean Lovitt and DeLania Hardy.

3. Community Comment

a. Lance Brown has observed that several no parking emergency signs from the Presidential Inauguration have not been coming down in an organized fashion.  Mr. Brown proposes sending a letter to DDOT about this issue.  Diane Thomas mentioned that there was an email sent around by the Presidential Inauguration Committee with information about sign removal.  Ms. Thomas promised to forward the email to the committee.

b. David Holmes reported that traffic conditions at 7th and D Streets NE in front of the Northeast Library remain dangerous.  A meeting will be held February 4 at 7:30 pm at the Northeast Library to address this problem.  Commissioner Bill Schultheiss will be on hand to present possible traffic calming solutions.

4. Announcements

a. Mr. Mahmud relayed the following announcements:

i. WMATA Public Meetings Regarding Service Evaluation Study of Metrobus Routes D1-8: January 29th (Palisades Branch Library, 4901 V Street NW) and February 5th (Jackson Graham Building Meeting Room – Lobby Level, 600 Fifth Street NW)

ii. Ken Granata of the Rosedale Citizens Alliance has passed along information from DDOT about the conversion of 17th and 19th Streets to two-way traffic.  Mr. Granata has learned that the project will soon be funded.

iii. New H Street Shuttle is now in service.  The shuttle picks up and drops off at various points between 10th and 15th Streets NE along H Street with terminus points near the Metro train stations at Gallery Place in Chinatown and Minnesota Avenue.  Service begins daily at 5 pm and ends when Metro closes.

5. Old Business

a. National Marathon Discussion with Chris Browne and Diane Thomas of GWSA

i. Chris Browne and Diane Thomas were in attendance to follow up on their last working session with the committee and report on the action items developed at the last meeting concerning public safety, transportation and community outreach:

1. Diane Thomas presented draft door hangers (attached) for homes along East Capitol Street from 19th Street to 2nd Street and other areas along the race route.  Each door hanger will have on it essential information about the race, including location-specific information on street closures.

2. DDOT gave race organizers permission to post bus schedule changes on bus shelters and bus stops.  DDOT is responsible for posting route change information on the buses the week before the race.

a. Lance Brown suggested phone number for bus schedule changes should be included on the flyer.  Ms. Thomas pointed out that it’s already on the flyer.

3. Organizers will hang door hangers again the Saturday before the event around RFK.

4. There will be race route signs along the route again this year.  GWSA is also advertising through traditional media outlets again this year.

5. An operations guide for public safety officials is also being developed and distributed.  It will include a map describing open road locations to assist officials with guiding residents around race-related street closures.  GWSA hopes to meet with MPD managers before the event to go over public safety issues and the procedures for flow of vehicular and pedestrian traffic along the race route.  In the past, neighbors have reported officers not listening to the instructions about directing traffic and letting traffic through when appropriate.  Commissioner Holmes reiterated this point, citing examples of officers not allowing traffic to cross during the last bike race in our ANC.  Chris Browne acknowledged this problem with other events and stressed the need to get information in the hands of those on the ground.

a. Mr. Mahmud asked where GWSA is on getting the meeting scheduled.  GWSA indicated the meeting has not been finalized yet, but that the plan is to hold it the day before the event on March 20.  GWSA is waiting to hear from the commander of the Special Operations Division for a commitment to allow GWSA to be at the meeting.

ii. Commissioner Holmes expressed concern about residents in his single member district being trapped by race day street closures.  Closures mean many residents can’t go to a doctor and can’t leave town for several hours.  He reported that past street closures have put residents in a fury.  Commissioner Holmes indicated he cannot support events like this as long as his district is blocked off in all directions.  Commissioner Holmes likes the marathon event itself, but indicated he will vote to block support of the event at the full ANC meeting if it goes forward as currently proposed.  

1. Chris Browne proposed having an officer come to ANC 6A to meet with Commissioner Holmes to go over MPD street closure plans in an effort to minimize the entrapment problem.  Mr. Browne expressed hope that the race will get better each year in all regards, particularly with respect to its impact on local residents.  

2. Commissioner Holmes responded that the problem with the race is it’s a loop with runners running down the same street at two different times.

3. Chris Browne acknowledged this concern and again expressed a desire to minimize the impact as much as possible this year, and try to come up with a solution for next year on route re-design.  He also gave the committee two points of contact: 1) Jeff Frost – operations manager, liaison with MPD, and 2) Officer James Jaffe – MPD representative overseeing the event with Mr. Frost.  Mr. Browne proposed these two meet with Commissioner Holmes to go over his concerns.  Mr. Mahmud expressed an interest in meeting with them as well.  Mr. Browne promised to forward contact information.  

4. Ms. Thomas offered to get ANC 6A Commissioners additional event notification door hangers if they are interested in distributing notices to their neighbors.  

iii. Mr. Mahmud made a motion that the committee recommend ANC 6A send a letter of support for the 2009 National Marathon.  Mr. Smoker seconded the motion, which passed without objection.  Mr. Mahmud agreed to prepare a draft of the letter.

6. New Business

a. No Parking Sign at 15th and Tennessee

i. Lance Brown reported that his service request regarding no parking signs near this intersection have been ignored.  The location is across from Miner Elementary.  No parking restrictions are in place.  Cars parked near this intersection distract the view of drivers and make the crosswalk a dangerous place for pedestrians.  Mr. Brown passed around pictures of the site.

1. Commissioner Holmes reported that the law was changed in early 2008, now allowing vehicle parking to the end of the block at any time.  Commissioner Alberti suggested the committee research that issue.  Mr. Mahmud agreed to research the law on this issue.

ii. Lance Brown made a motion that the committeerecommend ANC 6A send a letter to DDOT asking for follow up on Mr. Brown’s service requests regarding the lack of parking signs at this location.  Diane Hoover seconded the motion, which passed without objection.  Mr. Brown volunteered to prepare a draft letter.

iii. Lance Brown also reported that the sidewalk near 16th and Rosedale has been installed after he made repeated requests for this sidewalk to get created.

b. February Meeting Date

i. Mr. Mahmud asked the committee if it would be interested in changing the February meeting day, currently scheduled for February 16, since it coincides with the Presidents’ Day holiday.

ii. The committee agreed not to change the meeting date.

c. New Recommendation Regarding Gas Meters and Utility Boxes – Mahmud

i. Mr. Mahmud reported that the installation of gas meters and utility boxes on public space issue has come up again recently due to concerns about their installation in commercial districts like H Street.  Commissioner Alberti reported that Dupont Circle residents have also complained about ugly boxes in their commercial area.  He also indicated Washington Gas has said meter installation is not its responsibility and that property owners can change them if they want to.

1. Derrick Woody, Great Streets Initiative Coordinator, has informed our ANC that it needs to “get in front” of this issue for H Street.  Commissioner Alberti informed Mr. Woody that we have already attempted to address this issue repeatedly in residential areas.  He also reported that our old requests resulted in fines for public space violations.  

2. Commissioner Holmes informed the committee that a memo is being drafted on installation of utility meters in the historic district.  Messrs. Alberti and Mahmud suggested our ANC review this memo and consider piggybacking on its principals for application to H Street.  

3. Commissioner Holmes agreed to send the memo around to the committee once it becomes available.  Mr. Mahmud agreed to forward the Derrick Woody emails to the committee and put this item on the agenda for February.

d. New H Street Connection Project Transportation Impact

i. In the interest of full transparency and disclosure, Mr. Mahmud informed the committee that his home is nearly adjacent to the site of this proposed development (it is separated by the driveway to Capitol Hill Towers and a public alleyway).

ii. Mr. Mahmud informed the committee that he would like it to consider the transportation impact aspects of the project.  As currently planned in the latest rendering distributed by the developer, the only driveways allowing for access to/from the property are located on 8th and 10th Street NE, and not H Street as is the case now with the current H Street Connection site.  Mr. Mahmud is concerned that limiting access to these two points, which are residential in nature, for such a huge development will cause unnecessary traffic and noise for nearby residents.

iii. Mr. Brown expressed disagreement with Mr. Mahmud’s assessment and indicated he would favor the current plan which calls for no access to/from H Street.

iv. Mr. Mahmud pointed out that the current street infrastructure is well suited for property access to/from H Street since there are existing crosswalks, traffic signals and pedestrian crossing lights in place for the current H Street Connection.

v. Mr. Mahmud made a motion that the committee recommend the ANC send a letter to the Rappaport Company, developers of the H Street Connection site, asking for a) a transportation impact study for the surrounding area, particularly 8th and 10th Streets, given the current design which does not include property access to/from H Street and b) a consideration of alternative configurations, including one with property access to/from H Street.  Diane Hoover seconded the motion, which passed without objection.  Mr. Mahmud offered to prepare a draft letter.

7. Additional Community Comment

a. Lance Brown updated the committee on the curb cut it approved a while back concerning 1900 Constitution Avenue NE.  Mr. Brown reported that the property is now boarded up.

b. New rush hour parking restrictions have gone up on 15th street near Miner elementary and on 17th Street near Rosedale.  Restricted parking in these areas means faster moving traffic and less pedestrian safety.  This is the opposite of the traffic calming efforts we have made in recent years in our ANC.  Commissioner Alberti suggested we put this item on the agenda for our next ANC meeting.

8. Meeting adjourned at 8:45 pm.

Article X.  Committee Duties

Section 1.  Pursuant to the provisions of section 742 (a) of the District of Columbia Home Rule Act, committee meetings shall be open to the public.

Section 2.  The Standing Committees of the Commission are:

(a) Economic Development and Zoning,

(b) Alcohol Beverage Licensing,

(c) Public Safety, and 

(d) Community Outreach. 

(e) The Commission may establish any other committees upon the action of a majority of the Commissioners present and voting at a regularly scheduled meeting.  

Section 3.  Each committee shall establish procedures that will facilitate achieving its mission.  At a minimum, each committee will designate a member to record, and forward to the Commission Secretary, the actions and recommendations of each meeting in a committee report.  This record shall also include a list of all the committee members in attendance at the meeting.  

Section 4.  Each committee shall make a good faith effort to involve all segments of the population in its deliberations regardless of race, sex, age, voting status, religion, economic status or sexual orientation.

Section 5.  All committee members shall have equal voting rights following the principle of one person, one vote.  There shall be no voting by proxy.  Formal committee recommendations require a majority of the committee membership is present and voting.  In the case of a tie vote, the motion before the committee shall fail.

Section 6.  All approved motions or recommendations will be forwarded to the Commission Secretary no later than eight days prior to the next scheduled meeting of the Commission.  

Section 7.  All approved motions or recommendations will be presented to the Commission by the committee chairperson or by a member of the committee in the chairperson’s absence. 

Section 8.  Until the Commission adopts the committee’s approved motions or recommendations, those motions or recommendations will not be presented to any government agency, public entity or private organization as the Commission’s view or position.  Committees may not speak for the Commission.

Section 9.  No less than seven days notice shall be given to the public by the committee of its meetings in accordance with the provisions of Article V, Section 4 of these bylaws.  

Section 10.  Commissioners may participate in committee deliberations with their votes recorded in the committee report.

17. 2405. Stopping, Standing, or Parking Prohibited: No Sign Required.

18.  2405.1 No person shall stop, stand, or park a vehicle in any of the following places, except when necessary to avoid conflict with other traffic, in compliance with law, or at the direction of a police officer or traffic control device:

19. (a) Within an intersection;

20. (b) On a crosswalk;

21. (c) Alongside or opposite any street excavation or obstruction when stopping, standing or parking would obstruct traffic;

22. (d) Upon any bridge, viaduct, or other elevated structure, freeway, highway tunnel, or ramps leading to and from such structures, or within a highway tunnel;

23. (e) On any median, channelizing island, or safety zone, whether made of concrete, grass, or other material and with curbs or otherwise delineated by solid yellow or white lines;

24. (f) In any driveway, alley entrance, or other way when stopping, standing or parking would obstruct the flow of pedestrian or other lawful traffic upon any sidewalk; and

25. (g) In a bicycle lane.

26. 2405.2 No person shall stand or park a vehicle, whether occupied or not, in any of the following places (including for the purpose of loading or unloading materials), except when necessary to avoid conflict with other traffic, or at the direction of a police officer, traffic control sign, or signal; Provided, that a vehicle may stop momentarily to pick up or discharge a passenger or passengers:

27. (a) In front of or within five feet (5 ft.) of an alley, public driveway, or private driveway;

28. (b) Within ten feet (10 ft.) of a fire hydrant;

29. (c) Within forty feet (40 ft.) of the intersection of curb lines of intersecting streets or within twenty-five feet (25 ft.) of the intersection of curb lines on the far (non-approach) side of a one-way street; except that trucks vending ice cream shall park curbside when stopping to make a sale, as close as possible to a pedestrian cross-walk without entering the intersection, and without unduly interfering with the flow of traffic;

30. (d) Within twenty-five feet (25 ft.) of the approach side of any "STOP" or "YIELD" sign located at the side of the roadway;

31. (e) Within fifty feet (50 ft.) of the nearest railroad crossing;

32. (f) Within twenty feet (20 ft.) of a fire station driveway entrance;

33. (g) In or on any street or roadway when such parking will reduce the width of the open roadway to less than ten feet (10 ft.);

34. (h) In front of any barricade or sign that has been placed for the purpose of closing the highway;

35. (i) Within three feet (3 ft.) of the front or rear of another vehicle or vehicles parked at or parallel to the curb, except where dual parking meters are installed and curb parking spaces marked to ensure maneuvering space between "dual parked" vehicles;

36. (j) Except where otherwise provided under law or regulation, on a sidewalk space; Provided, that bicycles may be parked on a sidewalk in a manner which does not obstruct pedestrian traffic; or

37. (k) In a fire lane.

38. 2405.3 No person shall park a vehicle, whether occupied or not, otherwise than temporarily for the purpose of and while actually engaged in loading or unloading of passengers or freight in any of the following places:

39. (a) On the public parking between the sidewalk space and the building line, except parking shall be permitted on public parking at those locations designated under this title and at locations authorized by permit and upon payment of rent;

40. (b) Between a safety zone or channelizing island and the adjacent curb or within ninety feet (90 ft.) of points on the curb immediately opposite the ends of a safety zone or channelizing island unless otherwise indicated by official signs;

41. (c) On the roadway side of any vehicle stopped or parked at the edge or curb of a street;

42. (d) Within twenty-five feet (25 ft.) of either side of motorists' courtesy mail boxes;

43. (e) Any commercial vehicle on any public thoroughfare in front of, alongside, or in the rear of any private dwelling or apartment, church, school, playground, or hospital; or alongside or around any public park except on stands established in accordance with this chapter; Provided, that mechanics may park trucks in front of, alongside, or in the rear of such property while engaged in work at such place for which the truck is reasonably necessary. For the purpose of this paragraph, the term "commercial vehicle" shall include buses and sightseeing vehicles;

44. (f) In any public alley; Provided, that parking shall be permitted in a public alley at locations authorized by permit and upon payment of rent (except areas zoned R or SP) in accordance with law or regulations and at locations thirty feet (30 ft.) or more in width designated by posted sign; and

45. (g) In a manner to obstruct the entrance to any garage, parking lot or yard, coal chute, door, or gate used for service purposes.
