Draft Minutes

June 9, 2005

Miner Elementary School

Present: Commissioners Alberti, Borbely, Fengler, Ibangha, Mack and Rice. (Commissioner Fengler announced that Commissioner Holden was on travel.)

The meeting was convened at 7:05 pm. 

 1. Agenda

Additions were made to the agenda as follows:  To New Business:  4. Community Outreach Committee Membership; 5. DDOT Transportation Study.  To ABL Committee: Membership. To the Chair’s report: a. parking restrictions on H Street; d. Clean and Safe Streets program.  The agenda was accepted 4-1.

2. Minutes

The minutes for May were approved without objection.

3. Community Comments
Paulette Jones-Imany, director of the Ideal Academy at 702 15th St. NE, expressed her concerns about granting a liquor license to Ha Hu Grocery, at 1451 Maryland Ave. NE. She cited the potential increase in liquor advertising, the increased ease with which children at schools nearby will get hold of liquor, and the fact that that loitering around schools is already a problem.

Nicole Hamam said she had a petition signed by 15 neighbors opposing the liquor license.

 5. Single Member District Reports
Commissioner Beatty announced that $900,000 had been restored to the City budget for Lovejoy Park, and that construction would start in the fall.  She also reported that there had been a meeting on June 1, on the use of Kingsman Field by dogs; she said a task force has been established to continue discussions. 

Commissioner Fengler said he had learned that the special education students at Prospect/Goding had no Internet access, apparently because DCPS hadn't paid its bill, and he said he had co-signed a letter to the DCPS Superintendent seeking resolution of the problem.  He also reported that he is working with the MPD on the noise problem caused by over-amplified street preachers on the corner of 8th and H Streets.  He announced a meeting of the Wylie Street multi-agency plan group for July 14 at 6 p.m., at Miner Elementary.

Commissioner Mack reported an increase in drug activity on Kramer Street.  She also announced Gear Up to Clean Up, a first joint project with her SMD and ANC 5B11, in conjunction with DPW, in the 1500-1900 blocks of Benning Road, on Saturday, July 16.

Commissioner Ibangha reported that Police Commander McGuire had made a presentation at his SMD meeting and reported that crime is going down in his SMD.  He said he had asked that the names of released criminals in the area be given to the community.  He also reported that he and former Commissioner Colleen Harris had been harassed and attacked.

 6. Officers Reports
Chair: Mr. Fengler reported that the former firestation at 1341 Maryland Ave. NE and the former police station on 9th Street had moved from DHCD's porfolio into OPM's portfolio. Motion: Mr. Fengler moved that the ANC send a letter to OPM Director Carol Mitten encouraging her to move expeditiously in getting the properties declared surplus and issuing RFPs for the properties. Mr. Borbely objected, asking that the ANC request expeditious movement on the RFPs but not request surplus designation for the firehouse. He said this would be a change in the ANC's position on the firehouse and asked for an opportunity to consult with his constituents first. Motion: Mr. Borbely moved to amend the original motion so that for the firehouse, the letter would simply reiterate what the ANC had previously said regarding preferred uses for the site, if sold. Mr. Fengler said Mr. Borbely had previously requested that both properties be dealt with together.  Mr. Ibangha asked if there was urgency requiring the ANC to make an immediate decision on this. Mr. Fengler said yes. Mr. Borbely’s amendment failed 2-4-1, with Mr. Alberti, Ms. Beatty, Mr. Fengler and Mr. Rice voting against and Mr. Borbely and Ms. Mack voting in support. Mr. Rice said DHCD had promised to issue the RFPs in March, and he expressed concern that the longer there is no action, the more difficult the situation becomes. Mr. Fengler's original motion passed 4-1, with Mr. Alberti, Ms. Beatty, Mr. Fengler and Mr. Rice voting in support and Mr. Borbely voting in opposition.

Mr. Fengler reported that Chuck-U Chicken will not be allowed to operate as a fast food establishment without notifying the ANC of its zoning status.  He also announced that the rush-hour parking restrictions on H Street were being lifted.

Treasurer:  Mr. Alberti presented the Treasurer’s report.  The report shows that the opening checking account balance was $5,594.72 and that the savings account balance was $4,136.59.  Motions:  Mr. Alberti moved that checks for the following amounts be approved: $137.50 to Roberta Weiner for transcribing meeting minutes (Check #1249); for $174 to the Cheerleading Co. (grant to Gibbs Elementary (Check #1250); for $500 to Voice of the Hill for an April ad (Check #1247); and for $1113.81 to Kinko’s copying expenses (Check #1248).  The motion was approved without objection, leaving a checking account balance of $3,669.41, and a savings account balance of $4,137.95, for a closing total of $7,807.36.  Motion: Mr. Alberti moved to approve the Treasurer’s Report.  It was approved without objection.

Motion: Mr. Alberti moved that $600 be approved for copying for ANC materials, and that up to $50 be approved for copying each Committee’s materials and each SMD’s materials for April.    The motion was passed without objection.  

4. Committee Reports
Alcoholic Beverage and Licensing

Ms. Beatty said that the ABL meeting operated as if without a quorum, even though there actually had been a quorum, due to a mis-communication about a new member's status. Motion: Mr. Alberti moved that the ANC send a letter to the ABC suggesting that it revise its proposed procedure regarding unsolicited amendments to voluntary agreements to include a statement that it will include written explanations and rationales for amendments prior to a hearing or mediation.  The motion passed without objection.

Economic Development and Zoning

Motion: Mr. Rice asked the ANC to approve the committee’s recommendation that the ANC send a letter to Councilmember Ambrose and DHCD supporting the concept of mixed-income residential development on a city-owned site in Rosedale, on 17th Street between D and E Streets NE, reserving the right to provide further input on traffic management, architectural style, and unit configuration as more detailed plans are developed.  The committee also recommended that IDS/DC (the developer) work with the appropriate SMD representatives to keep residents informed. This issue was raised that the community wants input into the definition of low-income and affordable housing.  Residents are concerned about such issues as jobs and the availability of senior citizen units.  The motion passed without objection

Motion: Mr. Rice asked the ANC to approve the committee’s recommendation to support the request of Peace Baptist Church for zoning variances to allow the construction of a new entrance lobby for the church, at 712 18th Street NE.  The motion passed without objection.

Motion: Mr. Rice moved that the ANC support the committee’s recommendation that the ANC send a letter of “no objection” to the Historic Preservation Review Board for proposed construction of a 2-story rear addition, demolition of a garage, and face alterations at 807-809 Maryland Avenue NE.  The motion passed without objection.

Motion: Mr. Rice moved that the ANC approve the committee’s recommendation to send a letter of support to the Zoning Commission for a text amendment that would allow, but not mandate, pervious paving materials in open parking spaces, access aisles, driveways, ramp areas and parking lots.  It would also encourage use of natural design techniques that store, infiltrate, evaporate and detain runoff in close proximity to where the runoff is generated.  The motion passed without objection.

The report of the Economic Development and Zoning Committee was accepted without objection.

Community Outreach

Motion: Ms. Beatty moved that $500 be granted to KidPower for the purchase of program supplies and materials for its summer camp program serving 30 “at risk” youth.  It was passed without objection.

The committee report was accepted without objection

Schools

Motion: Mr. Borbely moved that the ANC send a letter to DCPS urging full funding for school libraries.  It was seconded by Ms. Mack.  Mr. Alberti objected to the lack of inclusion of a draft letter in the agenda packet, and the ANC’s lack of information on the issue.  He asked whether anyone from DCPS had presented at the Schools Committee meeting.  Mr. Borbely said the committee had received testimony from DCPS school librarians, PTA presidents and principals and had been corresonding with Dr. Bester Bonner, the DCPS director of library media services. Ms. Beatty and Mr. Rice said they needed more information. Mr. Fengler said he had not seen copies of the testimony the ANC had approved on funding for school modernization. Mr. Borbely said there was no written testimony but Mary Spencer's oral report was printed in a previous Schools Committee report. The motion failed 2-4, with Mr. Alberti, Ms. Beatty, Mr. Fengler and Mr. Rice voting in opposition and Mr. Borbely and Ms. Mack voting in support.

5. Unfinished Business
Update on Individualized Education Programs at Spingarn SHS
Mr. Borbely said he had received reports from DCPS on the numbers of Individualized Education Programs (IEP) that have not yet been completed at each school, and that there were three students who had not had their IEPs updated at Spingarn last year. This year, there were still about 70 students whose IEPs had not yet been updated, but the principal had assured him that these would be completed by the end of the school year. Mr. Borbely said he would follow up after the end of the school year. 

Alley Repair
Mr. Alberti reported on the progress of the DDOT request for suggestions for alley repair.  He said that DDOT supplied a list, which is continually updated, and requested input from the ANC.  Motion:  Mr. Alberti moved that the ANC send a letter to DDOT giving them the list of alleys recommended by ANC commissioners for repair.  He said he had received four recommendations from Mr. Rice and one from Mr. Fengler.  The motion passed without objection.

 6. New Business
Sherwood Father’s Day Event
Mr. Fengler introduced this topic by saying he and his neighbors are opposed to this event because of the noise, large crowds congregating outside the Sherwood fence and drinking.  The event, he said, causes a nuisance and problems and many neighbors object. He said the organizers needed ANC support for the event to obtain a permit from Parks & Rec. Mr. Fengler said he would be asking the ANC not to provide this support.

Jason Washington, speaking for supporters of the Father’s Day event at Sherwood Recreation Center, said the event has been taking place for 23 years without any accidents, violence or damage to anyone’s property.  He said the event had been attended by the mayor, Police Chief Ramsey and other city officials.  He said it is an opportunity for community members to get to know each other, and occurs on only one day per year.  The proceeds help young people attend baseball games.  He said the event is attended by about 500 people, and canceling it would hurt the community.

A member of the community who said he has lived on F Street for many years spoke in support of the event. Vanessa Ruffin said that by canceling the event the ANC would be encouraging division within the community.  Another resident said that they walk the grounds and clean the ball field.  While there may be some noise, when the event is over people leave.  Dora Wiley said that there are children involved who look forward to the event, and suggested that it be worked out and come to a meeting of the minds rather than just dispose of an event that is important to the community.

Motion: Ms Mack moved that the ANC support the event on condition that the hours be changed to 12 – 6 pm, instead of 12 - 8 pm.  Ms. Mack pointed out that most DC events end at  6.  Mr. Alberti asked wither street closings were involved. Mr. Washington said the event is held solely on the Sherwood Rec Center property. In answer to a question about how many people participate in the event, he was told that there was no way of knowing, churches come to sing, off duty fire and police officers, etc.  Crowd control is provided by volunteer police, and they are directed to keep the sidewalks clear.  The MPD is charged with keeping the streets clear. Ms. Mack suggested that the provision of adequate security be added as a requirement in the original motion. This amendment was accepted without objection.  The motion as amended passed 3-1, with Mr. Borbely, Mr. Ibangha and Ms. Mack voting in support and Mr. Fengler voting in opposition.

Dog Parks Legislation
Ms. Beatty discussed pending City Council legislation, introduced by Councilmember Graham, and pending in the Education, Libraries and Recreation Committee, that would authorize the city to create off-leash dog parks.  Motion:  Ms. Beatty moved that the ANC write a letter of support for the legislation.  Mr. Alberti said the letter should include language that the ANC's input should be given great weight when the city decides whether a particular park be designated as a dog park. Vanessa Ruffin asked about enforcement in the parks, and Ms. Beatty said that park rangers would be responsible, but that the dog parks are separate areas and wouldn’t impact the safety of children.  The motion passed without objection.

Liquor License Transfer, Ha Hu Grocery
Motion: Mr. Borbely moved to protest the transfer of a Class B liquor license to Ha Hu Grocery, at 1451 Maryland Avenue NE. He said he had passed out 500 letters, and heard from 45 people, 2/3 of them opposed to the liquor license.  Brenda Artis said she opposed the license, and that there are already too many liquor stores in the community. About six other residents spoke in opposition to the liquor license application. 

Ha Hu co-owner Michael Tulu said his store would not harm the neighborhood, and that it was unfair to penalize someone who wanted to start a business.

Mr. Borbely, Ms. Beatty and Mr. Rice raised the issue of Ha Hu being within 400 feet of a school (the law prohibits Class B applicants within that distance of a school unless there is already a currently functioning Class B within that distance.) Mr. Rice said he was frustrated that because ABRA wasn't doing its job of screening out clearly improper applications, the ANC was unnecessarily being forced to weigh in on the difficult question of appropriateness. 

Mr. Alberti said that while he supports the protest, such protests should be considered first by the ABL committee. Motion: Mr. Alberti moved to amend the motion to add that the ABL Committee be directed to consider whether the ANC should sign a voluntary agreement including a prohibition on the sale of singles with the applicant. The amendment passed 4-0, and the original motion passed 6-0, with Ms. Mack abstaining.

Community Outreach Membership
Motion: Mr. Fengler, on behalf of Elizabeth Nelson, moved to remove Kenneth Mack from the membership of the Community Outreach Committee for lack of attendance. It passed without objection.

Community Outreach Article
Motion: Mr. Fengler, on behalf of Elizabeth Nelson, moved to approve the placement of an article in the Buzz and the Hill Rag soliciting sign language interpreters for ANC meetings because of the large number of hearing impaired residents in the ANC’s district.  The motion passed without objection.

DDOT Transportation Update
Mr. Fengler reported that the ANC is actively participating in the Ward 6 Transportation Study, and that Dea Varsovczky was still ably representing the ANC.

DDOT Ward 6 Transportation Policy Committee
Mr. Fengler said he has taken the liberty of extending Dea Varsovczky’s responsibilities by appointing her as the ANC representative to the new Ward 6 Transportation Policy Committee, and asked for ANC approval. It was approved without objection.

ABL Committee Membership

Motion: Ms. Beatty moved that Jessica Ward be removed from the membership of the ABL Committee for lack of attendance.  The motion passed without objection.

Bylaws Change
Motion: Mr. Borbely moved that the ANC bylaws be modified to move up the deadlines for preparing materials for ANC agenda packages, as per the proposal detailed in the June agenda package. 

Mr. Alberti said that he wouldn’t support the changes; he said while he tries his best to abide by the schedule, he doesn’t want to be put at risk of violating ANC bylaws, and he feels confident that’s what would happen. Mr. Rice said he agrees with Mr. Alberti and is afraid that, like some other ANCs, the Commission could get caught up in questions of process.  The Zoning Committee already cuts it close because of its meeting schedule, and he said he could not vote for something that would put him out of compliance.  Mr. Borbely said deadlines already exist; this proposal would not add deadlines, just move them forward. He said he would not continue serving as Secretary in 2006 under the current system, which requires him to complete the agendas between midnight Wednesday evening and Thursday morning. 

The motion failed by a vote of 4-0, with Ms. Beatty, Mr. Borbely, Mr. Fengler and Mr. Ibangha voting in support of the motion, and with Ms. Mack temporarily out of the room. (Bylaws changes require approval by 6 of the 8 commissioners.)

The meeting was adjourned at 9:05.

Re:  Letter of support for Father’s Day event

Ms. Barner:

At the regularly scheduled monthly ANC 6A meeting on June 9, 2005, and with a quorum present, the Commission voted to support the Father’s Day event scheduled at Sherwood Recreation Center on June 19, 2005.  However, this support is provided only on the condition the event will end by 6:00pm, two hours earlier than what is approved on the permit application.  

The Commission also notes that the event organizer, Mr. Jordon Washington, pledged to ensure the event participants will keep their activity within the physical property of the Sherwood Recreation Center.  Accordingly, we expect Mr. Washington to monitor the surrounding sidewalks and streets during and after the event to ensure the peace and quiet of the community is not unduly impacted on Sunday.  

With regard to the planning of next year’s event, please note that more timely consideration will be provided to your office if the Commission is afforded an opportunity to consider its support before the application is approved and the event is scheduled on the Sherwood Recreation Center calendar.  During the discussion at our Commission meeting, it was noted that denying the event creates the situation where Mr. Washington’s fees, that he already paid, would be forfeit.  

At a minimum, the planners for next year’s event should request ANC 6A approval for this event before fees are paid, and no later than the regularly scheduled April meeting.  In short, the ANC letter of support should be required at the time the application is submitted and not vise versa as the case this year.  As a general rule, any event of this size that requires ANC approval should be submitted to our Commission at least two months before the event is tentatively scheduled.

Dear Mr. Burger:

On June 9, 2005, with a quorum present, ANC 6A voted to protest application #60980 by Tutsi Corporation T/A Ha Hu Grocery to transfer license #72570 from 1235 W Street, NW to 1451 Maryland Avenue, NE.

Aside from the protest, the Commission requests an immediate determination by the ABC Board as to whether, as a matter of law, D.C. Code 25-314(b) prohibits this license from being granted.  As you are aware, 25-314(b) prohibits Class B licenses from being granted to establishments within 400 feet from a school unless there is already a currently functioning Class B establishment within 400 feet of the school.  The Ha Hu Grocery is less than 400 feet from Ideal Academy, and there are no other currently functioning Class B licenses within 400 feet of the school.  

Further, the Commission opposes the application on the grounds that a Class B liquor license at 1451 Maryland Ave. NE would have: 1) a negative effect on the peace, order, and quiet in the neighborhood; 2) a negative effect on property values; and 3) a negative effect on residential parking needs.

In addition, the ANC believes that granting this license would create or contribute to an overconcentration of licensed establishments in the area; and the establishment is near both Ideal Academy, a private school for grades 5-12 at 702 15th St. NE, and Miner Elementary School, at 601 15th St. NE.

Commissioner Marc Borbely, in whose Single Member District Ha Hu Grocery lies, Commissioner Mary Beatty, chair of our Alcohol Beverage Licensing Committee, or I will represent the Commission at the July 6 roll call hearing.

Re: IDS/DC Proposal for Mixed-Income Development on Rosedale Parcel

Dear Councilmember Ambrose,


On June 9, 2005, the Commission voted unanimously to support the concept of mixed-income residential development on the Rosedale parcel on 17th Street between D and E Streets, NE as proposed by IDS/DC.

Our understanding is that IDS/DC proposes to build 28 units consisting of 14 three-story attached structures, each with a ground-level flat and a stacked townhouse. The 14 townhouses and four of the flats would be sold at market rate. The ten remaining flats would be below sold market rate: eight affordable for low income residents and two affordable for moderate income residents. IDS/DC would provide the financing, and the District would receive an equal split of the profits in exchange for the land.

ANC 6A reserves the right to provide further input on traffic management, architectural style, and unit configuration as more detailed plans are developed. We understand that zoning variances will be required, and this will provide an additional opportunity for involvement in planning and design.  ANC 6A also recommends that IDS/DC work with the appropriate Single Member District representatives to keep residents informed.

At a regularly scheduled and properly noticed meeting on June 9, 2005, ANC 6A voted 7-0 (with 5 Commissioners required for a quorum) to support the text amendment to allow the use of pervious paving for certain parking and related facilities.

Pervious paving is desirable for reducing urban storm runoff to our local rivers and streams, thus reducing loadings of sediments, pollutants, and excess nutrients. Pervious paving is also a potential strategy for reducing heat island effects in the city.

Dear Ms. Mitten:

The Department of Housing and Community Development (DHCD) on June 6, 2005, informed our Commission that the former Police Station and Fire House located at 525 Ninth Street, NE and 1341 Maryland Avenue, NE, respectively, are not physically in their inventory for proper disposal.  Prior to this discovery, DHCD was poised to issue a request for proposal (RFP) to seek bids to develop these properties.  As a result, DHCD has forwarded all the documents to the Office of Property (OPM) to obtain a decision on whether DHCD can proceed with the issuance of the RFPs.  The DHCD letter is provided at enclosure one.  

The Commission has learned that as both of these properties are now under the management jurisdiction of OPM, they are available for acquisition by the National Capital Revitalization Corporation (NCRC) as a result of the land transfer arrangement for Southwest Waterfront properties made with the Anacostia Waterfront Corporation.  The NCRC press release that outlines this arrangement is provided at enclosure two.  It is our understanding that NCRC has tentatively identified the former Police Station at 525 Ninth Street, NE as one of several properties to satisfy the terms of the memorandum of agreement for the Southwest Waterfront land transfer.  

On June 9, 2005, at the regularly scheduled ANC 6A meeting, and with a quorum present, the Commission voted to request that the OPM immediately initiate the surplus and disposition process for these two properties.  The Commission recognizes that the surplus and disposition of these properties requires District of Columbia Council approval.  We also understand there is a 90 day notification period for the Council.  Accordingly, we further request an expedited submission of the required documents to the Council before schedule the July 15 recess. 

Enclosure three is our Commission’s input regarding the RFP for 525 Ninth Street, NE sent to DHCD on December 10, 2004.  Enclosure four is our Commission’s input regarding the RFP for 1341 Maryland Avenue, NE sent to DHCD on February 14, 2005.  In addition, the Commission discourages the transfer of the 525 Ninth Street, NE from OPM to NCRC as it would further delay the RFP process and ignore the hard work the community has undertaken to restore this blighted property.

The efforts of the Commission and the community to redevelop these two vacant and abandoned properties are documented in the following enclosures:

· Enclosure five is a copy of the letter we sent to then DHCD Director, Mr. Stanley Jackson, on February 24, 2004, expressing our concern of the deteriorating condition of 525 Ninth Street, NE as well as an invitation to attend our March 11, 2004, Commission meeting.

· Enclosure six provides a copy of the minutes from the March 11, 2004, Commission meeting where then DHCD Director, Mr. Stanley Jackson, promised that the disposition of these two properties would be resolved before the end of the year (2004).

· Enclosure seven is a copy of the letter our Commission sent to the DHCD Director, Mr. Stanley Jackson, on May 24, 2004, requesting an update on the public meeting DHCD was to hold within 60 days of the March 11, 2004, Commission meeting.

· Enclosure eight is a copy of the letter our Commission sent to Office of Planning Director, Mr. Andrew Altman, on June 17, 2004, seeking assistance in the redevelopment of these two properties in accordance with Mayor’s commitments to expand opportunities for residential development in the District.  

· Enclosure nine is a copy of the letter from DHCD on December 27, 2004, recognizing the input our community provided at two public meetings conducted by DHCD and ANC 6A on October 21, 2004 and December 13, 2004.

· Enclosure ten is a copy of the letter from our Commission to DHCD Director, Mr. Jalal Greene, on April 22, 2005, requesting an update on the RFP process for both of these properties.

We also request a contact person in OPM in order to continue to work maintenance issues regarding these properties as DHCD is no longer responsible for maintenance of these properties.  

In close, it is our fervid hope the documentation attached to this letter will provide the context and urgency of our request.  We thank you in advance for your time and consideration of this matter.

At the June 9, 2005, regularly scheduled Commission meeting, and with a quorum of 7 of 8 commissioners present, the Commission voted to support and endorse the Dog Park Establishment Amendment Act of 2005, bill number B16-0028, introduced in the District of Columbia City Council by Councilman Graham on January 18, 2005.  This legislation will authorize the establishment of designated dog parks on District of Columbia Department of Parks and Recreation parkland and allow for the Mayor to promulgate rules to implement dog park operations.  The proposed bill is attached.

The Commission considered comments from residents regarding the benefits of designated off-leash areas for dogs, dog owners and the general public in our support of this legislation.  Some of the benefits, which were included in this discussion, include that dogs allowed to exercise off-leash are happier and healthier, and are less likely to create a nuisance, develop anti-social or aggressive behavior problems, bark excessively, or destroy property.  Further, the benefits to the community included making the surrounding area safer; providing a social hub and heightened sense of connectedness and community; and reducing the need for and cost of enforcement.
The Commission urges Councilwoman Ambrose and the District of Columbia Council to enact the Dog Park Establishment Amendment Act of 2005.  Moreover, we recommend that during the promulgation of rules, as well as the designation of each dog park, include a rigorous public comment requirement and that respective Advisory Neighborhood Commission be given great weight in such deliberations.

ABL ANC 6A meeting

Meeting Minutes

June 21, 2005

I. 
 The meeting minutes of May 17th, 2005 were accepted, as was the agenda for the June 21st meeting by the ABL Committee

II. The meeting was then opened up for general community comments not pertaining to the four new liquor license applications.  A separate community comment period is scheduled for this subject later in the evening.

Chester Wilson of the 900 block of 12th St, NE commented that the Five Point club near his home has been closed and he hopes it stays closed.  Mr. Wilson observed that peace, order and quiet in the neighborhood has improved dramatically since the closing of this establishment.

III.        New Business:  Four new applications for H Street, NE

Joe Englert presented to the community audience (approximately 75 members in attendance) a description of the four establishments that are applying for licenses.  The four venues include: 

· The Argonaut-  A restaurant, licensed as a CR that will be open in approximately six weeks

· The Beehive:  A restaurant with southwest cuisine that will also be licensed as a CR

· The Rock and Roll Tavern:  a tavern that will serve food, but will not be a full restaurant; licensed as a CT.  The décor will be 50’s décor.

· The Red and Black Tavern- a tavern that will serve food, but primarily a tavern; also licensed as a CT.  The restaurant will have a New Orleans-style décor and menu.

Mr. Englert discussed four areas of concern he has heard from the community that he is working to mitigate:

1) Vacancy of the properties for the past 20-30 years as a negative sight for the neighborhood.  By developing these properties the hope is crime will dissipate in the area.

2) Residents of Wylie Avenue/soundproofing:  Mr. Englert acknowledged that the residents of Wylie Avenue will be the most immediately affected by the noise of the establishments.  In designing the facilities, construction will include sufficient soundproofing to ensure that the noise levels for residents are mitigated.

3) Trash pickup:  To mitigate the risk of trash piles and the rodent infestation that can come with shoddy trash pickup, Mr. Englert has started negotiations with a private trash removal firm to pick up trash daily from the establishments at a time during the morning that will not awake the neighbors (he specifically mentioned 10AM when people tend to be at work; children are in school).

4) Parking:  Mr. Englert discussed mitigation plans with local churches and vacant parking lots to accommodate parking at night for the establishments.  These plans are in process and are not solidified, but he is working the issue and recognizes that parking is a major concern for the community who relies on street parking for their own cars.

Mr. Englert advised that all four establishments would be open within the next two years.

He recommended to the audience that they visit one of his other establishments to get an idea of the type of business/venue he runs.  The venues he listed include:  The Capitol Lounge at 229 Pennsylvania Ave, SE; and  B. Murphy’s in the 1300 block of F St, SE. 

Community Discussion

At this point in the meeting, the floor was open for input/questions from the community to the committee and Mr. Englert regarding the four license applications.

· One member of the community admitted that she came to the meeting skeptical but now feels better about the venues and efforts being made by the owner; recognized that H St used to be a bustling thriving area and its current state needs to be improved.  Recommended the market focus of a restaurant venue for people leaving church on Sundays.  

· Ms. Tolu Tolu urged the audience to recall how nice H St, NE used to be prior to the riots and the prospect of it being revived with restaurants and taverns as a positive thing.  Ms. Tolu Tolu endorsed the new development proposed by Mr. Englert

· Several community members raised concerns about parking issues once these establishments are open; parking is already extremely sparse and these establishments will only exacerbate the problem; want to see that the owner is doing something about that.  Mr Englert reiterated his plans to work with local lots of churches; possibly a shuttle from Union Station; and lastly an observation that the hope is that many customers will be local foot traffic at the establishments.

· A community member acknowledged the desire to see change on H Street and is pro-growth/pro-change.  But her concern arises from possible crime/security issues that may arise with several bars being open near her home.  What type of crowd will be coming to these bars? Will this pose a safety hazard to her children, etc.  Mr. Englert stated that the type of venues he operates to not tolerate the type of clientele that would engage in crime; he’s looking to bring in safe, family-friendly establishments to be enjoyed by the local community; encourage people to see his other establishments to get a feel for the nature of his establishments.  Mr. Englert also reiterated a strong policy against serving intoxicated people; allowing illegal behavior to take place at his venue and the importance of having tough management in place at the establishments.  He also discussed a possible police sub-station above one of the restaurants.  He has been in discussions with the Police Department; nothing has been finalized but he is aware of the concern and continues to work the issue with the police.

· A community member spoke twice reiterating his endorsement of Mr. Englert’s establishments; the member stated that he is a patron of several of his current establishments: he feels that safety is a high priority of Joe’s establishments and he advised the community that Mr. Englert is a responsible owner who would be a very positive asset to H St, NE.  

· Commissioner Holden asked Mr. Englert to clarify the applications as CT’s or CR’s.  She said that there was a discrepancy between what was filed and what Mr. Englert said.  Mr. Englert stated that his intentions are to have the 4 establishments licensed as stated above; if there is a discrepancy on paper now it will be remedied.

· A community member, also a partner in the venues’ development, stated his endorsement of Mr. Englert as a developer in the community based on his personal due diligence efforts to research Mr. Englert and his establishments prior to engaging in a partnership relationship with him.

· Joe Fengler, commissioner, stated that the city has been extremely focused with a specific task team working the H-Street Development; that the city recognized that to be successful and entice developers and customers, the neighborhood must be safe, clean and foster a hospitable environment; the H St Development Corp. has been working in concert with the police and utility crews, with H-Street issues receiving top priority to ensure that the development continues smoothly and crime or other problems do not derail success.

· ABL Committee Chair Beatty closed the community discussion and asked for committee member input on the matter at hand.  The committee generally observed that Mr. Englert has been a responsible developer in past restaurant dealings and has shown a good faith effort to this community by sharing his time and plans for the establishments on H St, NE, working with the police and trash removal services and various lots to mitigate parking.  The observation was made that in the future, it is likely that the community will not have this kind of voice, once H Street, NE becomes a success, and it is nice that there is this amount of openness and access now.  The Committee thanked the community for taking the time and being so involved in the process.

Committee Chair Beatty then moved to present the standard voluntary agreement to Mr. Englert for each establishment, with one additional stipulation, that is, that the Beehive be modified from a CT to a CR.  The Committee adopted this motion unanimously.

Preamble

Through this agreement, both parties aim to create an environment whereby the applicant may operate as a viable contributing business to the ANC 6A community, while concurrently curtailing any adverse effects a business such as the applicant’s could have on the surrounding neighborhood.  This agreement applies to following class of liquor licenses: CT (Tavern), CR (Restaurant) and CN (Nightclub)

The applicant agrees to work regularly with the ANC 6A, neighborhood associations, and residents to ensure the business operations do not adversely affect the surrounding neighborhood.  All parties believe the statements and provisions contained in this agreement are reasonable and must become wholly integrated into the day-to-day operation of the business establishment.

Further, ANC 6A acknowledges that this Cooperative Agreement shall be presented to all Class CT, CR and CN applicants within the boundaries of ANC 6A.  To the greatest extent possible, the ANC will not insist upon or allow any significant changes to this Cooperative Agreement that will unfairly benefit or, conversely, cause competitive disadvantage to, any individual applicant or establishment within the ANC, unless such change is required by the District of Columbia government, other authorized governmental bodies, or rule of law.  

The community and merchants have agreed that it is in all the parties’ best interests to standardize the requirements for the operation of tavern, restaurants and nightclub establishments within the boundaries of ANC 6A.  The community and merchants understand and agree that the changes imposed upon the operations of all licensees within the ANC as set forth herein are important measures to protect the safety, peace, order and quiet of the neighborhood, its residents, and businesses. 

Witnesseth

Whereas, Applicant’s premises is within the boundaries of ANC 6A; and,

Whereas, the parties desire to enter into an agreement governing certain requirements and understandings regarding the application for a CR Liquor License at the subject premises; and,

Whereas, the parties recognize the importance of that commercial districts provide safe, clean and pedestrian friendly environments for the adjacent neighborhoods,

The Parties Agree As Follows:

1. Public Space Cleanliness and Maintenance.  Applicant will maintain the public space (minimally the front sidewalk up to and including the gutter in front of the subject premises, and the alleyway behind the subject premises) adjacent to the establishment in a clean and litter-free condition by:

a. Picking up trash, including beverage bottles and cans, and all other trash a minimum of twice daily (immediately before business hours and once between 5:00 p.m. and 8:00 p.m.).

b. Maintaining regular evening trash garbage removal service prior to 8PM, regularly remove trash from the trash and dumpster area, and see that the trash and dumpster area remain clean.  Applicant shall deposit trash and garbage only in rodent-proof dumpsters, and shall see that dumpster covers fit properly and remain fully closed except when trash or garbage is being added or removed.  

c. Exercising due diligence to prevent and/or rid vermin infestation in and around the establishment, including following, minimally, the recommendations and guidelines of the Vector Control Division of the Department of Public Works.

d. Assisting in maintenance of the curb in front of the establishment to keep them free of trash and to remove snow and ice from the sidewalk and comply with all applicable D.C. laws and regulation in these respects.

e. Planting, watering, and generally tending to tree boxes directly in front of the subject premises, if any.

f. Promptly removing or painting over any graffiti written on the exterior walls of the property.

2. Business Improvement District:

a. Applicant and/or landlord will be an active participant in an effort to bring a Business Improvement District (BID) program to the H Street NE corridor.  

b. Applicant and/or landlord will support and financially contribute to any BID implemented on the H Street NE corridor.  

3. Business Operations and Practices:

a. Applicant will not, directly or indirectly, sell or deliver alcohol to any intoxicated person, or to any person of intemperate habits, or to any person who appears to be intoxicated. A person of intemperate habits shall be defined as:

1) Any person arrested or cited for alcohol-related offences by the Metropolitan Police Department for any alcohol-related crime three times or more in any one year; and 

2) Who has been so identified to the licensee by the Metropolitan Police Department by giving a photo and name to the licensee.

b. The applicant agrees to take all necessary steps to prevent patron rowdiness, including refusing admission/service to loud, rowdy, and/or unruly persons.

c. The applicant agrees to ensure that no patron brings alcohol into the establishment from outside sources, and at no time exits the establishment with alcoholic beverages.

d. The applicant will not provide sell alcoholic beverages “to go.”

e. Applicant agrees not to promote or participate in bar or pub “crawls” or “tours”, or any other event of this nature.

f. The licensed establishment will be managed by the applicant in person or a board licensed manager.

g. Applicant, and all employees of the applicant, shall attend and complete an alcoholic beverage server training course/seminar.

h. Applicant shall post a notice kept in good repair and visible from point of entry a sign, which states:

1) Proper ID required (proof of age 21 minimum to be served and assurances that ID’s will be checked at all times prior to serving alcoholic beverages to patrons.

2) Prohibition against selling alcohol to minors.

3) Request to patrons to not litter, loiter, or make excessive noise in the neighborhood as they arrive or depart. 

4) Warning: Drinking alcoholic beverages during pregnancy can cause birth defects.

5) Request that customers do not contribute to panhandlers.

i. Applicant shall make every effort to prohibit and prevent loitering and criminal activity on or in front of the establishment premises, to include:

1) Asking loiterers to move on whenever they are observed outside the establishment,

2) Calling the Metropolitan Police Department (MPD) to remove loiterers if they refuse Applicant’s request to move on,

3) Calling the Metropolitan Police Department if illegal activity is observed,

4) Keeping a written record of dates and times (i.e. log) when the MPD was called for assistance.  

5) Applicant’s log shall be provided to the Board and, for good cause shown to the Board, to any valid protestant during hearings involving future renewals or contested proceedings involving the Applicant’s license.   

j. Applicant agrees to not post any alcoholic beverage signage (promotions) in the windows (i.e., signs/posters that identify brand(s) of alcohol.).

k. Applicant shall deny support of the installation of pay phones around the establishment (externally).

l. To the extent such lighting is not present on the exterior of the establishment, the Applicant will install and maintain high-intensity flood-lights on the exterior of its premises so as to fully light any abutting alleyway from dusk until dawn.

m. Applicant will serve both alcoholic beverages and food and keep its food serving facilities open until two (2) hours prior to closing.

4. Music / Dancing / Entertainment:

a. For Class CT (Tavern) and Class CR (Restaurant) establishments, the Applicant agrees not to use cover charges (a charge at the door which covers the cost of one or more drinks, which are provided to the patron upon entry), or charge for admission (charges to gain entrance to the establishment, without benefit of additional services/product in return for the fee).

b. Class CR license Applicant may offer entertainment.  The Applicant can not offer entertainment that either has nude performances or facilities for dancing. 
c. Applicant agrees to ensure that sounds originating from within the establishment are not heard by residents in the surrounding neighborhood and that adequate sound proofing is installed.  As part of the effort to accomplish this, the applicant agrees to not leave doors propped open during business hours.  In addition, the applicant agrees to keep the sound system at reasonable levels of volume and bass, and reduce even further these levels when necessary to ensure the peace and quiet of the neighborhood.

d. Applicant agrees that all windows will be closed at all times when music is being played within the subject premises, unless the volume of said music is so low, with the windows open, as to not be heard by anyone standing on the sidewalk in front of the premises on H Street NE.

e. Applicant agrees to end playing of music at 11PM on weekdays and 1AM on weekends.

5. Cooperation with ANC 6A.  The applicant agrees to work with the Single-Member District ANC Commissioner whose boundaries the establishment is located, on resolving issues preventing the applicant from fulfilling its obligations under this cooperative agreement. 

6. Modifications.  This agreement can be modified only by mutual agreement of all the parties with the approval of the ABC Board.  In the case of ANC6A, if applicant desires to modify the terms of this agreement, the applicant, prior to implementing the change(s), shall receive written agreement from ANC6A after a majority of the commissioners shall have voted in favor of the changes at a full public meeting.

7. Miscellaneous:

a. The applicant certifies that it does not owe more than $100 to the District of Columbia government as the result of any fine, fee or penalty interest or past due tax.

2) Prohibition against selling alcohol to minors.

3) Request to patrons to not litter, loiter, or make excessive noise in the neighborhood as they arrive or depart. 

4) Warning: Drinking alcoholic beverages during pregnancy can cause birth defects.

5) Request that customers do not contribute to panhandlers.

i. Applicant shall make every effort to prohibit and prevent loitering and criminal activity on or in front of the establishment premises, to include:

1) Asking loiterers to move on whenever they are observed outside the establishment,

2) Calling the Metropolitan Police Department (MPD) to remove loiterers if they refuse Applicant’s request to move on,

3) Calling the Metropolitan Police Department if illegal activity is observed,

4) Keeping a written record of dates and times (i.e. log) when the MPD was called for assistance.  

5) Applicant’s log shall be provided to the Board and, for good cause shown to the Board, to any valid protestant during hearings involving future renewals or contested proceedings involving the Applicant’s license.   

j. Applicant agrees to not post any alcoholic beverage signage (promotions) in the windows (i.e., signs/posters that identify brand(s) of alcohol.).

k. Applicant shall deny support of the installation of pay phones around the establishment (externally).

l. To the extent such lighting is not present on the exterior of the establishment, the Applicant will install and maintain high-intensity flood-lights on the exterior of its premises so as to fully light any abutting alleyway from dusk until dawn.

m. Applicant will serve both alcoholic beverages and food and keep its food serving facilities open until two (2) hours prior to closing.

29. Music / Dancing / Entertainment:

a. For Class CT (Tavern) and Class CR (Restaurant) establishments, the Applicant agrees not to use cover charges (a charge at the door which covers the cost of one or more drinks, which are provided to the patron upon entry), or charge for admission (charges to gain entrance to the establishment, without benefit of additional services/product in return for the fee).

b. Class CT license Applicant may offer entertainment, but can not offer entertainment that has nude performances.  The Applicant can allow dancing for its patrons only.  The Applicant can not provide dancing for its employees or any entertainers.  The size of the dance floor in a tavern may not exceed one hundred and forty (140) square feet.

c. Applicant agrees to ensure that sounds originating from within the establishment are not heard by residents in the surrounding neighborhood and that adequate sound proofing is installed.  As part of the effort to accomplish this, the applicant agrees to not leave doors propped open during business hours.  In addition, the applicant agrees to keep the sound system at reasonable levels of volume and bass, and reduce even further these levels when necessary to ensure the peace and quiet of the neighborhood.

d. Applicant agrees that all windows will be closed at all times when music is being played within the subject premises, unless the volume of said music is so low, with the windows open, as to not be heard by anyone standing on the sidewalk in front of the premises on H Street NE.

e. Applicant agrees to end playing of music at 11PM on weekdays and 1AM on weekends.

30. Cooperation with ANC 6A.  The applicant agrees to work with the Single-Member District ANC Commissioner whose boundaries the establishment is located, on resolving issues preventing the applicant from fulfilling its obligations under this cooperative agreement. 

31. Modifications.  This agreement can be modified only by mutual agreement of all the parties with the approval of the ABC Board.  In the case of ANC6A, if applicant desires to modify the terms of this agreement, the applicant, prior to implementing the change(s), shall receive written agreement from ANC6A after a majority of the commissioners shall have voted in favor of the changes at a full public meeting.

32. Miscellaneous:

a. The applicant certifies that it does not owe more than $100 to the District of Columbia government as the result of any fine, fee or penalty interest or past due tax.

b. Applicant shall receive, at their request and at no cost, a sign to post within their establishment (provided by the ANC 6A) that outlines the primary points of this agreement

c. Applicant will operate in compliance with all applicable laws and regulations.
33. Enforcement:

a. If either party hereto believes in good faith that the applicant is in violation of this agreement, written notice specifying the alleged violation shall be delivered to the applicant and the applicant shall have ten (10) days after receipt of such written notice to come into compliance with this agreement or respond to said alleged notice of default.

b. The applicant and the ANC 6A Commission agree to enter into this agreement.  If the applicant should breach the conditions of this agreement, it is understood by all parties that the ANC 6A, and/or its committees, or others shall immediately petition the ABC Board for a “show cause” hearing pursuant to 23 D.C.M.R. 1513.5. 

c. This cooperative agreement is binding on the applicant and its assigns and will continue in force for any and all subsequent license holders at this location.

REPORT OF THE 
ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT AND ZONING COMMITTEE
OF ANC 6A
June 28, 2005

Present: Commissioners Marc Borbely, Gladys Mack, Cody Rice; Resident Members Virginia Gaddis, Vanessa Ruffin-Colbert, and Craig Ward.

Commissioner Rice chaired the meeting. A quorum was not reached.

Community Comments

Virginia Gaddis observed that it appears that traffic is being diverted to 11th St NE based on the amount of traffic she sees.

Commissioner Borbely announced an effort in SMD 6A06 to identify and report abandoned and vacant properties.

Anwar Saleem asked if the ANC could do anything about businesses installing new rolldown security gates that are completely closed (i.e., forming a metal wall when they come down). The H Street NE Zoning Overlay will require a certain amount of transparency in security gates, but many new gates are going up now.

ZC 04-33: Inclusionary Zoning/Affordable Housing

The committee discussed an Office of Planning (OP) report on a petition by the Campaign for Mandatory Inclusionary Zoning (CMIZ) to the Zoning Commission. A short description of the petition and OP response is available at http://dcoz.dc.gov/services/zoning/schedule/info/PHN04-33_07-25-05.pdf. The full OP report is available at http://www.planning.dc.gov/planning/cwp/view,a,1278,q,569005,planningnav,|32339|.asp
The CMIZ petition would require new housing projects with 10 or more units to set aside a certain percentage of units at prices affordable to households within a certain income range in return for a density bonus allowing more height and/or more lot coverage. This requirement would apply in mapped Inclusionary Zoning Overlay areas where the Comprehensive Plan supports increased density, particularly areas that have been targeted for increased development and are transit-accessible. In ANC 6A, these areas are primarily north of F Street NE in the western half of the ANC and between Benning Road and East Capitol Street NE in the eastern half of the ANC. See map at

The committee discussed the rationale for limiting the requirement only to certain mapped areas. One committee member asked why the requirement should be limited, noting that it would not have applied to MedLINK or the PEPCO development. Another committee member noted that the areas seemed to track with areas that had relatively more land that was open and could be developed. The rationale in the OP report is that these are areas that the Comprehensive Plan says can support more density and are transit-accessible.

There was discussion of the potential effect of the density bonus on neighborhood character because buildings may be taller or cover more of their lot than surrounding buildings. It was also noted that the bonus density could create incentives for lot assembly and demolition of existing buildings, especially in areas without historic preservation protection. There was discussion of the potential trade-offs between new buildings “fitting in” to their neighborhood and the need for affordable housing that might only be possible with bigger buildings. The density bonus would allow bigger buildings as a matter of right, and it might surprise some residents that they would have no opportunity for input on the scale of the building receiving the density bonus. Even with existing zoning, many new buildings are at least a story taller than surrounding structures. 

Informal Recommendation (no quorum):  That the ANC send a letter to the Zoning Commission supporting the CMIZ proposal for mandatory inclusionary zoning to encourage affordable housing wherever possible in the city, recommending a review mechanism for ANCs, and asking that emphasis be given to retaining existing buildings that contribute to neighborhood character.

H Street Clean & Safe

The committee and community members walked along H Street NE between 7th and 14th Streets to observe conditions affecting cleanliness and safety along the corridor. 

The following conditions were observed:

· Litter tends to be more of a problem on the 700 and 800 blocks than further east. This may be due to the heavy pedestrian traffic near the bus stops. Many of the trash cans near the bus stops were completely full, and some had bagged trash suggesting illegal dumping.

· There are numerous vacant properties and empty lots on the corridor. Trash tends to pile up on or near these properties. There are no occupants to clean from storefront to curb as required by ordinance. At least one of the vacant buildings was covered in posters.

· Most of the stores were closed by 8:30 pm, and many have rolldown security gates. The street did not feel very inviting in those areas with no commercial activity. The lighting and activity near open businesses provided a marked contrast.

· Trash accumulates under the metal tree grates.

· Many of the rolldown security gates are spray-painted with graffiti, which may not be visible during the day.

· The grassy triangle near the intersection of 14th and Florida Ave NE had a number of empty single beer bottles discarded on the ground.

There has been some discussion among H Street Main Street (HSMS), the Atlas Performing Arts Center, Joe Englert, the H Street Playhouse, and a few other businesses about pooling funds to pay for litter collection, at least in the Art & Entertainment area. They would contract with Ready to Work, the organization that currently staffs the clean and safe programs for the Capitol Hill BID and Downtown/Golden Triangle. They hope to have this in place by the first week of July. ANC 6A may be asked for financial participation through the Community Outreach Committee.

Informal Recommendations (no quorum):  A couple of ideas were discussed, but no vote was taken during the walk: 1) That the ANC ask DPW to increase the frequency with which the trash cans near the 8th & H St NE bus stops are emptied; 2) That the ANC provide a letter of support to HSMS encouraging business owners to participate in collective efforts to keep H Street clean and safe.

Report on COC members

Miscellaneous: increasing The Rag distribution locations in ANC 6A

Recently, the commissioner for ANC 6A08 made a request to the COC for assistance in increasing the number of pick up locations his SMD.  The COC contacted The Rag on his behalf and requested that  distribution boxes be placed on or near the intersections of 17th & D and 18th & D NE.  The distribution coordinator at The Rag agreed to do so, on a trial basis.  It was further suggested that the commissioner identify businesses in his SMD that would agree to distribute The Rag.  Commissioner Ibangha has been notified of this and is preparing a list of such establishments.  If the commissioners know of other locations, they should report them to Elizabeth or give them directly to The Rag.

Grant application from Spingarn Senior High School PTSA

A grant request for $508.00 to purchase 40 pom-poms (20 pairs) from Spingarn Senior High School PTSA was discussed. No representative came from Spingarn to present the application*. COC members wondered at the high cost of these pom-poms as compared to the ones mentioned in April’s Gibbs Elementary School PTSA grant. Elizabeth explained that the Spingarn pom-poms are for older and more experienced cheerleaders and the style of pom-pom used by the older girls is more expensive than those used by very young children such as the pom-pom girls at Gibbs.  The COC policy is not to recommend funding of a grant to an organization that does not send a representative to the COC meeting to answer questions.  After some discussion the COC decided that, as we had no questions and didn’t want to disappoint the girls, we would recommend funding.  However, to be fair to other applicants who have been required to appear at our meetings, we agreed that our recommendation would be conditional upon the appearance of a representative at the ANC meeting in July.  Therefore…
Committee recommendation: that ANC 6A approve the grant of $508.00 to purchase 40 pom-poms as stated in the request. The COC makes this recommendation on condition that a representative of Spingarn attends the ANC 6A meeting. The COC requests that the matter be placed on the agenda for the July meeting.  If a representative of the Spingarn PTSA does not attend, the COC requests that the grant not be funded, in fairness to other applicants.

*When called by the Chair the next day, the contact person explained that she did attempt to attend the meeting but that she did not notice the door bell and so did not ring to gain access.

VI. 
Status report on outreach initiatives 

Elizabeth reported that Gibbs ES invited a representative of ANC 6A to attend their end-of-year school-wide awards ceremony in order to thank the ANC for funding the PTSA grant on behalf of the cheerleaders. As it was of late notice (10 p.m. the evening before the event), Elizabeth attended as ANC representative and accepted a certificate on its behalf.…

Guests: Officer Banks and Mr. Alphonso Coles, Metropolitan Police Department

Raphael Marshall opened the meeting at 7:15 pm and asked everyone to introduce himself or herself. 

Officer Banks/Community Concerns:
Officer Banks made a detailed presentation about some of the major issues in the community.  The most significant items he addressed included: apprehension of a purse snatcher that was active in the area around Maryland Avenue; theft from autos, a portion of which was attributed to fans attending Nationals games; and the end of the school year.  

Mr. Marshall raised concerns about loitering, the use of small-engine motorcycles being driven ons streets and sidewalks, and fireworks.   Officer Banks stated that MPD has a zero tolerance policy, but noted that DC does not have a loitering law, so it is not illegal for individuals to hang-out on sidewalks.  He did state that “in commoding”, or three or more in a group blocking a sidewalks is illegal.  Officer Banks stated that most fireworks are illegal in DC and that individuals riding illegal vehicles can be arrested.  Ms. Nixon raised a concern about alcohol consumption in public.  Officer Banks acknowledged that this is an issue in the community and initiated a discussion about different steps that can be taken by private citizens and the MPD.

Mr. Alphonso Coles, Partnerships for Problem Solving
Mr. Coles asked to reschedule his presentation for the July meeting, given the lateness of the evening and small audience.  Mr. Coles offered to assist with publicizing the rescheduled presentation, which led to a broader discussion about generating greater community input and attendance at the public safety committee meetings.  Ms. Nixon offered to produce a flyer that could be distributed by Mr. Coles and committee members.  The Committee agreed to develop the brochure and to disseminate it prior to the next meeing.

Ms. Nixon suggested that the Committee recommend that the ANC send a letter to the Metropolitan Police Department to thank them for sending a representative to the meeting and request continued support.  The Committee unanimously agreed to make such a recommendation.

The Committee discussed potential guests for the July and August meetings meeting, including further inquiry into the DC Fire/Emergency Medical Services matter.   The next meeting is scheduled for Wednesday, July 20. The meeting adjourned at 8:50 pm.

Hi everyone!
The roll-call hearing yesterday on Ha Hu Grocery went well. Ms. Farrow (1400 of F) and I attended, as did Mr. Tulu.
Along with the ANC as a whole, the following 19 neighbors were recognized as official protestants: Micah Salb, Douglas LaChance, Margaret Farrow, Barabara Tierney, Bill Tierney, Hillery Gallasch, Nicole Hamam, Steve Morrison, Melynda Majors, Sarah Brenerman, Maria Motorfrancesco, Paula Kaufman, Richard Rashke, John Haugh, Belinda Foster, Maxene Adams, Marc Borbely, Kelly Miller, Aryeh Fishman.
As is standard procedure, the Board directed us, over the next two months, to try to negotiate an agreement with Mr. Tulu that would allow the case to be settled.
The Board also promised to get back to us shortly on our legal question of whether this license CAN even be granted, given its close proximity to a school. (The issue, I believe, will be whether the store that was there previously, selling beer and wine until about 7 months ago, counts as "currently functioning" for purposes of the rule that says you can't have a beer and wine store within 400 feet of a school unless there's already a currently functioning beer and wine store within 400 feet of the school.) Until this question is resolved, there's little point in conducting any negotiations.
There is a "status hearing" scheduled for 9:30 a.m. on Sept. 14, where our representative will report to the Board as to any progress on settlement.
If no settlement is reached (there can be additional "status hearings" first, a "protest hearing," which is a mini-trial with witnesses etc., will eventually be scheduled, on the question of whether this establishment would be appropriate for the neighborhood. This whole process can take months, but in our case that probably favors us, because the applicant can't sell alcohol until he's granted a license.
The protestants have designated Ms. Grigsby, or in her absence me, as the neighboring protestants' official representative; that designation can be withdrawn or changed at any time.
