Minutes

The meeting began at 7:05 PM.
  
Present:  Commissioners Beatty, Fengler, Holmes, and Marshall 
Absent:   Commissioners Mack, Nixon, Schultheiss.  Commissioner Alberti had to arrive late.
  

Commissioner Fengler suggested moving forward with topics not requiring a vote until a quorum was present.

 1.    Community Comment
Julie Evans of D Street NE announced a tree planting project sponsored by Casey Trees, which is making an inventory of the tree canopy.  She announced a tree planting on October 17th at 1007 Maryland Avenue NE.  Ms. Beatty said that her block had put in a request for trees, and that Casey Trees will not plant on public space, for example, tree boxes.  Ms. Evans said that Casey has a list of about 25 trees and flowering trees and there is no charge for them.

Heather School announced that there would be a financial planning seminar at Maury School on October 18th.

 2.    Officers’ Reports
Chair
Mr. Fengler reported that Karina Ricks, Derek Woody and Mr. Rapaport would be at the November meeting, and asked for Commissioner questions and comments in advance of the meeting.  He said they would present a snapshot of what’s going to happen with the AutoZone and H Street Connection sites.

Vice Chair
Mr. Holmes thanked Drew for his efforts on 200 H Street NE project.  He also reported that he has passed on his amendments to the ANC law to Councilmember Wells, who has spoken with Council Chair Gray. Councilmember Gray has a bill that will be presented to the Committee of the Whole that will provide an additional staff person for the ANC office and provide a reward system of cash bonuses to ANCs for good auditors’ reports.
3. SMD Reports

Mr. Marshall reported that 22 people attended his recent SMD meeting.  He said that Liquid and Naby’s in his SMD are applying for liquor licenses, but representatives of neither establishment came to the meeting.  Liquid wants outdoor seating, and he said the people in his SMD want strict rules on hours, etc.

Mr. Fengler reported that the Pickford Place project is proceeding, with new curbs, new sidewalks and new light bulbs being installed.  He said that he has discovered that a key question to ask in street jobs is whether it is being done to standards.  It required a structural survey, which took six weeks, but the job is being done properly.  He also reported that the H Street Connection will take three or four years to redevelop, and that the AutoZone site will also be a mixed used project with residential.
Ms. Beatty reported that the Lincoln Park Terrace Condos were near completion.  As a part of the agreement with DPR the developer had agreed to return DPR property to its pre-construction state, however a four foot fence had recently been constructed to replace the six foot fence that was there before.  Ms. Beatty discussed this with the developer who indicated that DPR wrote this into the agreement.

Ms. Beatty also reported on the continuing problems at Maury School with broken fences and bad lighting.  They are putting in new fences, separating the basketball courts from the rest of the field, and they are making progress on the project.

A quorum was achieved at 7:25 with the arrival of Commissioner Alberti.

 4. Agenda
Three items were added to the agenda: a letter to WASA asking for the diameter of water mains; an addition to the Treasurer’s Report requesting the allocation of funds for taking and transcribing minutes; and a letter to HPRB asking for a delay in consideration of cases because of late notification of the ANC about meetings.  The agenda was approved without objection.

 5. Minutes
The minutes were approved without objection.

 6. Treasurer’s Report
Auditor’s Report

Mr. Alberti reported the results of the ANC’s audit from 2005 to 2007.  He said the ANC met all the standards, but there were two issues:

· Four quarterly reports were submitted late in 2005, but deadlines have been met in recent quarters

· full documentation was missing for some grants: it is required to have receipts for all expenditures.  

He said he would like to send a letter challenging the Auditor’s assumption that the ANC doesn’t follow procedures because we lacked letters from the grantees stating how they used the funds. He stated that ANC did submit receipts for all expenditures and receipts provide proof that the grants were used for their stated purpose.  Other than that, they were happy with the way records are kept and gave the Commission a glowing report.  Motion: Mr. Alberti moved that the ANC send a letter to the Auditor challenging the Auditor’s assumption that the Commission is not following procedures.  The motion was approved without objection

Petty Cash

Motion: Mr. Alberti moved that two expenditures of petty cash - $10.42 and $8.41, both for postage and both by Mr. Holmes – be approved.  The motion was approved without objection.

Treasurer’s Report

Mr. Alberti delivered the Treasurer’s Report.  The opening balance of the checking account was $19,119.12, and there was an allotment from the District for $5,794.43, for a total of $24,324.72.  The savings account had an opening balance of $4,172.59, and there was an interest payment of $1.06, for a balance of $4,173.65.  The following disbursements were approved: $25.00 to Nicholas Alberti for petty cash (Check #1332); and $63.83 to FedEx Kinko's for copying expenses (Aug. 07 invoice)(Check #1333).  The closing balance was $24, 324.72.

 
Motion: Commissioner Alberti moved/Mr. Fengler seconded a motion to approve the Treasurer’s Report.  It was seconded by Commissioner Fengler, and approved without objection.
Motion: Mr. Alberti moved/Mr. Fengler seconded a motion that $600 be approved for copying for ANC materials, and that up to $60 be approved for copying for each Committee’s materials and each SMD’s materials for the next month.  The motion was accepted without objection.

FY08 Budget

Mr Alberti presented the FY08 budget for the ANC.  He noted that projected assets would be $52,176, with expenditures of $27,425, leaving a surplus of $24,751. 

Mr. Fengler suggested that the budget for sign language transcription services be annualized, and meetings be publicized at Gallaudet.  It was suggested that it be discussed with Gallaudet about ways to publicize the meetings through their internal networks.

A question was raised about the storage of ANC records, which are now kept at Commissioners’ homes, and the issue of office space was raised again.  Mr. Fengler said that the City is not required to provide space, but may do so if there is excess space.  The Mayor can but not must provide $600 per month for renting space.  It was suggested that documents be stored at a document storage facility.  

Mr. Fengler said the budget was something that should be proposed at one meeting, and voted on at the next.  Motion: Mr. Alberti moved/Mr. Fengler seconded a motion that up to $200 per month be allocated for the taking and transcribing of minutes of ANC 6A meetings.  The motion was accepted without objection.

 7. Committee Reports
  
 
Alcoholic Beverage and Licensing 
CT Licenses

Ms. Beatty reported that a goal of the ABL Committee was to seek input through a public meeting on the number of CT (tavern) licenses there should be along H Street.  She said she has been hearing that residents living near H Street believe there should be a cap on the number of CT licenses, however many that lived further from the H Street corridor believed that these establishments should be welcomed to encourage development of the entertainment district.  It was announced at an ABL meeting, but there has been no feedback, and she feels there should be broader dissemination of the request and a hearing on the issue.  Mr. Alberti said funds should be allocated to advertise a meeting.  Prior to that meeting, someone from Adams Morgan and someone from ABRA will discuss the issue at the October ABL Committee meeting.  

Ms. Beatty said she wanted to place three ads—in the Hill Rag, Voice of the Hill and City Paper—and distribute flyers.  Mr. Fengler said $1000 should be allocated for each ad and for flyers.  MR. Alberti said he had reservations about spending that much money.  Mr. Marshall suggested enlisting CSOSA for flyer distribution, and that $3000 was not enough to properly publicize the issue.  Mr. Alberti said that advertising should be limited to local papers, and Mr. Fengler agreed.

Several residents questioned the availability of the Hill Rag in their neighborhoods.  Mr. Alberti suggested using a half page ad in the Rag and the Voice of the Hill, plus private papers, such as The Buzz, and flyering.  Motion: Ms. Beatty moved/Mr. Alberti seconded a motion to run half-page ads in the Hill Rag and the Voice of the Hill, and to leaflet for a meeting on capping the number of CT licenses in the H Street neighborhood.  Mr. Fengler offered a friendly amendment, which was accepted, that expenses are not to exceed $3000.  The motion passed without objection.

Liquid

LaZerrick Howard is considering opening a restaurant/lounge with tapas-style food at 914 H Street NE.  He had originally requested a restaurant license, but now feels the neighborhood will not accommodate a restaurant.

He said that he plans to abate noise from the establishment by insulating the exterior walls, especially at the back. There will be a patio, but without music.  Motion: Ms. Beatty moved/Mr. Alberti seconded a motion to accept the Committee’s recommendation to not protest the license, and to seek a voluntary agreement with stricter language regarding construction of trash enclosure; specifics on noise abatement; and out door areas with no seating or tables.  The motion passed without objection.

Naby’s

Andrew Martin plans on opening a Caribbean-themed restaurant at 1128 H Street NE.  It will have 16 seats, with no outdoor seating initially.  He plans to put a café on the outside of the east side of the building, which will have an additional 16 seats.  He is applying for a CT license, and will apply for the outdoor seating at the same time. Motion: Ms. Beatty moved/Mr. Holmes seconded a motion to accept the Committee’s recommendation that the ANC not protest the license and seek a voluntary agreement with Naby’s.  The motion passed without abjection.

Amendment to Cooperative (Voluntary) Agreement

Motion:  Ms. Beatty moved/Mr. Marshall seconded a motion to accept the Committee’s recommendation to change the existing language in cooperative agreements be changed to specifically add Commissioners from adjoining districts and the ABL Chair to the group working with establishments to resolve agreements on cooperative agreements.  The motion passed without objection.

Motion: Ms Beatty moved/Mr. Fengler seconded a motion to accept the Committee report.  It was accepted without amendment.

Economic Development and Zoning 
Committee Nomination

Motion: Mr. Fengler moved/Ms. Beatty seconded the nomination of Barbara Halleck to membership in the Economic Development and Zoning Committee.  The nomination was accepted without objection.

1109 15th Street NE
This is a request for support of a special exception at BZA for the construction of a rear deck at 1109 15th Street NE.  The special exception is needed because the house is non-conforming structure and the deck will cause the lot occupancy to exceed 60%.  Motion: Mr. Fengler moved/Mr. Alberti seconded a motion to accept the Committee’s recommendation to support the construction of a rear desk at 11109 15th Street NE.  It passed without objection.

1309-1311 H Street NE

The owner of the properties at 1309-1311 H Street NE applied for raze permits to demolish these structures.  1309 is a non-descript building, but 1311 is a contributing building, and the ANC has sent a letter to the owners offering to help in taking advantage of zoning and tax incentives that are available.  The Committee has subsequently learned that the ANC can object to raze permits without filing a nomination for historic landmark.  Motion: Mr. Fengler moved/Mr. Holmes seconded a motion that the ANC accept the Committee’s recommendation to send a letter of opposition to the raze permit if the owner of 1311 H Street NE proceeds with plans to demolish the building.  The motion passed without objection.

Revising H Street Design Guidelines

Dr. Ronenberg, feeling that the H Street Design Guidelines are silent on important issues, or permitted architectural features that were not part of the architectural vocabulary of H Street, believes that the Office of Planning could initiate a rewrite of the Design Guidelines that incorporates ANC, community and developer comments.  Motion:  Mr. Fengler moved/Ms. Beatty seconded a motion to accept the Committee’s recommendation to send a letter to the Office of Planning asking that they initiate process to update the H Street guidelines in a manner that incorporates ANC, citizen and developer input.  The motion passed without objection.

Appointment of Curtis Etherly to BZA

Motion: Mr. Marshall moved/Mr. Holmes seconded a motion to send a letter of congratulations to Curtis Etherly on his appointment as a member of the Zoning Commission.  MR. Alberti said that the ANC has never adopted a policy to send congratulations to any board members, and unless we want to do this for all board, an exception shouldn’t be made.  Ms. Beatty suggested that the suggestion is being made because of the ANC’s opposition to Mr. Etherly’s appointment.  The motion failed 2-2, with Mr. Alberti and Mr. Fengler in opposition.

Motion: Mr. Fengler moved/Mr. Holmes seconded a motion to accept the Committee report.  It was passed without objection.

Community Outreach Committee
Resignation

Motion: Mr. Fengler moved/Ms. Beatty seconded a motion to accept the resignation of Barbara Anderson as a member of the Community Outreach Committee.  The resignation was accepted without objection.

Public Safety 
There was no meeting quorum and no report from the Public Safety Committee

Transportation 

Motion: Mr. Fengler moved/Mr. Holmes seconded a motion to accept the Committee’s recommendation to send a letter to DDOT following up on a list of issues that the ANC has requested DDOT action on this year but have not received a response.  The motion passed without objection.

Public Space Permit for 1101 D Street NE

Mr. Danilo Pelletiere is proposing to construct a new fence to replace a pre-existing fence on his property that had been constructed in public space. Motion: Mr. Fengler moved/Ms Beatty seconded a motion to accept the Committee’s recommendation that the ANC send a letter to the Public Space Committee supporting the application for the fence contingent on the applicant providing documentation of approval from the HPRB, and from neighbors.

Dr. Ronneberg said that there had been a stop work order on the fence, and the City said it is in violation.  Mr. Mahmoud said the fence is still 8’ off the property line.  Mr. Alberti said that there is no public good in the taking of pubic space, and the owner has not shown any need.  It is, he said, an egregious example of the taking of land.  it will set a precedent for approving things that are not in the public good.  Ms. Beatty said she went by to look at the building, and that the space on which the fence is being built would never be used as public space.  Beyond that, the Committee approved it 4-1.  

Mr. Fengler said that the Committees have been empowered to make decisions, and while there are times that the ANC has overridden Committee decisions, it is rare.  

Dr. Ronneberg said that people don’t own their front yards, and the District people don’t respect public space lines, and it would set a precedent if the ANC approved taking public land for private use. Ms. Beatty said it wasn’t taking, but increasing the use of public property.  The motion failed on a vote of 2-2, with Commissioners Holmes and Alberti voting in opposition.

 8. New Business
Postponement of Consideration of ANC 6A HPRB Cases

Motion:  Mr. Fengler moved/Mr. Holmes seconded a motion to send a letter to the Historic Preservation Review Board requesting postponement of consideration of ANC 6A cases currently pending because the ANC was not informed in a timely fashion of the HPRB schedule.  The motion passed without objection.

The meeting was adjourned at 8:40 pm.

Dear Mr. Moy,

At a regularly scheduled and properly noticed meeting on October 11, 2007, our Commission voted unanimously (with 5 Commissioners required for a quorum) to support the above referenced application. 

The applicants, Ms. Heidi Elliot and Ms. Caroline Vollmer, presented plans to our Commission for constructing a deck at the rear of the structure located at 109 15th St. NE.  Constructing a deck on this property requires a special exception because the house is a non-conforming structure and the addition of proposed deck will cause the lot occupancy to exceed 60%.   

Ms. Elliot and Ms Vollmer testified that:

1. The proposed deck will have the same footprint of a deck that was previously demolished.
2. The deck will be uncovered.
3. Several other comparable structures in the neighborhood have rear decks.
4. The property is a flat and Ms. Vollmer needs the deck as a means of egress from the rear of her home.
5. Both adjacent neighbors support their request for a special exception.
As the deck would neither adversely affect the air or light of the neighboring properties, is supported by both abutting neighbors, and is necessary for the safety of the upstairs occupant, the Commission was satisfied that this project meets the conditions for a special exception.

Ms. Tregoning:

At a regularly scheduled and properly noticed meeting on October 11, 2007, our Commission voted unanimously (with 5 Commissioners required for a quorum) to request the Office of Planning (OP) initiate of process to revise the H Street Design Guidelines. 

The Design Guidelines have been a crucial factor in improving the quality of designs for proposed projects on H Street NE, but they are silent on many of the characteristics of the surrounding architecture.  Revising the guidelines will better define H Street’s architectural context and insure that future developments are compatible with existing buildings.  Examples where the Design Guidelines could be improved include:

1. In the 600H BZA case and 200H ZC Case, the community groups requested the architect emphasize vertical elements in their designs because verticality is a crucial component of the architectural vocabulary of H Street NE.  We believe the Design Guidelines should be amended to emphasize verticality for new buildings within the Overlay.

2. Although community groups have encouraged applicants to reflect the architectural context of surrounding buildings in their designs, the Guidelines do not explicitly call for this approach.

3. The use of certain materials like stucco and undifferentiated glass paneling are permitted by the Design Guidelines but are not part of the existing architecture context.  We believe that OP should consider revising the Guidelines to eliminate facades that utilize stucco and undifferentiated glass.

4. Balconies (interior or exterior) are not part of the architectural fabric of H Street NE and the Design Guidelines do not address them. The 600H project incorporated interior and exterior balconies that some residents considered inappropriate for H Street.  We request that OP solicit community feedback to determine if balconies are appropriate for H Street, and if it finds that they are appropriate, determine what standards should be incorporated in the Design Guidelines.

ANC 6A requests the Office of Planning initiates a process that allows input from the affected ANCs, other community groups, developers (e.g. Abdo) and architecture firms (e.g. Torti Gallis, Phillip Esocoff, David Bell) who can help define H Street’s architectural context and develop improved Design Guidelines that will allow H Street to continue to develop in a manner that preserves its unique charm. ANC 6A Public Space Concerns

Director Moneme:

Please accept this letter as a follow up to our meeting earlier this year.  At our regularly scheduled public meeting on September 14, 2007, our Commission voted unanimously to send you the following list of public space concerns impacting our ANC:

· Illegal Driveways – We continue to be concerned about the prevalence of un-permitted curb cuts and the approval of driveways with excessive curb cut widths in our ANC.  A prime example of this problem, and one that we have often cited for your office, exists at 701 10th Street NE.

· Illegal Parking in Public Space – Public spaces in our ANC continue to be encroached upon by illegal parking.  This typically takes the form of parking on areas used as sidewalks.  Prime examples of this issue exist at 1401 Maryland NE, where a former used car lot (shut down after improperly using public space) is now overrun by abandoned vehicles and Horace & Dickies on 12th Street NE, between H and I Streets NE, where commercial vehicles and customers constantly park on the sidewalk creating a dangerous environment for pedestrians.

· Improper Utility Repair – There are several instances in our ANC of utility companies failing to properly repair roads and sidewalks following utility repair work.  Not only does this present a public safety hazard, it also impacts the aesthetic value of the neighborhood, lowering each neighborhood resident’s quality of life.

· Electrical Boxes Installed on Public Space – Far too many property owners have decided to install newer, much larger utility boxes on fences and walls in public space, as opposed to the side of buildings as is required by city code.  Prime examples of this problem exist at 1319 Constitution Avenue NE and 29 15th Street NE and 1125 G Street NE, locations oft-cited by our ANC.

Although this list is by no means comprehensive, we thought it prudent to draw your attention to our most pressing concerns.  Please let us know any way our ANC can work with your office to promote greater public space violation enforcement. At our October 11, 2007, our Commission, at a regularly scheduled meeting and with a quorum present, voted to request that the Historic Preservation Review Board (HPRB) postpone - for one month - the Board’s consideration of the following addresses located in ANC 6A: (1) 1137 C Street NE, (2) 217 8th Street NE, 1131 D Street NE and (3) 716 9th Street NE.  

Section 13(a)-(c) of the Advisory Neighborhood Commissions Act of 1975, effective October 10, 1975, D.C. Law 1-21, as amended by the Comprehensive Advisory Neighborhood Commission Reform Amendment Act of 2000, effective June 27, 2000, D.C. Law 13-135, D.C. Official Code Section 1-309.10(a)-(c)(collectively, the ANC Act) sets forth the types of actual or proposed government actions for which ANCs are to receive thirty (30) days advance written notice.  This includes:

(a) Each Advisory Neighborhood Commission may advise the Council of the District of Columbia, the Mayor and each executive agency, and all independent agencies, boards and commission of the government of the District of Columbia with respect to all proposed matters of the District government policy including, but not limited to, decision regarding planning, streets, recreation, social services, programs, education, health, safety, budget, and sanitation which affect the Commission Area. 

The postage stamp on the letter sent by HPRB announcing the agenda topics for the October 25, 2007, meeting was October 10, 2007 (see attachment).  Accordingly, our Commission did not receive 30 days notice as required by the ANC Act.  Our Commission would like to advise HPRB on these cases in accordance with the authority provided by the ANC Act.

I.   a. Welcome/Introductions - Committee members introduced themselves.
b. Agenda – Motion to accept agenda.  No objections.

c.  Acceptance of Minutes – Motion to accept September minutes.  No objections.

II. Community Comment

      None

III. Discussion-Old Business

A. Viggy’s Protest – Update (September 19 Hearing)
We are still waiting for the sale of the establishment.  As we were briefed last month, the ANC had negotiated a VA with current owner when they let us know they were in process of selling and would transfer the license.  Attorney for current owners will get this signed and when it is signed and in our hands the ANC will drop our protest.  

B. Recognition program of licensees who sign VA’s.

Jeremy Marcus provided information about possibility of stickers for windows.  Price options vary depending on the size, type (inside or outside), number of colors.  Could be as low as $40.00 for 125 (b/w) and up to $1,000 for large, color, clear.  Comments:  Prefer color and small as window space can be limited.  Tish volunteered to create a few designs and send them to committee for comments.  When we have decided on a final choice, Jeremy will get price bids and the final proposal will go back to the ANC.

Liquid and Naby’s VA’s.  Liquid VA was modified slightly and signed.  Naby’s signed the standard agreement with no modifications.
C. Amendment of Standard VA—Approved.  The recommendation made by ABL Committee to change the standard VA (language specifically adding Commissioners from adjoining districts and the ABL chair to the group working with establishments to resolve issues on cooperative agreements) was approved by the ANC.
D. Advertisement of Public Hearings re: # of CT licenses along H Street.  Recommendation to advertise a public hearing on the limit of CT licenses was modified and accepted by the ANC.  We are limited to $3,000 for the advertising strategy.  We have 7,000 households in our ANC.  Hill Rag and The Voice are $500 for a half page ad.  Mary Beatty is checking with CSOSA to assist with distribution of flyers.  We might still have enough funds for an ad in the City Paper.  

Committee recommendations on flyer:  Strike the first sentence and change text to Atlas Entertainment district.  

Suggestion made to conduct additional outreach to merchants in the arts and entertainment area and try to communicate with all of the business owners on H Street.
New Business

A. Discussion of Moratorium on # of CT licenses along H Street.  

Mindy Moretti and Bryan Weaver from ANC1 (Adams Morgan area) provided a history of the process they went through for a moratorium on the number of CT licenses.  Area covered is essentially 18th Street & Columbia Road.

At the point this effort began the area had 10 CTs and 76 restaurants (CRs) many of which didn’t function as restaurants but more as nightclubs.  The area saw rising levels of violence and neighborhood disturbances.  MPD calls were from the same areas at about the same time (2 – 5 am) and about 75% were drunk and disorderly.   The fall-out was also reflected in quality of life—excess trash, rats, loitering, etc.  They became worried about some of the “anchor” restaurants leaving.
There was an existing moratorium on new CT licenses (cap of 10) but there was a provision allowing existing restaurants (CRs) to convert to CTs.  When ABRA was pressured by the ANC to enforce the food sale provisions of restaurants,  there began a flurry to convert CRs to CTs.  There are currently 11 CTs, will be up to 17 as those in the pipeline are still allowed to convert, but as establishments close it will be eventually down to 10 which is the cap.

They have been able to work out some VAs with provisions on kitchens, kitchen staff, etc. but they can’t cross the line of creating a new license class somewhere between a CT and a CR.

The Committee also heard from Fred Moosally, General Counsel to ABRA who provided some commentary on the Adams Morgan moratorium as well as others in the city.  He also reviewed the moratorium process.  Once a moratorium is requested ABRA seeks comments from the ANC, Council members, and MPD and then holds a hearing.  They will also review the strategic plan for the area and talk with economic development for the district.  

Mr. Moosally recommends, if we move forward, that we be very clear about what we are trying to accomplish.  Some questions to ask:  Is it a balance of retail and restaurants/bars?  Is it a balance of bars/restaurants?  Is it a percent of bars to the total number of retail properties?  How long is it for?  Do we want a cap or an out-and-out ban?  (for example, “no new” means that when something is gone it can’t be replaced.)

General recommendation from all speakers is that the ANC look at the moratorium as a way to set policy for the neighborhood.  It takes the personalities out of it.

V.  Adjourn.  Move to adjourn 8:50 pm.   Next meeting:  November 20, 2007 (public hearing on moratorium).

Drew Ronneberg chaired the meeting. 

Community Comments

Status Reports

200H (Dreyfus Development). Drew Ronneberg reported that Dreyfus didn’t address the community's 3 remaining design concerns (the 3rd and H corner, the 2nd and H tower and large panels of undifferentiated glass on the top of the H Street facade) so ANC 6A changed its position from conditional support for the project to opposition.   

H Street Overlay PUD/upzoning Text Amendment. Drew Ronneberg reported that the Zoning Commission heard the case on Nov. 14th but that he did not know the outcome of the case.  After the meeting, it was learned that ANC 6A's petition was denied.

Vacant Properties. Heather Scott reported that the Vacant Property Task force met and decided to send different letters of response to property owners based on condition of the property and the property’s classification.  

Historic District Expansion/Creation. Annie Swingen reported that she had been in conversations with CHRS and HPO about how to proceed with the survey in ANC 6A. With input from community volunteers, she plans to identify three to five areas to survey (including the H Street commercial corridor, Rosedale and possibly areas north of Florida.) Additionally, she will work with CHRS to learn about the application process for areas surveyed by the Dreyfus project (south of H, 2nd to 15th Street).  Drew Ronneberg reported the money to fund the professional survey south of H would be released one month after the final zoning order is issued.

1311 H St NE.  Drew Ronneberg reported that OP met with the owners of the property and gave ANC 6A's letter asking that the property be restored rather than razed.  Derrick Woody in the Mayor's office will be working with the owner to find funds to help the owner restore the building.

Old Business

None

HPA #XXX (313 11th St. NE)

Ms. Kelly Steele and her husband presented initial plans to construct a parking garage at the rear of their property at 313 11th St NE and construct a 3rd floor addition to the existing brick semi-detached structure.  Ms. Steele said that the 1000 sq. ft. structure was too small to meet the needs of their growing famil and that they wanted to build up rather than construct a rear addition that would require a large portion of their backyard space.  The renderings showed that the 3rd floor would be set back about 5 feet from the 2nd floor facade, but they did not show how the facade would look from the front of the building. The resulting discussion focused on whether a 3rd floor with only a 5-foot setback could be constructed in a manner that was consistent with preserving the historic character the building.  The committee reported that in recent discussions with HPO on expanding the historic district, HPO discouraged “build-ups” and that they were usually not approved unless they are setback 15-20 feet from the façade of the underlying floor.  Ms. Steele pointed out that because the house is semi-detached, a rooftop addition would be seen from the side.  Drew Ronneberg thought that because the lot was non-conforming, the garage and 3rd floor additions would require zoning relief. The committee urged the Steeles to investigate the project's zoning requirements before commissioning detailed architectural drawings.  In addition, most committee members thought that existing examples of “build-ups” in DC weren't compatible with a historic district. The committee thought that it would be difficult but not impossible to design a 3rd floor compatible addition.

HPA #XXX (1137 C St. NE)

Mr. Pius Mutah presented plans for a 3 story addition to the rear of the existing structure at 1137 C. St. NE.  The proposed building would cover nearly 100% of the lot, be partially constructed on public space, have 3 garages accessible from 12th St and add 3 units to the existing flat (5 units total).  The committee thought that building was out of scale and character with the neighboring structures.  Mr. Mutah said that owner proposed a structure with nearly 100% lot occupancy because a nearby building was similarly configured.  He also claimed that the garages in the final plan would be accessible from the alley rather than from 12th St. NE.  Dr. Ronneberg pointed out that the other building was built before the zoning ordinances took effect and that this building would require a variance from lot occupancy requirements and a variance for a multi-unit building. Nick Alberti pointed out that they would also require another variance because they did not meet the lot area requirements (900 sq. ft. per unit). The committee felt that the proposed building was too massive for the lot and was not compatible with the surrounding architecture.

Recommendation: The committee unanimously recommends that the ANC send a letter to HPRB opposing the proposed structure at 1137 C St. NE.

Open Discussion on Problems with Condo Construction and Condo Warranties 

Ms. Patti Shea of 13th and E. Capitol St. and Ms. Loretta Rials of 18th and D St. NE spoke to the committee about numerous problems they were having with their condos and  difficulties they encountered when trying to get the developers to fix these problems.  The complaints ranged from inadequate plumbing and drainage which lead to mold and standing water in the basements to attempts by the owner to cover up structural problems with cement parging.  

Condos are warranted for 2 years after the developer transfers control to the condo association.  However, only work performed by the developer is covered by the warranty – areas of the building that were not addressed during the rehab or refurbishment are NOT covered.  For example, if there is a crack in a brick wall that was not touched by the developer during the construction work, the condo association is liable for fixing the problem.

Ms. Shea and Ms. Rials testified that it is often very difficult to get developers to fix the problems during the warranty period because they have an incentive to drag out repair issue until the warranty expired.  When a developer does decide to address an issue during the warranty period, he has the right to choose the contractor, rather than the condo association.  Ms. Shea and Ms. Rials testified that this gives the developer the opportunity to band-aid the problem until the warranty expires.

The warranty is supposed to be backed by a bond that is valued at 10% of the cost of construction. However, it is difficult for condo association to recover this bond because they have to get 3 separate bids from contractors that are licensed and bonded in the District and in some cases pay for a structural engineering report that can cost up to $15K.  Once these documents are filed with DCRA, the city has up to 6 months to decide whether to release the bond to the condo association. These obstacles often make it more costly to recover the bond than what the repairs are worth.  

Among the problems cited in condo warranty process were:

1. the law allows the warranty to be backed by a line-of-credit rather than cash.

2. developers underestimate the cost of construction to get the value of the bond lowered.

3. the process of recovering the bond is overly cumbersome and expensive.

4. the warranty period is too short.

5. there are no penalties for developers who are non-responsive to requests for repairs.

Ms. Shea and Ms. Rials recommended the following changes to the current system:

1. Require larger bonds

2. Require bonds be backed in cash rather than lines of credit.

3. Have extended warrantees

4. Allow condo associations to tap bond money more easily

5. Give condo associations more say in the contractors that perform repairs during the warranty period.

6. Impose penalties on non-responsive developers.

I. 
Feedback/assignments from October ANC meeting:

1.
Barbara Anderson’s resignation was approved.  We will miss having her on the committee and would be glad to have her back if she is able to serve in the future.

2.
Commissioner Holmes enquired as to whether or not documentation letters had been received from those past grant applicants from whom they were missing – as noted by the DC Auditor.  All but two have since been acquired.

II. 
Grant application from Maury ES PTSA

1.
Heather Schoell presented a grant application from the Maury ES PTSA.  They are asking for $504.45 to purchase periodicals and graphic novels ( a type of hard-bound comic book) for the school’s library.  The library was recently remodeled, courtesy the Capitol Hill Community Foundation’s School Libraries Project.  The school librarian recommended acquiring these additional reading materials because they will be very tempting to students who are otherwise reluctant readers.  

2.
All present agreed that the project is worthwhile and that the amount requested was reasonable.  The only concern was whether it would represent a “duplication of City services”.  Mr. Barbash had researched previous opinion letters that would indicate that, since DPS does not provide periodicals or graphic novels, it is not a duplication of City services.  This conforms to Ms. Nelson’s understanding from prior conversations with the ANC Liaison, Gottlieb Simon. 

3.
Mr. Barbash and Ms. R. Williams offered suggestions as to how additional publications might be received for free from the publishers.  Ms. R. Williams remembers her school having received slightly damaged, but still usable, publications in the past.

4.
The committee agreed, unanimously, to recommend approval of the grant application.

Committee recommendation (unanimous):  that ANC 6A 

Approve a grant in the amount of $504.45 to Maury ES PTSA for the purchase of periodicals and graphic novels for the school’s library. 

III. 
Audio/Visual recording of ANC meetings

1.
Ms. Lee reported that she could not find a definitive answer to an absolute time limitation for video clips on YouTube/GoogleVideo but that an hour seems to be the maximum.  She confirmed that, as mentioned by George Ward, the videographer who attended the September COC meeting, clips lasting longer than a half hour (or even shorter time segments) don’t play well – they tend to “freeze”.  We are still unclear on the exact process for loading clips onto the web.

2.
Ms. Nelson reported that she has spoken with Victor Romero, who manages the audio/visual department at the U.S. Census which produces public service spots, training videos and records meetings.  His observations are similar to Mr. Ward’s.  He does not think that audio-only will be of significant interest because the general public would not be able to tell who is speaking.  Audio/visual is unlikely to be of sufficient interest to justify the cost.  He made a suggestion similar to one made by Ms. Lee and Mr. Ward at the September meeting, that instead of recording the proceedings, short public service or information videos be produced on topics of specific interest.

3.
Ms. Glenn said that this might be very helpful for people who aren’t comfortable with reading that sort of material. Committee members did a little brain-storming of possible topics, including recruitment, H St. development, Vacant Property Task Force.

4.
Commissioner Holmes inquired as to the cost of taping the entire meeting.  The committee has not found anyone to bid on the job, but both Mr. Ward and Mr. Romero estimated that there would be a minimum of two hours post-prep work for each hour of proceedings in addition to the taping itself– or roughly 6 hours per meeting.  This would cover only the creation of the “chapters” (clips) for posting, not the posting itself.  Specialized equipment would also be required.  The cost of doing short spots would be substantially lower.  

5.
As an alternative to putting recordings on the web, they might be made available on CD.  Meetings are already being recorded but the quality is poor.  If a better recording device were used, it would be easy for additional copies to be burned onto CD when requested.

6.
Ms. Nelson will produce a summary/report of the information received on this topic.  Her goal is to have it ready for the November COC meeting.

IV
Newspaper Distribution

1.
The Hill Rag
•
Andrew Lightman, managing editor of the Hill Rag newspaper, was present to discus expanding distribution within ANC 6A, particularly within ANC6 A01.  Currently there are several stores along the H St. corridor that carry the publication and there are newspaper boxes north of Florida Ave, but no boxes between H St. and Florida Ave.  Mr. Lightman agreed to add boxes at 8th and K Sts. and 12th and H Sts.  He is open to providing the publication at other businesses in the area if they are willing to accept it and are consistently open to receive it at delivery time (usually either first or last Saturday of the month).  

•
Commissioner Holmes inquired about distribution in other parts of ANC 6A, including ANC 6A07.  Mr. Lightman already distributes in that SMD based on recommendations that Commissioner Mack provided through Ms. Nelson. 

•
Ms. Nelson asked if the list of distribution points could be made available on the ANC 6A website.  Mr. Lightman readily agreed and offered to make excerpts of the publication available as well, although there is already a link to it on the Publications page.

•
Ms. Glenn observed that the box nearest her home (in ANC 6A07) is often empty.  Mr. Lightman explained that his distributor sometimes makes mistakes and that if delivery is not made, he will appreciate being told so that he can correct the distributor.  He also noted that sometimes deliveries are made but all the copies are taken before the month is over.  Commissioner Holmes confirmed that he has seen individuals removing the entire stack of papers from the boxes.  Mr. Lightman asked that his contact information be made available on the website, in conjunction with the list of distribution points so that he can be contacted when there are problems.

•
Ms. Nelson, who maintains the website, will work with him to develop an appropriate presentation of the locations and contact information.

•
Mr. Lightman also noted that he provides what he termed “rolling mailings” each month, such that every household in Ward 6 should have a copy delivered at least once each year.

2.
The Voice of the Hill
•
Mary Kay Williams, who manages distribution for the Voice of the Hill was also invited to attend but was unable to do so.  She provided, by e-mail, a list of current “bulk drop” locations along the H St. corridor and noted that they distribute the publication, individually, to each address from 2nd St to 16th St., north to Florida Ave.  She is willing to add one or two “bulk drop” points east of 16th St., in high-traffic areas, if the commissioners in those SMDs make suggestions.  Ms. Nelson will contact Commissioners Mack and Nixon to ask for a recommendation.

•
Some skepticism was expressed by attendees regarding whether or not the distribution is as thorough as Ms. M.K. Williams believes it to be.  If there are problems, it’s reasonable to believe that Ms. M.K. Williams would welcome that information.  We can inform her of deficiencies as we become aware of them.

•
Ms. Nelson will make the same offer she made to Mr. Lightman, to make a list of distribution points and contact information available on the website.  A link to the publication itself is already available.

•
Subsequent to the meeting, Ms. Nelson sent email to both Commissioners Nixon and Mack requesting location suggestions.  Ms. Nixon suggested Viggy's at 409 15th St. (this is not East of 16th St. but Ms. Nixon recommended it due to its proximity to a bus stop) and Park's Economy Market at 1804 D St.  These were forwarded to M.K. Williams who will contact the proprietors.  When the Voice distribution list has been finalized it will be made available on the ANC 6A website.

ANC 6A Transportation and Public Space Committee Meeting Minutes

Capitol Hill Towers (900 G St NE)

October 22, 2007

I. Chairman Mahmud called the meeting to order at 7:10 PM absent a quorum.

A. Committee members present: Lance Brown, Marlon Smoker and Omar Mahmud.

B. Committee members absent: DeLania Hardy, Sean Lovitt, Warner Sterling and Diane Hoover.

C. Also in attendance were Alice Kelly and Fran Harris of DDOT, and several members of the community.

II. Agenda Amendments

A. Mr. Mahmud made a motion to add an agenda item under New Business, Review of New Proposed Dog Park Regulations, as item IV.D. and to amend item IV.B. by removing “DDOT presentation on Capitol Hill Transportation Studies and Initiatives.”

i. The motion passed without objection.

III. Community Comment

A. ANC 6A resident Michael Herman raised a few concerns he had about parking sign replacement on his street (previous signs had been removed by a condo developer and not replaced).  He provided the community with copies of his service requests and expressed his hope the problem could be resolved sooner than the service center’s date estimate since the lack of signage was causing major parking concerns for residents on his street.

i. Ms. Kelly offered to assist Mr. Herman with his request and explained the condo developer may be responsible for the costs of replacing these signs.

ii. Mr. Mahmud offered to send Ms. Kelly an email with his and Mr. Herman’s contact information, and to follow-up with Ms. Kelly regarding this request.

IV. New Business

A. Meet with DDOT Representatives to Formulate Procedures for Emergency No Parking Sign Requests

i. Mr. Brown briefed the committee on his preliminary research into the emergency no parking sign request process.  Mr. Brown was unable to locate guidelines online or anywhere else governing the emergency no parking sign procurement process.  According to Mr. Brown’s research, a public meeting was held in 2005 to address the emergency no parking sign process.  However, he was unable to locate any documents summarizing the meeting’s findings.  Mr. Brown also visited the 1st District Substation to inquire about the sign request process, but after speaking with the officer on duty he was unable to gain a clearer understanding of the process and he was unable to determine if a clear policy had been established.  In sum, it is currently unclear who has authority to put up these signs, which signs are actually valid and how enforcement is carried out.

ii. Mr. Brown also pointed out a particular case on the 600 block of M Street SE where the no parking signs state they are valid from October through December 31.  Ms. Kelly acknowledged she was aware of those signs and added she is well aware of problems with the current process.  For example, Ms. Kelly pointed out many signs have vague enforcement dates/times like Mr. Brown’s M Street SE example, so residents don’t know if enforcement is 24 hours a day within the date range, or just during certain hours.

iii. Ms. Kelly briefed the committee on DDOT’s efforts to address this problem, including a brief explanation of the city council’s effort to pass legislation concerning a emergency no parking sign program, the Parking Amendment Act of 2006 (Title 18, Chapter 24 of the DC Code – Law 16-0175, Act 16-0453).  According to Ms. Kelly, this legislation was passed and calls for DDOT to establish an e-tracking program of sorts, which DDOT’s technical support department has been slow to implement.  

iv. Ms. Kelly also provided the following information concerning the current process:

1. A permit must be secured by the applicant for a majority of no parking signs and each sign should list the permit number on it.  Technically, anyone wishing to obtain no-parking signs must apply using a public space application and be issued a permit through DDOT, but applicants often obtain signs from MPD for last minute requests since the public space application process is lengthy.  Therefore, the process is in limbo since signs can still be obtained absent a properly issued permit number via MPD.  DDOT hopes to resolve this problem with its e-tracking program.

2. Committee residents may call her office to check the validity of permit numbers listed on no parking signs and request enforcement for illegally posted signs (202-671-2333).

3. The salmon colored no parking signs are not legal.

4. All signs must be posted 72 hours in advance.  If not posted 72 hours in advance, the sign is not legal.

5. No parking signs sold by hardware stores and the like are not enforceable.

6. Residents should call the City Arborist, John Thomas, if any signs are seen nailed to trees.

v. Mr. Mahmud asked how the Committee and/or the ANC can be helpful in curing the process.  Ms. Kelly indicated the problem lies with DDOT’s technical department implementing the procedures called for by the city council’s legislation, not in budgeting or anything of that sort.

vi. Mr. Mahmud indicated he would follow up with Ms. Kelly in a month or so to inquire about the status of DDOT’s e-tracking program.

B. Consider Coalition of Concerned Citizens of Eastern Washington Letter

i. Barbara Eck, Thomas Grahame and Christopher Herman of the Coalition provided the Committee with a summary of their effort to urge DDOT to conduct a comprehensive mobility study which would incorporate the findings of other DDOT studies and assess the impact of these studies on the greater Capitol Hill area and Anacostia riverfront.

ii. The Coalition explained that there are at least four major transportation initiatives in place right now, including the Capitol Hill Transportation Study, and that DDOT’s Kenilworth Plan calls for a bridge across the Anacostia river at Massachusetts Avenue.

iii. Mr. Mahmud informed the Coalition Kathleen Penney of DDOT told the committee last month that DDOT is not planning to build a bridge at Massachusetts Avenue for public use.  Mr. Smoker backed this up by pointing out to the Coalition the map it provided showing a bridge at this location was from a preliminary study and that it was his understanding DDOT had decided not to go forward with this idea.  The Coalition disputed this, explaining that it has yet to hear a formal pronouncement from DDOT officially ruling out the Massachusetts Avenue bridge.

iv. The Coalition also made a point of indicating their request was for a study that also considered the economic development impact of all the various DDOT transportation plans, and that this need is not currently addressed in DDOT’s current publicly available plans.

v. The Coalition members also made a point of indicating their request for a comprehensive mobility study is without regard to their feelings about DDOT’s plans for the 11th Street bridge.  The members insisted they are only concerned about what they see as a lack of comprehensive planning on the part of DDOT, not any effort to block bridge construction.

vi. According to the Coalition, DDOT has acknowledged the need for a comprehensive study of this sort, but that the study DDOT commissioned – The Anacostia Waterfront Transportation Mobility Study – was not comprehensive enough in the Coalition’s opinion.

vii. The Coalition informed the Committee ANC 6B had signed on to its letter requesting a comprehensive mobility study and that ANC 7B was considering doing the same (draft letter attached).

viii. The Committee discussed the merits of sending the letter and concluded it needed to further explore the matter before making a decision one way or the other.  Therefore, it decided no action would be taken at this time.

C. Change date of December Meeting or Cancel (currently scheduled for December 24, Christmas Eve; following Monday, December 31, is New Year’s Eve)

i. After discussing the possibility of moving the meeting to an alternate date, Mr. Mahmud made a motion that the Committee cancel its monthly meeting for December.

ii. The motion passed without objection.

iii. Recommendation: Cancel December Transportation & Public Space Committee Meeting.
D. Review of New Proposed Dog Park Regulations

i. Mr. Mahmud informed the Committee Commissioner Schultheiss had expressed support for the newly revised Dog Park Regulations currently up for public review.

ii. Mr. Brown informed the Committee of a couple concerns he had with the draft regulations.  In particular, he would recommend the following changes:

1. Strike the word "double-" from Section 731.7 so that it reads "All dog parks shall be enclosed by appropriate fencing that is at least five (5) feet in height and includes a gated entryway area."  Mr. Brown explained that a "double-gated entryway" that creates some sort of entry staging area is unnecessary, especially considering the second gate will inevitably be left open by park visitors who don’t want to hassle with going through two gates.
2. Strike the second sentence of Section 735.6 so that it reads “A handler shall leash each dog within his or her control until entering and upon exiting the dog park.”  Mr. Brown felt the second sentence, requiring that dogs be off leash in the park, amounts to excessive control over residents' use of the park.
iii. Mr. Brown made a motion that the Committee recommend the ANC send a letter of support for the proposed regulations as amended by his suggestions.
1. The motion passed without objection.
iv. Recommendation: ANC 6A Commission send a letter of support for the proposed dog park regulations as amended by IV.D.ii.1. and 2. above. 
V. Updates

A. Flex Car Parking Enforcement Update

i. Mr. Mahmud briefed the Committee on the response email ANC 6A had received from William Howland of DPW regarding the ANC’s request for a stricter enforcement regime.

ii. According to Mr. Howland’s email, DPW has “Flex/Zip Car violations as a priority.”  Offenders will be ticketed by DPW within “20-30 minutes.”  Mr. Howland encourages residents to call in all violations to 727-1000 and also expressed a willingness to tow offenders, although he admits his agency’s ability to tow is limited.

iii. Mr. Mahmud recommended the Committee get the word out to Flex and Zip Car users to document response times to requests for parking violation enforcement.  Mr. Mahmud indicated documented lax response times would help the Committee push for a stricter enforcement regime, such as greater towing enforcement as is currently done in places like Arlington County.

VI. Adjourn meeting at 9:05 pm.

Dear Mayor Fenty: 

Communities on both sides of the Anacostia River face major impacts from large-scale transportation proposals.  The transportation proposals alone involve reconfiguration of three major bridges and the addition of multiple new linkages that will hugely affect neighborhood and commuter traffic flows.  The development proposals will greatly intensify land use bringing many additional people through and into the Anacostia River communities for work and recreation. Their addition will have large impacts on existing traffic corridors and open space.

All our affected communities have significant questions and uncertainties about (1) what exactly is planned, (2) how all the plans in combination will affect our communities and (3) what the cost to local taxpayers of the transportation infrastructure will be.  In the past, a number of our organizations have supported one or more of these projects but failure to get responses to questions over the last year, has caused increasing concern for projects with such large potential results.

Acknowledging only the second of these three concerns, the District of Columbia government undertook a study of “future land use and transportation demand in the Anacostia corridor”. This was issued in March/April of 2006 and was entitled “The Anacostia Waterfront Transportation Mobility Study”. The other two concerns, i.e. the totality of what is planned and the cost of the transportation “package,” have gone largely unaddressed.

We seek the following actions:

· Preparation of a new Mobility study in light of the fundamental deficiencies (summarized below) of the first mobility study.  This new study should be prepared by consultants who are expert in the integration of urban land use and multi-modal transportation system planning and who are not involved with particular AWI or other initiatives in the affected communities.

· Preparation of a single document that accurately describes all AWI, Great Streets and other significant development projects planned for implementation in the Anacostia River communities.

· Full disclosure of how much parkland is proposed to be taken for development purposes and how much private property is proposed to be taken by eminent domain.

· Realistic estimates of the total cost of these transportation infrastructure projects including a breakdown of how much will be paid by the federal government, how much by District taxpayers and how much by other jurisdictions.

· Estimated costs of alternatives to particular plans which were identified by our communities in District-sponsored, planning meetings.

Deficiencies of the first Mobility Study:

The existing mobility study falls far short of providing the comprehensive look that is needed, given the potential for the AWI and other projects to affect the integrity and viability of our District neighborhoods 

and the flow of commuter and other regional travel.  While the study disclaims any goal of simply “moving cars,” regional drivers and commuters appear to be the major beneficiaries of the “rationalized” (but uncosted) system it evaluates.  It does not show how AWI and other transportation projects and related economic development will affect our communities.  

Major shortcomings of the mobility study include:

· Failure to examine how freeway and arterial conditions will affect neighborhood traffic conditions

· Failure to examine conditions on the freeways and arterials including the SE/SW freeway and Pennsylvania Avenue. This issue is key to understanding commuter movement across and through our neighborhoods.

· Failure to integrate redevelopment of the 14th Street Bridge into transportation planning for the Anacostia River communities.  This issue is important in the understanding of how the proposed system will affect the use of the freeway by regional and interstate car and truck drivers as a beltway alternative.

· No assessment of conditions on the expanded 12 lane, 11th Street Bridge comprised of freeway and non-freeway lanes. For example: this expansion is proposed, in part, in order to shift a large amount of commuter and other regional traffic from the South Capitol Street Bridge.  This shift would increase 11th Street Bridge traffic by 64% to 209,000 vehicles daily.  A significant portion of this traffic would be carried by the four non-freeway lanes of the 11th Street Bridge and the community streets on both sides of the river.  Yet this major impact on the communities is not even mentioned in the mobility study. 

· Failure, conceded in the mobility study (p.A3-21), to examine the impact on the transportation network of the intensified land uses resulting from AWI projects and other development initiatives on the east side of the river.  For example: the Office of Planning’s Great Streets proposal for Pennsylvania Avenue SE calls for unbroken, high-rise, mixed-use development from the Sousa Bridge to Southern Avenue and the re-location of multiple police facilities that will bring 1100 cars into the Virginia Avenue SE neighborhood. 

· Failure to address conditions resulting from Stadium events.

· Failure to describe or assess the benefits of comprehensive community traffic mitigation

In Sum:
1) We believe it is important to do this new mobility study as quickly as reasonably possible. It is important for the future of these communities that this information be provided in time to inform discussion of and decisions about AWI, Great Streets, and other major development initiatives.  We have heard that some contracts may already have been signed, or signing is imminent, for the 11th Street Bridges Project despite the fact that the final Environmental Impact Statement has not yet been released.  We fear that any such contracts might “lock in” particular designs before residents, the Mayor and the Council have had an opportunity to fully digest costs and neighborhood impacts.

2) The same information must be provided to all residents and affected communities. To date, information from District government employees and government consultants varies from meeting to meeting. Citizens who attend a meeting in one neighborhood receive different and conflicting information from that received by citizens in another neighborhood.  Information given to the same residents changes from meeting to meeting without explanation.  For instance, residents have been told affirmatively that an east of the river trolley will/will not be built; the contracts have/have not been let and that the trolley will run on Martin Luther King Avenue/Good Hope Road.  It is apparent that planners and their advisers are talking past each other and that no one is speaking candidly to the communities.  We request an open process with full disclosure for all neighborhoods and wards bordering the Anacostia.

We look forward to meeting with you to discuss these concerns.  Thank you for your consideration of our request.

Proposed standards for committee memberships:

 1) Committee members can be nominated by a commissioner or committee chair to serve for a term of 1 year. 

 2) Committee members may be nominated for susequent 1 year terms.  If nominated by the chair of the committee, a simple majority of commissioners will be required for confirmation.  If nominated by a commissioner, without approval of the committee chair, confirmation will require the vote of 6 commissioners. 

 3) If a committee member misses 3 consecutive meetings, the member will be removed from the committee at the request of the committee chair.  Reinstatement will require the nomination of the committee chair or the vote of 6 commissioners. 

 4) Committee members must be legal residents of ANC 6A.  If registered to vote at another address, declaring the homestead exemption at another address, or filing federal or district taxes from another address disqualifies the individual.
