Minutes

The meeting convened at 7:03 PM.
  
Present:  Commissioners Alberti, Beatty, Fengler, Holmes, Mack, Marshall, Schultheiss

 Agenda
Mr. Fengler added a presentation by DDOT on the H Street Initiative after Community Comments; and approval of a letter of support from ANC 6C on the 14th Street gas station.  The agenda, as amended, was approved without objection.

 2. Minutes

The September minutes were adopted without objection.  It was determined that minutes would be developed for the ANC’s special meeting for the November meeting.  

 3. Community Comment
Diedre Burchett of the DC Office of Rehabilitative Services (dierdre.burchett@dc.gov) introduced herself and briefly outlined the functions of her office.

Mr. Marshall announced that he was the new manager of the Sherwood Rec Center, and that he saw his job as providing good customer service and responding to the community surrounding the Center.  He was congratulated by the Commission.

 4. H Street Initiative
Said Cherif of DDOT, with the contractor Cameron Nerdal of MACTEC, presented an update on the H Street reconstruction project.  He said the plan had been six years in the making and would cost $35-36 million.  He said it will be a major upgrade, including not only the roadway, but utilities, sidewalks, treescape, etc.  The first phase will be Washington Gas, PEPCO, with Washington Gas being finished by December.  WASA is part of the DDOT project and will do lead replacement for businesses and residents, as in Georgetown.  There will be more amenities, including a special sidewalk, and they are not shortchanging the project because it is a historic corridor that needs revitalization.

There were four bids for the roadway, and Capital Paving was not only the lowest, but had an edge because they’re doing the Benning Road section.  They received a notice to proceed on September 22nd, and have a three-year contract.  They should be done b y July 2111.  The work hours will be Monday-Friday, 7 am – 7 pm.  There will be three phases, 3rd to 7th Street, 7th to 11th Street, and 11th to 14th Street.  They looked at parking, and the plan will mitigate parking problems.

Mr. Nerdal said there will be a certain amount of pain: there will be three lanes of traffic, which means very limited parking during work hours.  There will be a reversed traffic system to accommodate rush hours.  He said there would be a 4-hour period on October 18th when there won’t be any water, but the community will be notified in advance.  He said the contract includes the installation of the trolley tracks.  Omar Mahmoud asked whether the metal plates will be bolted properly to mitigate the noise of cars.  Mr. Nerdal said the plates will recessed into the pavement and will fix them with railroad spikes and multiple plates will be welded together.

He said Zone 1 will be completed by September 09; Zone 2, by July 2010; and Zone 3 by June 2011.  Mr. Schultheiss asked whether there would be parking during the evening in each zone after the work day was done, and was told no.

Mr. Holmes asked how the Starburst project fit in with the H Street Initiative, and Mr. Nerdal said that the contractual completion date for Benning Rd, but there has been a problem with PEPCO, which is now resolved, and it delays to project from December 09 to July 2010.

There is a construction office at 616 11th Street NE, 544-7603/7604.  Jeff Teron is the person in charge.

 5. Officers’ Reports
Chair
Motion: Mr. Fengler expressed his appreciation for the interpreters, and expressed the hope that more Gallaudet people would attend meetings.
Treasurer’s Report

Mr. Alberti announced that the Auditor had two inquiries on petty cash receipts in the report; and they were not satisfied on the information on cancelled checks.  Some companies do not send checks to the bank, and the bank has a form they should be using to compensate for that.  The 4th Quarter allotment is being held back until the queries have been satisfied.

He then presented the Treasurer’s Report.  The opening balance of the checking account was $24, 740.32.  The savings account had an opening balance of $4, 185.12, and there were no interest payments, leaving a balance of $4, 185.12.  The following disbursements were approved: $52.91 to David Holmes for postage and photocopies (Check #1388); $151.88 to FedEx/Kinkos for copying expenses (Check#1389); $127.50 to Roberta Weiner for the transcription of minutes (Check #1390);$500 to Partners in Sign for ASL interpretation (Check #1391); and $600 to the Capitol Hill Garden Club for a grant (Check #1392).  The closing balance was $23, 308.03.  The report was adopted without objection.

Motion: Mr. Alberti moved/Mr. Holmes seconded a motion that $600 be approved for copying for ANC materials, and that up to $60 be approved for copying for each Committee’s materials and each SMD’s materials for the next month.  The motion was adopted without objection.

Mr. Alberti presented the budget for FY2009, saying it was a balanced budget.  

Mr. Schultheiss raised the issue of contracting for assembling the agenda package, and said that he was ready to put together an RFP, and it requires a budget allocation.  

Motion: Mr. Schultheiss moved/Ms. Beatty seconded a motion to add $2400 to the budget to allocate funds for agenda package assembly, taking the funds out of the surplus.  Mr. Alberti said that it would mean spending more than income.  Mr. Fengler said that the whole allocation for photocopying expenses is not spent, but that the surplus can be dipped into if necessary.  Ms. Beatty added that she is all in favor of doing that, because assembling the packets puts a tremendous burden on one person.

Mr. Alberti said that the budget closely follows itself from year to year, and that he is in favor of shifting funds rather than using the surplus.  Mr. Fengler said he wouldn’t object to adjusting photocopying expenses, or eliminating the flyer funds, which haven’t been used.  He said that carrying a surplus for the sake of carrying a surplus might not be necessary.  Mr. Alberti said that the flyer is done every two years when there is a new set of Commissioners.  

Motion: Mr. Fengler offered /Ms. Beatty seconded an amendment to replace FY 09 budget figures for advertising and copying with actual figures from FY 08.  Mr. Alberti said that he doesn’t see the copying figures going down for the coming year.  

Motion: Mr. Fengler offered/Ms. Beatty seconded a further amendment to add 10% to the actual advertising and copying figures for inflation.  The vote on the amendment to the amendment was 5-1-1, with Ms. Mack in opposition and Mr. Alberti not voting.  The vote on the amendment was 5-1-1, with Ms. Mack in opposition and Mr. Alberti not voting.  

Motion: Mr. Fengler moved/Ms. Beatty seconded a motion to reduce the photocopying allocation to $2012 and the advertising allocation to $7,865 in order to allocate $2400 for packet assembly.  Mr. Alberti noted that this adds about $700 to the budget.  

Motion: Mr. Fengler moved/Mr. Holmes seconded an amendment to adjust the Grants allocation downward by $700.  Ms. Beatty suggested that the surplus could be used to make up the difference.  Mr. Fengler said that it can be evaluated at mid-year, and if the surplus has to be used, the ANC can decide then.  The amendment passed 6-0-1, with Ms. Mack not voting.  The original motion passed 6-0-1, with Ms. Mack not voting.

Motion: Mr. Alberti moved/Mr. Fengler seconded a motion to approve the budget as amended.  The motion passed 6-1, with Ms. Mack in opposition.

 5. Single Member District Reports
Mr. Marshall reported that 831 10th Street NE, a drug house in his SMD, was raided the previous Saturday when a resident sold drugs to an undercover cop.  He said the guy is back on the corner, selling.

He said he had testified before the City Council on September 24th on the fireworks ban.  He said the hearing was heavy on the industry side, with distributors and lobbyists.  He said the Councilmembers Graham and Wells were adamant in their support of the legislation, but that Councilmember Alexander had flipped her position halfway through.  Tommy suggested an 11 pm curfew on July 4th, but that most of the Council was opposed to the curfew.

He said his quarterly SMD meeting would be on November 5th.

Mr. Holmes reported on the ANC special meeting on Bike DC, and that the ANC had decided to drop its opposition.  He delivered the following statement:

Bike DC promised distribution of warning notices and information through the affected neighborhoods—that did not happen.  We were told that north/south cross traffic would be permitted during gaps in the passage of cyclists—that did not happen at most intersections.  In my SMD only 8th/Mass/Constitution and the 9th and Constitution intersections were open.  When I demanded that officers listen to the police radio traffic saying that cross streets were open, some intersections opened up.  In others, the officers refused and one even got back in his blocking patrol car and closed the door.  Some officers refused to let people move their cars off Constitution despite a commitment to allow this.

I do not blame the police officers.  Somehow the briefings to police participants do not include the traffic-easing measures that had been agreed upon.

We need to insist that races run only one-way on our streets, and that they come through our residential areas at the start of the race.  Traffic should not be blocked for such long period of time.

The ANC should write a letter to MPD Special Operations Division, the Chief, and the Homeland Security department detailing our problems, and proposing solutions to ensure that planners for future events can anticipate our response.

Ms. Beatty reported that Kingsman Park will be one of the first official off-leash dog parks.

She said she met with Dr. Vincent at Options School on problems at the school, such as graffiti and people loitering on the steps after school.

She will have an SMD meeting at Options School on October 23rd.

Mr. Holmes reported that there have been crime problems in his SMD, and that the brick sidewalks are being replaced throughout his district.

Mr. Fengler reported that there have been complaints from neighbors about noise from H Street establishment.  He said that PSA 102 has a procedure for dealing with such complaints and he is working with them.

He also reported that WASA is doing pipe renovation on Linden Place.

Mr. Schultheiss reported that he received notice that the BZA hearing on the gas station on 14th Street and Maryland Avenue NE has been postponed, and they are starting to make progress with city agencies in dealing with the issues.

Ms. Mack reported that the Mayor will be doing a second walk-through of her SMD; and that there have been complaints about the Benning Road reconstruction—there are times when there are not two lanes open.

 7. Committees
Alcoholic Beverage and Licensing
Taylor Gourmet

Motion: Ms. Beatty moved/Mr. Holmes seconded a motion to accept the Committee’s recommendation to not oppose an application by Taylor Gourmet, 1116 H Street NE for a Class B license, and to pursue a voluntary agreement with the establishment (VA).  This is a new Italian market that will sell Italian wines and beers for off-premises consumption.  Mr. Alberti recused himself from the vote.  The motion passed 4-0-1, with Ms. Mack abstaining.

​Palace of Wonders
Motion: Ms. Beatty moved/Mr. Holmes seconded a motion to approve the Committee’s recommendation to appoint a Task Force to resolve the issues with the adult nature of the entertainment being presented at Palace of Wonders, and the marketing of those shows.  The motion passed unanimously.

Radius at the Ohio
Ms. Beatty reported that the ANC has asked ABRA to reinstate the protest of the license for Radius at the Ohio because the Commission had not received notice of the hearing, and in the past they have re-opened hearings if ANCs have not received sufficient notice.  The VA is still outstanding, and they have been presented with new language by Radius.

 Street

The Committee’s report was accepted without objection.  

Economic Development and Zoning
Brown Memorial AME Church
Motion: Mr. Fengler moved/Mr. Alberti seconded a motion to accept the Committee’s recommendation to send a letter to BZA opposing g BZA 17846 (130 14th Street NE) of Brown Memorial AME church, pursuant to 11 DCMR § 3103.2, for a variance from the lot occupancy requirements under § 403, and a variance from the rear yard requirements under § 404, to allow an addition to an existing church building in the R-4 District at premises at 130 14th Street NE because Brown Memorial AME Church has not met its burden of proof and they have submitted an incomplete application.

Motion: Mr. Fengler moved/Ms. Beatty seconded a motion to accept the Committee’s recommendation to oppose the use of any public space by Brown Memorial AME Church on Reservation 236.

Mr. Alberti said that the parkland is maintained by the Department of Parks, but DDOT has jurisdiction over this piece of land.  He said he spoke with someone from the National Park Service who said the land had been given to the District for Comprehensive Plan use, and cannot be used for any private purpose.

The motions passed without objection.

225 9th Street NE
Motion: Mr. Fengler moved/Mr. Holmes seconded a motion to accept the Committee’s recommendation that the ANC send a letter of support to BZA about BZA 17835 for special exceptions pursuant to 11 DCMR §§ 3104.1 and 3103.2, for a special exception to construct an accessory garage service an existing one family row dwelling under §223, not meeting the lot occupancy requirements (§ 403).  The committee recommends that the ANC take no position on the applicant’s request for a variance from the alley set-back requirements under subsection 2300.4.

Motion: Mr. Holmes offered/Mr. Alberti seconded an amendment to the motion to delete the last sentence of the motion.  He said the set-back conforms to every other house on the block.

The amendment passed without objection, and the motion, as amended, passed 6-0.

145 Tennessee Avenue NE

This is a request for ANC support of an HPRB application for the addition of a third story to a house at 145 Tennessee Avenue NE.  A stop work order had been issued for the property when neighbors noticed that an additional story was being added to the house without the appropriate permits.  The applicant said it had started out as a repair job for a leaking roof, and ended up as a 19’ pop-up at the front of the house and the roof would be raised 4.5’ at the rear.  The existing front roof line and architectural details would remain the same.  

Motion: Mr. Fengler moved/Ms. Beatty seconded a motion to accept the Committee recommendation to send a letter to HPRB saying that no “pop-ups” be visible from the front of 145 Tennessee Avenue NE and the front view of the house should not be modified.  The motion passed without objection.

H Street Heritage Trail
Motion: Mr. Fengler moved/ Ms. Beatty seconded a motion to approve the Committee’s recommendation that the ANC send a letter of support for the H Street Heritage to Cultural Tourism DC.  The motion passed without objection.

The Committee’s report was accepted without objection.

Community Outreach

Motion: Mr. Fengler moved/Mr. Alberti seconded a motion to approve the Committee’s recommendation to provide a grant of $1900 to the Spingarn SHS Football Booster Club to purchase uniform pants.

Mr. Alberti said that Paris Adon, the Spingarn head coach was not present, and the Auditor had made a ruling that a representative from the organization has to be present at the public meeting where the grant is discussed.  While it is in violation of ANC policy, he said, he would vote to approve the grant.  Mr. Schultheiss said he was not comfortable approving a grant without a representative present, even if it is a student or someone else.  He said he felt that someone should take the time to show up.  Ms. Beatty added that there wasn’t a quorum at the meeting, and because it’s a substantial grant, she asked whether it could be postponed to the November meeting.  

Motion: Mr. Holmes moved/Ms. Mack seconded a motion to move the discussion of the grant to the November meeting.

Mr. Alberti said he would like to see it go forward because it had been publicized and the public has had a chance to be informed as to what has to happen.  

Mr. Fengler said he is against postponing and that while the ANC has rules and processes, but other Commissions have acted under similar circumstances.  The delay has to be weighed against servicing the community.  Ms. Beatty said she is in favor of postponing because there was no quorum at the meeting, but the real reason to postpone is that Spingarn is not represented.  Rose Williams, a committee member, said that Spingarn has a football game the next day and they were probably still in practice.  She said the team has been featured on Channel 9.  Mr. Marshall said that if he were expecting a check, he would want it in his hand, and he would have someone at the meeting.

The motion passed 5-2, with Mr. Fengler and Mr. Alberti in opposition.

The Committee’s report was accepted without objection.  

Transportation
Motion: Mr. Fengler moved/Ms. Beatty seconded a motion to accept the Transportation Committee’s recommendation to send a letter to DDOT requesting better signage and street striping at 10th Street and Maryland Avenue NE to enhance pedestrian safety.  The motion passed without objection

 8. New Business
The discussion of proposed Mobile Storage Container regulations was postponed, as was the discussion of proposed curb cut and driveway regulations.

DCPS Request to Charge for use of Miner for ANC Meetings
Mr. Fengler said he has received a letter from DCPS requesting a fee of $699.60 for building security.  He said he wanted a letter from MPD saying they’ll provide security, and the ANC would work with Lt. Caldwell and PSA 103 as well as Councilmember Wells’ office.

Preserve America
Mr. Holmes presented a resolution of support for designating the District a “Preserve America Community.”  Preserve America is a program that recognizes and designates communities, including neighborhoods in large cities that protect and celebrate their heritage, use their historic assets for economic development and community revitalization and encourage people to experience and appreciate local historic resources through education and heritage tourism programs.

Motion: Mr. Holmes moved/Mr. Alberti seconded a motion to support the resolution supporting a Preserve America Community designation for the District of Columbia.  The motion passed without objection.

ANC 6C Support for Gas Station Opposition
Mr. Fengler presented a letter from ANC 6C supporting ANC 6A opposition to the proposed gas station at 14th Street and Maryland Avenue NE.  

Motion: Mr. Fengler moved/Mr. Alberti seconded a motion to formally accept the letter of support for ANC 6D opposition to the construction of a gas station at 14th Street and Maryland Avenue NE because it is a corridor-wide issue and it could occur at its end of H Street.  It passed without objection.

The meeting was adjourned at 9:53 p.m.

October 21, 2008

Minutes

Meeting called to order at 7:05 pm.

Community:  Joe Woo (Capitol Liquor); Deniz Eroglu (Angelico); Mustafa Misirci (Angelico); Musa Uluson (Angelico); Antonio Roberson (Langston Bar); Greg Nicklas (Palace of Wonders and Radius at the Ohio/Tonic at the Ohio)

I. Housekeeping

1) Welcome/Introductions - Committee members introduced themselves.
2) Agenda – Motion to accept agenda.  No objections.  Motion to accept minutes of last meeting as amended.  No objections.
II. Community Comment

Plan to open at two locations – corner of H and 14th and at 1421 H Street.  Owners are from New Orleans (in the restaurant business) and are trying to expand the concept of Italian cafes.  They have few in New Orleans and two in DC–Angelico Pizzeria Wisconsin Ave and Italian Pizza Kitchen on CT Avenue.  H & 14th—not a definite plan but want something to fit the neighborhood.  Maybe a beer and wine store there too.  1421 H Street--plan a sit down restaurant and possibly a wine bar, wood burning oven pizza.  A lot going on in the area and learning that other restaurants are having similar plans.  Q:  will they be similar to the other establishments?  A: More like the one on Connecticut Avenue.  Chair Beatty outlined the process for appearing before the committee and explained what information we need.

III. Discussion/Updates

1) ANC Recommendations

a. PW Task Force—the ANC accepted our recommendations to establish a task force.
b. Taylor Gourmet—the ANC accepted our recommendation on the VA for Taylor Gourmet.

2) VA’s – 

a. Radius at the Ohio—VA has been signed.  As you recall, we had a problem with ABRA and we didn’t receive notice of the hearing.  Chair Beatty sent a letter saying that the protest should be reinstated which ABRA did.  In the meantime we worked out all issues within the VA and it has been signed.  Second protest hearing was to be tomorrow but we will dismiss the second protest.  Name they are doing business as is changing to Tonic at the Ohio.  Food will be a little more like a sit-down restaurant as opposed to a hybrid between a pizza place and a sit-down (comfort food concept).

b. Taylor Gourmet—Standard VA has been signed with 2 modifications.  Do not have to post a sign about loiterers moving on.  Time period to remedy a problem from neighbors extended from 10 days to 30 days.
3) Brown Legislation—Expanding Sales of Liquor–to allow consumption in grocery stores; and allow restaurant and bar owners to sell beer and wine to take home.  Q:  There seems to be a vehicle already in place for this so why/how would this be different?  A:  those are probably one-day wine tasting licenses.  Mary Kosinski will be looking into the wine tasting license system and report at a future meeting.

IV. New Business

1) Palace of Wonders – Task Force met on Thursday, October 16.  Mary Kosinski summarized:  it was a good meeting and Greg welcomed us.  They talked about the language in the current VA.  Graphic posters brought into question what that means for the voluntary agreement (specific language on page 3 in our VA).  Two separate issues at play.  First issue has to do with advertising and we might want to think about with respect to the VA.  Second issue is the actual activities taking place on the premises.  Can’t comment on the show because no one has seen it yet.  On the posters we may want to have a discussion about appropriateness with regard to the VA.  The owner repeated that the posters have come down already and they will stay down and the establishment has decided to post no posters at all.  In discussions with Raphael, idea of limiting to posters with words and not images might be an alternative.  

Have to make a decision about how to deal with concerns about the show.  It is ABRA’s responsibility to enforce the VA.  We need to make a determination as to whether the show is in the spirit of the VA or just leave it to ABRA to enforce.  Owner reports that ABRA has come regularly and the establishment has had no complaints in 2 and ½ years.  Since the VA transferred to new owners when they bought the license to Palace of Wonders, the owner submitted a letter stating that the current owners are abiding by all aspects of the VA signed by former owner Joe Englert.  

Michael:  shouldn’t be our responsibility.  Tish:  we don’t have a complaint about the show itself and until we do then we have no reason to act.  Rafael: maybe there wasn’t a complaint because the community looks to us to monitor and doesn’t make complaints.  Mary B:  there may be times when it doesn’t come to the committee because it goes from the resident to the Commissioner to Mary to ABRA and bypasses the committee.  Richard:  it’s time that ABRA took up their responsibility to enforce the laws and the VAs.  It’s always been on the backs of neighbors to enforce this.  Recommendation of Commissioner Marshall is that we continue the task force but give Palace of Wonders a clean bill of health for now.  We may want to put some parameters around the advertising concept that is in our VA.  

2) Capitol Liquors-Single Sales (Joe)—located in the 1800 Block of Benning Road.  Ward 6 passed a ban on the sale of singles.  The owner of Capitol Liquors (Mr. Woo) made a presentation about why they should be able to get an exception to that ban.  
He understands the issue about not selling beer and wine singles but he has a problem with small size liquors.  He has been told that he has to stop selling the ½ pint and ¼ pint size liquor bottles.   His is a Class A license for liquors.  Q:  What percentage of sale is single beers.  A:  30%.  Q:  The establishment is very close to Ward 7 and Ward 5 where these can be sold.  Q:  What is the threshold size for liquor?  A:  ½ pint or less.

Chair Beatty does not know if we can carve out of the ban one of the types of beverages, we may only be able to carve out an establishment.  Mr. Roberson who owns the tavern next door came tonight in support of Mr. Woo to be exempt from the single sales.  Mr. Woo has been doing a good job of meeting the requirements of his VA keeping the area clean.

Mr. Nicklas:  understands that the interest of good businesses is to do as much as possible to respect community.  Don’t know if carving out liquor as opposed to beer would satisfy problems.  (That is, are the problems created only by beer drinkers or also by those that consume spirits.)  

Gladys Mack:  ANC commissioner in Mr. Woo’s area. Supports Mr. Woo in this effort .  Haven’t been any complaints about his business.

Recommendation is to get more information before we take any action.

Richard Sundberg moves that we investigate further and find out what the law is and what the exception process might be.  Seconded by Mary Kozinski. Vote:  unanimous.  

OTHER NEW BUSINESS:  Michael Herman gave us the citation (Section 7.1.1) for the sampling permits.

V.  Adjourn.  Move to adjourn 8:40 pm.   Next meeting:  November 18, 2008.

REPORT OF THE ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT AND ZONING

COMMITTEE OF ANC 6A 

October 15, 2008

Drew Ronneberg chaired the meeting. 

Community Comments

Cody Rice was in the audience and announced that he had returned to Washington after a 2-year hiatus and is living in ANC 6A.  The committee expressed its strong interest that Mr. Rice rejoin the ED&Z committee. 

Status Reports

1400 Maryland Ave (Proposed Gas Station).  Drew Ronneberg reported that the applicant agreed to continue the BZA portion of the case until after it was heard by the Public Space Committee.

H Street Heritage Trail.  Drew Ronneberg reported that the application for the H Street Heritage Trail was approved by the City’s Heritage Trail Advisory Committee. 

BZA 17847 (1118 Park St NE)

Ms. Patricia Schaub, the owner of 1118 Park St NE and her architect, Mr. Michael Cross presented plans for a 2nd story addition to the rear of the residence.  A special exception is required because, although the footprint of the house is not being increased, the property is currently over 60% lot occupancy and has a non-conforming court.  The property is in the historic district and the structure dates from the 1880s.  

Ms. Schaub told the committee that her first contractor started construction of the 2nd floor addition without building permits and that a stop work order was issued by the city before the interior work was completed.  She is now going through the process of applying for zoning relief so the addition can be completed.  

The addition is approximately 200 square feet and does extend beyond the rear property line of the abutting neighbors.  Ms. Schaub presented letters of support for 1133 and 1223 Park St NE, but was not able to secure letters of support from the immediate neighbors by the time of the hearing.

The committee felt that because the addition did not extend past the rear property lines of the abutting neighbors it would not unduly harm the light and air of these properties.

Recommendation:  The committee unanimously recommends that the ANC support the applicant’s request for a special exception to allow a 2nd story addition to the rear of 1118 Park St. NE.

BZA 17842 (901-903 D St. NE)

Mr. Jim Burrell, who was representing the DC Federal Teachers Credit Union and Mr. Bill Maiden, who is the project’s architect, presented the applicant’s plan to seek a use variance to allow the property for the headquarters of the DC Federal Teachers Credit Union in an R-4 residential zone.

Mr. Maiden stated that the Credit Union had applied for a use variance in 1999, which was granted by the BZA.  However, the Credit Union never obtained a proper Certificate of Occupancy (C of O) from DCRA, so the BZA order had lapsed.  The Credit Union is currently reapplying for the variance in order to obtain a C of O. 

Mr. Burrell stated that the property was leased from the DC Government in 1983 and was sold to the Credit Union in 1997 under the stipulation that the building would have a school-related use.  He also stated that the Credit Union housed a “police contact station” and provided parking to the church across the street.  Mr. Rice mentioned that the building had been used in the past for PSA committee purposes and that there was a public ATM that did not charge fees.

The committee expressed concerns that many of the complaints about the appearance of the property raised by the community in the 1999 BZA hearing were still issues.  For example, the surrounding land is still covered in concrete, grates still cover the lower windows, and there are still parking spaces between the front of the building and the sidewalk on public space.  There were also complaints that the air-conditioners on the north side of the property were extremely loud and this negatively impacted the peace and quiet of the surrounding neighborhood. Drew Ronneberg said that he thought the Credit Union could improve the external appearance of their property in order to make it more attractive to the surrounding community.  Mr. Luna thought that the Credit Union’s justification for the use variance was weak and that the variance would only be granted if the ANC supported the application.  David Holmes felt that the neighbors would be more supportive of the property being used for a credit union than if it was used for a school.

The committee thought that the ANC should give conditional support to the use variance if the Credit Union addresses the expressed concerns.  Mr. Burrell said the Credit Union would be willing to develop a landscaping plan and to fix or move the noisy air-conditioners and eliminate the parking spots in front of and between the building and the sidewalk.  Given the fact that the BZA hearing was scheduled for November, the committee felt that it would be best to vest Commissioner Holmes with the authority to determine whether the Applicant had met the conditions in the Committee’s recommendation to the ANC.  The committee also felt that the variance should have a limited term to ensure that the Applicant continued to abide by these conditions.

Recommendation:  The committee unanimously recommends that the ANC designate David Holmes or any officer as the ANC's representative and vests in them the power to determine whether the ANC supports, opposes or holds no position in this case.  The committee recommends that the ANC direct the designated representative to oppose the application unless the applicant satisfies the following conditions

1) The noise produced by air conditioners on the north side of the building is abated

2) An attractive landscaping plan should be developed that removes the pavement from the public space in the front and side of the building

3) The grates should be removed from the lower windows to improve the appearance of the building

4) The chain link fence should be replaced with a more attractive alternative

5) The variance should be renewed after 7 years to insure continued compliance with these conditions.

1116 K St NE
Ms. Jill Mogensen is the owner of 1116 K St NE, which contains a large abandoned structure in the rear of the property facing Florida Ave.  Ms. Mogensen stated that when she bought the lot, it was reportedly zoned C-2-A, but she later learned that it was R-4.  The building had once been used as a grocery store and Ms. Mogensen showed the committee old photos and advertisements of the building.

She wanted to renovate and reoccupy the rear structure, but the city told her that the necessary building permits would require a zoning variance

Ms. Mogensen presented plans of a renovated building on the exiting footprint in which additional windows would be placed on the second floor and the roof would be raised to include a mansard roof.   The committee wasn’t sure why the proposed plans would require a variance, but Ms. Modgen said the Zoning Administrator insisted that a variance was required.

Ms. Mogensen asked the committee if it liked the design of the structure.  The committee felt that the design preserved the look of the structures from this period.  The committee indicated that it would be inclined to recommend support of a variance for the project as stated.

Zoning Code Rewrite

The Committee thought that the ANC should be more active in the rewrite of the Zoning Regulations and wanted to authorize any Commissioner or ED&Z committee member to participate in the rewrite on behalf of the ANC.

Recommendation:  The committee unanimously recommends that that ANC authorize any Commissioner or member of the ED&Z committee to participate in the Zoning Code Rewrite on behalf of ANC 6A.

New Committee Members
The ED&Z committee chair recommends the ANC appoint Cody Rice and Jabriel Ballentine as members of the Economic Development and Zoning Committee.

I. 
Grant application from Spingarn SHS Football Boosters Club:

1.
At the September COC meeting, Paris Adon presented a grant application from Spingarn SHS Football Boosters Club. They are seeking funding to purchase uniform pants at a cost of $1,900. The COC agreed that the activity was worthwhile and recommended funding. Mr. Adon was advised that a representative of the Boosters Club needed to attend the October 13 ANC meeting at which time the commissioners would make a decision as to funding. Mr. Adon was sent two email reminders and confirmed that he would be in attendance. However, he did not attend the meeting or send an alternate – nor did he make contact with the ANC to say he would be unable to attend. The commissioners did not vote to approve funding; they voted to postpone the decision.

2.
Ms. Williams called Mr Adon after the meeting to inform him that the grant application was not approved and that the matter had been postponed. Ms. Nelson followed up with an email informing him that the matter would be on the COC agenda for the October meeting. He acknowledged receipt of the message. However, he did not appear at the meeting. 

3.
The committee members feel that, while the purpose of the grant is worthwhile, we have serious reservations about Mr. Adon’s ability to follow through on ordering the uniforms, should the grant be approved. The City auditor requires receipts and a letter to document purchases and we are not confident that Mr. Adon would successfully make those arrangements. 

4.
The COC reluctantly concludes that we can not recommend funding for this grant at this time. Instead, we recommend that the matter be deferred indefinitely until such time as the Spingarn Football Boosters have sufficient human resources to successfully administer the grant. If the commissioners approve, Mr. Adon would be notified that the matter can be placed on the ANC agenda at some point in the future, when the personnel situation changes. And if and when it does, the COC will ask that consideration of the grant application be placed on the ANC agenda.

Committee recommendation (unanimous, no quorum):  that ANC 6A 

Defer, indefinitely, consideration of a grant of $1,900 for the Spingarn SHS Football Booster Club to purchase uniform pants.

II. 
Advertising of ANC 6A events

1.
Mary Kay Williams at Voice of the Hill submitted (via e-mail) a bid of $2,166 to continue the monthly ads, same size, placement and frequency.  The COC quickly and unanimously agreed that this bid should be accepted.  ANC 6A is required to make public notice of its meetings and advertising in this publication, which has a wide circulation, is a good way to do so.

2.
Andrew Lightman submitted (by e-mail)a combined bid of $3,689 for another year of advertising in the Hill Rag and inclusion in the Fagon Guide.  The COC quickly and unanimously agreed that advertising in the Rag should continue. As with the Voice, advertising in this publication is an effective way to do so. The committee members felt that advertising in the Fagon Guide should continue for the same reasons as last year [The additional cost is small and other ANCs advertise in it so 6A should be in it also.]
Committee recommendation (unanimous):  that ANC 6A 

1) Continue the monthly ad in Voice of the Hill at a cost of $2,166

2) Continue the monthly ad in the Hill Rag and purchase an ad similar to last year’s in the Fagon Guide for a combined cost of $3,689.

Capitol Hill Towers (900 G Street NE)

October 20, 2008

1. Call meeting to order at 7:00 pm

2. Introductions

a. Present: Shane Artim, Lance Brown, DeLania Hardy, Dianne Hoover, Commissioner Bill Schultheiss, Marlon Smoker and Omar Mahmud (Chair)

b. Absent: Sean Lovitt and Warner Sterling

3. Community Comment

a. Ms. Hardy proposed giving a presentation to the committee at a future meeting on the Highway Trust Fund and potential collapse of the federal Mass Transit Account.  She explained that lagging gas tax revenues have created a deficit which could threaten future spending.  Although Congress recently passed an $8B patch to cover the current shortfall, there is no guarantee this will be done in the future.  Ms. Hardy further explained that a lack of federal funding could threaten local transportation projects, including streetcars in the District.

4. Announcements

a. Union Station Bicycle Transit Center Groundbreaking held on September 26

i. Mr. Mahmud informed the committee the project is estimated to cost about $3M and scheduled for completion in Spring 2009.

b. H Street Streetscape Construction

i. Mr. Mahmud informed the committee representatives from DDOT attended the October ANC meeting to update the committee on the construction project.

ii. The committee discussed aspects of the project including the current cost of approximately $35M, the impact on the neighborhood, construction schedule (including work on Saturdays), alteration of traffic lane direction during rush hour.

iii. Ms. Hardy made a motion that the committee recommend the ANC send a letter to the project construction manager and DDOT officials requesting that all steel plates laid in the street during construction be properly secured each day to prevent rattling and unsafe road conditions.  Ms. Hoover seconded the motion, which passed without objection.  Mr. Mahmud agreed to prepare a draft of the letter.

5. New Business

a. Review of Proposed Curb Cut Regulations (Attachment A)

i. The committee reviewed the proposed regulations and discussed suggested amendments.  The committee also reviewed comments on the regulations provided by Stanton Park Neighborhood Association, and ANC 6A Economic Development & Zoning Committee members Drew Ronneberg (Chair) and Rich Luna.
ii. Several motions were made, seconded and passed regarding the proposed regulations.  All motions, summarized below, are to be included in a letter the committee recommends the ANC send to DDOT regarding the proposed regulations.  Mr. Brown agreed to prepare a draft letter.

1. Commissioner Schultheiss made a motion that the letter propose addition of a Section 1201.6(e) which would read:

a. “if property classified as vacant.”  Mr. Smoker seconded the motion, which passed without objection.

2. Mr. Smoker made a motion that the letter add a section after Section 1201.5 which would read:

a. “if DDOT determines there is a unpermitted curb cut or driveway where DDOT is replacing the curb line, the abutting property owner shall be given notice and a period of sixty (60) days to either submit proof of an existing public space permit or to obtain a new public space permit.  If there is no existing permit, DDOT may remove the curb cut at DDOT’s expense.”  Ms. Hardy seconded the motion, which passed without objection.

3. Mr. Brown made a motion that the letter include a recommendation that DDOT develop guidelines for use by its Public Space Committee when deciding to approve curb cut applications directing the committee to consider clearly stated planning, density and land use objectives.  Commissioner Schultheiss seconded the motion, which passed without objection.

4. Mr. Brown made a motion that the letter include a recommendation that Section 1203.1 be revised to further explain the circumstances which will lead to revocation of a public space permit. Mr. Artim seconded the motion, which passed without objection.

5. Commissioner Schultheiss made a motion that the letter indicate our agreement with the positions stated in the Stanton Park Neighborhood Association letter (Attachment B).  Mr. Brown seconded the motion, which passed without objection.

6. Commissioner Schultheiss made a motion that the letter include a proposal to amend the regulations to cover situations where the property owner is applying for or getting a permit revoked.

a. Mr. Brown proposed an amendment changing “property owner” to “property owner or lessee,” citing 1400 Maryland as an example.  Mr. Artim seconded the motion, which passed without objection.

b. Commissioner Schultheiss’ original motion was seconded by Mr. Brown and passed without objection.

7. Commissioner Schultheiss made a motion that the letter include a proposed Section 1204 regarding notification which would allow for a) proper notice to ANCs and that Sixty (60) days be allowed for comments on all driveway and curb cut permit applications; and b) property owners be given sixty (60) days notice to challenge proposed public space revocations.  Ms. Hoover seconded the motion, which passed without objection.

8. Mr. Smoker made a motion that the letter also seek clarification on Sections 1201.2 and 1201.3.  Ms. Hardy seconded the motion, which passed without objection.

9. Mr. Brown made a motion that the letter reflect the addition of a subsection d to Section 1201.6, as proposed by Mr. Ronneberg via email (Attachment C):

a. “(d) when alterations of the property no longer permits access to parking on private land.”  Commissioner Schultheiss seconded the motion, which passed without objection.

b. Review of Proposed Mobile Storage Container Regulations (Attachment D)

i. The committee reviewed the proposed regulations and discussed suggested amendments.

ii. Mr. Brown made a motion that the committee recommend the ANC send a letter seeking addition of a provision within Section 3312.6 of the proposed regulations which would specify that no container shall block all or a portion of a motor vehicle or bicycle travel lane.  Ms. Hardy seconded the motion, which passed without objection.  Mr. Brown agreed to prepare a draft of the letter.

c. Review of 1400 Maryland Ave. NE Traffic Study (Attachment D)

i. The committee reviewed the study commissioned by DAG Petroleum.

ii. Commissioner Schultheiss made a motion that the committee recommend the ANC authorize up to $3,000 to hire a transportation impact study expert witness for the public space and BZA hearings regarding 1400 Maryland Avenue NE.  Ms. Hoover seconded the motion, which passed without objection.  

6. Additional Community Comment

At our regularly scheduled public meeting on November 13, 2008, our Commission voted [unanimously] to provide the comments below to DDOT regarding the proposed rulemaking to add new sections (1201, 1202, 1203) to Title 24 DCMR, Chapter 12.

ANC 6A’s comments:

1. Add the following new subsections within Section 1201.6:

· “The property is classified as vacant.”

· “Alterations of the property no longer permits access to parking on private property.”

2. Add a section after Section 1201.5:  “If DDOT determines there is an unpermitted curb cut or driveway where DDOT is replacing the curb line, the abutting property owner shall be given notice and a period of sixty (60) days to either submit proof of an existing permit or obtain a new public space permit.  If no permit is produced, DDOT may remove the curb cut at DDOT’s expense.”

3. Develop guidelines for use by the Public Space Committee when considering curb cut applications.  The guidelines should include clearly stated planning, density, and land use objectives.

4. In Section 1203.1, elaborate on the circumstances that will lead to revocation of a public space permit.

5. Amend the regulations to cover situations where the property owner or lessee is applying for a permit (public space or building) or getting a permit revoked.

6. Add a new section (e.g., 1204) regarding notification which would allow for A) proper notice to ANCs and that sixty (60) days be allowed for comments on all driveway and curb cut permit applications and B) property owners be given sixty (60) days’ notice to challenge proposed curb cut revocations.

7. Clarify Sections 1201.2 and 1201.3.

Additionally, ANC 6A agrees with the positions stated in the Stanton Park Neighborhood Association’s letter (attached), dated October 16, 2008.

At our regularly scheduled public meeting on November 13, 2008, our Commission voted [unanimously] to provide the comment below to DDOT regarding the proposed rulemaking 54 DCR 5325, which adds a new section (3312 ) to Title 24 DCMR, Chapter 33.

ANC 6A suggests that DDOT add, within Section 3312.6, a provision prohibiting placement of storage containers such that they block all or a portion of a travel lane, including marked bicycle lanes.

Our constituents report seeing storage containers that partially block bicycle lanes, either because they are placed to far from the curb or on streets where the parking lane is not as wide as the storage container.

The Stanton Park Neighborhood Association (SPNA) appreciates the opportunity provided by the District Department of Transportation at 55 D.C. Register 9860-9863, September 19, 2008, to comment on its proposed rulemaking regarding curb cuts and driveways.   SPNA has comments on proposed 24 District of Columbia Municipal Regulations (DCMR) sections 1202 and 1203.


Stanton Park Neighborhood Association (SPNA) is a civic association that works for improvement of the Stanton Park neighborhood by representing the interests of the community in the area bounded by East Capitol Street, 10th Street NE, H Street NE, and 2nd Street NE.

Section 1202:  SPNA recommends deleting proposed section 1202, Special Needs, for two reasons.  First, an existing regulation  (18DCMR 2710) already provides for a reserved parking space at a permanently disabled person’s residence.  Second, regarding a commercial property owned by a permanently disabled person, it is unjustified to allow a curb cut there, since another existing regulation provides that person with a special license tag or a special parking permit, and the commercial benefit (cutting the curb for one commercial applicant) must be balanced against the public detriment.  When deleting section 1202, three other changes should be made for consistency:

(1) Delete the last phrase of proposed section 1201.4 (“, or there is a special need as provided in section 1202”), because it refers to section 1202.

(2) Delete the last sentence of proposed section 1201.8, because it refers to section 1202.   Note that this sentence has problems as well (since it would encourage making double curb cuts without clear justification, wording which yields even more of a public detriment than does the wording of section 1202 itself, as described above).  This sentence would need to be deleted even if section 1202 were retained.

(3) Proposed section 1203 should be renumbered as section 1202, as a conforming change, once the proposed section 1202 is deleted, so that there is no gap in the section numbering.


SPNA strongly supports the continued implementation of 18 DCMR, Chapter 27, Special Parking Privileges for Physically Disabled.  This chapter allows a disabled resident or non-resident of the District to obtain the privileges if that person meets the eligibility requirements of 18 DCMR 2701.1, Eligibility.  These privileges include applying for:

(1) A reserved parking space or a special license tag or parking permit, for persons with a permanent disability covered by 18 DCMR 2701.1(a)-(d);

(2) A reserved parking space, for persons with a permanent disability covered by 18 DCMR 2701.1(a) or (c); and 

(3) A special license tag or parking permit, for persons with a temporary disability covered by 18 DCMR 2701.1(e).


In particular, SPNA notes that an existing regulation (18 DCMR 2710) provides for a reserved parking space in front of an applicant’s residence, if parking is permitted by law or, if not, as close as possible.  Allowing a public space permit to authorize a curb cut across public space to construct a driveway might be appropriate in the case of the residence of an applicant with a permanent disability, if 18 DCMR 2710 were not in effect, but that regulation is in effect and is being implemented.  As a result, there is no need for a regulation providing for a curb cut at a permanently disabled person’s residence, as provided by proposed 24 DCMR 1202.

The remaining applicability of the proposed section is for a property an applicant does not reside in but leases out to residential or commercial tenants.  There is much less of a rationale for intruding on public spaces, and adversely affecting the availability of on-street parking, for a leased property than for a permanently disabled person’s residence.  A disabled person meeting the eligibility requirements of 18 DCMR 2701 can obtain special license tags, and thereby, gain access with the special license tags or a special parking permits to park in spaces designated for the disabled, or extended parking periods at parking zones with restricted length of time parking.  A commercial benefit (cutting the curb for one commercial applicant) must be balanced against the public detriment.  Allowing curb cuts for leased properties for commercial reasons (rather than for a disabled person’s residential reasons) would be sufficiently disruptive to other businesses and their customers, and to neighborhood residents, as to be unjustified in light of the shortage of on-street parking in the District’s commercial and residential neighborhoods.

Finally, deleting the two references to proposed 24 DCMR 1202, and renumbering proposed 24 DCMR 1203, are important for conformity.  In addition, the last sentence of proposed 24 DCMR 1201.8 permits and encourages allowing a double curb cut for commercial applicants, a particularly problematic result that should not be allowed to go into effect, for the reasons cited above.

Section 1203:  In addition to the changes related to proposed section 1202, SPNA has one recommendation for section 1203, Permit Revocation.  It is well-established that many curb cuts remain even after the permit has been revoked, and, in many cases, the no‑parking signs related to curb cuts remain.  This causes both legal confusion and a reduction in the number of available parking spaces.  To resolve both issues, SPNA recommends adding a new section 1203.4.  The wording of the last phrase (“if parking is permitted by law”) of the new section is taken from 18 DCMR 2710.2, for consistency.

1203.4
After revocation of the permit, parking shall be allowed at the driveway, if parking is permitted by law.
