Minutes

The meeting was convened at 7:00 PM.
Present:  Commissioners Alberti, Beatty, Fengler, Holmes, Mack, Marshall 

Absent: Commissioner Schultheiss

1. Agenda
Mr. Alberti requested that an item for the allocation of funds for the taking and transcribing of minutes be added to the Treasurer’s Report.  Mr. Fengler asked that approval of a letter on options for powering the trolley be added to New Business.  The agenda, as amended, was approved without objection.

 2. Minutes

The October minutes were adopted without objection.  
 3. Officers’ Reports
Treasurer

Mr. Alberti presented the Treasurer’s Report.  The opening balance of the checking account was $23, 308.03.  The savings account had an opening balance of $4,185.12, and there were two interest payments of $1.06 and $1.03, leaving a balance of $4,187.21.  The following disbursements were approved: $127.50 to Roberta Weiner for the transcription of minutes (Check #1393); $500 to Partners in Sign for ASL interpretation (Check #1394); and $147.17 to FedEx/Kinkos for copying expenses (Check#1395). The closing balance was $22,533.26.  Motion: Mr. Alberti moved/Ms. Beatty seconded a motion to approve the November Treasurer’s Report.  The report was adopted without objection.

Motion: Mr. Fengler moved/Mr. Alberti seconded a motion that $600 be approved for copying for ANC materials, and that up to $60 be approved for copying for each Committee’s materials and each SMD’s materials for the next month.  The motion was adopted without objection.

Motion: Mr. Alberti moved/Mr. Fengler seconded a motion to approve the Quarterly Report for the 4th quarter of FY 08.  The motion passed without objection.

Motion: Mr. Alberti moved/Mr. Fengler seconded a motion to approve the revised FY 09 budget for ANC 6A.  The motion passed without objection.

Mr. Alberti reported that the Auditor had released the outstanding quarterly payment to the ANC.  He said he had checked with the bank, and some vendors don’t return payment checks to the bank, but record them electronically.

Motion: Mr. Alberti moved/Mr. Holmes seconded a motion to allocate up to $200 per month for the taking and transcribing of minutes.  The motion passed without objection. 

 4. Single Member District Reports
Mr. Alberti reported that there have been two articles in the Voice of the Hill about the illegal construction of a third story addition to a house on Tennessee Avenue, which ignored the concerns of public safety and the impact on the neighbor’s property.  The story was reported only from the perspective of the owner and did not seek out comments from other concerned residents.

Ms. Mack announced that she had won election in two SMDs, but was keeping the one she has now.  She announced an SMD meeting at the Rosedale Rec Center on November 6th.  
Ms. Beatty reported that she held an SMD meeting, and had a report from DPR regarding the dog park at Kingsman Field.  DPR indicated that the park should be completed by mid-year 2009.

Mr. Fengler reported on a house at 641 8th Street NE, where the owner, Paul McGonigle, is renovating his basement, and the digging out is affecting the stability of the building.  He has spoken with Nick Majett at DCRA about condemning the building, but they couldn’t inspect the site.

He also reported an illegal trash can structure at 714 11th Street NE.  He’s working with DCRA, along with rat abatement, and with Councilmember Wells’ office.

He said he is working to get a raised crosswalk on an emergency basis at 9th and G Streets, right in front of Capitol Hill Towers.

Finally, an ABRA investigator has found several noise violations at the restaurant at the corner of H and 12th Street.  He is meeting with Councilmember Wells and others to see if it can be solved.

Mr. Marshall reported that there is a tremendous amount of noise from the construction plates in the street around the Starburst construction.  He also said that the commuter buses going into Maryland are causing damage to cars parked on their route.

 7. Committees
Alcoholic Beverage and Licensing

Ms. Beatty reported that Joe Woo, owner of Capitol Liquors, is seeking a partial exemption from the exception on the Ward 6 Single Sales legislation, asserting that he would agree to not sell beer, but that he  wants to continue selling spirits in half pints or less which are covered by the legislation.  Ms Beatty said that she doesn’t know whether a partial exception is possible, and she will be bringing recommendations back to the Commission.

Mr. Alberti reported that the new law has to be approved by Congress, and will go into effect in late January.

She reported that there have been no complaints about the Palace of Wonders, and there have been no posters on the street.  The Task Force will continue to monitor the situation.

The report of the Committee was accepted without objection.

Economic Development and Zoning

1118 Park Street NE

This is a request for support of a BZA application for a special exception to construct a 2nd floor addition to the rear of the residence.  Although the footprint of the house is not being increased, the special exception is required because the property is over 60% lot occupancy and has a non-conforming court.  The building is in the historic district.  The applicant has presented two letters from neighbors approving of the addition.  Motion: Mr. Fengler moved/Mr. Holmes seconded a motion to accept the committee’s unanimous recommendation to support the special exception to construct a 2nd story addition at 1118 Park Street NE.  The motion passed without objection.

901-903 D Street NE
This is a request for support of a BZA application for a use variance for a property owned by the DC Federal Teachers Credit Union in an R-4 residential zone.  The Credit Union never obtained a proper Certificate of Occupancy from DCRA and the original BZA order hadhas lapsed.  The building houses a police contact station, and provides parking for the church across the street.

The Committee expressed concerns that the appearance of the building was an issue, as it had been at the original 1999 BZA hearing: the surrounding public space is still covered in concrete, grates still cover the lower window, and there are still parking spaces between the front of the building and the sidewalk on public space.  Other complaints were also detailed.

Motion: Mr. Fengler moved/Mr. Holmes seconded a motion to accept the Committee’s  recommendation that the ANC designate David Holmes or any officer as the ANC’s representative and vests in them the power to determine whether the ANC supports, opposes or holds no position in this case.  The committee recommends that the ANC direct the designated representative to oppose the application unless the applicant satisfies the following conditions:

1.  The noise produced by air conditionsconditioning on the north side of the building is abated;

2.  An attractive landscaping plan should be developed that removes the pavement from the public space in the front and side of the building;

3. The grates should be removed from the lower windows to improve the appearance of the building;

4. The chain link fence should be replaced with a more attractive alternative;

5. The variance should be renewed after 7 years to insure continued compliance with these conditions.

The motion passed without objection.

Motion: Mr. Fengler moved/Ms. Beatty seconded a motion to accept the Committee’s recommendation that the ANC authorize any Commissioner or member of the ED&Z Committee to participate in the zoning rewrite on behalf of the ANC.  The motion passed without objection.

Motion: Mr. Fengler moved/Mr. Holmes seconded a motion to nominate Cody Rice to be a member of the ED&Z Committee.  The motion passed without objection.

Motion: Mr. Fengler moved/Mr. Holmes seconded a motion to nominate Jabriel Ballentine to be a member of the ED&Z Committee.  The motion passed without objection.

Drew Ronneberg announced that the new director of vacant properties would be at the next ED&Z meeting.

The report of the ED&Z Committee was accepted without objection.

Community Outreach

The following four recommendations were voted on as a bloc:

Motion: That the ANC accept the Committee’s recommendation to defer indefinitely, consideration of the $1900 grant to the Spingarn SHS Football Booster Club for the purchase of uniform pants.

Motion:  That the ANC accept the Committee’s recommendation to continue its monthly ad in Voice of the Hill at a cost of $2,166.

Motion:  That the ANC accept the Committee’s recommendation to continue its monthly ad in the Hill Rag, and purchase an ad similar to last year’s in the Fagon Guide for a combined cost of $3,689.

Motion: that the ANC accept the Committee’s recommendation to accept the resignation of Mr. Wicks, with gratitude for his service.

The four motions passed without objection.

The report of the Community Outreach Committee was accepted without objection. 

Transportation
Motion: Mr. Fengler moved/Ms. Beatty seconded a motion to accept the Transportation Committee’s recommendation to send a letter to DDOT (to send a letter to DDOT) regarding proposed storage container regulations.  The motion passed without objection.

Motion: Mr. Fengler moved/Ms. Beatty seconded a motion to accept the Transportation Committee’s recommendation to send a letter to the H Street/Benning Road construction manager and DDOT regarding the metal street plates.  The motion passed without objection.

Motion: Mr. Fengler moved/Ms. Beatty seconded a motion to accept the Transportation Committee’s recommendation to authorize up to $3,000 to hire a transportation impact study expert witness for the upcoming public space and BZA hearings regarding 1400 Maryland Avenue NE.

Mr. Alberti said that $3,000 is a substantial sum of money and he would like to know more about why it’s needed.  Mr. Mahmoud responded that DAG has submitted a transportation study that is heavily skewed to their perspective, which puts the ANC at a severe disadvantage, and the Commission needs an expert who can point out the holes in their presentation.  Mr. Fengler said that analyzing information can be daunting, and while the ANC has been lucky in having pro bono help, he expressed his support for the expenditure, which can be augmented with volunteer efforts.  Ms. Beatty pointed out that knowledgeable paid consultants have been important in her work with ABRA.  Mr. Alberti asked whether the hearing just affects the one property or is there a larger impact.  Mr. Fengler pointed out that the case is similar to the gas station case at H and 3rd Street.  It is, he said, central to the development of the West End, and because the site is just outside the H Street Overlay area, the implications are broader, and have an effect on the concept of a livable, walkable H Street.  Mr. Holmes pointed out that it’s a first time assault on the new Comprehensive Plan, which specifically says “no gas stations.”  The motion passed without objection

 8. Community Concerns
Forest Hayes, the Mayor’s Ward 6 Community Representative, announced that MPD was doing another All Hands On Deck weekend.  He also announced a Beat the Streets activity for youth at 4 pm on November 16th.  Finally, he said that on November 22nd, there would be a volunteer “fix-it” scheduled for the Rosedale Focus Improvement Area, and that DPW would be providing rakes and trash bags for the event.

Joe Woo, of Capitol Liquors, spoke to his need for a waiver from the Single Sales Moratorium, saying that he would have to close and would lose his house as well if he lost that source of income.  A neighbor spoke in support of his character and position.

 9. New Business
RFP for Agenda Packet Preparation
Mr. Fengler presented the RFP prepared by Mr. Schultheiss for a person to implement the monthly agenda package.  Motion: Mr. Fengler moved/Mr. Marshall seconded a motion to approve the RFP as submitted.  

Motion: Mr. Alberti moved/Ms. Beatty seconded a motion to amend the RFP by removing the taking of minutes as a requirement of the job.  After discussion, the amendment failed 2-4, with Mr. Alberti and Mr. Fengler in favor. 

Motion: Mr. Fengler moved/Ms. Beatty seconded a motion to amend the RFP, No. 1 to read “This task will normally be done by another contractor, and will only be required on an “as need” basis.  Mr. Alberti pointed out that the funding allocation had been predicated on including the minutes.  
Motion: Mr. Fengler moved/Ms. Beatty seconded an amendment to approve the RFP, except for numbers 1 and 2, which should be resolved with Mr. Schultheiss.  That amendment passed 3-1-2.  
Motion:  Mr. Fengler moved/Mr. Holmes seconded a motion to change the weighting so that agenda preparation has 25 points, and minutes-taking has 5.  The motion passed without objection.  Finally, there was an amendment to move numbers 1 and 2 to the bottom of the list of requirements on page 9.

Motion:  Mr. Fengler moved/Ms. Beatty seconded a motion to approve the RFP as amended.  The motion passed 6-0.

Letter on Power for the H Street Trolley 
Mr. Fengler reported that there had been a meeting at the Atlas of representatives of ANC 6A, ANC 6C, the Sierra Club, ANC 5F—about 40 people in all, and it was agreed to send a letter to DDOT asking how the proposed H Street trolley will be power.  Motion: Mr. Fengler moved/Mr. Holmes seconded a motion to agree to sign this proposed joint letter drafted by the Sierra Club to convene a meeting to discuss how the trolley will be powered.

Mr. Fengler reported that DDOT has already decided that it wants to hang wires, and is in a legal battle with NCPC, which says it is illegal.  The letter is written in a way to not sound as though there is already a prescribed outcome.  Mr. Holmes said that this is a form letter, but the ANC is stuck with what it’s been presented with.  Mr. Alberti asked what would happen if the ANC does not sign the letter.  Mr. Fengler reported that the ANC would give up its seat at the table.  The letter was approved 5-1, with Mr. Alberti in opposition. 

The meeting was adjourned at 8:47 p.m.

REPORT OF THE ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT AND ZONING

COMMITTEE OF ANC 6A

November 19,  2008

Drew Ronneberg chaired the meeting.

The meeting was called to order at 7:00 p.m.

Old Business

BZA 17842 (901-903 D St. NE)

At the October meeting of the ED&Z committee, Mr. Jim Burrell, a representative of the DC Federal Teachers Credit Union and Mr. Bill Maiden, the project’s architect, presented plan to seek a use variance to allow the property to be used as the headquarters of the DC Federal Teachers Credit Union in an R-4 residential zone. The Credit Union is currently reapplying for the variance in order to obtain a C of O.  

During the October meeting, the recommended that the ANC grant provisional support to the C of O under the following conditions:  

1) The noise produced by air conditioners on the north side of the building is abated

2) An attractive landscaping plan should be developed that removes the pavement from the public space in the front and side of the building

3) The grates should be removed from the lower windows to improve the appearance of the building

4) The chain link fence should be replaced with a more attractive alternative

5) The variance should be renewed after 7 years to insure continued compliance with these conditions.

Commissioner Holmes has been unsuccessful in getting any response from the applicant regarding these conditions.  Based on the lack of response, the ANC will be withdrawing its conditional support and will be opposing this request for the C of O.

BZA 17825 (1400 Maryland Ave.)

Drew Ronneberg reported that the public space hearing for the 1400 Maryland Ave. project (opposed by ANC6A) will be held on December 18 at 1:00 pm.  ANC6A residents are encouraged to attend in order to reinforce the position held by the ANC that the gas station proposed for this location should not be permitted.

Historic Survey

Commissioner Holmes reported that Dreyfuss has provided $83,000 for the historic survey of the area between 2nd and 15th St. NE, from the current Capitol Hill historic boundary up to but not including H Street NE. The survey work will be done by EHT Traceries, Inc. (http://www.traceries.com/.)

New Business

1.  Vacant Properties Presentation. 

Ms. Twee Nguyen, the new Director of the Vacant Properties Unit at DCRA presented the committee with an update of DCRA’s efforts to identify and secure vacant properties in DC as well as clarify when the online vacant property database will be available.  Ms. Lisa Branscomb, the Assistant Program Manager for ANC6, also attended the presentation.   Dan Golden is the ED&Z committee’s representative for vacant properties.

Ms. Nguyen stated that she intends to go to all of the ANC meetings to keep informed and stay in touch with the neighborhoods.

A copy of the presentation is included with the minutes. However, below are a few points that came out of the presentation:

1. Vacant properties must be registered by owners within thirty days of vacancy. 

2. Vacant properties are classified as “Class 3” properties and are taxed at a rate of $10 per $100 of value as an incentive to rehabilitate and occupy the building.

3. There are exemptions to the “Class 3” classification for the following

a. Property is actually occupied and misidentified as vacant

b. Property is owned by the U.S. government

c. Property is owned by a foreign government

d. Owner is actively trying to sell or rent the property

e. The building has been damaged by fire, flood, or casualty that was not caused by the owner

f. Probate proceedings; or title litigation

g. Board of Zoning Adjustment; Zoning Commission; commission on Fine Arts; Historic Preservation Review Board; Mayor’s Agent for Historic Preservation; or National Capital Planning Commission action.

h. Property is owned by the District of Columbia

i. Special exemption from Director of DCRA

Ms. Nguyen encourages residents to inform her or her staff regarding vacant properties.

2. 16th and Constitution PUD. 

Gabrielle Kornely, Director of Marketing from Perseus Realty presented plans for a Planned Unit Development (PUD) at the site of an existing apartment building at 16th and Constitution Ave. NE.  Renderings of the building can be found in the meeting agenda packet at http://www.anc6a.org/agendas/EDZANov1908.pdf.

The project involves replacing a three-story, 42-unit apartment building that was constructed in the 1940s. Perseus is in the process of vacating the building as they will not receive any funding until the building is vacant. There are currently 5 occupied units.

Another necessary factor for the project to go ahead as designed is upgrading the zoning from R4 to R5B, which will allow a FAR of 3.0 and 60’ height. Ms. Kornley noted that the Car Barn development is zoned R5B.  Drew Ronneberg expressed that the new comprehensive plan discourages upzoning of residential zones in the Capitol Hill.  In addition, a property needs to be 1 acre in a R-4 district, while the property is only ¾ of an acre. 

The alley would need to be widened from 17’ to 25’ to accommodate access for garbage pick up, etc.

Perseus met with the neighborhood residents to see what their concerns might be with the project; the primary concern from the neighborhood is parking.  The design includes 62 underground parking spaces.

The plan is to construct more affordable housing with an emphasis on green/eco-conscious design.  The design incorporates energy efficiency improvements such as louvered panels to block the sun but allow air flow. The design also includes an interior courtyard that will help to improve circulation throughout the building. The courtyard will be available for residents’ use.

No specific community amenities were included in the design.

It is expected that some of the current residents may return to the building once it is completed; 10% of the units will be designated as Affordable.  

The ED&Z Committee expressed the opinion that the design as shown does not match the current look and feel of the surrounding neighborhood.  The building as designed is twice as high, and is quite modern in its look.  The Ellen Wilson Dwellings and Senate Square were noted as good models and it was suggested that Perseus try to find a middle ground that is more respectful of the community.  Perseus was invited to develop new renderings that better reflected the architectural styles on Capitol Hill and present these conceptual drawing to the ED&Z committee.

3.  BZA #17835 (225 9th St NE). 
At the request of the BZA, Mr. Lou Fiore, the property owner, presented new plans for his proposed garage. The revised and resubmitted plans have a standard entrance from the alley and the garage will be set back to the line common with the other garages on the alley. This case was originally heard at the September 2008 ED&Z meeting and documented in the September minutes. 

The garage height is now 13’ instead of the original 15’ and he would still like to install a deck on the roof of the garage. Commissioner Holmes is continuing to research the thoughts of the neighbors; Mr. Fiore believes that his neighbors have no objection to the deck on top of the garage; Mr. Holmes believes that there may be some conflicting views by the neighbors and that some may not approve of the deck.

Motions Passed

1. The committee unanimously recommends that ANC 6A support  a special exception for 225 9th St NE for 70% lot occupancy and a variance for rear-yard setback if the garage is set back to the common line is in the common line with the other garages in the alley. 

2. The committee unanimously recommends that the ANC6a support the applicant’s request for a roof top deck on his garage.

4. Incidental Expenses for 1400 Maryland Ave Case.

Rich Luna, a member of the ANC6A ED&Z Committee, is now permitted by his firm to provide pro bono legal advice to the committee, but requires reimbursement for incidental expenses like photocopying. 

Motion Passed

3. The committee recommends that the ANC6A cover incidental expenses up to $300 for item such as photocopying, etc. for the 1400 Maryland Ave. case.

Grant applications from Maury ES PTA & Eastern SHS PTA:

1.
The discussion began with Ms. Nelson presenting the total of uncommitted grant money for the current fiscal year $3,300. She also presented information on the distribution of grant money in the past three fiscal years.  Because funds are limited and the grant applicants are, in some sense competing with each other, the decision was made to allow both organizations to present their applications before making a recommendation as to funding of either one.

2.
Heather Schoell presented the grant application from the Maury ES PTA.  She explained that DCPS does not provide funding for playground equipment, other than the climbing apparatus.  This is unsafe for many of the smallest children (five broken arms) and unsuitable for older children.  Although there is a large playground, there are very few recreation activities because of the lack of equipment.  Consequently, the students are net getting as much exercise as they should.  The PTA is requesting $550 to purchase a variety of equipment that would encourage all ages of students to have more active play.  

3.
John Gibson presented the grant application from the Eastern SHS PTA. They are requesting $6,800 toward the cost of replacing the percussion instruments for the marching band.  DCPS does not provide instruments.  In fact, those currently in use were purchased ten years ago by the PTA and other friends of the school. These instruments are worn out, many beyond repair.  The PTA has engaged in many fundraising activities and has raised enough money for new uniforms – but not for new instruments. They have also contacted organizations that specifically address providing musical instruments to those in need of them.

4.
The COC noted that both grant requests would serve extremely worthwhile purposes and meet all the statutory guidelines.  However, there is not enough funding available for both; the Eastern SHS PTA grant, alone, exceeds the budget.  Also, the Eastern PTA has received considerably more than any other grant applicant within the past three years, a total of approx. $8,600.  The Maury PTA received approx. $900 in the same time frame.  ANC 6A receives an average of six grant requests per year.  So, the COC also felt that it would be unfair to recommend disbursement of all grant funding so early in the fiscal year. Therefore the COC agreed that it would be equitable to give the Maury PTA full funding ($550) of their relatively modest grant request, especially in consideration that they have received less in prior years, and to give the Eastern PTA the same amount ($550) toward the cost of the instruments.

5.
The COC also discussed other ways that the Eastern SHS marching band might be helped to acquire the needed instruments, including recommendations of other grant making organizations and fundraising opportunities.

Committee recommendation (unanimous, quorum):  that ANC 6A 

Approve of a grant of $550 for the Maury ES PTA to purchase equipment to be used on the playground during recess.

Committee recommendation (unanimous, quorum):  that ANC 6A 

Approve of a grant of $550 for the Eastern SHS PTA toward the cost of percussion instruments for the marching band.

According to the Annie E. Casey Foundation’s KIDS COUNT Data Center, the District of Columbia has the highest rate of childhood obesity in the country.  With many of our students at risk for obesity and without ample outdoor play opportunities away from school, providing engaging, age-appropriate, quality recess time is a critically important step in battling this growing epidemic.  

Quality recess time also enhances student achievement in the classroom by improving attentiveness, reducing stress, and decreasing disruptive behavior.  Research has shown active free play at recess contributes to a wide range of gains in emotional, physical, social and cognitive development.

Grant Request Application Form

The Eastern High School Marching Band has been the heartbeat of Eastern High School and the Capitol Hill Community for almost 30 years.  The band has represented this community nationally and internationally having been selected to perform in three Presidential Inaugural Parades and the recipient of numerous first place awards, citations and accolades at various national competitions.  Comedy Central, MSNBC and C-SPAN have all done featured stories on this storied musical program.  The marching band was the opening act during NBC's Tribute to Dr. Martin Luther King, Jr. at the John F. Kennedy Center for the Performing Arts marking the first time an urban high school marching band was featured on a live nationally broadcast program. The majority of Eastern's band members reside in ANC 6A.  

Statement of Need:

Due to the phase-out of the current academic plan at Eastern and the “temporary” elimination of 9th graders, the school has lost $4.3 million in funding from SY 07-08 to the current SY 08-09.  As such, funding and resources at Eastern are limited and none available for instrument purchasing.  DCPS will not provide funds for these instruments either. The current percussion set was purchased over a decade ago.  As the band only has one percussion set (for practice and performance), an unreasonable amount of “wear and tear” has caused the current set to deteriorate.  We’re now in a position where we’re using spare parts from drums that are broken, and beyond repair, to temporary hold the existing set together.  

We’ve reached out to the Eastern High School Alumni Association, members of the Hill Community, and the Holland Opus Music Foundation to request funds to aid our campaign.  

 

The marching band has already been invited to represent this community at several national events in New Orleans, New York City and Atlanta. As we proudly serve as "good-will ambassadors" when representing the District of Columbia Public Schools and the Nation's Capitol during our performances, it would be a great boost to our morale to be awarded this grant.  We are most appreciative to the continued support of ANC 6A and the Capitol Hill Community.

ANC 6A Transportation & Public Space Committee Meeting Minutes

Capitol Hill Towers (900 G Street NE)

November 17, 2008

1. Call meeting to order at 7:09 pm

2. Introductions

a. Present: Shane Artim, Lance Brown, DeLania Hardy, Dianne Hoover and Omar Mahmud (Chair).  Also in attendance were Diane Thomas and Chris Browne of the Greater Washington Sports Alliance (“GWSA”), race organizers for the 2009 National Marathon.

3. Community Comment

a. Mr. Brown asked that the committee take action regarding the small triangle park across from Miner Elementary School.  Parked cars around the perimeter make it dangerous for motorists making certain turns.  Mr. Brown has submitted a service request for a no parking sign, but he would also like to refer this request to a manager at DDOT to ensure prompt action.  Mr. Mahmud agreed to put Mr. Brown in contact with the appropriate DDOT manager.  If the situation is not resolved, Mr. Brown agreed to raise this issue again at a future committee meeting.

b. Ms. Hardy gave the committee an update on her effort to address excessive bus idling in front of Prospect Learning Center.  Ms. Hardy spoke with Dr. Peterson, the principal of the school, who is working to get busses back on a schedule which would make help curb excessive bus idling.  Ms. Hardy has heard concerns about this problem from several of her neighbors.

4. Announcements

a. Mr. Mahmud skipped discussion on the DDOT Pedestrian Safety Campaign and recently released data on bicycling milestones in the District to allow the National Marathon discussion to begin.

5. New Business

a. National Marathon Discussion with Diane Thomas and Chris Browne of GWSA.

i. Mr. Mahmud welcomed the GWSA officials in attendance and thanked them for coming to share the organization’s preliminary plans for the 2009 event.  He reminded the committee that GWSA had come before the committee before last year and expressed gratitude that the organization was again working with the community to continually improve the marathon.

ii. Ms. Thomas passed out a 2009 National Marathon Fact Sheet, course map and other materials, and briefed the committee on GWSA’s planning activities for next spring’s marathon.  The 2009 marathon will be held on March 21.  According to Ms. Thomas, the course and associated street closures, and race time are basically the same as last year.  Ms. Thomas expressed thanks to Commissioner Nick Alberti for the work he did earlier this year in helping to develop an alternative marathon route.

iii. GWSA has received preliminary approval from Mayor Fenty for next year’s marathon event.  Mr. Mahmud informed Ms. Thomas some in our ANC still have concerns about the event given some of the negative feedback we received.  Ms. Thomas informed the committee GWSA did not receive an abundance of negative calls.

iv. Ms. Thomas asked if the street course signs were helpful.  The committee suggested the signs be larger next time with larger text, especially the date.  It was also suggested the signs leave a blank space for the street closure time so that each sign could be filled in with large black marker ink.

1. GWSA considered using a blue biodegradable line (it washes away in the rain) to mark the course last year, but the City balked at the idea.  GWSA is working with the Mayor’s office to get the course line marking approved for the 2009 race.

2. Mr. Brown suggested any signs GWSA puts up come down quickly.  Ms. Thomas indicated they typically come down the day after the event.

v. The proposed route will close E. Capitol Street from 7 to 7:15 and 8:15 to 10:30.  Mr. Mahmud expressed concern about the closure time and the lack of clear closing time indicators on the race course map.

vi. GWSA has developed an operations guide for Police, Fire and Emergency Medical Services.  The guide is meant to help direct city personnel and residents the day of the event.  Three subcommittee meetings will be held with members of these organizations before the event to go over the operations guide.  

vii. Outreach is a priority for GWSA, especially in our neighborhood given its proximity to RFK Stadium (the start and end point for the race).  GWSA wants to create a race tradition for the city and our neighborhood, where people will know the event is coming every year and be ready for what to expect by way of street closures and public transit changes.

1. GWSA plans to use variable message boards along certain points of the race course this year to advertise street closures.  

viii. Mr. Mahmud informed Ms. Thomas the ANC received some feedback from neighbors which raised concerns for planning next year’s event.  For example, neighbors reported not being aware of the marathon and associated street closures despite GWSA promises to undergo a door-to-door pamphlet campaign in our ANC and some were left stranded at bus stops along closed streets without information on alternative bus routes.  

ix. Mr. Mahmud asked what the organization plans to do differently this year to address neighborhood concerns.

1. There will be more signage along the parade route.  GWSA promised to bring actual examples to our next committee meeting.

2. GWSA was unable to get its volunteers mobilized for the pamphleting effort before the last event, but this year it committed to getting the pamphleting done in our ANC.  Unlike last spring, GWSA indicated it now has the volunteer resources to do this before the event.

3. Regarding notification of bus service disruption at bus stops, GWSA tried to work with WMATA on this effort last year.  However, WMATA would only allow GWSA materials regarding service disruption inside the buses.  GWSA spoke with DDOT about getting the service disruption information posted at bus stops, but the effort did not materialize.  GWSA promised to get back to the committee with a plan for implementing this effort.  

4. GWSA also plans to enhance its media outreach and advertising effort.  Not only will race advertisements be placed in local publications like the Hill Rag, but there will also be ads on television and radio as well.  Mr. Mahmud expressed concern that some of these advertising efforts also incorporate information on street closures.  Mr. Browne indicated some of the news about street closures will be included in News coverage of the event.  GWSA also has a website, including a webpage focusing on street closures and service disruption information.  

x. According to Mr. Browne, GWSA’s goal is to make this a community event that everyone looks forward to year to year.  GWSA really wants to get the word out and make the community happy.

1. GWSA briefed the committee on one of its community outreach efforts, the Jump Program.  348 kids participated last year, 10,000 participants are anticipated this year because the program is now implemented in DC Public Schools and local recreation centers, including those in ANC 6A.  The program provides free activities for kids the day of the race.

xi. Mr. Mahmud again thanked Ms. Thomas and Mr. Browne for attending the meeting and suggested they come back to the committee’s December meeting with an update outlining GWSA’s efforts regarding community outreach, service disruption notification at bus shelters, improved route signs and street closure notices, media outreach and public safety coordination.  They agreed to come back to the committee’s December meeting.  

b. Additional agenda item – Discussion of Transportation Enhancement Projects

i. Ms. Hardy provided the committee with information on programs eligible for enhancement funding.

ii. Mr. Mahmud expressed a desire to identify programs we can get funded in our ANC (e.g. C street work the committee discussed with Ken Granata of the Rosedale Citizens Alliance, Capitol Hill Transportation Study projects that have not been funded yet).

iii. Metropolitan council of governments – TLC application you can submit for certain projects.  

iv. Ms. Hardy agreed to help the committee identify funding for projects our ANC would like to see get done.

6. Additional Community Comment

a. Mr. Brown expressed concern about a missing sidewalk on 16th Street between Rosedale and F Street, near Miner Elementary.  Mr. Brown has had discussions with District officials about this issue.  He will update the committee if further action is necessary.

We write to ask your assistance in resolving an issue with the Checkers franchisee at 1401 Maryland Avenue NE, Washington D.C., and to bring to your attention the ways this location continues to undermine the Checkers brand.

In May of this year, a vehicle crashed into the lobby of this restaurant.  The building itself was not damaged, but the glass doors to the lobby were destroyed.  The owner, Patrick Jenkins, covered the damage with plywood and continued to operate the business.  

A few weeks after the accident, the ANC Commissioner who represents this area spoke with the owner about repairing the damage.  The owner assured the Commissioner he would have it fixed by the end of June, but no repairs were made.  This pattern was repeated approximately every month – with promises made and then broken by the owner.  Today, nearly seven months after the accident, the plywood is still in place, creating an eyesore for the neighborhood and contributing to a sense of disorder in the area.  

Although we all sympathize with the owner – who suffered this damage through no fault of his own – this has dragged on for too long.  We are asking you to insist that your franchisee make the necessary repairs in a timely manner. 

Unfortunately, as you know, this is not the first problem the community has had with this owner.  Neighbors have had safety and litter concerns about this location for years. On May 10th, 2007, you and other Checkers representatives even came to a community meeting here about those issues.  An additional concern is that this property has never been well-kept.   During your visit, you may have noticed that the two “Checkers” signs on the building were broken; they remain broken today.

We assume this is not the corporate image Checkers wants to project – a lobby covered with plywood, two broken signs, a history of litter and safety concerns, and an unresponsive owner.  That is, however, how your brand is being represented in Washington, DC.  For the sake of your company and our community, we hope you will intervene with this franchisee.

Thank you for your time and attention to this matter.

Introduction 
ANC 6A is a locally elected advisory commission of the DC Government. The commission consists of 8 commissioners who consider a wide range of policies and programs affecting their neighborhoods, including traffic, parking, recreation, street improvements, liquor licenses, zoning, economic development, police protection, sanitation and trash collection, and the District's annual budget. 

In each of these areas, the intent of the ANC legislation is to ensure input from an advisory board that is made up of the residents of the neighborhoods that are directly affected by government action. The ANCs are the body of government with the closest official ties to the people in a neighborhood.  Commissioners serve as unpaid volunteers.

The ANCs present their positions and recommendations on issues to various District government agencies, the Executive Branch, and the Council. They also present testimony to independent agencies, boards and commissions, usually under rules of procedure specific to those entities. By law, the ANCs may also present their positions to Federal agencies.
