The condo units will be totally new construction and will feature under-ground parking for residents.  The developer has reached agree-ment with the owner of adjoining properties, currently occupied by Excello and NA Minit, to include these properties in the development as well.

The ANC and community groups will be working with the developer on the issue of long-awaited plans by the Dept. of Parks and Recrea-tion to close a portion of the alley behind the property and incorporate it into the Kingsman Field.
