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	No Staples/Nails Please!

Recently, campaign posters for a Ward 5 (yes, 5!) City Council candidate were nailed to street trees in our neighborhood. The offense was reported to the Ward 6 arborist and the posters, including the nails, have since been removed. Still, this is a good time to remind ourselves that using staples and nails is damaging to trees – and illegal, if done to a tree on public property.
A tree’s bark is very much like your own skin. Punching holes in it allow fluids to leak out and invites infection and infestation. If you absolutely must attach a notice to a tree, for example a city-approved no-parking or street-closing sign, it must be tied to the tree using biodegradable string or twine.
If you observe materials that have been attached to trees inappropriately, you should report it immediately through the Mayor’s call center at 727-1000. This will allow the city the opportunity to identify the offenders and levy fines. However, if the postings are not removed promptly and completely, you can and should remove them yourself.
Remember that trees are a city-dweller’s best friends. They lower air temperature, improve air quality, and muffle noise. Let’s do our best to protect them.
