	Single Sale Moratorium on H St. NE

On July 10, the DC City Council approved a three year moratorium on the sale of single containers of beer and liquor sold in half-pints from the 700 to 1400 block of H Street, NE. This is only the second such moratorium in the District and the first sponsored by an ANC. It will go into effect soon, possibly sometime in August.
ANC 6A first asked the ABC Board to issue a ban on singles sales in September 2006 after years of trying to work one-on-one with liquor store owners and with voluntary agreements. The support of Councilmember Tommy Wells, Mayor Adrian Fenty, and ANCs 6C and 5B were vital in achieving this success. As Wells testified, “To realize the promise of H Street, this is a necessary step to bring back order and stability and make it a thriving asset for the neighbor-hood.”

	Vacant Properties Map

A new interactive map of vacant properties in ANC 6A and 6C is located at www.communitywalk .com/washington/dc/anc_6a6c_vacant_properties/map/136384.
Vacant properties often fall into disrepair and attract crime, vermin, and blight. Because of these problems, vacant properties are supposed be charged at Class III property tax rates (five times normal) – to provide an economic incentive for owners to either fix up and reoccupy their properties or sell them.
Unfortunately, many vacant properties are never recorded on the vacant property lists, others receive waivers so that they do not have to pay the higher tax rates and, in some cases, many even continue to receive homestead exemptions even though the properties are considered vacant by the DC government.
A number of volunteers from ANC 6A and 6C have worked hard over the last several months to catalog over 300 vacant properties in our neighborhood and have posted the results on an interactive map where:

1. There is a recent picture of the property
2. The property address links to the tax records
3. The properties are classified as to where they are in the system.
	Although a lot of work has been done, we still need your help! We need help with the following items:
1. Pictures of the remaining properties.
2. More information about these properties, including how long it has been vacant, if it is attracting other problems, etc.
3. Addresses of vacant properties which do not appear on the map.
You can leave comments on the map with more information about the properties. To report new properties or send pictures please send an email to 6a6cvacantproperties@gmail.com.

The city council is preparing to pass a vacant property law that eliminates many loopholes in the existing law and will cause many more vacant properties to pay Class III rates. Having a comprehensive list and mapping of all vacant properties in ANC 6A and 6C will help us quantify the problem in our neighborhood and report these properties to DCRA and OTR.
