	New MPD Crime Mapping Tool
District residents, community leaders, and others can now create computerized maps and other graphics showing recent crime trends in their neighborhoods, using a new online mapping tool provided by the Metropolitan Police Department (MPD). The MPD crime mapping tool is an Internet-based application that uses MPD preliminary crime data. 
Users of the system first enter a specific address or other geographic area – police service area (PSA), police district, Advisory Neighbor-hood Commission (ANC), ward, or landmark – for which they want to retrieve crime data.
For individual addresses, users specify the distance around which they want the data search to be conducted (for example, within 1,000 feet of an address).
Finally, a date range, up to 365 days, is entered. The system generates a summary listing of all “Index,” or serious, crimes that meet the location and time criteria that were entered. That information can then be viewed on a map or downloaded into a spreadsheet or text table.
DC CrimeMap uses preliminary offense data based on the DC criminal code; the data do not represent official statistics submitted to the FBI under the Uniform Crime Reporting program (UCR). The preliminary statistics are subject to change due to a variety of reasons.
In the future, the MPD plans to add features to DC CrimeMap, including the ability to map arrest activity. The application was created with assistance from the DC Geographic Information Systems program within the Office of the Chief Technology Officer.
