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	New Development on 1300 Block of Constitution

There is a proposal to develop the property at 1319 Constitution Ave. This is one of the 1920’s store fronts. The plan is to build a three-story structure with basement to hold two two-story flats. The architect is Lisa Reggazio at SGA Architects, the same firm working on the old Trants site at 1333 Constitution Ave.

Historic Preservation Office staff indicated that they would classify the existing building as non-contrib-uting. But at the request of the Capitol Hill Restoration Society, the developer has agreed to preserve the original facade. They plan to keep just the facade and start the new building 15 feet back. Between the facade and new building would be a garden area, with the old facade serving as a gateway and entrance.

This proposal will be discussed at the ANC 6A Economic Devel-opment and Zoning Committee (EDZC) on Tuesday, January 25. The meeting will take place in the Community Room of the Capitol Towers, 900 G St. NE, at 7 p.m. The architect will be available to answer questions.

The proposal will also be dis-cussed at the Historic Preservation Review Board meeting January 29. You can get more information on this meeting by calling Emily Paulus at 442-8845.
