DC has a law that taxes vacant property at approximately six times the normal rate in order to incentivize owners to occupy the property or sell it. In addition, all vacant properties need to be registered by the owners with DCRA. 
We need to identify vacant properties in our neighborhood so that the ED&Z committee can assemble a list and forward it to DCRA. 	Free Radon Testing Kits

According to the EPA and the District Department of the Environment, you can’t see radon, you can’t smell it or taste it, but it may be a problem in your home. Radon is a serious health risk, causing about 15,000 deaths a year.

This time of year is especially conducive to radon pollution because people keep windows and doors closed to keep in the heat. If the home is contaminated, it usually registers at a higher level during the cold months.
The District Department of the Environment (DDOE) is offering free radon testing kits to help DC residents maintain safe and healthy homes. The kit is easy to use by placing it in the home for two days and then sending it to a lab for analysis in the kit’s prepaid postage package. If the results are positive, a list of abatement companies can be provided.
