	AppleTree Impact Discussed by NLPNA

The December meeting of the NLPNA featured a spirited exchange between Lincoln Park residents and executives of the AppleTree Corporation, which has purchased 136/138 12th Street with the intention of enlarging the current building and establishing a charter school for three- and four-year-olds. The building is zoned for residential use but the corporation claims that they are exempt from DC zoning laws because they can be considered a “public school.” ANC Commissioner Nick Alberti pointed out that the generally accepted definition of public school does not include charter schools. This “matter of right” issue will be addressed by the DC Department of Regulatory Affairs in early 2006.

Fifty-four students would be enrolled in the school under the current plans proposed by Apple-Tree; there would be approximately 12 staff members. Neighbors in the area are concerned about parking and traffic congestion at drop-off and pick-up times for the students, especially in view of the heavy rush hour traffic on Constitution Avenue and East Capitol Street, the number of one-way streets, and the already scarce parking. There are also concerns that the proposed expansion of the building is unsuitable for the historic district.

Although neighborhood residents have no issue with the quality of AppleTree’s program, they feel that a more appropriate location should be sought for the school.

Lovejoy Park Still Stalled

It appears that construction on Lovejoy Park will not begin before the end of the year. Despite continued efforts by Councilmem-ber Ambrose’s office, Anne Montgomery (Friends of Lovejoy), and ANC 6A, as we go to press the DC Department of Parks and Recreation (DPR) has not received the necessary permits to break ground on the project.

Kimberley Flowers, new Direc-tor of DPR, appeared before ANC 6A in November to provide an update on the permitting process. The construction contractor, Temple Group, explained that the permit must be submitted to several different DC departments and that there is one remaining approval needed to begin. It is unclear why it has taken months to obtain this final portion of the permit.

Though the permitting is months off schedule, Ms. Flowers and the Temple Group indicated that con-struction could begin during the winter, starting with demolition of the existing asphalt slab. They still predict planting the park in spring 2006.
	Narcotics Bust on 14th Place

Just after dawn on November 30, neighbors of the 300 block of 14th Place noticed that the intersections at both ends were blocked by police and other emergency vehicles. A swarm of fifteen or more “SWAT” team members, including several in ATF gear, were observed creeping down the block, behind parked cars, with guns drawn, toward a property near the south end of the block. Meanwhile, a similar number of agents approached through the alley. They converged on the house and stormed it. Thankfully, no shots were fired. 

Inspector Solberg of MPD’s First District confirmed that the Narcot-ics and Special Investigations Division conducted a joint operation at seven sites in DC and Maryland, including the address on 14th Place. They had arrest warrants for 19 people for drug trafficking and served all warrants concurrently.
