The grand occasion was celebrated in the HMSA suite with refreshments and remarks from many of the people who made the grant possible, including the Business Advisory Council and DCPS Office of Career and Technical Education.
At the HMSA, students are trained for certified nursing assis-tant, dental assistant, or emergency medical technician, while preparing for post-secondary education. They’ve set up a mock hospital suite with beds, man-nequins, and medical equipment. This facility is available, in case of emergency, to the Unity Health Care Clinic which is also on the campus and provides primary care to the students. The clinic, in turn, provides exposure to professional social workers, nurses, doctors, and psychologists at work.
