	Historic RosedaleTour

On May 30, the Rosedale Citizens’ Alliance (RCA) and Capitol Hill Restoration Society (CHRS) held a walking tour of the Rosedale neighborhood. RCA members Ken Granata and Frank Madrigal offered a survey of area history, and Dana Wyckoff covered the now-vanished alley dwellings of Graceland Court.   Donna Hanousek and Beth Purcell from CHRS showed Rosedale’s 19th century frame rowhouses. Many were built during 1892, just prior to the Panic of 1893 which ended the building boom. Tour participants also saw Craftsman-influenced brick porch-front rowhouses, including 1635-1633 Kramer St. NE, designed by Albert Beers, an architect who worked with Harry Wardman. They also learned about bricklaying, including Flemish bond, American bond, and running bond, and saw Queen Anne style pressed brick designs at 1627-1631 Gales St. NE.
