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	ABC Board Compromises Ban on Singles

Back in 2002, a group of concerned neighbors partnered with our local Advisory Neighborhood Commission (ANC) 6A to improve the atmosphere at a local liquor store – Anita Market - located at 15th St. and Constitution Ave. NE.  This corner had become a public nuisance and a magnet for public intoxication and loitering. Discussions led to a collaborative effort between the ANC and neighbors to protest of the renewal of the store’s liquor license.

Over the next few years, ANC Commissioner Nick Alberti and Heather Scott, as representative for the neighborhood, led negotiations with the store owner and his attorney. Multiple attempts to work out a voluntary agreement failed and we were unable to come to consensus. Within a few short months, the store changed hands and reopened under the name S&T Supermarket. Communications with the new owner began and this time led to the successful and historic negotiation of a ban on single sales (individual bottles or cans of any size) of all beer, ale, and malt liquor products. The hope was that it would discourage patrons from buying a succession of individual servings and consuming them in public.

Just as our hopes were being realized, the Alcohol Beverage Control Board stepped in to “clarify” the written voluntary agreement between the ANC, 
	neighbors, and the store. While the ABC Board’s language upholds our goal of banning all single sales, it weakens the agreement and makes enforcement more difficult. Under the original wording, it would be a violation to sell or display any malt liquor products outside the original bulk packaging (e.g., six-packs).  As 24 oz. cans of malt liquor do not come in bulk packaging, they would have been banned altogether. But the Board’s only requirement is that no fewer than two beer/ale/malt liquor containers of any size be purchased at the same time.

We are encouraged by the willingness of Mr. Arrefine, the store owner, to enter into this agree-ment. Although optimistic about his continued cooperation with his neighbors, we are enlisting the help of all those who frequent S&T Supermarket to monitor compliance with the agreed ban on single sales. 	Developer attends May NLPNA Meeting

The purchaser of the property at 13th and D, Donald Hyde of Fountainhead Development, made a presentation to the NLPNA at the May 3 meeting. The property will be developed as a four-story condominium with 62 one- and two-bedroom units, underground parking, and its own dog run.  Landscaping, including large trees, will be planted on the back of the building on Kingsman Field.  

Mr. Hyde and the architect responsible for the design presented drawings and answered questions from the neighbors on a variety of topics including price, traffic flow, environmental issues, building materials, and whether or not retail space would be included in the development.

Several neighbors voiced strong support for retail as a vital part of what makes our neighborhood special. Others expressed relief that the stores currently at that location would be eliminated and the PEPCO eyesore removed. Mr. Hyde explained that, in his view, a retail space small enough to fit would be too small to generate a profit and that creating a separate class of retail condo owner would create problems within the condo association.  

Ground breaking will begin as soon as the required permits have been obtained. This is not expected to take long because no variances or special exceptions are required.  The property may be developed as planned as a matter of right.

We thank Mr. Hyde for attending the meeting and for agreeing to donate most of his share of the closed alley to DPR for inclusion in Kingsman Field.
