Plans have been finalized for a farmers market on the south side of the 600 block of H St NE. The market will operate on Saturdays from 9 a.m. until 1 p.m. beginning June 5 and ending October 31. The market will offer only fresh, locally grown food, much of it organic. Prices are expected to be similar to those at supermarkets.

	Free Rain Barrels

The Alliance for the Chesapeake Bay, in partnership with DC Department of Health (DOH), is offering a free rain barrel to citizens, schools, and organizations on a first come; first served basis.  Rain barrels will be distributed and mandatory training provided (to demonstrate proper installation and maintenance of rain barrels) on May 1 and 15. If demand exceeds the supply, a waiting list will be formed. It’s hoped that DOH will expand the program if they see that there is sufficient interest.

Use of rain barrels slows the flow of storm water runoff into local waterways, improving water quality in the Anacostia and Potomac Rivers. Rooftop runoff is directed into the barrels and then used to water lawns and gardens.
