	H Street FreshFarm Market Is Back!

The market will open Saturday, May 7 from 8:30 a.m. to 12:30 p.m. on the 600 block of H Street NE, in the parking lot across from H Street Self Storage. There will be eight farmers/producers who will bring pasture-raised meats (pork, lamb, chicken, and beef) and farm-fresh eggs, goat cheese (also goat cheese tarts and quiches), fruit sorbets,  baked goods (whole grain breads, cookies, fruit pies, and scones), fresh fruits and vegetables, cut flowers, and plants. Organic produce will be available along with salad greens and fresh herbs grown sustainably and chemical-free.

Several farmers will accept the WIC & Seniors coupons. For the first few weeks of the market there will be lots of spring veggies and salad greens; strawberries should be at market by mid-May. 

Returning farmers/producers include Cedarbrook Farm (organic meats, eggs, veggies, herbs), Highfield Dairy (goat cheese, eggs, tarts, fruit sorbets, beef, and pork), Quaker Valley Orchard (fruit, cider, pies, seasonal veggies), and Atwaters (baked goods). New farmers are Endless Summer (lettuce, salad mixes, Swiss chard, fresh herbs, seasonal greens), Suttler Post (plants and cut flowers), Richfield Farm (veggies, flowers, plants), and Mount Vernon (pasture-raised meats, eggs). 

For the month of May Nature by Design will have native perennial plants.
