	Proposed Dog Park at Kingsman Field

Hill Hounds, a volunteer organization made up of Capitol Hill dog owners and dog lovers, will be at the May 4 NLPNA meeting asking for NLPNA support for a legal dog park at Kingsman Field. Hill Hounds has been collecting signatures from Capitol Hill residents, especially those within a 10-block radius of Kingsman Field (13th & D NE), on their petition to the DC Department of Parks and Recreation (DPR) to establish a safe, legal, fenced dog park at Kingsman Field.  So far they have collected more than 600 individual signatures but they also need to show DPR that local businesses and organizations support a dog park at the site.  
Hill Hounds reports that many neighbors who signed the petition were dog owners and dog lovers; however, a number of signers expressed dislike for dogs but support a legal dog park to reduce unleashed dogs and waste on neighborhood sidewalks and triangle parks. Hill Hounds thinks a fenced dog park at Kingsman Field would be a win-win for everyone in our neighborhood, reducing crime and neglect at the site while promoting safety and community—and a great first step in a total renovation of the site.
