	Can I Cross Now?

Have you ever stood at a crosswalk wondering whether it was safe to cross the street? Do speeding cars, bicyclists, and buses buzz past you as you stand there? Did you know it is the law for motorists to stop for pedestrians in a crosswalk? Unfortunately, it is a bit of a catch 22 as the law doesn’t come into effect unless you are actually in the crosswalk. Standing on the sidewalk doesn’t count. Now I ask, who is going to step in front of a car going 40 mph to assert his rights? 

You are smart to wait for the car to pass, as studies have shown that if you are hit by a car at 40 mph you have only a 10 percent chance of survival. If you are hit by a car at 20 mph, you have a 90 percent chance of survival. Motorists are also more likely to stop or yield to you in a crosswalk if they are driving 20 mph. As you can see, it is important to get motorists to slow down.
One solution is for the police to increase their enforcement efforts. Unfortunately, that only works if the police stay at that location full time. A second, more practical solution is to design roads that require motorists to drive the speed limit or slower. The retrofitting of roadways with physical devices to slow vehicles is called traffic calming. You are just now seeing an example of this with the speed humps around Lincoln Park. 
These humps are one example, but they aren’t the only solution and are not always the best. There are curb extensions, raised crosswalks, chicanes, narrowed streets, mini-circles, and other devices. Some work well to reduce speed, some don’t. The District is just starting to establish a traffic calming program. I encourage you to learn more about the full range of traffic calming techniques that are working successfully around the country. Some examples may be found at
http://www.anc6a.org/ TrafficCalmingBS.pdf.
	Update on Lovejoy
A temporary construction office will be installed in October. During the first phase of project, now ongoing, installation of plumbing, electrical, and other substructure elements is being undertaken. Following this, the “tot lot” (a young children’s playground), the rain garden areas, the community garden, and the sculpture base will be installed, along with benches, curving paths, lights, and water fountains. This is all scheduled to occur in late November, December, and January.

Planting time is scheduled for late January, weather permitting. If all goes according to schedule, the park will be completed by February 14, 2007. The park will be fenced, but not gated. There will be a one-year warranty on all plantings. 

A separate community meeting will be held to discuss distribution of community garden plots and organization of the garden gener-ally. This garden will be fenced.
If neighborhood residents encounter problems during construction of the park, please notify the Department of Parks and Recreation, or the Temple Group, the contractor for the project. The park is located off the south side of the 1100 block of E St.
