	Unpainted Ladies
Many neighbors have inquired about the pros and cons – and historic accuracy - of painting brick houses. According to Nancy Metzger, Chair of the Historic Preservation Committee of the Capitol Hill Restoration Society, the red (or tan, buff, etc.) brick of our homes was historically left unpainted and the trim was painted, although they have uncovered evidence that at least one brick house was originally constructed to be painted a gray blue.

The District’s Historic Preservation Office does not review paint colors or require a permit for painting. A permit is required for paint removal so that the method and materials can be reviewed and damage to the brick avoided.

Although sometimes owners paint brick thinking it will help protect the brick, paint essentially interferes with the release of moisture and may cause other problems. If moisture is a problem in your house, paint won't solve the problem, and it’s expensive to boot.

Mobile Storage – New Rules
There are new rules regulating the use and placement of mobile storage containers. Among other things, mobile storage units may be placed only in the street (not on the sidewalk or in tree boxes.

Anyone wishing to rent one of these units must obtain and post a public space permit and emergency “no parking” signs 72 hours in advance of the placement of the unit and pay a $50 fee.
Containers will be restricted to 8’Wx12”Lx8’H with an additional fee of $25.00 for longer containers. Units may not remain in the street longer than five days. The public space permit may be revoked by the director of the DDOT for failure to follow these rules.

DCPS requires that folks serving as regular classroom volunteers receive TB testing and a background check. To make the process easier, the school is offering these services on site.
