	Community Prosecution in Our Neighborhoods

Katherine Worthington of the Superior Court Division of the U.S. Attorney’s Office for the District of Columbia met with NLPNA to illustrate the office’s role in the safety of our neighborhoods. Ms. Worthington described the idea of Community Prosecution and how it helps the U.S. Attorney’s office identify repeat offenders and neighborhood hot spots. Ms. Worthington spoke at length of using a stay-away order as a tool for police to make arrests, and for prosecutors to request holds (in jail) from judges. A stay-away order is put on an individual who then may not come within a certain radius of a specific spot. These orders are compiled in a face book and shared with police, so they can be on the lookout for stay-away violations. 

Though the picture books may not be disclosed, Ms. Worthington said she would check on whether information on stay-away orders may be. 

An interesting tidbit from DC’s justice system: Ms. Worthington pointed out that the District has no bail, as it is assumed that residents are indigent. Instead, suspects are either held in jail or released.
