Saves Elms

Sadly, the splendid elms that once arched across our streets have been slowly succumbing to dutch elm disease.  Only a few really grand specimens still exist.  Just in the last year or two a preventive treatment has become available but it is very expensive, about $650 per tree.  In July, Trees for Capitol Hill helped arrange treatment for 2 elms in the NLPNA area, one in the triangle on the 100 blocks of 13th St and TN and another in the triangle on the 1300 blocks of NC Ave and A St.

The organization will also subsidize non-street trees in public places.  The cost to us will be approx. $200 per tree.  NLPNA has some funds available for this purpose.   If you know a location and would like to help sponsor a tree, call Elizabeth at 543-3512.
