	BZA to Hear Brown AME’s Expansion Plan 
As reported in previous issues of The Buzz, Brown AME is planning a major expansion which includes taking a portion of a pocket park (formed by Constitution and North Carolina Aves. at 14th St) to construct a new porch and steps. The District’s Historic Preservation Review Board (HPRB) not only gave their approval, but actually recommended this encroachment into public space. This is particularly disappointing as the park is a contributing feature of the L’Enfant Plan, a registered Historic Landmark. The matter is becoming more urgent as the current plans were recently forwarded to the Board of Zoning Adjustment (BZA) for their approval. A hearing is scheduled for November.

CM Tommy Wells and his staff have been working very hard to persuade the HPRB to amend its position and approve a design that would preserve the park as a public asset. Wells remains committed to opposing a public space permit for the project.

	Hazardous Waste/ Document Shredding
The Department of Public Works now has two permanent site for disposal of household hazardous waste, e-cycling drop-off and document shredding.  Both the Ft. Totten Trash Transfer Station (4900 Bates Road, NE) and the Benning Road Trash Transfer Station (3200 Benning Road, NE) are open every Saturday, except holidays, from 8 am to 3 pm. to receive District residents’ toxic household materials and old electronic items. 
District residents may bring up to five, medium-size boxes (no larger than the standard District recycling bin, which is approximately 20” x 14” x 14”) of personal documents to be shredded. Only paper (staples, paper and binder clips on the paper are okay) and credit cards will be accepted. No business or commercial material will be accepted.

Acceptable items include pesticides, oil-based paint, drain opener, antifreeze, cleansers, asbestos tile, aerosols, petroleum products, batteries, solvents, wood preservatives, used motor and boat oil, mercury thermometers, television and video equipment, cell phones, computers and components.
The District is the first Washington area jurisdiction to offer weekly free document shredding for residents.
