Grant application from Eastern SHS PTA:

Continued discussion of revised ANC 6A flyer:

Committee members created a draft of the revised flyer but realized that it needs to be updated after a decision is made regarding scheduling of the Public Safety Committee.

The COC members also discussed that portion of the flyer that lists the locations at which agendas are to be posted in advance of the monthly ANC meeting.  By and large, those locations currently listed are not actually being used by the commissioners. One issue is the timeliness of agenda creation.  This may be resolved if/when clerical help is hired to assist with that task.
