Meeting called to order at 7:30 p.m.

I. Agenda
1. Motion to adopt agenda. No objections.

II. Proposal to rename Rosedale Field in honor of Mamie “Peanut” Johnson:
1. Mr. Gray presented the proposal to rename Rosedale Field in honor of Mamie “Peanut” Johnson.  Ms. Johnson is one of only three female Negro League players.  She was “discovered” on the Rosedale Field and has lived in that neighborhood for most of her life.
2. Regarding community notification:  Commissioner Mack outlined efforts to notify the community regarding the proposal including print media (Hill Rag, Washington Post, Voice of the Hill) and public meetings (ANC, Rosedale Citizens Alliance, Rosedale Acorn).  The COC meeting was also announced in the Hill Rag, The Buzz and on local listservs.  Ms. Phillips-Gilbert announced that she had distributed fliers in the neighborhood.  Ms. Bowens indicated that the Rosedale Citizens Alliance has taken a position in favor of the renaming. 
3. Regarding District policy not to name public spaces or buildings after living individuals: Commissioner Robinson remarked that we should “recognize a living legend as an example of what can be accomplished in the face of barriers”.  Others, including Ms. Phillips-Gilbert, expressed similar views.  Mr. Gray noted that there is precedent because the baseball field at the Banneker Recreation Center was recently renamed in honor of Maury Wills.
4. Regarding the merits of the proposal: Ms. Williams explained that her daughter is currently playing baseball on a “boys” team and that Ms. Johnson is an inspiration to her.  Ms. Nelson said that Ms. Johnson is, in all likelihood, the most widely known and notable resident of the immediate neighborhood.  Ms. Bowens, Ms. Kohanek and Mr. Roy made similar statements of agreement.
5. Motion: Elizabeth Nelson moves that ANC6A support the naming of Rosedale Field in honor of Mamie “Peanut” Johnson. Seconded by Jean Kohanek. Vote 5 in favor, none opposed.
III. Discussion of ANC 6A flier
1. Given the resignation of Jacqueline Aamot (see IV below), the plan for distribution of the agendas in advance of the meeting had to be reconsidered.  This, in turn, affected the layout of the flyer as the agenda locations are listed therein.  Committee members agreed to redistribute the responsibilities and removed Ms. Aamot’s address from the list of locations.  Community members, Maurice and Jackie Cook graciously volunteered to take over two of the multi-copy locations. Ms. Bowens proposed additional locations that she will service.  The revised flyer will be sent to the commissioners for final review within the next few days.  No comments are expected as it has not changed except for the agenda locations.
2. With the agenda locations settled, the next issue was identifying a printer.  The information was originally compiled by Ms. Aamot and may be out of date.  Ms. Kohanek will review the existing information and possibly contact additional printers.  With the cheapest price determined, she will order as many copies as can be paid for out of the approved budget.  These are expected to be available before the end of August.
3. The committee members then turned to the distribution plan.  Copies will be set aside for use at ANC and ANC committee meetings.  Committee members agreed to take responsibility for geographic areas in which they can recruit volunteer distributors.
a. Mr. Roy and youth from Eastern SHS (primarily the Band) will focus their efforts in SMD 08.
b. Ms. Bowens will contact Mr. Cotten of the Rosedale Youth Institute who previously offered to assist in this effort.  They will concentrate their efforts in SMD 07.
c.  Ms. Nelson and Commissioner Alberti will flier in SMD 04.
d. Ms. Williams and her family and Jackie and Maurice Cook will do most of SMD 05.
e. Ms. Kohanek will do parts of SMD 05 and SMD 03.

f. Commissioner Marshall generally prefers to do SMD 01 himself and prints his own copies.
g. Ms. Nelson will contact the other commissioners to determine parts of their SMDs they may particularly wish to do themselves, and determine how many copies they will need.  She will attempt to secure volunteers to cover areas not accounted for.
4. No date has been set for completing the task although we will begin work as soon as possible.  It may be necessary to secure additional funding but this will not be known until the distribution is well underway.

IV. The Chair requests that the resignation of Jacqueline Aamot be accepted, with grateful thanks for her service on the committee.
