Community Outreach Committee

Minutes for August 16, 2004

The Committee convened at 7 PM, at the Church of the Lord Jesus Christ of the Apostolic Faith annex, 1235 C St. NE.

I. Unfinished Business
A. Draft ANC flyer: Commissioner Musante will have it updated for possible approval at next COC meeting.

B. PSA-103 (formerly PSA-511) monitor Jennifer Flather was contacted by E. Nelson with a request to supply information for the ANC6A website.  The meetings and contacts for PSA-103 and those for PSA- 102 are currently posted on the web; additional information will be added as it becomes available.
II. Progress Reports
A. Start Inc. gave update:

The Lincoln Park book club had 26 kids sign-up, 24 of whom were matched with an adult reading partner.  The book report booklets prepared for the club with ANC grant money were successful.  Samples were provided for our reference.  New kids from both Maury and Minor schools were signed-up with help from the ANC grant.

III. Grant Applications

A. Recommendation passed for Kid Power-DC, Inc. that the full ANC grant repurposing of portion of July’s $500 grant (i.e. film and film processing) to go to paint, glue, and furniture pieces as the result of being included in a DC government school project (don’t have project name). Unanimous approval.

B. Recommendation passed for Ultra Teen Choice that the ANC grant $135 for the purpose of making copies of club meeting handouts. Unanimous approval.
Two other items were not recommended for funding. These were for $1,440 as a stipend for a coordinator to hold 36 weekly club meetings at $40 per meeting and for $300 as a stipend for a presenter to make 3 parent/community multimedia presentations at $100 per presentation.  Due to the limited ANC funds for giving (i.e. $10,000 for one year) and as paying for "volunteer" labor could set a dangerous precedent and be nearly impossible to administer equitably, we could not in good faith recommend the additional requests.  The committee sees the grants as an opportunity to help volunteers defray the costs of their activities, not as a means of providing financial 
compensation to individuals for their good works.  Concerns were also expressed about the possible appearance of impropriety in providing funding for the presenter who is himself the grant applicant.  There was additional discussion of the merits of the project as some of the materials promote opinions that could be considered controversial.  But the committee felt that approval of a small sum to support the photocopying would be a reasonable compromise.  

We did advise Ultra Teen Choice that they could appeal our recommendation at the full ANC meeting in September.  Richard Urban, of Ultra Teen Choice, presented examples of the multi-media training materials.

IV. Outreach Initiatives
A. Article appeared in August issue of The Buzz (circulation 2,200) advertising the availability of ANC 6A grants.
B. Contacted PSA 102 and 103 informing them of ANC 6A grant opportunities.
C. Follow-up call was made to Eastern High School informing them of ANC 6A grant opportunities.

D. Follow-up contact (regarding grants) was made with Miner, Maury, Ludlow Taylor and Gibb Elementary Schools.  So far, no grant applications have been received.

E. Nelson identified three groups/individuals that may be interested in providing programs at Sherwood Recreational Center.
F. Drafting list of schools in ANC6A to contact.

IV. Special Orders

A. Contact was made with Gottlieb Simon of the DC government to clarify whether ANC funds can be used for group registration/admission fees for meetings, conferences, etc. as individual fees cannot be paid.  We've been advised against it.
The meeting adjourned at approximately 9 pm.
