Proposal:   For the last three years, The Capitol Hill Garden Club has sponsored community beautification efforts through a bulb give-away program.  These efforts have resulted in over 13,000 daffodil and crocus bulbs being planted by community members in public spaces around Capitol Hill.  Through this program the Club delivered daffodil and crocus bulbs for planting in school and church gardens, libraries, pocket parks, street tree boxes, parks and community centers and other public areas. The Club has expanded its community beautification efforts each year and this year we continue to expand our efforts in individual ANCs.  Last year hundreds of bulbs were planted in ANC 6A’s jurisdiction.  The larger sites included Lola Park, Sasha Bruce Independent Living Facility, Miner Elementary School, and many treebox plantings along Constitution Avenue coordinated with Trees for Capitol Hill’s 6A plantings.  The Club would have liked to give more bulbs for additional sites or for sites that can accommodate many more bulbs.

This year the Club is requesting $600 from the ANC so that it can further expand it’s program in the northeast area.  The Club will insure that the bulbs purchased by ANC 6A will be planted within ANC 6A boundaries.  Capitol Hill Garden Club President, Vira Sisolek and Bulb Give-away Co-Chair, Lynn Tsao, will serve as liaisons between the two organizations. 

Initial contacts have been made with the North Lincoln Park Neighborhood Association, Rosedale Citizen’s Alliance, and Maury Elementary School, as well as with all previous partners.  The program is open to others desiring to plant in public areas within ANC 6A  The bulbs will be distributed in October and will be planted before the fall frost.  

Expected Public Benefits:   Daffodil and crocus bulbs are chosen because they reliably repeat and proliferate year after year.  Therefore their impact will be continuing.  The impact of the program may be evaluated in the spring when the neighborhood is carpeted with crocus and daffodils.  

Budget:   The total program budget is $2200.  A grant of $600 will purchase 1,800 daffodil and 2,000 crocus bulbs specifically for ANC 6A (based on the grower’s cost for 2008).  All bulbs will be planted by volunteers and there will be no other expenses.  

Additional funds include $600 from the Garden Club for planting in Capitol Hill overall, as well as $1000 from ANC 6C for expanded efforts within 6C’s jurisdiction.
