C Street NE Traffic Calming Update

In April 2003, ANC 6A sent DDOT a traffic calming petition signed by about 80 residents of C St NE. Some of the outcomes of the C St Traffic Calming Study:

1) "Single Lane Ahead" sign installed at 15th & C. 3) Turn lane painted at 15th & C St NE
2) New bike lane from 15th to 6th along C. Per DDOT, these lanes have been shown to slow traffic by 3-7 mph. Parking will not be affected.

3) New crosswalk striping and pedestrian crossing signs at 10th & C (signs installed, re-striping coming)

4) Replacement "no parking" signs to protect visibility at SW and NE corners at intersection of 10th & C

5) Signals checked for timing--no changes

6) Formal request to MPD for speed and red light enforcement, possible rotation of traffic camera van

7) Recommendation forwarded to Study Team for the City-Wide Motor Carrier Management Study to restrict heavy truck traffic on C St NE

Still to be resolved:

1) Traffic Signal Warrant determinations for intersections at 10th & C, 12th & C.

Based on the volumes of traffic on C St and potential impact on other streets (like Constitution), no physical measures (humps, bumps, etc) will be recommended.
