Process for Joint ANC meetings on H Street, NE


1. Whereas as a result of redistricting, H Street, NE falls under the jurisdiction of two Advisory Neighborhood Commissions (ANC) – ANC 6A and ANC 6C;
2. Whereas implementation of the H Street Strategic Development Plan, completed in March 2003, requires zoning changes along the H Street corridor including rezoning and/or creation of an overlay district;
3. Whereas, it is possible that each Commission may recommend separate zoning reforms for the corridor thus diminishing the weight of both ANCs;
Resolved, that ANC 6A and ANC 6C adopt the following process that enables the ANCs to work together to recommend any necessary zoning changes for H Street, NE to the District of Columbia Zoning Commission.
1. Three joint public meetings.  The meetings will be held on the following dates:  May 1st, May 22nd, and June 25th at 6:30pm.
2. Public meeting focus:  
a. Meeting #1 (May 1st), Capital Children’s Museum, 800 3rd St NE.  The purpose of this information meeting will be for the Office of Planning to present zoning alternatives to the zoning committees.
b. Meeting #2 (May 22nd), J.O. Wilson ES, 660 K St NE (tentative location).  The purpose of this meeting will be to forward zoning recommendations to a joint ANC meeting based on deliberations of the zoning committees and informed by community input.
c. Meeting #3 (June 25th), Capital Children’s Museum, 800 3rd St NE.  The purpose of this meeting will be for the ANCs to make joint recommendations on any necessary changes to the zoning on H Street NE based on community input.
3. ANC participation.  The first two joint meetings will be comprised of the members from each of the ANC’s zoning committees.  The third joint meeting will consist of the Commissioners from each ANC.

4. Meeting procedures.  

a. Information Meeting.  The goal will be to receive the presentation from the Office of Planning, ask questions and make comments and suggestions.  In order to effectively manage the meeting, Robert’s Rules of Order will be used to maintain meeting decorum.  The duties of the presiding officer will be equally shared by each of the zoning committee chairs.  The meeting schedule will be as follows:

i. Brief welcome by committee chairs.

ii. The Office of Planning will have 20 minutes to present and explain zoning alternatives and recommended preferred zoning.  

iii. There will be at a minimum 30 minutes reserved for public comment after the presentation.  Generally, each community member will be allotted two to three minutes to make remarks.
iv. There will be one hour reserved for the joint committee meeting to ask questions and make remarks.
v. There will be at a minimum 20 minutes reserved for public comment after the committee comments.  

b. Draft meeting.  As there will be a formal recommendation from the joint committee, each committee will establish its respective quorum.  In order to effectively manage the meeting, Robert’s Rules of Order will be used to maintain meeting decorum.  The duties of the presiding officer will be equally shared by each of the zoning committee chairs.  The meeting schedule will be as follows:

i. Brief welcome by committee chairs.

ii. The Office of Planning will have 20 minutes to present and explain zoning alternatives and recommended preferred zoning.  

iii. There will be at a minimum 30 minutes reserved for public comment after the presentation.  Generally, each community member will be allotted two to three minutes to make remarks.

iv. There will be one hour reserved for the joint committee members to ask questions and make remarks.

v. There will be a final increment of 30 minutes that will be used for the joint committee to make a recommendation to the joint Commission meeting.  The recommendation must receive a simple majority from the joint committee as a whole and as well as achieve a simple majority of each ANC zoning committee.   

c. Adoption meeting.  As there will be a formal adoption from each ANC, each ANC will establish its respective quorum.  In order to effectively manage the meeting, Robert’s Rules of Order will be used to maintain meeting decorum.  The duties of the presiding officer will be equally shared by each of the Commission chairs.  The meeting schedule will be as follows:

i. Brief welcome by Commission chairs.

ii. The Office of Planning will have 20 minutes to present and explain zoning alternatives and recommended preferred zoning.  

iii. There will be at a minimum 30 minutes reserved for public comment after the presentation.  Generally, each community member will be allotted two to three minutes to make remarks.

iv. There will be one hour reserved for the joint Commission members to ask questions and make remarks.

v. There will be a final increment of 30 minutes that will be used for the joint Commission to make a recommendation to the District of Columbia Zoning Commission.  The recommendation must receive a simple majority from the joint Commission as a whole as well as achieve a simple majority of each ANC.   
5. ANC Responsibilities.  

a. It is recommended that at the regularly scheduled April ANC meetings for ANC 6A and ANC 6C, each ANC adopts this proposal. 

b. Adhere to Commission bylaws and ANC Reform act regarding meeting notifications.

c. ANC Committee Chairs will provide a list of zoning committee members to the Office of Planning to ensure that all necessary information is provided.

d. ANC Commissioners have the option to provide a list of residents and organizations from their Single Member District by April 11 to the Office of Planning to ensure that all necessary information is provided.
e. ANC Commissioners will distribute flyers as required in their respective Single Member Districts.

6. Office of Planning Responsibilities.  While each ANC can not direct the efforts of the Office of Planning, this proposal makes the following requests:

a. Mail a copy of zoning alternatives that will be presented at the first meeting to each zoning committee member, ANC Commissioner and community stakeholders as identified by ANC Commissioners (see 5, sub d) by April 14th.
b. Mail a package of flyers that list the dates, times and goals of each meeting to the Commissioners in ANC 6A and 6C by April 16th for distribution (see 5, sub e).
c. Mail a copy of draft zoning proposal that will be considered at the second meeting to each zoning committee member, ANC Commissioner and community stakeholders as identified by ANC Commissioners (see 5, sub d) by May 9th.

d. Mail the respective committee adopted proposals to the commissioners by May 30th. 

e. Place an advertisement in the local papers that list the dates and times of the meetings. 
f. Ensure the required employees from the Office of Planning are at each of the meetings to provide information and answer questions.

g. Prepare and incorporate changes to the draft zoning plan as required from the second and third meetings.  

h. Assist with the required process to forward the adopted plan to the Zoning Commission.
