Finally, I understand that Ms. Ward agreed to combine the transfer of In-A-Minit with the renewal of Excello’s Class A License.  As Ms. Ward was not able to represent me at this meeting, let me say for the record that I object to combining these two issues together.  I would ask that your office treat them as separate issues with their own respective meetings and outcomes.
