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The following persons may protest the issuance or renewal of a license, the approval of a substantial change in the nature of operation as determined by the Board under § 25-404, a new owner license renewal, the transfer of a license to a new location, or initiate a referendum as set forth in § 25-604:



(1)  An abutting property owner;



(2)  A group of no fewer than 15 residents or property owners within a 600-foot radius of the establishment to be licensed sharing common grounds for their protest; provided, that in a moratorium zone established under § 25-321 (or in existence as of the effective date of the Title 25, D.C. Code Enactment and Related Amendments Act of 2001, passed on final reading on January 23, 2001 (Enrolled version of Bill 13-449), a group of no fewer than 3 residents or property owners of the District sharing common grounds for their protest;



(3)  A citizens association incorporated under the laws of the District of Columbia located within the affected area;



(4)  An affected ANC; 



(5) In the case of property owned by the District within a 600-foot radius of the establishment to be licensed, the Mayor; 



(6) In the case of property owned by the United States within a 600-foot radius of the establishment to be licensed, the designated custodian of the property; or



(7) The Metropolitan Police Department District Commander, or his or her designee, in whose Police District the establishment resides.

§ 25-609.  ANC comments.


The affected ANC shall remain a party to all hearings and mediation related to a protest of an applicant if it has executed a Cooperative Agreement with the applicant prior to the petition date of the application.  It shall notify the Board in writing of its recommendations, if any, not less than 7 calendar days before the date of the protest hearing.  Whether or not the ANC participates as a protestant, the Board shall give great weight to the ANC recommendations as required by Subchapter V of Chapter 2 of Title 1.  The applicant shall have the opportunity to respond to the ANC recommendations in a manner to be prescribed in the rules adopted by the Board.
