ANC 6A Transportation & Public Space Committee Meeting Minutes
Capitol Hill Towers (900 G Street NE)

February 16, 2009 at 7:00 pm

I. Call meeting to order at 7:10 pm
II. Introductions

A. Present: Shane Artim, Lance Brown, Marlon Smoker and Omar Mahmud (Chair).  Also in attendance was Kurt Plunkey, resident of ANC 6C.

B. Absent: DeLania Hardy, Diane Hoover and Sean Lovitt.
III. Community Comment
A. Mr. Plunkey presented the committee with information on WASA’s plan to recover fees from property owners for storm water run offs.  

i. The current plan is to charge residents for water run offs from their property by calculating the charge based on property lot size.  Mr. Plunkey proposes this calculation also include public space in front of houses that is often enjoyed by residents as if it private property (e.g. driveways on public space).

1. Mr. Plunkey proposes using GIS tools to figure out how much land each resident uses, then charge each resident this WASA fee based on this total amount of land used.

B. Mr. Plunkey also indicated an interest in providing input on zoning updates as regulations are updated by the city.  Mr. Mahmud informed Mr. Plunkey that the ANC 6A Zoning Committee is currently reviewing proposed zoning regulations and the he should contact Drew Ronneberg or Cody Rice of that committee or ANC 6C to find out how he can contribute to the city-wide review.
C. Mr. Plunkey also informed the committee he remains concerned about public space enforcement issues.  Mr. Mahmud informed him DDOT’s public space enforcement officer for Ward 6 is scheduled to attend the next committee meeting in March.  Mr. Brown recommended Mr. Plunkey document public space enforcement efforts and bring that information with him for presentation to the enforcement officer if he plans on attending the March committee meeting.
IV. Old Business

A. New Recommendation Regarding Gas Meters and Utility Boxes

i. Mr. Mahmud explained that he has yet to receive the memo on utility box placement in public space being prepared by the Capitol Hill Restoration Society (CHRS).  The committee’s original plan was to base an ANC 6A recommendation on information obtained from that memo.

ii. The committee agreed it would be best to table this issue until the CHRS memo becomes available.  
V. New Business

A. Review of 2009 Committee Goals
i. The committee underwent an extensive discussion of the goals for 2009 based on a review of the committee’s goals for 2008.

ii. Attachment A hereto contains all proposed suggestions for the 2009 goals in track changes compared against the committee’s 2008 goals.
iii. Mr. Mahmud made a motion that the committee recommend ANC 6A adopt the committee’s 2009 goals, as presented in Attachment A.  The motion was seconded and passed without objection.
B. Rush Hour Restrictions on 15th and 17th Streets

i. Mr. Brown informed the committee that new rush hour parking restrictions have popped up of late on 15th and 17th Streets NE.
1. 17th Street NE is one way, with four lanes (two parking lanes).  The new parking restrictions appear from the street’s intersections with Gales Street to the south to E Street to the north.  There are no residential parking permit (RPP) restrictions in place here.

2. 15th Street NE is also one way, with three lanes (two parking lanes).  The new parking restrictions appear on the east side of the street from the street’s intersections with Gales Street to the south to F Street to the north.  RPP restrictions are in place at the northern end of this stretch of 15th Street.  

3. The rush hour parking restriction runs from 7:00 to 9:00 am and 4:00 to 6:30 pm, meaning more lanes of traffic are open during these times, which hampers traffic calming efforts in this neighborhood.
4. Lance Brown made a motion that the committee recommend ANC 6A send a letter to DDOT (CC: Councilmember Wells) requesting rush hour restrictions be removed at the locations above and explaining policy concerns for the request (improve traffic calming, increase neighborhood safety). The motion was seconded and passed without objection (NOTE: At this time, the committee no longer had a quorum).  Mr. Mahmud agreed to create a draft of the letter.
