I. Chairman Mahmud called the meeting to order at 7:07 pm without a quorum
A. Committee members present: DeLania Hardy, Diane Hoover and Omar Mahmud (Chair)

B. Committee members absent: Lance Brown, Sean Lovitt, Victor McKoy, Marlon Smoker and Warner Sterling

C. Also in attendance was ANC 6A Commissioner David Holmes
II. Announcements

A. Mr. Mahmud announced that the August meeting has been cancelled.
III. New Business
A. Request City Officials Expedite Placement of Public Space Complaints on the Citywide Call Center Website.
i. Commissioner Holmes announced that he has already attended to this item at the ANC level.

B. Create List of Top Public Space Violations for Director Moneme
i. The committee discussed common violations in our ANC and came up with the following preliminary list:
1. Illegal driveways – Unpermitted cuts and excessive width.  The prime example mentioned was 701 10th Street NE.

2. Illegal parking in public space – Prime examples include 1401 Maryland Ave. NE and Horace & Dickies.

3. Excessive fence height

4. Utility companies failing to properly restore roads and sidewalks after performing utility repair work

5. Utility boxes installed in public space, usually on fences or walls in front yards
6. Illegal temporary parking permits

7. Illegal parking in car share parking spots

ii. After weighing each choice at length, the committee decided to promote options one, two and four for inclusion in the letter to Director Moneme.
iii. Mr. Mahmud brought a motion that the committee recommend the ANC send a letter to Director Moneme regarding the top three public space violations noted above.  Ms. Hardy seconded the motion.

IV. Updates
A. H Street Transportation Management
i. Mr. Mahmud reported that Commissioner Schultheiss has no updates for the committee.

B. SMD Captains
i. Mr. Mahmud reiterated the need to recruit volunteers for this effort.
ii. In addition, he informed the committee it may need to recruit a new volunteer to write a “recruitment story” for the Hill Rag and/or Voice of the Hill now that Jennifer Flather has resigned.

1. Ms. Hardy volunteered to help write the story with Mr. Mahmud’s assistance.

C. Illegal Parking in Flexcar Designated Parking Spots
i. Ms. Hardy updated the committee on her efforts to re-engage DDOT on this issue since the person she worked with before seems to have left DDOT.

ii. Ms. Hardy volunteered to draft a new letter on this issue so it could be sent to the new contact at DDOT.

iii. The committee also discussed suggesting a harsher enforcement regime for car sharing parking violators since current penalties and enforcement do not seem to be adequate.

iv. Ms. Hardy made a motion that the committee recommend the ANC re-submit a letter on this topic to DDOT.  Ms. Hoover seconded the motion.
