ANC 6A Transportation and Public Space Committee Meeting Minutes

September 24, 2007

I. Chairman Mahmud called the meeting to order at 7:05 PM.

A. Committee members present: Lance Brown, Sean Lovitt, Diane Hoover, Marlon Smoker and Omar Mahmud (Chair)

B. Committee members absent: DeLania Hardy, Warner Sterling, and Victor McKoy
C. Also in attendance were ANC 6A Commissioners Bill Schultheiss and David Holmes, and members of the community Amy Horner and Danilo Pelletiere.
II. Community Comment
A. Amy Horner raised two issues with the committee
i. WMATA plans to deal with H Street bus routes and possible re-routing during construction.  Mr. Mahmud replied that he understood the buses would not be re-routed during construction.
ii. Long term plans for transit in the neighborhood north of H Street in regards to the limited service available after 7:00 PM.  The Committee will ask the ANC to follow up with DDOT and to look into sharing the Gallaudet Shuttle in the evening.
B. Mr. Mahmud made a motion that the ANC send a letter to DDOT with a list of items that we have requested from DDOT this year, but have not received a response.  Mr. Smoker seconded the motion.  The motion passed without objection.  Mr. Lovitt agreed to draft the letter.

III. New Business
A. Public Space application for 1101 D Street.
i. Mr. Danilo Pelletiere, the owner of the property made a presentation concerning his permit application to construct a new fence to replace a pre-existing fence on his property that had been constructed in public space.  He is proposing to construct the new fence in public space in line with the window bays on his property.
ii. Mr. Smoker made a motion that the ANC approve sending a letter to the Public Space Committee that supports the application for the fence contingent on the applicant providing documentation of approval from the Historic Preservation Office.  Mr. Lovitt amended the motion to include documentation of support from neighbors.  The motion passed with 4 members supporting (Smoker, Hoover, Lovitt, Brown) and 1 member opposed (Mahmud).  Mr. Mahmud stated that he objected because he believed that this sets a precedent of allowing the use of public space without providing a benefit to the neighborhood.
B. Mobility Study endorsed by ANC 6B
i. Ms. Kathleen Penney of DDOT attended the meeting to discuss the 11th Street Bridge Environmental Impact Statement (EIS) project.  She stated that a Final EIS would be released in the very near future, and agreed to attend the October meeting to provide additional detail on the EIS and other traffic studies affecting the neighborhood.
C. Procedures for Emergency No Parking Signs
i. Ms. Denise Wichter, the DDOT Public Space Manager, will be attending the October meeting to discuss procedures for obtaining and posting Emergency No Parking Signs
ii. Mr. Brown agreed to research the current procedures, including the required notice, how they are validly issued, and the enforcement policy
