January 8, 2004 Minutes

A quorum was established at 7:15 pm.  Commissioners Fengler, Rice, Alberti, Stevens-Harris, and Musante were present.  16 members of the community were present.  

The agenda was accepted with two changes.  Under the Treasurer Report an amendment was added changing the number of committees for photocopying to four.  The item was listed as 3B.  The second change was operating procedures for the Public Safety Committee and was listed as C under New Business.  The two changes were approved.  The minutes were accepted with one change.  Under Treasurer’s Report, item 2B was corrected from $200.00 to $300.00.  The minutes were adopted with the change.

Community Comments

Ms. Karina Ricks of the Office of Planning spoke to the continuing implementation of the H Street Strategic Development Plan.  Ms. Ricks is working with ANC 6A and 6C closely as revitalization plans move forward.

Mr. Brendan Hartnett and Mr. Pat Jordan from Gonzaga College High School distributed proposals for Community Projects the High School is planning in 6A.  

ANC Officer Elections

Commissioner Harris-Stevens made a motion to nominate Joe Fengler as Chair.  Nick Alberti offered a friendly amendment proposing a slate of the existing officers.  The motion to use a slate passed with no objections.

The slate passed without objections.

Confirmation of Committee Membership

Commissioner Rice made a motion to re-confirm 6 of 7 members to the Economic Development and Zoning Committee.  Stevens-Harris seconded the motion.  The committee includes Sherry Brown, Brendon Danaher, Jeff Fletcher, Virginia Gaddis, Enrique Gomez, and Drew Ronnenberg.  Gene Butler was withdrawing for work reasons.  The motion passed with no objections.

Commissioner Musante made a motion to re-confirm two individuals to the Community Outreach Committee.  Alberti seconded the motion.  The two members of the Committee were Elizabeth Nelson and Marissa Irwin.  The motion passed with no objections.

Commissioner Stevens-Harris made a motion to confirm the following members to the Public Safety Committee.  Sherrell Lauton, Captain Taliaferro, Skip Coburn, Kenny Macke, Sharon Cochran, Brenda Artis.  Musante seconded the motion.  The motion passed with no objections. 

Single Member District Reports

6A03 – Rice – The Stanton Park Neighborhood Association (SPNA) lost a 3-2 vote at the Board of Zoning Adjustment on an appeal of the reduction in required on-site parking spaces at the Medlink facility.  The nursing home component of the facility was treated like a boarding or rooming house for purposes of setting parking requirements by the Zoning Administrator, with no consideration of employee parking requirements. SPNA is considering an appeal to the DC Court of Appeals.  On another issue, the ABRA roll call hearing for the protest of Rosemack Deli’s Class B liquor license was held to determine who the official protestants in the case will be.
6A02 – Fengler – Fengler is working to engage the Advisory Council of the House of Ruth located at 10th and G Streets.  A number of illegal activities are occurring and the problem needs to be addressed.  Fengler is also working with the City to address 525 9th Street and the problems there.

6A01 – Stevens-Harris – ANC Voted to approve the land marking of houses next to the Pilgrim Baptist Church for development as affordable housing with parking.

6A04 - Alberti – The ANC is a protestant on Anita’s Market.  The Market was presented with a draft Voluntary License Agreement.  Channel 7 News filmed individuals buying drug paraphernalia at the market.  Alberti also put out a call for artists east of 13th Street.  Beth Purcell is compiling a directory of artists.

6A05 – Nothing to report.

Officer’s Report  

Chair – The Chair wanted it recorded that Commissioner Ward did not provide notice that she would not be attending the January Meeting.  Commissioner Mack informed Commissioner Stevens-Harris that she would not be able to attend due to an emergency.

Vice-Chair – Nothing to report

Alberti made a motion to pass the Treasurer’s Report in total.  Rice seconded.  The report was approved.  The annual budget was amended to show four committees instead of three.

Community Outreach
A. Musante made a motion to adopt an amendment to the Kid Power Grant that allowed them to utilize the remaining funds for an additional equipment purchase.  Since the equipment was not identified in the original grant request, an amendment was required to alter the existing grant.  The amendment was adopted with no objections.

Unfinished Business

A. Fengler made a motion that the ANC send a letter in support of the adoption of

      the H Street Strategic Development Plan as a “Small Area Plan” by the DC

Council.  Rice seconded.  The Mayor asked the Council to adopt a small area plan that would supplement the DC Comprehensive Plan and make it easier to make changes to the zoning on H St through the Zoning Commission.    Karina Ricks stated that a Public Hearing will be held on Jan. 20th in the Council Hearing Room and that the ANC should send a representative.  Stevens-Harris asked what would happen with the R.L. Christian Library.  Hicks responded that the Library was staying and would be updated.  The motion passed with no objections. 

  New Business

A. Drew Ronnenberg gave a presentation concerning the District Department of Transportation’s planning efforts for improvements to streets and sidewalks on H Street NE.  Much of the plan was to be modeled after Barrack’s Row.  Please see the attached handout for key recommendations and conceptual elements of the design.    Fengler asked that Mr. Ronnenberg recommend a formal motion showing what 6A supports and what we oppose.

B. Ron Whipple provided an update on 1626 Kramer Street, NE.  A gate surrounding a town house next to the planned group home had been erected.  The construction workers stated that they did not know what was going to happen.  Commissioner Mack should investigate and come up with a plan of action.  At the recommendation of the ANC, Councilmember Ambrose has introduced legislation that would require District government agencies to give 30 days notice to ANCs before applying for a building permit for government-funded facilities.

C. On behalf of Commissioner Harris, Fengler asked that proposed operating procedures for the Public Safety Committee be reviewed.  Fengler encourage the other committees to develop standard procedures for committee operations.

The meeting was adjourned at 9:00 pm.

Re: Small Area Plan Designation for H Street, NE (PR 15-80)

Dear Chairperson Cropp:

By a unanimous vote of the Commission on January 8, 2004, we recommend that the Council approve the Small Area Plan for the H Street, NE Neighborhood Commercial Corridor. 

Our understanding is that adoption of this Small Area Plan will supplement the DC Comprehensive Plan by providing additional guidance to District agencies, commissions, and boards. This is appropriate since the revitalization planning effort for H Street, NE is an example of how the city can work productively with the community to plan for sustainable change and community improvements. The planning process has been well served by the many efforts of the Office of Planning (OP) to stimulate community participation.

In support of improvements on H Street, NE, we offer the following observations and recommendations:

Overall Approach.  Thematic areas that build upon the existing assets of the H Street NE corridor are a useful planning concept. We support an “urban housing” district, a neighborhood retail shopping district, and an arts and entertainment district as described in the plan.

Zoning Changes.  Last year, ANCs 6A and 6C held three joint meetings to provide zoning recommendations to the OP. We recommended the adoption of an overlay district and other necessary zoning changes for the corridor to implement the revitalization plan. We encourage OP to forward map and text amendments based on the joint ANC 6A/6C recommendations to the Zoning Commission within the next 90 days.

Affordable Housing.  We support residential development that draws on the benefits of proximity to transit and generates retail activity on the corridor. We hope the Council will identify and adopt additional mechanisms to create housing options that are affordable for teachers, firefighters, police, government workers, and others who support our community.

Transportation Planning.  We commend the District Department of Transportation (DDOT) for its on-going planning efforts for infrastructure improvements for H Street, NE. We are pleased by the focus on creating a transit and pedestrian corridor with adequate parking for businesses and residents. We support improvements to the public space, including tree planting in empty tree boxes, placement of trash receptacles, and pedestrian-friendly street lighting. In the short term, we strongly recommend that DDOT eliminate the rush hour parking restrictions on the corridor to improve the pedestrian environment and increase retail opportunities. We are very supportive of development of a Light Rail Transportation (trolley) system with stops in each of the thematic areas on the corridor, and we urge DDOT to bring to this system to H Street within 10 years.

Community Assets.  We recognize the R.L. Christian Library as a highly valued community asset. We request that the Council allocate funds in the FY 2005 budget for the reconstruction of the library as a multi-use facility in accordance with community input. ANC 6A has already earmarked $3,000 to support programs that will serve the community in an expanded facility on the existing site. We also recognize the H Street Playhouse and the planned Atlas Performing Arts Center as cultural magnets with strong potential to draw restaurants and neighborhood cafes, and to establish H Street, NE as an arts and entertainment destination.

Small Business Support.  In recognition of the rich history and heritage of the city and the H Street, NE corridor, we encourage the Council to adopt policies and tax incentives to promote investment by women, minorities, and small business owners to maintain a dynamic and diverse urban center. 

Public Realm.  We encourage the Council through its oversight role to support stepped up enforcement by the Department of Consumer and Regulatory Affairs, the Alcohol Beverage Regulation Administration, and Metropolitan Police Department (MPD) to create an urban setting that is conducive to investment and improvements on the corridor.

Public Safety.  We urge MPD to recognize the special challenges of policing a neighborhood commercial corridor as the Police Service Area (PSA) boundaries are changed. We strongly encourage MPD to establish a temporary workstation to be followed by a permanent substation to serve the H Street, NE corridor in keeping with the new PSA boundaries proposed by the Mayor.

1.  Prospect / Goding Learning Center

Background.  On November 21, 2003, Commissioner Fengler sent a letter to Ms. Sarah Woodhead regarding the status of the Prospect / Goding Learning Center stating the communities grave concerns about the lack of progress on the Prospect/Goding Learning Center.  In the letter to Ms. Woodhead, the following was requested:  

(1) Light Maintenance -- broken lights must be continually replaced to deter criminal activity.

(2) Temporary Fence -- permit application needs to be filed to erect the temporary fence.

(3) Permanent Fence -- should deter access to the grounds after ours.  

(4) Project Completion – what is the current completion date?

Furthermore, we requested that Ms. Woddhead’s office provide a written monthly update to me electronically no later than the fifth day of each month.  The goal of this last request was to provide a mechanism for monthly communication so that we can work together to open the second jewel of our neighborhood – a safe school located next to a beautiful Sherwood Recreation center.  As of today, we have a fence installed with most of the flood lights working.  However, we have not received any information on the current completion date or the requested monthly update.  In fact, we have not received any communication from Ms. Woodhead.  

On December 11, 2003, our Advisory Neighborhood Commission (ANC) voted unanimously to endorse my initial request for a monthly status report on this project to be sent electronically to me no later than the 5th day of each month.  As the community has been working together to address this issue, many of us would like to know what the proposed use of this building will be after this project is completed.  

Action:  Mr. Wells, will you assist our ANC to identify the agency or individual in DCPS that is responsible for this project?  Moreover, will you support us in our effort to receive a monthly electronic status report that measures progress against established goals and timelines so we can keep our community informed.

The only issue we have is that the requirements and deadlines for the DC Auditor are not always communicated.  For example, our Commission was told that we could not write checks – except for normal business operations – during the month of January until we complete a form and approve payment to the ANC fund.  And if checks were written for other actions, those amounts would be withheld for the allotment.  The date on that letter was January 23, 2004.   Generally, there seems to be an “I gottcha” mentality employed by the DC auditor.  While we are not advocating negligence in reporting standards, there seems to be no recognition that we are community volunteers and prone to make a few mistakes.  The key is to assist Commissions on how to avoid problems and foster a collaborative learning environment that allows for mistakes that can be corrected without sever penalties.

Report of the Alcohol Beverage Licensing 
A.  Approve Committee Membership:  Wes Grooms, Brenda Artis and Richard Sundberg.  The Committee will tentatively have five members, these three, plus the chair, plus another member.  The Committee Chair is still working to identify the last member of the committee.
B.  Discuss Community Standard campaign.  Background information:
Over the last year, Advisory Neighborhood Commission (ANC) 6A has been engaged in a number of protests of Class A and Class B liquor license renewals.  In the cases that we voted to protest a renewal, it was at the request of residents of the neighborhood, immediately in the vicinity of the establishment, asking the Commission for support.   SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 1While this is exactly how the process is intended to work, it has led many in ANC 6A to wonder why there is no minimum community standard that applies to all Class A and B license holders. 

For the uninitiated, Class A liquor licenses permit retail sale of beer, wine, and spirits for off premises consumption and Class B liquor licenses permit retail sale of beer and wine for off premises consumption.  Every two years, holders of Class A and B liquor licenses are required to renew their licenses.  Notices are sent to the respective ANC from the Alcohol Beverage Regulation Administration (ABRA).  An average renewal takes approximately 12 weeks, which includes a 60-day placard period and a final inspection.  

During this time, any community member, group of community members, community organization or ANC can file a letter to protest the renewal with ABRA.  For a protest to be valid, it must demonstrate that the establishment has a negative effect on: (1) real property values; (2) on peace, order, and quiet, including noise and litter; or (3) on residential parking needs and vehicular and pedestrian safety.  

Once a protest has been filed, ABRA encourages all parties to resolve protest issues through voluntary/cooperative agreements, rather than a protest hearing.  Under this approach, parties work to identify an agreement to accommodate the needs of both sides.  Once agreement on the various issues has been obtained, the specifics of that agreement are incorporated in an Alcohol Beverage Control Board Order for that license.

 SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 1Currently, there is no minimum community standard; instead we have created a patchwork of voluntary/cooperative agreements with different rules for different stores.  This system begs the question of what is an acceptable minimum community standard?  

Generally, it would be a minimum set of requirements that would be applied to each holder of a Class A or B licenses for implementation at their establishment.  It could range from limitations on single sales, to general trash collections, to enforcing no loitering on the premises.   SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 1Simply stated, an enforceable community standard would provide a common framework for all the liquor stores in our community and, more importantly, create a level playing field.

 SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 1To find out the position of the community, ANC 6A’s Alcohol Beverage Licensing Committee intends to hold a set of hearings.  These hearings will take place over the next six months and take a two step approach to determine if the residents of our Commission want a community standard; and if so, to identify the components of a minimum standard.  The first step, the determination of whether or not our community wants a standard, will be discussed at the following Alcohol Beverage Licensing Committee meetings (all of which will be held at the Sherwood Recreation Center at the corner of 10th and G Streets, NE with a start time of 7:00pm):

On February 17th, the committee will solicit general input from the community at large.  The format will be simple, each resident will have three to five minutes to state their opinion and views.  Written testimony is encouraged so that we can afford enough time for everyone to summarize their position.  All the testimony, both written and verbal, will be compiled and released to the community two weeks after the meeting.

On March 16th, the committee will conduct a more structured approach.  There will be a defined panel of participants that will include neighborhood associations, community groups, liquor store owners, and district officials.  The community will be allowed to ask questions of the participants.

On March 30th, the committee will discuss the input and make a formal recommendation on whether a minimum community standard should be established for ANC 6A.  At the April 8th ANC 6A meeting, the Commission will formally consider the committee’s recommendation.  If, for the sake of argument, the Commission votes to approve a minimum community standard, the Commission will charge the committee with the task of drafting an appropriate community standard.  This is the second step and will be discussed at the following Alcohol Beverage Licensing Committee meetings: 
On May 4th, the committee will seek community input on the components of the community standard.  Similar to the February 17th meeting, this will be an open forum for the residents to express their input.  Again, all the input, both written and verbal, will be compiled and made available to the community two weeks after this meeting.

On May 18th, the committee will take testimony from neighborhood associations, community groups, liquor store owners and district officials.  And as before, the community will be allowed to ask questions of the participants.

On June 1st, the committee will discuss the input and make a final recommendation to the Commission as to the specific components of the community standard.  At the June 10th ANC 6A meeting, the Alcohol Beverage licensing committee will present its recommendation and the Commission will decide to accept, modify or reject the proposed community standard. If accepted, the ANC will use these standards in the review of future liquor license applications and renewals.

Over the last year, our community has discussed this topic at various meetings and forums.  There have been enough voices raised to put in place a formal mechanism for all parties to discuss, participate and shape the future of our community with regards to the liquor stores in our neighborhoods.  Michael Kuiken, the new chair of the Alcohol Beverage Licensing committee, will be leading this effort and would appreciate any community comments, concerns or input.  He can be contacted at kuikenanc6a@hotmail.com or 202-369-0735.  We urge you all to take the time and participate.

· Discuss and determine merits of establishing community standards for voluntary agreements with establishments with class A and B licenses.  The committee expects that community standards would help avoid the patchwork quilt of varying voluntary agreements and would make it easier to monitor and enforce the voluntary agreements.

· Discuss and adopt a standard method of operating (i.e. automatically protesting all class A and B renewals, or protest those renewals for stores with X number of incidents, etc.)

· Advertise in The Hill Rag and Voice of the Hill to notify the community of planned public meetings related to ABL committee activities and seeking community involvement.

Overall the committee intends to adopt a few significant goals and focus intently on accomplishing them.

Background:  On Tuesday, February 24, 2004, Councilmember Kathy Patterson, Chairperson of the Committee on the Judiciary, will hold a public oversight hearing on the Metropolitan Police Department's PSA Restructuring Plan. The PSA restructuring plan will reduce the number of PSA's from 83 to 43 and establish a minimum number of officers for each PSA. (Additional information about the restructuring plan can be found at the MPD website: http://www.mpdc.dc.gov. The plan has been transmitted to the Council by the Mayor pursuant to D.C. Act 15-206, the PSA Restructuring Council Review Emergency Act of 2003. The hearing will begin at 10:00 a.m. in Room 412 of the John A. Wilson building.

Those who wish to testify should contact Tami Lewis, Legislative Staff Assistant for the Judiciary Committee, at (202) 724-7808, by e-mail at tlewis@dccouncil.us, or by fax at (202) 724-6664, and provide their names, addresses, telephone numbers, organizational affiliation and title by the close of business on Thursday, February 19, 2004. Our community has been actively engaged in discussions regarding the proposed boundaries of Police Service Area (PSA) 102 over the last nine months.  On June 12, 2003, our Commission sent a letter to Chief Charles Ramsey generally supporting these proposed boundaries with the following comments: (1) moving the Capitol Hill community into one police district – the 1st District – is a welcome change; (2) placing the H Street, NE in one PSA is critical to implementing effective public safety measures for the emerging economic corridor and (3) a recommendation the western and eastern boundaries should be the tracks at Union Station and 16th Street, NE respectively.

As the summer progressed, MPD received several suggestions and comments from citizens, neighborhood, civic and business association and ANCs throughout the city.  Perhaps one of the most thoughtful and researched comments from the entire city came from what is currently PSA 106.  In an exhaustive review of service call statistics, the community members of PSA 106 analyzed the proposed boundaries of the entire city as well as those on Capitol Hill.  Specifically in reference to the proposed PSA 102, the analysis indicated that this PSA would have an inordinate number of “hot spots” ranging from the bus terminal on K Street, NE, Union Station grounds, the difficulties on Wylie and 15th Streets to the long-standing challenges of H Street, NE.  The analysis also indicated that the originally proposed PSA 103, with a small area and call density, represented a poor allocation of police resources and was a direct contradiction to the department's arguments for restructuring the PSAs.  After reviewing this detailed analysis, MPD decided in September to change the western boundary from 15th Street to 8th Street, NE

At our November Commission meeting, exception was taken with this change for the following reasons: (1) the commercial corridor of H Street needs to be in one PSA, (2) using 8th Street as a boundary line is difficult as this street has seen increasing numbers of “crimes of opportunity” on pedestrian traffic from Union Station and (3) while from a statistical standpoint using 8th Street may be logical, from a community perspective it is not preferred solution as Maryland Avenue is a more appropriate community boundary.  To that end, our Commission passed a unanimous resolution to encourage Deputy Mayor Margaret Kellems to reconsider this recent change.

Subsequent to this ANC 6A meeting, a vigorous and energetic dialog between several neighborhood associations and PSA organizations on Capitol Hill ensued.  While the exchanges were sometimes heated, the best traits of our community rose to the top.  The discussion started at the community meeting held on November 18, 2003 at the Old City Capitol Hill Neighborhood Association meeting held at the Sherwood Recreation Center.  At that meeting, Mr. Charles Burger, chair of the Alcohol Beverage Control Board, has publicly commented that from an alcohol licensing perspective, putting these emerging economic corridors, such as H Street, into one PSA provides better opportunities to enforce voluntary agreements and as well as regulatory requirements.  Building on that recommendation, Fifth District Commander, Jennifer Greene, drawing upon her years of experience with the H Street corridor, also agreed that from a policing perspective that placing H Street in one PSA is key to implementing effective public safety measures.  

This discussion culminated in November 24, 2003 session between members of PSA 106, PSA 511, ANC 6A and ANC 6C – Mr. Roger Mattioli, Mr. Greg Noonan, Mr. John Wirt, Ms. Jennifer Flather, Commissioner Joseph Fengler, Commissioner Cody Rice and Commissioner Karin Wirt.  Working together and reviewing the statistical data as well as the community boundaries, a working alterative was identified.  This working alternative proposed using Maryland Avenue as a “sliding” eastern boundary versus the horizontal line of 15th Street as well as shifting the western boundary to the railroad tracks at Union Station.  This balanced the stated concerns of ANC 6A about community boarders and H Street revitalization with PSA 106’s concerns about equitable PSA size and call density.  

On December 6, 2003, Commissioner Wanda Stevens Harris and Commissioner Joseph Fengler meet with Deputy Mayor Kellems to discuss our alternative boundaries for PSA 102.  With Command McGuire in attendance, we detailed our concerns about H Street being divided, the use of 8th Street as a boundary and the concerns of our community.  The result of that meeting was general agreement that the boundaries could be modified prior to submission to the Mayor’s office, pending consultation with Councilmember Sharon Ambrose.

At our December 9, 2003, Commission meeting, the working alternative boundaries were offered for community discussion and Commission consideration – a western boundary aligned to the Union Station railroad tracks; a northern boundary as outlined above; an eastern boundary starting at the intersection of Florida and Maryland, traveling down Maryland to 9th Street and then moving south on 9th to East Capitol; and finally, a southern boundary of East Capitol to 2nd Street.  With Councilmember Sharon Ambrose in attendance, our Commission unanimously voted to support this alternative.  Councilmember Ambrose expressed her support and pledged to work with our Commission to have the PSA boundaries changed to reflect our community concerns.

While the road has been long, we support the proposed PSA realignment.  

However, as we move towards implementing the new structure, the locations of both the First District Headquarters and Substation are far removed from PSA 102 and 103.  The H Street corridor as well as the surrounding near northeast community is undergoing a tremendous resurgence in both residential and commercial development.  While on one hand, this is exactly what Mayor Anthony Williams envisioned with his goal of bring 100,000 new residents with the marketing campaign—“city living, dc style!”.  Conversely, on the other hand, this places additional demands for proactive community policing and safety programs in areas that are absorbing these new residents.  At our December Commission meeting, we voted to unanimously to recommend a two-pronged strategy to bring a police presence on the H Street corridor.  

First, the establishment of an interim police work station.  Councilmember Ambrose has already pledged her support and assistance to work with property owners on H Street identify locations for a work station along H Street.  .

Second, establishment of a permanent substation.  While we understand the challenges in terms of both funding and manpower, a permanent substation to serve the near northeast community needs to be addressed.  While one can make the argument that the First District already has one substation, this location is not remotely situated to serve the community needs in northeast.  

In addition, our community has concerns that we will lose our captains, lieutenants, sergeants, and officers that are currently assigned to the Fifth District when our neighborhoods transition to the First District.   At our December meeting, we voted to unanimously to request that the Metropolitan Police Department leave the existing PSA  lieutenants, sergeants, and officers within their existing geographical areas of responsibility.  Specifically, as part of what is now the Fifth District becomes the First District, the existing police force is not moved simply because the District boundaries have changed.

In close, while we believe the proposed PSA alignment reflects our community’s needs, the implementation will be just as important as the plan.  Without a short term and long term solution for a northeast substation and the pending potential for a chaotic transition, we urge due diligence and proactive communication with our Commission during the implementation process.

Our Commission is writing to add our voice to the growing concerns regarding the deteriorating condition of the building and grounds at 525 Ninth Street, NE.  Over the last six months, your office has received several letters from residents that this property needs immediate maintenance ranging from trimming or removing overgrown trees, cleaning the grounds and painting the front elevation and window grates.  Most recently, your office has been notified that the perimeter fence has been pulled back and the side door was open.  We have had a challenge with loitering and drug dealing at the Prospect/Goding Learning Center and we are deeply concerned that this criminal element has simply shifted its illegal activities to this abandoned property.

The long-term plans for this building have also been a point of contention in our community.  Many in our neighborhood have asked what the plans are for this vacant property.  To that question, we have been told that a complete appraisal and checklist of environmental concerns needs to be performed before any other plans are considered for this property.  In addition, the strategic and five-year plans for the city needs to be completed to determine if this property has any potential by the city or if this property will be deemed surplus.  

To that end, we are inviting you to attend our Advisory Neighborhood Commission’s Economic Development and Zoning Committee meeting on February 24, 2004 at 7:00pm at the Community Room of the Capitol Hill Towers located at 900 G St. NE.  At this meeting, we would appreciate an update on the status of the environmental study as well as the timeline for regarding the completion of both the strategic and five year plans.  In addition, we would welcome an update on the abandoned fire station located on Maryland Ave.

D.  11th Street, NE, Traffic Calming Study (H Street to Lincoln Park).  Background information:  

Excerpts Mr. Lars Sullivan letter that outline the problem:  
I live at 635 11th St., NE (neighbor and friend of Drew).  Traffic volume on 11th Street between H Street and Maryland Ave. has been increasing at dramatic rates over the past few years.  Actually starting from Florida Ave. and heading south, all the way past Lincoln Park and eventually to M Street SE.  Having had the opportunity to stay at home the past two years has allowed me the opportunity to see first hand the very negative impacts of the high traffic, not to mention study it and evaluate it.  Cars are racing through, far exceeding the speed limit at peak hours (12pm-8pm), almost all of which are Maryland commuters using 11th Street to cut through all the way to M Street SE.  Often times I've seen cars and motorcycles driving as fast as 50-60mph.  Across the street from me is a Day Care center at the Full Gospel Tabernacle Church where the children play out front daily, sometimes two or three times per day.  I feel this poses a direct danger to the children.  My street is narrow, and on two occasions I've had the mirror on my vehicle knocked-off and shattered and a long gouge into my car the entire length of the vehicle.  Many of my fellow neighbors are complaining of the high volume, as well as the reckless and careless nature of the drivers racing through our three blocks of 11th Street (between H Street and Maryland Ave.).  We deem this unacceptable.

I have asked fellow neighbors what they thought of one or both of the following options.  And what I get is a resounding yes in support of both.  They all say they are more than willing to sign any petition necessary.  The first option is speed bumps, NOT rumble strips, but rather sizable humps that would force commuters to slow down.  Second option, to make 11th St. ONE WAY (north) between Maryland and H. Street or even further to Florida Ave. to deter Maryland commuters from racing through.  My neighbors all agree with both and are looking toward me to research the process and to get the ball moving on this issue. I've spent a great deal of time and effort installing nicely landscaped tree boxes along our street, even planting and caring for two trees that the city never bothered to replace.  I'm planning on replacing two additional trees that have died.  Spending all that time working outside on the block has provided me the opportunity to observe the traffic mess.  I've often shouted at cars to slow down.

Recommendation:  Approve 11th Street, NE, Traffic Calming Study (H Street to Lincoln Park).
