A scheduled business meeting of Advisory Neighborhood Commission 6A was held on May 8, 2003, at the Miner Elementary School.  A quorum being present, Commissioner Fengler called the meeting to order at 7:01 pm.

Attending were Commissioners Fengler, Rice, Alberti, Musante, Ward, and Mack.    Approximately 39 members of the public attended.  

The agenda passed with one change.  Under new business, Commissioner Musante asked that he be permitted to offer a resolution for $30.00 for rental space for his SMD meeting.78  

The minutes of ANC 6A April 10, 2003 meeting were approved.

Community Comments, Round #1.  No comments from the community.

Community Presentation:  Lisa Franklin Kelly of DC Parks & Recreations described the types of fencing that would surround the Sherwood Recreation Center.  Residents of the Capitol Hill Towers spoke in support of a wrought iron fence surrounding the 10th Street side of the project.  Fengler requested that this be handled by a special meeting as the issue could not be resolved until the DC Parks and Recreations could provide a cost for the fencing alternatives.  Time and place will be announced by early next week.   

Single Member District Reports

6A07 - Commissioner Mack announced that a proposal would be sent out to have trash collected in the area of Kramer Street, 16th Street and Rosedale Avenue in the front instead of in the alley. 

6A04 - Alberti announced that the North Lincoln Park Neighborhood Association would be holding its regularly scheduled meeting on the first Tuesday of the month, April 1st at 7:30 pm, at Lane Memorial Church, 14th and C Streets, NE.  The topic will be emergency preparedness & Kingsman Field renovations.

6A05 - Commissioner Musante announced that a SMD meeting would be held on May 12th at the Washington Fellowship Community Church at 907 Maryland Avenue at 7:00 pm.  The topic would be the renewal of Excello’s Liquor License and a presentation by Mr. Paul Pascal, Attorney for Mrs. Lee, Owner of In-a-Minit.  

6A03 - Commissioner Rice announced that two traffic calming studies (200-300 Block of 14th Street NE and the 800-1400 blocks of C Street, NE) would be discussed at the PSA 511 meeting to be held on May 21st, Wednesday at 6:30 pm at the DC Teacher’s Credit Union at the corner of 9th and D Streets.  A representative of DDOT would be there to hear the concerns of the community.   

Reports of Officers

1.  Chair:  No report.

2.  Vice Chair:  No report.

3.  Treasurer.  Commissioner Alberti presented the following information:

A. Alberti presented a report for the month of April from 4/01/03 to 4/30/03.  Alberti made a motion to approve the monthly report.  Musante seconded.  Motion approved.

· Alberti made a motion to approve the disbursement of $558.47 to Verizon.  Musante seconded.  Motion approved.

· Alberti made a motion to approve the disbursement of $1720.00 to H Street Self Storage.  Musante seconded.  Motion approved.

A. Alberti made a motion to approve the FY 2003 2nd Quarter report.  Musante seconded.  Approved with no objections.

B. Fengler made a motion to approve the FY 2002 3rd Quarter report.  Musante seconded.  Approved with no objections.

C. Alberti announced that because the last two quarterly reports were passed, the allocation for that time period should come very soon.

D. Alberti made a motion to approve the ANC 6A annual budget.  Fengler seconded.  

A discussion concerning the budget ensued.  

Alberti questioning the feasibility of the amount allocated for mailings.  Mack felt the number should stay at $4,000.  Ward stated if she had a mailing, her SMD meeting would have been better attended.  

Mark Seagraves was concerned that nothing had been allocated towards a staff or the savings account.  

A citizen asked if the ANC would receive the last quarterly allocation from the last commission, which was answered in the affirmative by Alberti.  

Alberti offered an amendment to allocate $6,000 to the savings account.  Fengler seconded.  Motion passed 4-2 (Mack & Ward voting in the negative).  

The question was called by Fengler on approving the annual budget.  The main motion passed without objection.

4.  Secretary:  Musante reported that he would approach Kinko’s about a business

account for the Commission.  Musante also presented a key to Commissioner Mack for the Commission P.O. Box and reported that he was investigating transcription services.

Commissioner Ward presented two receipts for costs incurred for conducting public meetings.  The first was for copying in the amount of $12.09 and the second for supplies and light refreshments for $105.28.  Mack made motion.  Rice seconded.  Approved without objection.

Standing Committee Reports

1.  Economic Development and Zoning:

A. The Committee recommended a letter of support on landscaping improvements at 1001 Massachusetts Ave NE to the Historic Preservation Office (HPO) and the DDOT.  This was approved without objection (see minutes enclosure #1).

B. The Committee recommended a letter of support to HPO for the demolition of a non-contributing vacant building at 326 12th Street NE.  Musante spoke saying that because the building was in his SMD, he wholeheartedly approved and felt that the building should be torn down for building housing.  Rice made a motion.  Musante seconded.  Motion was approved without objection  (see minutes enclosure #2).

C. The Committee recommended a letter of support for an existing curb cut and driveway at 1019 Constitution Avenue, NE.  Alberti spoke and did not want to grandfather in this traffic safety risk.  The vote failed 3-2 with Alberti, Ward and Musante voting nay and Fengler and Rice voting yea.

D. Rice announced the next H Street Joint ANC 6A/6C meeting  - May 22nd at Miner ES (600 block of 16th NE)

F.
Rice made a motion to accept Committee minutes for the record.  Motion approved with no objections.

2.  Alcohol Beverage Licensing and Public Safety:

A. Ward announced that the next meeting would be Wednesday, May 14th at the Miner Elementary School and that the meeting would be a joint PSA 510, 511, 512 Community Meeting.  Ward discussed that 83 PSA areas were going to a Cluster Grouping that would decrease the number of PSAs but make them larger in size.  The clusters would make it too cumbersome for someone to attend two PSA meetings.  A citizen spoke up stating the public was not given enough time to study this topic and that the PSAs and ANCs were not be aligned so that different groups would work with the police.

B. Ward offered a motion to approve a letter to the Mayor opposing PSA redistricting along Cluster Boundaries.  Rice stated he was more in favor of not making any recommendations without a prior committee discussion and recommendation.  Alberti supported sending the issue back to the committee so the community had a better opportunity to comment.  There were no objections to referring the issue back to the committee.

C. Ward offered to approve a letter to Commander Greene requesting the consolidation of PSA meeting with the monthly ABL&PS meetings.  Alberti supported sending the issue back to the committee.  No objections for sending the issue back to the committee.

D. Ward announced that she had a letter to nominate Marc Borbely as Citizen of the Quarter for 5D Citizen Advisory Council.  All those that supported this nomination could sign the letter.

3.  Community Outreach

A. ANC 6A List Serve/Web Site.  Fengler recommended sending the issues of the community list serve and the possibility of an ANC 6A web site to the committee.  There were no objections to refer these issues to the committee.

B. Musante made a motion to place Jim Laise on the Community Outreach Committee.  Motion passed with no objections.
Unfinished Business.  There was no unfinished business.

New Business:

1. Fengler made a motion to purchase a tape recorder for Commission meetings and not to spend more than $50.00.  Musante seconded.  Motion passed with no objections.

2. Musante made a motion to request $30.00 dollars to pay for the rental of the Washington Fellowship Church for his Single Member District Meeting.  Fengler seconded.  passed with no objections

At its regularly scheduled and properly noticed meeting on May 8, 2003, ANC 6A voted to support the above referenced application for landscaping and other improvements to the public space.

These improvements were discussed in detail at a meeting of the ANC’s Economic Development and Zoning Committee on April 29, 2003. The committee heard from the owners of this corner row house property on plans to shore up retaining walls around an existing patio in the front yard (public space), to add a storage area off the patio, to move the location of stairs leading from the front walk to the lower level, to repair/replace the concrete front walk with similar materials, to add an entrance gate along the side fence, and to landscape the front yard with plantings, shrubs, and small trees. The committee discussed how the proposed changes would represent an improvement to the appearance of the property. The committee voted unanimously to recommend that the ANC send a letter of support for these changes to the Historic Preservation Office and DDOT.  This recommendation was accepted at the May 8, 2003 ANC 6A public meeting.

Dear Ms. Burcham,

At its regularly scheduled and properly noticed meeting on May 8, 2003, ANC 6A voted to support the above referenced permit for demolition of the existing “non-contributing” structure at 326 12th St, NE.

This application was discussed in detail at a meeting of the ANC’s Economic Development and Zoning Committee on April 29, 2003. The committee heard from the owner of this property on plans to demolish the existing 5 unit apartment building. The committee voted unanimously to recommend that the ANC send a letter of support for demolition of the existing building to the Historic Preservation Office.  This recommendation was accepted at the May 8, 2003 ANC 6A public meeting.

The ANC understands that the owner plans to construct 5 condo units with 5 parking spaces, but is still in discussions with the Historic Preservation Office on the design of the façade, the setback from the sidewalk, and location of parking. Several neighboring properties expressed support for demolishing the existing building, but also expressed concerns about the construction process for the new building and changes in its footprint in relation to their properties. The owner stated his willingness to work with residents of neighboring properties to address their concerns. The ANC will need to hear a more detailed presentation on the new building before taking a position on the new construction.

REPORT OF THE ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT AND ZONING COMMITTEE ANC 6A

May 27, 2003


Present: Commissioner Cody Rice; Resident Members Sherry Brown, Jeff Fletcher, Enrique Gomez and Drew Ronneberg.

Commissioner Rice chaired the meeting.

BOARD OF ZONING ADJUSTMENT CASES

BZA TBD (1118 East Capitol St, NE)

This case is an application for a special exception to allow an addition that does not meet the lot occupancy requirements for a row dwelling in the R-4 District. The applicants wish to extend an existing two-story rear addition on their three-story property to the maximum 70% lot occupancy allowed through special exception. (Per 11 DCMR 223.2, the criteria for the special exception are related to light and air to neighboring properties, privacy of use and enjoyment, and intrusion on the character, scale and pattern of the street frontage.)

The subject property is toward the middle of the block, and the applicants noted that the houses on either side will continue to extend back further on their respective lots than the completed addition. The addition will incorporate extensive use of windows on the rear side. Behind the property is a narrow alley way and garages for properties on Walter Houp Court NE. 

The applicants have spoken with the Historic Preservation Office and received verbal approval at the staff level. The applicants indicated that they had also spoken with owners of neighboring properties who were supportive of the project, but the applicants did not provide the committee with any written statements of support. No residents of neighboring properties were in attendance.

?  The committee voted unanimously to recommend that the ANC send a letter of support for the special exception to the BZA, conditioned on HPRB concept approval and no significant opposition from owners of neighboring properties.

BZA 17043 (708 Massachusetts Ave, NE a.k.a. 700 Constitution Ave, NE)

The committee heard a presentation by Marta Wagner of the Stanton Park Neighborhood Association (SPNA) on an appeal to BZA of Certificates of Occupancy issued for the MedLINK facility. These Certificates of Occupancy reduce on-site parking requirements for the hospital and nursing home operations at the facility. (This facility was located in ANC 6A before redistricting, and is now immediately across the 8th St NE western boundary of ANC 6A.)

In late March of this year, the Zoning Administrator issued Certificates of Occupancy for a 60-bed hospital with a 60 space parking requirement and a 117-bed community-based residence facility with a parking requirement of 25 spaces. As a result, MedLINK will have a facility with 177 beds requiring 85 parking spaces.  SPNA is appealing the Zoning Administrator’s decision to BZA because the zoning regulations at 11 DMCR 2101.1 require BZA to determine minimum parking requirements in a residential district for community-based residential facilities housing 16 or more persons. SPNA’s appeal notes that in 1991 BZA required 176 parking spots to support a 130-bed operation with 250 employees. In 1999, BZA required 276 parking spaces for 162 beds and 340 employees. If the Zoning Administrator’s decision holds, only 85 spaces will be required for 177 beds and over 300 employees. The Zoning Administrator’s decision disregards BZA’s prior orders related to parking and previous input from ANC 6A on the need for adequate on-site parking to accommodate staff and visitors.

?  The committee voted unanimously to recommend that the ANC request party status on SPNA’s appeal to BZA to represent affected residents in ANC 6A on the impact of the parking requirements on availability of on-street parking.

OTHER MATTERS

Presentation on DHCD property at 525 9th St, NE

The committee heard a presentation by LaVerne Law of the Department of Housing and Community Development (DHCD) on a DC-owned property at 525 9th St, NE.  This property has been the subject of a petition by the neighboring residents who have asked for proper maintenance and upkeep of the building.

Ms. Law provided background information on the building, informing the committee that the building was originally used as a police precinct house, but has fallen into disrepair in recent years with a leaking roof and plumbing problems. DHCD has also investigated reports of illegal habitation in the building. Ms. Law stated that the property is being investigated as a potential “surplus” property for DC Council action. Ms. Law provided the committee with a copy of a letter to two neighboring residents stating that the building will be offered to the public in FY04 through a Request for Proposals process. In the meantime, “DHCD intends to keep this property cleaned and maintained until the decision is made on its future.”

The committee advised the residents in attendance to begin discussions in the neighborhood on what uses for the building would be preferred if the property is offered as “surplus.”

Updates

Sherwood Park Recreation Center Fence: Resident Member Ronneberg informed the committee of the outcome of a neighborhood meeting to discuss options for the fence surrounding the new Sherwood Park Recreation Center on the 600 block between 9th and 10th Streets NE. The meeting was attended by approximately 50 residents and moderated by Commissioner Rice. As a result of the meeting, Department of Parks and Recreation committed to erect 6-foot ornamental fence around the north side of the parking lot and around the perimeter of the property except where the tennis and basketball courts meet the sidewalk on along part of 9th St NE and G St NE. A chain link fence (now to be clad in black vinyl as a result of the community meeting) will surround the tennis and basketball courts. The recreation center is expected to open by August 2003.

?  The committee voted unanimously to recommend that the ANC send a letter thanking DPR for working with the ANC and residents of the area to resolve concerns about the fence.

714 10th St NE: On March 14, 2003, the ANC sent a letter to BZA opposing the application for a use variance for office use in a residential zone. BZA denied this application on May 6, 2003.

Gallaudet Master Campus Plan (MCP):  On April 14, 2003, the ANC sent a letter to the Zoning Commission (ZC) supporting the Gallaudet MCP. The ZC approved the MCP on April 28, 2003.

H Street NE Revitalization: Commissioner Rice thanked the members of the ED&Z Committee who participated in the joint meeting process with the Planning & Zoning Committee of ANC 6C to develop recommendations for the ANCs on re-zoning and an overlay district for the H Street commercial corridor. ANCs 6A and 6C will meet jointly at the Capital Children’s Museum (800 3rd St NE) on Wednesday, June 25, 2003 from 6:30-9 PM to discuss the recommendations.

Dear Ms. Delaney:

   At the roll call hearing held on June 4th 2003, in the matter of the renewal of Excello Liquor’s (419 13th Street, NE) Class A license (Applicant No. 323), the Alcoholic Beverage Control (ABC) board refused to recognize ANC 6A as an official protestant.  While we concede the fact that we submitted our letter of protest on May 28th versus the required May 20th deadline (enclosure #1), we are appealing that decision based on lack of required notification.  Our ANC has not been notified of any Class A liquor license renewal in the last six months despite sending a letter of address notification to ABRA on January 16, 2003 (enclosure #2).  The relevant requirements are listed below:

· Pursuant to Title 25, D.C. Code [25-421. Notice by Board], the ANC’s should be given at least 30 days advance notice so that the Commission will have time to give public notice. 

· Pursuant to 1-309.10(c) (2) (A), “the Alcoholic Beverage Control Board or its designee shall give notice to Advisory Neighborhood Commissions, the Office of Advisory Neighborhood Commissions, the Commission representing the area in which applicant’s establishment is located, and the Commissioner representing an affected single-member district at least 45 calendar days prior to a hearing on applications for issuance or renewal of retailer’s licenses”.  

· Pursuant to 1-309.10(c)(2)(B), “in addition, the ABC Board shall provide to each Commission office, on a quarterly basis, a printed list of all ABC licenses due to expire in the ensuing 6 months.

   In close, we request three actions.  First, your office verifies to the ABC Board Chairman Charles Burger that we have not been notified as required.  Second, due to lack of notification, we are granted protestant status.  Third, that our letter be provided great weight as required by Title 25 (section 25-609), “the affected ANC shall notify the Board in writing of its recommendations, if any, not less than 7 calendar days before the date of the hearing. Whether or not the ANC participates as a protestant, the Board shall give great weight to the ANC recommendations as required by subchapter V of Chapter 3 of Title 1.”  We believe special consideration is warranted and we solicit your support in the disposition.  If you could e-mail me an update by June 18, 2003, it would be appreciated.

Area Neighborhood Commission 6A (ANC 6A) requests that the Alcoholic Beverage Control Board not renew the Class A license for Excello Liquors located at 419 13th Street, NE (Application Number 323).  This recommendation was approved by the ANC 6A at a special meeting held on May 28, 2003 at 7:00pm at the Capitol Towers located at 900 G Street, NE.

ANC 6A came to this recommendation of non-renewal based on the input received at two community meetings.  First, Excello Liquors falls within the geographical boundaries of Commissioner Michael Musante (Single Member District 05).  Commissioner Musante held a community meeting on May 12, 2003 to discuss the renewal of liquor license with the neighborhood residents.  It was clear from that meeting, that his constituents did not favor renewing the license.  Second, the ANC 6A Alcohol Beverage Licensing and Public Safety Committee, at its regularly scheduled monthly meeting on May 14, 2003, made a formal recommendation to the Commission to object to the renewal of liquor license.  Through the course of both of the community meetings, it was clear that this establishment is in violation of the following terms of its voluntary agreement:

(1) Removal of public telephone – the phone still exists.

(2) Elimination of window advertising signs – still visible in store windows.

(3) Sell of single servings of beer – currently selling single servings.

(4) Daily street cleaning on 400 block of 13th Street and Duncan Place – not occurring.

(5) Curtail loitering – customers can be found loitering in and outside the store.

It is the combination public safety concerns, violations of the existing voluntary agreement, and the objection by a majority of the residents living around this establishment that compels ANC 6A to strongly recommend that the Alcoholic Beverage Control Board not renew the Class A license to Excello Liquors.  In fact, it is the opinion of our Commission that the renewal of the license not only represents a danger to our community, it would make a mockery of the great weight that is afforded to each and every ANC throughout the city with regard to liquor license renewal.

   We are writing to provide comments on the proposed plan to reduce the number of Police Service Areas (PSAs) from 83 to 39, with the boundaries generally matching the "neighborhood clusters" used by the DC Office of Planning.  

   First, we believe the proposed 1st District boundaries remedies a long north-south, east-west division of Capitol Hill between two police districts.  We also agree that Florida Avenue is a logical northern boundary.  It has long been a challenge for our community to be served by two districts, we welcome the opportunity to work with the 1st District on our neighborhood issues.

   Second, we applaud the decision to place the H Street NE corridor into one PSA.  On February 13, 2003, we submitted a letter to Andrew Altman, Director of Planning in response to the H Street NE Strategic Development Plan requesting his assistance on this issue (see enclosure #1).  However, we still maintain that permanent joint substation should be established and staffed on the H Street NE corridor. Furthermore, we request that an outdoor mobile police mini-station be established and maintained throughout the warm months of this year if a permanent site cannot be found by then.
   Three, we request that the western boundary of our new PSA 102 run with the railroad tracks, roughly 2nd and 3rd streets NE. This is a natural boundary, and would keep officers from having to cross the tracks to respond to high-crime areas off N Capitol. In addition, we believe the southern boundary of PSA 102 should be extended to East Capitol.  This tracks better with ANC boundaries and is easier to work with our community residents (example:  Northeast is PSA 102 and Southeast is PSA 105).

   Four, we are concerned about the implications of the new PSA boundaries for meaningful participation in "community policing."  The boundaries cover a larger geographic area with very diverse public safety needs. We fear that the new, larger PSAs will result in fewer opportunities for residents to interact with individual officers.  At the very least, we request that MPD make a commitment to send police lieutenants to regularly scheduled community meetings on public safety issues.

Memorandum for Andrew Altman, Director of Planning

Advisory Neighborhood Commission 6A appreciates the work of the H Street NE Advisory Committee and the Office of Planning to draft the H Street NE Strategic Development Plan. We believe that the development of H Street NE is in many ways linked to the future success of the city. We would like to take this opportunity to highlight several areas of the draft plan for emphasis:

Overall Approach.  We agree that the use of thematic areas to build upon the existing assets of the H Street NE corridor is a useful planning concept. We support the designation of the “Western Gateway,” “Central Retail District,” ”Eastern Gateway: Arts & Entertainment,” and “Hechinger Mall/Old Sears Site” as described in the draft plan. 

Overlay District.  We support the development of an overlay district for the corridor that includes descriptive urban form standards to support revitalization consistent with the Strategic Development Plan. The overlay district must protect the valued aspects of the corridor through compatible infill design and rehabilitation of historic structures on the corridor, and include mechanisms for project review, community input, and enforcement of the form standards. We encourage the Office of Planning to work with ANCs 6A and 6C, H Street Main Street, and other interested parties to develop a draft overlay district with specific form standards by June 1, 2003.

Affordable Housing.  We encourage residential development that capitalizes on the benefits of proximity to transit and generates retail activity on the corridor. We support the development of mechanisms to create housing options that are affordable for teachers, firefighters, police, government workers, and others who support positive change in our community.

Transportation Planning.  We encourage DDOT to initiate its planned transportation study for H Street NE with full community input and involvement. The study should focus on creating a transit and pedestrian corridor with adequate parking for businesses and residents. In the short term, we strongly recommend that DDOT eliminate the rush hour parking restrictions on the corridor to improve the pedestrian environment and increase retail opportunities. In the medium term, DDOT should initiate a feasibility study with full community participation to explore options for municipal parking structures. We are very supportive of development of a Light Rail Transportation (trolley) system with stops in each of the four thematic areas on the corridor, and we urge DDOT to take steps to create the trolley system within 10 years.

Community Assets.  We recognize the R.L. Christian Library as a highly valued community asset. We request that the Office of Planning engage the community to develop better services and programming for the community, including an improved multi-use facility. We request that the Mayor allocate funds in the FY 2005 budget for the reconstruction of the library in accordance with community input. We also recognize the H Street Playhouse and the planned Atlas Performing Arts Center as cultural magnets with strong potential to draw restaurants and neighborhood cafes, and to establish H Street NE as an arts and entertainment destination.

Small Business Support.  In recognition of the rich history and heritage of the city and the H Street NE corridor, we encourage the Mayor to adopt policies and tax incentives to promote investment by women, minority, and small business owners to maintain a dynamic and diverse urban center. 

Public Realm.  We encourage stepped up code enforcement by DCRA with the support of the Ward 6 Neighborhood Services Coordinator to create an urban setting that is conducive to investment and improvements on the corridor. At a minimum, the city should ensure that vacant properties along the corridor are properly categorized by the Office of Tax and Revenue as “vacant” for tax purposes. The city should also plan and budget for improvements to the public space, including tree planting in empty tree boxes, placement of trash receptacles, and pedestrian-friendly street lighting.

Public Safety.  Finally, we will strive to work closely with the Metropolitan Police Department (MPD) and the Alcoholic Beverage Regulation Administration to improve public safety and quality of life on the corridor. We urge MPD to recognize the special challenges of policing a commercial district in the upcoming Police Service Area redistricting efforts. In the interim, we request that a permanent joint 1D and 5D substation be established and staffed on the H Street NE corridor. Further, we request that an outdoor mobile police mini-station be established and maintained throughout the warm months of this year if a permanent site cannot be found by then.

In closing, we recognize that this plan is a first step towards permanent improvements in our community. We would be remiss to not thank the Office of Planning for having the vision and thought to implement this study. Specifically, the long hours and hard work of Derrick Woody and Karina Ricks stand out as an example of how the city should work with the community to bring about sustainable change and community improvements. We feel that the draft plan has been well served by the many efforts to reach out to the community, and we encourage further efforts to inform and involve the residents of ANC 6A through the Commission and its public meetings. We would welcome an opportunity to discuss the next steps required to keep moving forward.

D.  One time flyer to every resident in ANC 6A with the following announcements listed:  the time and date of all Commission meetings, committee meetings, a map of ANC 6A, Commissioner contact Information and the location of the four major points in each SMD where flyers or meeting announcements would be placed in the future.  In addition, the committee recommends that this should be done annually.

2.  Proposed Policy Governing Acceptable Entries on the ANC 6A Listserv:

A. Discussion:  No discussion in which individuals insult, disparage or speak hatefully of any individual or group’s race, sex, sexual orientation, or religion will be tolerated.  Individual candidates for public office can be discussed but not endorsed or promoted. 

B. Announcements:  No announcements of, or invitations to events advocating for any of the above, or for a specific position on any political issue. (Church-related public activities are permissible as long as they are not proselytizing.  

C. Advertising:  No sales solicitations except for announcement of fundraisers for non-profits (charities).

3.  The Committee made a recommendation to approve a $300.00 grant for non-food items to the Friends of Sherwood Mothers and Father’s Day Program with the stipulation that all the conditions laid out in Section 9(d) (1) (2) (3) be met prior to the event and 9(e) be met post event.

4.  The Committee will be discussing formal rules for grant making at the next meeting.  The Committee also decided to meet on the third Monday of the month at the Lane Church.  The meeting was adjourned at 9:15 pm.

Memorandum for Andrew Altman, Director of Planning

The Commission endorses the “REVIVAL: H Street NE Revitalization Plan.”  We appreciate the opportunity to provide the following written comments:

Thematic Approach.   The Commission approves of the clustering of uses into unique destination districts along the corridor including an “urban housing” district from 2nd Street to 7th Street NE; a neighborhood retail shopping district from 7th Street to 12th Street NE; and an arts and entertainment district from 12th Street to 15th Street NE.

Zoning Recommendations.  We have been working with your staff over the last two months to develop zoning regulations and design standards, and design guidelines.  On June 25, 2003, we will be holding a joint ANC 6A / 6C meeting to formally consider the recommendations that were generated from this effort.  We will continue to seek strong support from your office to turn these recommendations into reality for our community.   

Transportation Planning.  We encourage your office to work with District Department of Transportation (DDOT) as they conduct the H Street NE Transportation Study.  Specifically, we have three recommendations:

· Eliminate the rush hour parking restrictions on the corridor to improve the pedestrian environment and increase retail opportunities. 

· Development of a Light Rail Transportation (trolley) system with stops in each of the thematic areas on the corridor within 10 years.

· Work with Washington Metropolitan Area Transportation Authority and Mass Transit Division of DDOT to identify H Street as a high priority area for enhanced transit service.

R.L. Christian Library.  We request that your office assist our Commission to engage the respective city agencies to construct an improved multi-use facility for the R.L Christian Library. 

Small Business Support.  We encourage your office to work with the Mayor to adopt policies and tax incentives to promote investment by women, minority, and small business owners to maintain a dynamic and diverse urban center. 

Public Safety.  We urge your office to work with the Metropolitan Policy Department to establish a permanent substation on the H Street NE corridor.

MIXED-USE REDEVELOPMENT STRATEGY FOR H STREET NE RELEASED TODAY

(Washington, DC) - The DC Office of Planning (OP) today released for public review the final draft of "REVIVAL:  The H Street NE Strategic Development Plan," outlining a broad range of public and private actions and opportunities to reinvigorate one of Washington's distinctive neighborhood commercial corridors.  

"The demand for quality retail and commercial services within close proximity to our neighborhoods has grown tremendously," said Andrew Altman, Director of DC Office of Planning.  "'REVIVAL' is the first neighborhood commercial district redevelopment strategy released by the Office of Planning.  It is the culmination of work by over 400 neighborhood, public and private stakeholders, and will lead to over $1.38 billion in public and private sector investment in over the next ten (10) years."

A public hearing on the plan is scheduled for Tuesday, June 24, 2003, at 6:00 PM at the Capitol Children's Museum - Auditorium (northwest corner of 3rd and H Streets NE).  After the hearing, the plan will be submitted to the DC Council for approval as a Small Area Plan.  Copies of the plan are available for public review at the DC Office of Planning (801 North Capitol Street Suite 4000), MLK Library (901 G Street NW), and R. L. Christian Public Library (13th and H Streets NE).  The plan will be available on OP's website (www.planning.dc.gov) after Friday, May 30, 2003.  The plan is the product of numerous public meetings and presentations over the last year.

REPORT OF THE JOINT MEETING OF THE ANC 6A/6C ZONING COMMITTEES

May 22, 2003


Representing ANC 6A Economic Development & Zoning Committee: Commissioner Cody Rice; Resident Members Sherry Brown, Jeff Fletcher, Virginia Gaddis, Enrique Gomez and Drew Ronneberg.

Representing ANC 6C Planning & Zoning Committee: Commissioners Bob Morris and Charles Docter; Resident Members Bobbi Krengel, Richard Layman and Nancy Simpson.

Commissioners Morris and Rice chaired the meeting.

The purpose of this meeting was to forward zoning recommendations to a joint ANC meeting scheduled for June 25, 2003 based on deliberations of the joint zoning committee and informed by community input. The following recommendations in this report are based on motions passed by the Joint Committee:

ZONING OBJECTIVES AND PURPOSES

Zoning Objectives and Purposes lay out the guiding principles behind an overlay district, and would appear in the text amendment to the zoning regulations establishing the overlay district. 

? The Joint Committee recommends that the ANCs support the following zoning objectives and purposes for an H Street NE Commercial Corridor Overlay District:

Zoning Objectives

1. Ensure that zoning regulations for the H Street NE Commercial District are in concert with the vision as expressed in the “REVIVAL: H Street NE Revitalization Plan.”
2. Attract high quality development to the H Street NE corridor (desirable uses and superior design).

Purposes of overlay

1. Provide for safe and efficient pedestrian movement by reducing conflicts between pedestrian and vehicular traffic so as to improve access to retail services, transit amenities, and other uses in the area and create or maintain a unique and dynamic streetscape within the public realm;

2. Minimize new automotive traffic impacts and promote pedestrian movement and public transit;

3. Encourage residential uses along the corridor, particularly on upper floors so as to help meet the need for affordable housing and to enhance pedestrian activity, safety, and consumer support for businesses in the commercial area;

4. Encourage the clustering of uses into unique destination districts along the corridor including an “urban housing” district from 2nd Street to 7th Street NE; a neighborhood retail shopping district from 7th Street to 12th Street NE; and an arts and entertainment district from 12th Street to 15th Street NE;

5. Establish design standards and guidelines for new and rehabilitated buildings;

6. Encourage the reuse of existing buildings along the corridor; and

7. Preserve existing businesses.
UNDERLYING ZONING

? The Joint Committee recommends that the ANCs support the following changes to existing zoning along the H Street NE corridor:

Rezone the commercially zoned properties fronting H Street NE on squares 0753 

(200 block south side), 0776 (300 block north side), 0777 (300 block south side), and 0858 (600 block north side) from C-2-A to C-2-B.

Both C-2-A and C-2-B permit a maximum of 1.5 Floor Area Ratio (FAR) for non-residential purposes. C-2-A permits 2.5 total FAR with residential at a maximum height of 50 feet (about 4 stories) and 60% lot occupancy. C-2-B permits 3.5 total FAR with residential at a maximum height of 65 feet (about 5 stories) and 80% lot occupancy. With a Planned Unit Development in a C-2-B District, total FAR could be increased to 4.5 (2.0 non-residential) and a maximum height of 90 feet (about 8 stories).

? The Joint Committee also recommends that the ANCs explore the possibility of recommending a rezoning of lot 860 in square 0858 (the parking lot behind Murray’s) from R-4 to C-2-B.

USES/INCENTIVES/SPECIAL EXCEPTIONS

The overlay district provides an opportunity to influence the uses in the underlying commercial zones through zoning-related incentives such as density bonuses for desired uses, through “special exception” requirements for uses with adverse impacts, and by limiting or prohibiting certain uses that are inconsistent with the objectives and purposes of the overlay.

? The Joint Committee recommends that the Committee chairs and committee members create a discussion draft of uses that should receive special treatment (incentives, limitations, etc.) in the overlay district for discussion at the joint ANC meeting on June 25.

DESIGN STANDARDS

Design standards would be enforceable for all matter-of-right projects and would be written into the text for the overlay district.

? The Joint Committee recommends that the ANCs support the following design standards for the overlay district:

1. All developments with lot or combined lot areas greater than 6,000 square feet must obtain design approval through the Board of Zoning Adjustment or Zoning Commission and meet all of the design standards which follow.

2. Buildings shall be built to the property line along the H Street frontage and any side street frontage.

3. Where parking is located on the ground level or surface, it shall only be located on the rear one-half of the zone lot.  

4. For new construction, not less than sixty percent (60%) of the surface area of the street-wall at the ground level shall be clear or low emission.

5. Open wire mesh security grilles shall have no less than seventy percent (70%) transparency.  Solid security grates are prohibited.

6. Each commercial use fronting on H Street shall have an individual public entry directly accessible from the public sidewalk.  Multiple-unit buildings shall have at least one primary entrance directly accessible from the H Street sidewalk.  

7. Entrances shall be separated by not more than forty feet (40 ft.) on average.

8. Minimum ground floor height shall be 15 feet clear. 

9. A minimum of seventy-five percent (75%) of the frontage of any building or structure facing onto H Street must be occupied by residential or commercial uses.  Parking structures with frontage on H Street NE shall provide not less than seventy-five (75%) of the ground level frontage as leasable commercial space.

10. The minimum permitted height for any building façade in the HS Overlay Districts shall be twenty-five feet (25 ft.).  The maximum permitted height shall be consistent with the underlying zoning and PUD allowances. 

11. Public space adjacent to corner lots (east or west) shall be improved as part of any new development including suitable lighting, seating, public art and/or landscaping.  Development on corner lots must include window and/or door openings on both street frontages.  Outdoor café’s, seating, vending, or other activities as approved through the public space permitting process is encouraged.  Parking is to be prohibited on all public spaces adjacent to H Street.

12. Any proposed building or use that requires a special exception must prove that the proposed building’s architectural design, site plan, landscaping and sidewalk treatment are of a superior quality consistent with the design guidelines of the H Street NE Strategic Development Plan.

DESIGN GUIDELINES

Design guidelines are not enforceable for matter-of-right projects, but would be used as review criteria for any PUDs or uses/developments requiring special exceptions.  Design guidelines would also be written into the text for the overlay district.

? The Joint Committee recommends that the ANCs support the following design guidelines for the overlay district:

1. Loading and service areas shall be located internal to the site.

2. Trash dumpsters should be enclosed, screened, and sensitively located to minimize their impact on adjacent residential uses.

3. Transom windows are encouraged above doors and storefronts.

4. Security grilles shall be mounted on the inside of buildings.  

5. Exterior doors that are part of a commercial establishment shall be at least fifty percent (50%) glass.

6. Window and door openings shall be square or vertical in proportion.

7. Square or vertically-oriented rectangular windows may be grouped in a horizontal opening whose length does not exceed twice its height.

8. Windows and doors shall either meet at building corners (with no support at the corner) or shall be located no less than 24 inches from building corners.

9. Walls may be finished in brick or architectural glass panels. More than one material may be used. Transitions in wall materials must occur along all visible sides of a building, and shall always follow a horizontal and level line.

10. Roof shapes (hips, gables, domes) may be used on one portion of a building, not to exceed 500 square feet in plan.

11. Roofs extending beyond the building wall and are highly visible from below shall have a finished, decorative soffit.

12. New construction shall be compatible in materials, design, and massing with surrounding late-19th and early-20th century buildings.

DESIGN REVIEW

Mechanisms for design review of individual development projects on H Street NE are limited because H Street NE is not part of an existing Historic District, and thus is not subject to design review by the Historic Preservation Review Board. However, certain reviews through the Board of Zoning Adjustment (BZA) and Zoning Commission (ZC) are possible through the zoning code. The number of projects that meet the criteria for these reviews can be controlled through the overlay by specifying uses that require a special exception or by establishing design standards that create this requirement for developments that exceed a certain size.  

? The Joint Committee recommends that the ANCs support design review by BZA and/or ZC for developments requesting a PUD, requesting a special exception, and/or exceeding 6,000 square feet in lot area.

There are other mechanisms for design review in DC and other jurisdictions, but these have requirements beyond re-zoning and the creation of an overlay district. As such they may be beyond the scope of the joint meeting process between ANCs 6A and 6C.

? The Joint Committee recommends that the zoning committees of the respective ANCs investigate and report to the ANCs on the following mechanisms for design review with respect to H Street NE:

Historic Preservation Review Board
· Reviews all developments and building modifications;

· Properties must be in an established historic district or be designated historic landmarks;

· Reviews for character, design, materials, impact on historic character, etc.

· Does not review for transportation impacts, parking, etc.

Conservation District
· Reviews all projects within Conservation District;

· Not limited to historic character or materials requirements;

· Reviews for general character and compatibility (permits modern buildings and materials compatible with general character of district and preservation of features)

· Requires enabling legislation and budget for staffing;

· Requires designation of Conservation Districts through public process.

Local Design Review Advisory Committee

· Generally applies to non-residential areas

· Reviews all developments, modifications and signage requests – excluding those reviewed by the Historic Preservation Review Board or other review body;

· Sponsored/served by local development corporation;

· Majority of committee appointed must be architects or design professionals;

· Requires enabling legislation from Council;

· Requires establishment of Revitalization Districts through public process.

DISCUSSION DRAFT ON USES/INCENTIVES FOR JOINT ANC 6A/6C ZONING COMMITTEES

There are basically four categories for treatment of the different uses:

1) Do nothing, let general provisions of underlying zoning and overlay apply;

2) Encourage with FAR bonus or other zoning-related incentive;

3) Special exception (a BZA review process with opportunity for community input);

4) Prohibit.

Urban Living section (2nd Street to 7th Street, NE)

GOAL:  Encourage residential development, limit commercial 

TOOLS:

· Limit non-residential FAR to 1.0 where underlying zone is C-2-B only (i.e. 200,300 and 600 blocks)

· Provide additional 1.0 FAR above and beyond underlying zone for residential uses only by special exception (a variation on this would be to provide the additional FAR as a matter-of-right with the provision that a minimum of 10% of the units representing a cross-section of all types of units offered be made affordable to tenants making 80% or less of the Area Median Income (AMI) and that mechanisms are in place to ensure the units remain affordable at 80% AMI for a minimum of 20 years.)

"The Shops" Retail core (7th Street to 12th Street, NE)

GOAL:  Strongly encourage retail development and support upper-floor, commercial or residential

TOOLS:

· Provide additional 0.5 FAR as a matter of right for reuse of buildings existing prior to 1950 for the uses listed below

· Permit 80% lot coverage by special exception for uses listed below

· Provide additional 1.0 FAR as a matter-of-right for residential uses only above and beyond underlying zone provided that height limits for underlying zoning are not exceeded.

TOOLS:

· Limit non-residential, non-arts uses to 1.0 FAR

· Provide a bonus 1.0 residential FAR above and beyond that provided by underlying zoning provided that height limits in underlying zoning are not exceeded. 

· A maximum of 2.0 non-residential FAR shall be permitted as a matter-of-right for arts-related uses (as defined in the list below) in buildings existing prior to 1950 (in essence this is the same as the 0.5 bonus but just stated more clearly – presently the zoning allows 1.5 non-residential FAR),:

Art Center;

Art Gallery;

Art or Performing Arts School; 

Art schools (for instance pottery or painting studios),

Artist Housing;

Artist Studio;

Artists’ Supply Store;

Arts Services, including set design and restoration of

artworks;

Bar, nightclub, or cocktail lounge;

Boat or other marine sales

Parking lots fronting on H St (already prohibited in general overlay standards)

Dear Sir:

We are writing in regard to the recently posted signs at Lincoln Park, which indicate that the park is now closed at dusk.  The current chair of the North Lincoln Park Neighborhood Association, recently spoke with Mr. Stephen Syphax of your office.  She was told that 1) the restriction was not new, only recently posted; 2) although there are rumors to the contrary, it was not being done in response to reports of criminal activity; 3) and that it was the intention that of the NPS that the regulation be selectively enforced.  However, other residents have been told by the Capitol Park Police that they do intend to consistently enforce the regulation.

We believe that closing the park at dusk is a very poor idea.  First, the park is used very heavily, in the early evening hours, by families with young children and/or dogs and in the morning, for exercise.  The reality is that most members of the community are at work or school during the day and can only make use of the park in the early morning and evening hours.  For much of the year, this is before dawn or after dusk.  And in the summer, many neighbors prefer to wait until dusk, when the park cools down.  If the park is closed from dusk to dawn, it will be effectively off limits to working people, weekdays, for much of the year.

Second, given the size of the park, commuters can’t avoid walking past it on their way to and from work.  Currently, there is a “critical mass” of families, joggers, dog-walkers and other responsible citizens lending safety in numbers to pedestrians passing by.  If these people are banished, the park will become a safety hazard, a “no man’s land”, from which the criminal element can prey on passers-by.  The police cannot be there continuously.  

We request that If the park must be closed, it should only be during those hours when there is little likelihood of legitimate activity, perhaps from 11:00 or 12:00 at night until 4:00 or 5:00 in the morning and lighting should be provided at all non-daylight hours.  If you could e-mail me an update by June 30, 2003, it would be appreciated.
