Minutes

June 10, 2004

The meeting was convened at 7:00 p.m. at Miner Elementary School.

Present: Commissioners Alberti. Fengler, Mack, Musasnte, Rice, Ward

1. Agenda

The agenda was approved without objection.
2. Minutes

The minutes were approved, with a minor amendment, without objection

3. Community Comments
There were no community comments.

4. Discussion:  House of Ruth
In preparation for a public community meeting scheduled by the House of Ruth on Monday, June 16th, community member Mike Showalter spoke about the history and current status of the women’s shelter, located across from the Sherwood Recreation Center.  He reported that the problems included an inappropriate paint job, the fact that the chain link fence surrounding it needs repainting, and that the building needs tuck pointing, a fact disguised by the unattractive grey paint on the building.  He expressed his view that the current status of the building is lowering property values in the neighborhood.  

He said that a plan for maintaining the building and its surroundings had been sent to the House of Ruth, DCHS, and Councilmember Ambrose, and it had received no response.  Subsequently, the painting of the building began, and according to the Community Partnership, which did the painting, the color was chosen because the city had a surplus of grey paint. The painting was undertaken without any consultation with the ANC or the Capitol Hill Restoration Society. Christell Nichols, the director of House of Ruth had no opinion about the painting.  Mr. Showalter pointed out that the building was a 19th century red brick building, and there was no need to paint it at all.  He also pointed out that while there is a 6’ chain link fence on the G Street frontage of the building, the regulations say that there is a 3’ limit on fences within the historic district.

He mentioned that the Board of Zoning Adjustment had, in 1990, signed an agreement with the House of Ruth that included a provision that the shelter would hold regular meetings with the community, and that, until last month, no meetings had taken place.  He wants to request that the paint be removed from the building, which would cost not that much more than repainting, that the fence be replaced with a fence like the building’s original fence, that the grass be trimmed once a month, that litter and trash be cleared daily.  He also mentioned that the trees in the square are volunteers, and not indigenous, and should be taken down and replace.  He also plans to ask Ms. Nichols to take more of an interest in the property, rather than deferring everything to the Community Partnership.

Commissioner Fengler said that there are serious problems at the House of Ruth that affect the entire vibrant Sherwood community, including public safety issues, and the question of what the resident women do during the day.  He mentioned that he had spoken with School Board member Tommy Wells about problems at Ludlum-Taylor School that have resulted from the presence of the children of House of Ruth residents.  In answer to a question about the relationship between the City and the Community Partnership, he was told that it had been lost. 
5. Single Member District Reports

Commissioner Musante reported that the home of a resident in his SMD had been broken into.

Commissioner Rice reported success with several traffic-related items:  1/The study requested of the Department of Transportation by the ANC showed that a four-way stop sign is warranted at the intersection of 10th Street and Constitution Avenue NE, and in fact there is the possibility of installing a traffic signal at the intersection; 2/ a requested traffic-calming study on C Street NE has had the outcome that there will be a bicycle lane between Warren Street and 13th Street NE, and; 3/ a four-way stop sign will be installed at 11th and I Streets NE.

Commissioner Mack reported that she was given an incorrect time for a Mystics basketball clinic that will be held on May 20th at the Rosedale Recreation Center, and, having sent out the wrong information, she was planning to publicize the correct information as widely as possible.

Commissioner Ward congratulated Ward Six Mayoral Coordinator Peter Jones for the job his office has done at cleaning up the serious safety issues on Linden Court, including abandoned autos, and stated how much his action was appreciated.

6. Officers’ Reports

Chairman Fengler said that he would discuss the question of the ANC’s prospective office on H Street at the July meeting.

Commissioner Alberti presented the Treasurer’s report.  He reported that checking account balance is $19,361.32 and the savings account balance is $4,122.07, for a total of $23,483.39.  Motions:  Commissioner Alberti moved, individually, that checks for the following amounts be approved: $315.66 to Kinko’s; $197.50 to Roberta Weiner for minutes preparation; $14.00 and $26.46 to Commissioner Ward for copying for ABL Committee meetings; and $917.02 to the Capitol Hill Cluster Schools for a previously approved grant.  They were each seconded by Commissioner Musante, and they were each approved without objection.  Motion: Commissioner Alberti moved to approve the Treasurer’s Report.  It was seconded by Commissioner Rice and approved without objection.  Motion: Commissioner Alberti moved that $600 be approved for copying for ANC materials, and that up to $50 be approved for copying each Committee’s materials and each SMD’s materials.  It was seconded by Commissioner Rice, and approved without objection.

Commissioner Alberti stated that it was necessary to amend the previous allocation for advertising in the Hill Rag and DC North.  In February the ANC had approved the expenditure of $1702, to which $40 had been added in May.  This figure covered only March and April, but not May. Motion: Commissioner Alberti moved that $970 be added to the allocation for advertising the ABL hearings for May.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Musante and approved without objection.   Motion:  Commissioner Alberti also moved that  $1700 be added to the advertising budget to continue monthly advertisements in the Voice of the Hill for another year. 7. Committee Reports

a. Alcoholic Beverage and Licensing

Commissioner Fengler stated that he had allotted an hour to discuss the proposed minimum community standard for voluntary agreements that was developed by the ABL Committee as a result of its two series of hearings.  He circulated a process for the discussion to keep it moving smoothly.  Committee Chair Michael Kuiken summarized the process the Committee had gone through to develop its proposed language.  Motion: Commissioner Fengler moved the adoption of the draft voluntary agreement presented by the ABL Committee for discussion. It was accepted without objection. Motion: Commissioner Rice offered an amendment to Number 1, which states that the ban on the sale of singles would apply when all Class A and B stores within the boundaries of the ANC sign the agreement; that a single will be defined as any container 70 oz. or less; that sales shall only be in multiple container packages supplied by the manufacturer; and that no “go-cups” or single servings of ice w ill be sold with the purchase of alcoholic beverages of any kind.  It was seconded by Commissioner Ward.  

Commissioner Alberti offered what hoped would be a friendly amendment to the agreement, asking that the use of clear plastic bags only be required for the sale of single serving container, and that larger quantities could still be sold in opaque plastic bags.  Commissioner Mack objected, so it was offered as a formal motion.  The discussion focused on the sale of mixed four- and six-packs, with Commissioner Musante questioning whether it would apply to a mixed case of wine.  Commissioner Ward said that purchases of 12 or 24 containers would not be affected.  The motion passed 5-0-1, with Commissioner Mack abstaining.

A discussion followed about what constitutes a four-pack, and it should be explicit that a customer or storeowner cannot assemble a four-pack.  Commissioner Ward mentioned that storeowners often break up manufacturers’ packages, and that larger cans, such as malt liquor, don’t come in packs but only as single containers.  Commissioner Alberti raised the issue of allowing merchants to sell warm singles, and the issue was, but objections were raised because of manufacturers packaging, as well ad space considerations within markets.

Motion: Commissioner Alberti offered a motion to Number 1 that would change the words single sale to single serving, which would be defined as any quantity less than four single containers.  The motion did not receive a second.

Commissioner Alberti stated that larger containers never come in packs, and by defining “single sales” it would either bar the sales of any single containers or permit the sale of two, for example, 32 oz. containers.   The original amendment, which prohibits the sale of all singles, passed 5-1, with Commissioner Alberti voting against it.  

Motion:  Commissioner Alberti then offered his amendment to strike “single container” and change it to “single serving,” and adding a section, which would have permitted the sale of at least four cans.  Commissioner Rice spoke against the amendment, stating that he wanted the language on containers to be consistent with that in the Mt. Pleasant standard agreement and Councilmember Fenty negotiated for Georgia Avenue.  The amendment failed, 1-4-0. with Commissioner Alberti voting in favor, and Commissioner Mack abstaining.

The final language of number 1, requirements for sale/provision of alcohol beverages, is:
a. Once all Class A and Class B licensees within a 1200-foot radius of the Applicant’s premises agree to the following provisions, they shall also apply to the applicant.

b. The Applicant shall not sell beer, malt liquor in containers in single containers of 70 oz. or less.

c. The Applicant shall only sell beer, malt liquor or ale in multiple-container packaging supplied by the manufacturer (4-packs, 6-packs, 12-packs, cases, etc.).

d. The Applicant shall not sell wine or fortified wine in single containers smaller than 750 ml.

e. Clear bags must be used for all purchases of single sales as defined in Requirement 1.

Motion: Commissioner Alberti offered an amendment to Section 2 C 1., so it would read, The Applicant agrees to not sell products associated with drug paraphernalia, such as rolling papers, pipes, needles, small bags and other items.  It was passed without objection.

Number 2, Ban on Sales/Provision of other items, now reads:

2. Ban on Sale/Provision of other items
a. Single Cigarettes

i. The Applicant shall not sell single cigarettes or products associated with drug paraphernalia, such as rolling papers, pipes, needles, small bags and other items.

b. “Go-cups”

The applicant shall not sell or provide “go-cups or servings of plain ice in a cup.  Per the Alcoholic Beverage regulations, a “go-cup” is “a drinking utensil provided at no charge or a nominal charge to a customer for the purpose of consuming alcoholic beverages off the premises of an establishment.”

Motion: A motion was made by Commissioner Alberti to change 4 A 6 to change one week to two weeks for the removal of graffiti, it was agreed to without objection.

Motion: Commissioner Rice made a motion to modify the language of 5A to include the legal definition of a person of intemperate habits.  It was agreed to without objection.

Number 5 A, Signage/Loitering/Illegal Activity, now reads:

a. The applicant will not directly or indirectly sell o9r deliver alcohol to any intoxicated person, or to any person of intemperate habits or to any person who appears to be intoxicated.  A person of intemperate habits shall be defined as any person arrested or cited for alcohol-related offences by the Metropolitan Police Department for any alcohol-related crime three times or more in any one year and who has been so identified to the licensee by the Metropolitan Police Department by giving a photo and name to the licensee.

Motion:  A motion was made by Commissioner Alberti to amend the second sentence of 8 a., referring to pay telephones, to read, The applicant shall have existing pay phones (if any) removed from the exterior of the premises as soon as contractually possible.  It was accepted without objection.

Motion: A motion was made to strike 8 B, which requires support of community organizations, on the ground that there is no definition of community organization.  It was accepted without objection.  A similar amendment, offered by Commissioner Alberti to require participation in a BID if one exists, was accepted 5-0-0, with Commissioner Musante questioning the addition because it is unenforceable by ABRA, which can’t enforce anything not within their purview.  It was suggested by Commissioner Rice that a messages should be sent to ABRA that this kind of community participation was important.  The amendment passed 5-0-0.

Motion: A motion was made to accept the transcripts of the ABL hearings.  It was passed without objection.

Commissioner Fengler said he would post the agreement on the Web, and if there were further considerations on the agreement they could be raised at the next meeting.

b. Economic Development

903 9th Street NE. Commissioner Rice made a Motion to approve a zoning variance for a property at 903 9th Street NE to attach a garage to the rear of his property.  The owner has spoken with his neighbors who have no objection, and Commissioner Stevens-Harris has spoken with the owner and assessed the property, and has no objection.  The motion was approved without objection.

1125 G Street NE. Commissioner Musante reported that the EDC had gotten an update on 1125 G Street NE from DCRA, and a stop work order has been issued for the property.  The committee was told that construction had proceeded beyond what the permits allowed, and DCRA is requiring that the owner provide engineering certification from a registered structural engineer by June 4, 2004, or DCRA will require the reports at the owner’s expense.  Motion: That the ANC request written documentation from DCRA on the progress of their efforts, and regular updates on the issues.  It was passed without objection.

1626 Kramer Street NE.  Commissioner Rice reported that the had spoken with Denzil Noble, the Administrator of Building and Land Regulation at DCRA as to whether the new YSA facility at Kramer Street would require a Certificate of Occupancy, and reminded MR. Noble that the agency had never responded to a September 22, 2003 letter asking for clarification as to whether the building permits for the facility were issued in error because the building requires a special exception from BZA.  

Motion: A motion was made to accept the report of the Economic Development Committee.    

c. Community Outreach

Motion:  Commissioner Musante asked for approval of three initiatives to increase ANC communication with the community:

a. Grants.  A recommendation was made to add the e-mail address of Committee member and website manager Elizabeth Nelson to the grant application, and will continue to advertise in The Buzz.  

b. PSA Information:  A recommendation was made to add PSA information be added to the website, highlighting the new boundaries.

c. Community Information Flyer:  A recommendation was made to develop an ANC 6A flyer for new neighbors to include ANC, PSA, garbage and recycling information, etc.  

The recommendations were approved without objection

Motion: A motion was made to accept the Committee’s report.  It was accepted without objection.

8. New Business

Approval of Cooperative Agreement with Rose’s Dream Bar and Lounge.  Motion: Commissioner Fengler moved approval of the cooperative agreement between the ANC and Rose’s Dream Bar and Lounge.  It was seconded by Commissioner Musante.  He suggested removing the BID language to the agreement, consonant with the other agreement.

Wes Grooms said that there is an attempt to have a standard agreement for CT licensees, taking the best of the Class A and Class B agreement and adapting it to CT licenses, including mandating service to the community.

Motion:  Commissioner Ward moved to accept the agreement for Rose’s, as amended.  The discussion focused on the question of what was enforceable.  Commissioner Alberti spoke to leaving in the language about the sign prohibiting loitering, and that it be visible and legible.  There was a question about the hours for CT establishments, and it was said they were no service after 2 am, closed by 3 am.  

Bobby Pittman said that the community was looking for a 2 am closing on the weekends.  He asked whether there were plans to hold a community meeting about the agreement with the SMD, and if not, the ANC.  Commissioner Fengler stated that the agreement has been posted for a week on the ANC website, and that the SMD representative, Jessica Ward, would be appointed to represent the ANC in any activity related to the agreement.  It was pointed out that the ABL Committee normally discusses such agreements, and ABL Committee Chairman Michael Kuiken stated that the Committee had discussed Rose’s and had supported the granting of a stipulated license to the establishment.  Commissioner Alberti suggested the 5 A language in the proposed standard agreement having to do with persons of intemperate habits be included in the agreement. The motion was approved without objection, and a letter will be sent to the ABC informing it of the agreement when it is signed.

Cooperative Agreement with Fhish Tea

Motion: A motion was made by Commissioner Ward to approve the voluntary agreement with Fhish Tea, as amended.  It was seconded by Commissioner Alberti.  Bobby Pittman asked whether the agreement was being approved without a clause banning the establishment’s application for a “public hall” license.  It was made clear that this was a document for negotiation, not a take it or leave it document.  Commissioner Fengler said that using the new standard as a basis could change things, and that the document the Commission approved raised the bar for a standard and leveled the field for all establishments.  Commissioner Rice stated that the document only defines Commission policy, and discussion is needed to design a strategy for its implementation.  It was made clear that this is a minimum standard, and the community still has the opportunity.  The motion was approved without objection.

Motion: Commissioner Fengler moved that Jessica Ward be appointed to serve as the representative of ANC 6D in negotiating a voluntary agreement with Fhish Tea.  He said that there is a need to take immediate action, and the ANC should act expeditiously. It was approved without objection.

Motion: Commissioner Fengler moved that the Fhish Tea voluntary agreement be used as a template for negotiating other agreements within the ANC.  It was approved without objection.

10.  Final Comments
Mark Boboly said that the ANC was mistaken in making a decision at the meeting about it minimum standard agreements, and again said that the ANC is not reaching out to the community, but steamrolling the agreement. He said that the 1200 foot provision could spill over into ANC 6A, that because renewals are now every three years, rather than two, it will be three years before changes can be instituted, and he said that because public space is just that—public—and it’s difficult to enforce.  He also said that the community deserves more than six days to look at the agreement.

Bobby Pittman suggested that it was a bad idea to accept the agreements as templates because the ANC isn’t informed enough about the issues, because the community has been left out.  He said that if the ANC asked appropriate questions it might get the information it needs.  

Wes Grooms expressed the view that it is not a good idea to put the BID language into the agreement because it cannot be enforced.  He also said that the ABL Committee was clear in its view that all single sales should be banned.

Michael Musante, speaking for a resident who had to leave the meeting, raised the issue that 1200 E Street NE is a center for drug deals and dangerous people, and that the police activity is not good in that block.

Richard Sundberg said that at the ABL hearings the merchants had urged that the use of clear plastic bags be as simple as possible, and Commissioner Alberti urged that the agreement be explicit in what is meant by “single.”

The meeting was adjourned at 9:30 pm.

Dear Board Members,

At a regularly scheduled and properly noticed meeting on June 11, 2004, ANC 6A voted unanimously (6-0 with 5 Commissioners required for a quorum) to support the application of Joseph Tortorici for variances from the lot occupancy and nonconforming structure provisions of the zoning regulations to construct a garage in the rear of a single-family property in the R-4 District at 903 9th St, NE. 

The ANC’s Economic Development & Zoning Committee (EDZC) advised the applicant that a special exception for up to 70 percent lot occupancy might be easier to obtain given the findings required by BZA for a special exception versus a variance. Nonetheless, granting the lot occupancy and open court variances requested by the applicant would not create substantial detriment to the public good, and the property would continue to be used as a residential dwelling as specified in the zoning regulations.

Re: Redevelopment of 2 Vacant DHCD Properties in ANC 6A

Dear Mr. Altman,

Advisory Neighborhood Commission 6A is writing to request the assistance of the Office of Planning in the redevelopment of two properties controlled by the Department of Housing and Community Development (DHCD) at 525 9th Street, NE and 1341 Maryland Avenue, NE.

Our ANC heard a presentation by Stanley Jackson of DHCD on the future of these properties at our March 11, 2004 meeting. At this meeting, Mr. Jackson made a commitment that DHCD would hold public meetings in the next 60 days to discuss the future of these properties with affected residents. Despite the imperative for public input early in the decision-making process and subsequent action on this input, we have noticed a striking lack of measurable progress by DHCD.

Our request is that OP assist DHCD in holding public meetings to discuss the anticipated redevelopment uses of these buildings with the residents of the surrounding neighborhood. At our March meeting, Mr. Jackson mentioned that he would be discussing the redevelopment of these buildings with you in light of the Mayor’s commitments to expand opportunities for residential development in the District. We note that the “Housing” Priority in OP’s Strategic Neighborhood Action Plan for Cluster 25 has an action item (#2624) to “Provide incentives for developers and individuals for renovation of existing structures.”
Certainly, it would be a shame to squander the opportunity that the current real estate market provides to renovate and restore these buildings that have sat vacant for so many years. Every day of delay in scheduling public meetings further jeopardizes the chances for adaptive reuse that would strengthen the surrounding community.

Thank you for your attention to this matter.

REPORT OF THE ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT AND ZONING COMMITTEE
June 29, 2004

Present: Commissioner Cody Rice; Resident Members Gretchen Brandt, Sherry Brown, Brendan Danaher, Virginia Gaddis, and Drew Ronneberg.

Commissioner Rice chaired the meeting.
HPA 04-133 (251 8th Street, NE)

The committee heard an update on 251 8th Street, NE. This is the building at the SE corner of 8th & C St, NE that had a partial collapse last summer. HPRB approved plans late last year to repair the property for use as 2 residential units. 
The developer did not attend the committee meeting, but Commissioner Rice reported that Emily Paulus at HPO informed him that the developer has decided not to build a rear addition and to retain the existing garage. The addition would have required a variance from the lot occupancy requirements of the zoning regulations. The developer will be rebuilding the rear wall that had been demolished (without a permit) in anticipation of building the addition. No further action by the ANC is required.

301 8th Street, NE: New Dry Cleaner with Plant on Premises

Mr. Whang, the owner of Georgetown Valet, plans to open a dry cleaner at the NE corner of 8th and C St, NE. Signs in the window and posted permits indicate plans to install dry cleaning equipment on site. Commissioner Rice spoke with the owner, who said that he plans to buy new “dry-to-dry” equipment that reduces emissions by eliminating transfers of wet clothes during the cleaning cycle. This equipment uses petroleum-based hydrocarbons instead of perchloroethylene. He would like to lease the upstairs of the building as an office. 

Commissioner Rice shared printed materials provided by the owner describing the dry cleaning equipment and dry cleaning chemicals to be used at the site. Commissioner Rice also reported that he spoke with an air permit engineer at the DC Department of Health who has reviewed the plans and equipment for the site. 525 9th Street, NE and 1341 Maryland Avenue, NE (DHCD Properties)

The committee heard an update from Vanessa Akins, Robert Trent and LaVerne Law of the Department of Housing and Community Development (DHCD) on progress toward putting these vacant properties into productive use. 525 9th Street, NE is the old police station and 1341 Maryland Avenue, NE is the old firehouse. 

Ms. Akins reported that DHCD is still completing appraisals for the properties, which should be finished in 30 to 45 days. Ms. Akins reported that progress on these buildings had been delayed by other priorities in DHCD. DHCD will obtain community input on the reuse of the buildings in meetings in September to be planned in cooperation with Rosalynn Frazier in the Office of Planning. DHCD will notify the ANC of these meetings at least 30 days in advance. The ultimate goal is to issue Requests for Proposals (RFPs) for these and six other DHCD-controlled buildings in December 2004 or January 2005. Respondents will have 30 to 45 days to reply to the RFPs and the city will take 2 to 3 weeks to review the responses. Once DHCD selects a developer, they will notify the ANC and take the proposals to the Council for review and approval. In the meantime, DHCD will conduct weekly maintenance and sanitation inspections to keep the exteriors clean.

Ms. Akins mentioned several criteria by which proposals will be judged, including financing, the track record of the developer, whether the proposal meets the needs of the community, and whether the proposed use fits with zoning regulations. Ms. Akins also mentioned that since at some point Community Block Grant funds had been used for these properties, they would need to address housing opportunities for low-to-moderate income persons. Ms. Akins also said that DHCD has not yet decided what comments it will provide on the Historic Landmark Application for 1341 Maryland Avenue, NE.

721 H Street, NE: Certificate of Occupancy for Blimpie and Noble Roman Pizza

The committee discussed a Certificate of Occupancy (CO) #76349 issued on May 19, 2004 for a “restaurant” at 721 H Street, NE in ANC 6C. The address covered by the CO is occupied by Blimpie and Noble Roman Pizza. This location is part of the new building owned by the H Street Community Development Corporation at the SW corner of 8th & H Streets, NE.

Although the CO indicates that the address is located in an R-4 zone, the zoning is actually C-2-A. In the C-2-A zone, restaurants are allowed as a matter of right, but fast food restaurants require a special exception from BZA that addresses screening, noise, sounds, odors, lights, hours of operation, traffic, and other potentially objectionable conditions.

The zoning regulations provide the following definitions:

Restaurant: a place of business where food, drinks, or refreshments are prepared and sold to customers primarily for consumption on the premises. The term shall include but not be limited to an establishment known as a café, lunch counter, cafeteria, or other similar business, but shall not include a fast food restaurant. In any restaurant, any facilities for carryout shall be clearly subordinate to the principal use providing prepared foods for consumption on the premises.

Restaurant, fast food: a place of business devoted to the preparation and retail sale of ready-to-consume food or beverages for consumption on or off the premises. A restaurant will be considered a fast food restaurant if it has a drive-through. A restaurant will be considered a fast food restaurant if the floor space allocated and used for customer queuing for self-service for carry out and on-premises consumption is greater than ten (10%) of the total floor space on any one (1) floor that is accessible to the public, and it exhibits one (1) of the two (2) following characteristics:

At least sixty percent (60%) of the food items are already prepared or packaged before the customer places an order; and/or

The establishment primarily serves its food and beverages in disposable containers and provides disposable tableware. (This definition does not include an establishment known as a retail grocery store, convenience store, ice cream parlor, delicatessen, or other business selling food or beverages as an accessory use or for off-premises preparation and consumption.)

Blimpie/Noble Roman appears to have more 10 percent of floor space accessible to the public allocated and used for customer queuing for self-service for carry out and on-premises consumption, and to serve food and beverages in disposable containers and to provide disposable tableware. It does not appear to sell food or beverages as an accessory (incidental) use or for off-premises preparation and consumption. As a result, it appears that Blimpie/Noble Roman is a fast food restaurant, the CO was issued in error, and a special exception should have been obtained.

The committee discussed implications for the entire corridor if DCRA is allowing fast food restaurants to locate on H Street without the required special exception from BZA. Commissioner Rice indicated that Commissioner Wirt from ANC 6C had told him that ANC 6C is pursuing the matter with DCRA to find out why this CO was issued. The committee discussed the 60-day window of opportunity for filing an appeal with BZA, which would close on or near Friday, July 16, 2004.

The committee unanimously recommends that the ANC appeal the issuance of the CO to BZA.

B. Jennifer Flather monitor of PSA-103 (formerly PSA-511) was contacted by E. Nelson with a request to supply information for the ANC6A website.  We are awaiting a reply.
II. Grant Applications

A. Recommendation passed for Kingsman Basketball League that the full ANC grant $400 to NLPNA (for the Kingsman Basketball League) for id vests as described in the grant application. 3-0 approval with E. Nelson recusing herself.

B. Recommendation passed for Girl Scout Troop 5076 that the full ANC grant $167.60 for flags and related items as described in the grant application. Unanimous approval.

C. Recommendation passed for Kid Power-DC, Inc. that the full ANC grant $500 for the description as prepared in the grant application. Unanimous approval.

D. Inquiry made by Sherwood Recreational Center.  As the center is a government body, the ANC is unable to directly fund its programs.  However the person making the inquiry was advised that a "friends of" group or other local charitable organization might be able to accept funds on their behalf for an approved purpose.  Other aspects of the inquiry were problematic as well, as funds may not be spent for food or entertainment.
E. Inquiry made by Commissioner Wanda Stevens-Harris for band uniforms for a children’s group which we followed up with by sending her a grant request application and an offer to contact the organization directly to answer any questions they might have.  To date, the organization's contact information has not been provided.

III. Outreach Initiatives
A. E. Nelson has contacted Gallaudet Univerity for information regarding sign language interpretation.  Although there has been no need yet for sign language interpretation at ANC meetings, she is investigating the feasibility of providing such a service in future.

B. Contact made with Maury Elementary School PTA informing them of ANC 6A grant opportunities.

C. Contact was made with Ms. AngelaTilghman, principal at Miner Elementary School, requesting contact information for the PTA for the purposes of informing them of ANC 6A grant opportunities.  We are awaiting a reply.
D. Suggestion was made to develop a flyer for new neighbors that would include ANC, PSA, garbage and recycling collection info, etc. It was decided that the ANC 6A information flyer could be used since a new neighbor flyer would be unwieldy, i.e. since each flyer per block would contain different information.

E. Article in July issue of The Buzz (circulation 2,200) advertising the availability of ANC 6A grants.
F. Contacted Hill Rag which will pick up Buzz article (regarding availability of ANC 6A grants) to run in next issue free of charge.

1.  Approve minimum community standards for Class A and Class B liquor licenses.  This version reflects the changes approved at the June 10, 2004 ANC meeting.  The Class A and Class B agreements have been combined into one agreement as the only difference is the hours of operations.  Grammar, syntax and formatting changes have been made to the document with the intent NOT to change the content of any section.  Unless there are any objections, we will start at the top of the document and go section by section.
Proposed Minimum Community Standards for Class A and Class B Liquor Licenses:

Class “A” and Class “B” Liquor License Cooperative Agreement

Made this ________ day of ____________________, 2004, by and between

______________________, (Class “A” or Class “B” Licensee)

(“Applicant”)

and

Advisory Neighborhood Commission 6A

Preamble

Through this agreement, both parties aim to create an environment whereby the applicant may operate as a viable contributing business to the ANC6a community, while concurrently curtailing any adverse effects a business such as the applicant’s could have on the surrounding neighborhood.

Further, the applicant agrees to work regularly with the ANC 6A, neighborhood associations, and residents to ensure the business operations do not adversely affect the surrounding neighborhood.

All parties believe the statements and provisions contained in this agreement are reasonable and must become wholly integrated into the day-to-day operation of the business establishment.

Further, ANC 6A acknowledges that this Cooperative Agreement shall be presented to all Class “A” and Class “B” applicants within the boundaries of ANC 6A.  The terms of this Cooperative Agreement shall not be changed for the benefit, or to the detriment, of any individual applicant, unless such change is required by the District of Columbia government, other authorized governmental bodies, or rule of law.  

The community and merchants have agreed that it is in all the parties’ best interests to standardize the requirements for the operation of Class A and Class B establishments within the boundaries of ANC 6A.  It is the intent, therefore, of ANC 6A, to level the playing field through the implementation of this standardized Cooperative Agreement.

Witnesseth

Whereas, Applicant’s premises is within the boundaries of ANC 6A; and,

Whereas, the parties desire to enter into an agreement governing certain requirements and understandings regarding the issuance of a Retailer’s Class “A” or Class “B” Liquor License at the subject premises; and,

Whereas, the parties wish to state their mutual intention and commitment to promote the success, peace, order, and quiet of the community.  Both parties recognize the importance of commercial districts (and limited commercial operations within residential districts) and their adjacent neighborhoods that are safe, clean, and “pedestrian friendly.”

The Parties Agree As Follows:

1. Requirements for sale / provision of single containers of alcohol beverages
A. Once all Class A and Class B licensees within 1,200 foot radius of the applicant’s premises agree to the following provisions, they shall also apply to the applicant.
B. Applicant shall not sell beer, malt liquor, or ale in single containers of alcohol of 70 ounces or less.

C. Applicant shall only sell beer, malt liquor or ale in multiple-container packaging supplied by the manufacture of four or more individual containers (example: 4-packs, 6-packs, 12-back, cases, etc.).

D. Applicant shall not sell wine or fortified wine in single containers smaller than 750 ml.

E. Clear bags must be used for all purchases of single sales as defined in requirement 1.
2. Ban on Sale/Provision of Other Items: 

A. Single Cigarettes:

1) Applicant shall not sell single cigarettes.
B. “Go-cups”:

1) Applicant shall not sell or provide “go-cups” or servings of plain ice in a cup.  Per the Alcoholic Beverage regulations, a “go-cup” is “a drinking utensil provided at no charge or a nominal charge to a customer for the purpose of consuming alcoholic beverages off the premises of an establishment.”
C. Products associated with illegal drug activity:

1) Applicant agrees to not sell products associated with illegal drug activity, such as cigarette rolling papers, pipes, needles, small bags, or any other items which may be regarded as drug paraphernalia.
3. Hours of Operation for Sales of Alcohol:

A. For Class A applicants, the sale of alcohol shall be restricted to the following hours:

1) 9:00 a.m. – 10:00 p.m.
Monday – Friday

2) 9:00 a.m. – 10:00 p.m.
Saturday
B. For Class B applicants, the sale of alcohol shall be restricted to the following hours:

1) 9:00 a.m. – 10:00 p.m.
Monday – Friday

2) 9:00 a.m. – 10:00 p.m.
Saturday
3) 10:00 a.m. – 8:00 p.m.
Sunday

4. Public Space Cleanliness and Maintenance:

A. Applicant will maintain the public space (minimally the front sidewalk up to and including the gutter in front of the subject premises, and the alleyway behind the subject premises) adjacent to the establishment in a clean and litter-free condition by:

1) Picking up trash, including beverage bottles and cans, and all other trash a minimum of twice daily (immediately before business hours and once between 5:00 p.m. and 8:00 p.m.).

2) Exercising due diligence to prevent and/or rid vermin infestation in and around the establishment, including following, minimally, the recommendations and guidelines of the Vector Control Division of the Department of Public Works.

3) Planting, watering, and generally tending to tree boxes directly in front of the subject premises, if any.

4) Maintaining regular trash removal service.  Ensure that the trash and dumpster area(s) remain clean.

5) Remove snow and/or ice from sidewalks fronting (includes sidewalks on the sides of corner buildings) within time limits set by the District of Columbia for such snow and/or ice removal. 

6) Promptly remove graffiti written on the exterior walls of the property.  Promptly is defined as within two (2) weeks of graffiti’s appearance.

5. Signage / Loitering / Illegal Activity:

A. Applicant will not, directly or indirectly, sell or deliver alcohol to any intoxicated person, or to any person of intemperate habits, or to any person who appears to be intoxicated. A person of intemperate habits shall be defined as any person arrested or cited for alcohol-related offences by the Metropolitan Police Department for any alcohol-related crime three times or more in any one year and who has been so identified to the licensee by the Metropolitan Police Department by giving a photo and name to the licensee.
B. Applicant shall post a notice kept in good repair and visible from point of entry a sign, which states:

1) The minimum age requirement for purchase of alcohol,

2) The obligation of the patron to produce a valid identification document in order to purchase alcohol.

C. Applicant shall make every effort to prohibit and prevent loitering and criminal activity on or in front of the establishment, to include:

1) Posting a sign kept in good repair, a sign requesting customers to not contribute to panhandlers,

2) Asking loiterers to move on whenever they are observed outside the establishment,

3) Calling the Metropolitan Police Department (MPD) to remove loiterers if they refuse Applicant’s request to move on,

4) Calling the Metropolitan Police Department if illegal activity is observed,

5) Keeping a written record of dates and times (i.e. log) when the MPD was called for assistance   

D. Applicant agrees to post signs kept in good repair in highly visible locations that announce the following:

1) Prohibition against selling alcohol to minors.

2) No panhandling.

3) No loitering.

E. Applicant agrees that signage for alcohol and tobacco in the front window shall be limited to 25% of the total space for each product.

F. Applicant shall receive, at their request, and at no cost, a sign to post within their establishment (provided by the ANC6A ABL Committee) that outlines the primary points of this agreement

6. Reporting to ANC 6A:

A. Applicant must appear before the ANC 6A Alcohol Beverage Licensing Committee two (2) months prior to their Class A or Class B license expiration date to discuss issues and concerns related to the prior two years operations, and the impending renewal of their license.  
B. Written testimony can be provided to the ANC 6A Alcohol Beverage Licensing Committee instead of appearing in-person at the discretion of the merchant, unless the ANC 6A and/or the ANC 6A Alcohol Beverage Licensing Committee requests in-person testimony of the applicant.

7. Regulations:

A. In addition to the requirements of this agreement, applicant will operate in compliance with all applicable laws and regulations.

8. Miscellaneous:

A. Applicant shall deny support of the installation of pay phones around the establishment (externally).  The applicant shall have existing pay phones (if any) removed from the exterior of the establishment at the end of the current contract.
B. Applicant, and all employees of the applicant, shall attend and complete an alcoholic beverage server training course/seminar.

C. Applicant certifies that it does not owe more than $100 to the District of Columbia government as a result of any fine, penalty, or past due tax.
D. Applicant will be an active participant in an effort to bring a Business Improvement District program to their area.
9. Enforcement:

A. If either party hereto believes in good faith that the applicant is in violation of this agreement, written notice specifying the alleged violation shall be delivered to the applicant and the applicant shall have ten (10) days after receipt of such written notice to come into compliance with this agreement or respond to said alleged notice of default.

B. Applicant and the ANC 6A Commission agree to enter into this agreement.  If the applicant should breach the conditions of this agreement, it is understood by all parties that the ANC 6A, and/or its committees, or others shall immediately petition the ABC Board for a “show cause” hearing pursuant to 23 D.C.M.R. 1513.5. 

C. This cooperative agreement is binding on the applicant and its assigns and will continue in force for any and all subsequent license holders at this location.

JW6.  Reference Section 4, subsection c. Preamble

Through this agreement, both parties aim to create an environment whereby the applicant may operate as a viable contributing business, while concurrently curtailing any adverse effects on peace, order, quiet, vehicular traffic and residential parking in surrounding neighborhood.

All parties believe the statements and provisions contained in this agreement are reasonable and must become wholly integrated into the day-to-day operation of the business establishment.

Witnesseth

Whereas, Applicant’s premises is within the boundaries of ANC 6A; and,

Whereas, the parties desire to enter into an agreement governing certain requirements and understandings regarding the issuance of a Retailer’s Class “CR” Liquor License at the subject premises; and,

Whereas, the parties recognize the importance of commercial districts [JW1] and their adjacent neighborhoods that are safe, clean, and “pedestrian friendly.”

The Parties Agree As Follows:

1. Public Space Cleanliness and Maintenance.  Applicant will maintain the public space (minimally the front sidewalk up to and including the gutter in front of the subject premises, and the alleyway behind the subject premises) adjacent to the establishment in a clean and litter-free condition by:

a. Picking up trash, including beverage bottles and cans, and all other trash a minimum of twice daily [JW2] (immediately before business hours and once between 5:00 p.m. and 8:00 p.m.).

b. Maintaining regular trash garbage removal service, regularly remove trash from the trash and dumpster area, and see that the trash and dumpster area remain clean.  Applicant shall deposit trash and garbage only in rodent-proof dumpsters, and shall see that dumpster covers fit properly and remain fully closed except when trash or garbage is being added or removed.  

c. Exercising due diligence to prevent and/or rid vermin infestation in and around the establishment, including following, minimally, the recommendations and guidelines of the Vector Control Division of the Department of Public Works.

d. Providing for the proper removal of grease and fatty oils from the establishment and will not deposit grease or fatty oils in the dumpster.

e. Assisting in maintenance of the curb in front of the establishment to keep them free of trash and to remove snow and ice from the sidewalk and comply with all applicable D.C. laws and regulation in these respects.

f. Planting, watering, and generally tending to tree boxes directly in front of the subject premises, if any. [JW3]
g. Promptly removing or painting over any graffiti written on the exterior walls of the property.

2. Business Improvement District: [JW4]
a. Applicant and/or landlord will be an active participant in an effort to bring a Business Improvement District (BID) program to the H Street NE corridor.  

b. Applicant and/or landlord will support and financially contribute to any BID implemented on the H Street NE corridor.  

3. Rowdiness / Loitering / Illegal Activity:

a. The applicant agrees to ensure that no patron brings alcohol into the establishment from outside sources, and at no time exits the establishment with alcoholic beverages.

b. The applicant will not sell or deliver to any intoxicated person, or to any person of notoriously intemperate habits or to any person who appears to be intoxicated.

c. The applicant agrees to take all necessary steps to prevent patron rowdiness, including refusing admission/service to loud, rowdy, and/or inebriated persons.

d. The applicant will not provide sell alcoholic beverages “to go.”  [JW5]  
e. The applicant shall make every effort to prohibit and prevent loitering in front of the establishment, to include:

a. Asking loiterers to move on whenever they are observed outside the establishment;

b. Calling the Metropolitan Police Department (MPD) to remove loiters if they refuse Applicant’s request to move on

c. Keeping a written record of dates and times when the MPD was called for assistance.

f. The applicant agree not to promote or participate in bar or pub “crawls” or “tours”, or any other event of this nature.

g. The applicant agrees to post signs in highly visible locations that announce the following:

a. Proper ID required (proof of age 21 minimum to be served and assurances that ID’s will be checked at all times prior to serving alcoholic beverages to patrons.

b. Prohibition against selling alcohol to minors and against illegal drug use.

c. Request to patrons to not litter, loiter, or make excessive noise in the neighborhood as they arrive or depart. 

d. Warning: Drinking alcoholic beverages during pregnancy can cause birth defects.

4. Music / Dancing:

a. Applicant agrees to ensure that sounds originating from within the establishment are not heard by residents in the surrounding neighborhood.  As part of the effort to accomplish this, the applicant agrees to not leave doors propped open during business hours.  In addition, the applicant agrees to keep the sound system at reasonable levels of volume and bass, and reduce even further these levels when necessary to ensure the peace and quiet of the neighborhood.

b. Applicant agrees that all windows will be closed at all times when music is being played within the subject premises, unless the volume of said music is so low, with the windows open, as to not be heard by anyone standing on the sidewalk in front of the premises.

c. Applicant agrees not to use cover charges (a charge at the door which covers the cost of one or more drinks, which are provided to the patron upon entry), or charge for admission (charges to gain entrance to the establishment, without benefit of additional services/product in return for the fee).  [JW6]
5. Reporting to ANC 6A:

a. The applicant agrees to work with the Single-Member District ANC Commissioner whose boundaries the establishment is located, on resolving issues preventing the applicant from fulfilling its obligations under this cooperative agreement. 

6. Modifications:

a. This agreement can be modified only by mutual agreement of all the parties [JW7] with the approval of the ABC Board.  In the case of ANC6A, if applicant desires to modify the terms of this agreement, the applicant, prior to implementing the change(s), shall receive written agreement from ANC 6A after a majority of the commissioners shall have voted in favor of the changes at a full public meeting.  [JW8]
7. Regulations:

a. In addition to the foregoing, applicant will operate in compliance with all applicable laws and regulations.

8. Miscellaneous:

a. The applicant shall deny support of the installation of pay phones around the establishment (externally).

b. The licensed establishment will be managed by the applicant in person or by a board-licenses manager.

c. The applicant agrees to not post any [JW9] alcoholic beverage signage (promotions) in the windows (i.e. “Bud Light” signs, “Bacardi” signs, or other signs/posters that identify brand(s) of alcohol.).

d. The applicant certifies that it does not owe more than $100 to the District of Columbia government as the result of any fine, fee or penalty interest or past due tax. [JW10]
9. Enforcement:

a. If either party hereto believes in good faith that the applicant is in violation of this agreement, written notice specifying the alleged violation shall be delivered to the applicant and the applicant shall have ten (10) days after receipt of such written notice to come into compliance with this agreement or respond [JW11] to said alleged notice of default.

b. The applicant and the ANC 6A Commission agree to enter into this agreement.  If the applicant should breach the conditions of this agreement, it is understood by all parties that the ANC 6A, and/or its committees, or others shall immediately petition the ABC Board for a “show cause” hearing pursuant to 23 D.C.M.R. 1513.5.  [JW12]
c. This cooperative agreement is binding on the applicant and its assigns and will continue in force for any and all subsequent license holders at this location.
