The meeting was adjourned at 9:20 pm.

The meeting was convened at 7:07 p.m. at Miner Elementary School.  There were five community members present.

Present: Commissioners Alberti, Fengler, Mack, Rice, Ward.  Commissioner Musante was not present pending the birth of his son.  

1. Agenda

The agenda was approved without objection.  

2. Minutes

The minutes were approved, with amendments, without objection. 

3. Community Comments
There were no community comments.

4. Single Member District Reports

Commissioner Rice reported that there were two arrests made in his SMD, which he hopes will bring an end to a spate of burglaries in his neighborhood.  They were arrested during an attempted break-in.  It was written up in the Washington Post. He also reported on the status of the installation of a traffic light at 10th St. and Constitution Avenue: DDOT is now in consultation with the appropriate federal agency for necessary funds.  He pointed out that it is drawn out process that can take about two years.

Commissioner Alberti reported that he had attended the ABC hearing on the license renewal for Excello Liquors, and was very impressed with the excellence of the case prepared by the community, particularly in contrast to Excello, which was not well prepared.

Commissioner Fengler began by suggesting that Commissioners prepare written summaries of any complex issues they wished to discuss, to give everyone an opportunity to be informed prior to the meeting. He included a summary of a July 27 meeting held at the Sherwood Recreation Center, sponsored by Deputy Mayor Neil Albert, which listed several actions the Deputy Mayor pledged to help implement.  He also included a summary of the monthly PSA 102 meeting, and a summary of his on-going actions on the illegal mechanics working in the Auto Zone parking lot on H Street.  

Commissioner Fengler discussed the issue of a drug house at 633 10th Street NE, directly across from Sherwood and Prospect Goding School.  He met with the police and two attorneys from the District Attorney’s office to get an update, and they are working the case.  There were over 300 calls for service in the last 12 months.  They are working to abate the property, which means the federal government takes over the property.  There has been a homicide in the house, and while the police have recently raided the house, there was nobody there.  He also reported that there was a murder on Maryland Ave. and 10th St., and in discussion with police, it seems that there may be an attempt by the local drug dealers to redefine their turf.

Finally, he said that he had attended the hearing on Excello Liquors, and recommended that everyone attend one.  He commented how strong the case was.

Commissioner Ward reported that streetlights that she had requested in the 1400 block of F Street had not yet been installed, and she has a new work order, so that something may finally happen.  She announced a block party in the 600 block of 14th Place.  She reported that she had received a letter from Ms. Oden, the attorney for Rose’s Bar and Dream, complaining that Commissioner Ward had filed a complaint against the establishment.  After discussion, they discovered the complaint had been filed by Robert Pittman.  On Auto Zone, she said her concern is with environmental hazards caused by the dumpling of oil cans and other materials that are carelessly tossed.  She mentioned that there is an environmental crimes unit in the police department.  Finally, she also expressed her pleasure at the community involvement at the Excello Liquor hearing, and how well prepared everyone was.

Commissioner Mack reported that there will be a Leadership Team meeting on August 17th, and that on August 20th there will be a Back-to-School Health Fair at Miner Elementary School, sponsored by the PSA, and coordinated by Brenda Artis.

Commissioner Fengler added to Commissioner Ward’s comments on Rose’s Bar and Dream.  The owners came before the ANC for a stipulated license, and the ANC sent a letter to the ABC that it had voted not to object to the granting of the license.  Subsequently, the owners worked with the ANC on a voluntary agreement, which was signed by both parties and submitted to the ANC.  There is a group of individuals in the community that, for an unknown reason, is protesting the granting of a license, The ANC has attempted to work with the group, to no avail.  The process is that if someone protests the granting of a license, and if the protest is not resolved, they have to stop selling liquor.  If they are forced to stop selling liquor for sixty days, they’ll have to close.  What happened is that the establishment is on the second floor, their placard is in a window on the ground floor, it fell off, Robert Pittman saw it and called the ABC, which sent an investigator, who tacked another 60 days onto their stipulated license.  This small community group is attempting to have Rose’s owners sign a 12-oage voluntary agreement of its own, and has, in Commissioner Fengler’s words, hijacked the owners, which is not good for the development of business on H Street. This is the same group that protested Phish Tea, which decided to sign their voluntary agreement because they couldn’t afford to close down.

Commissioner Alberti added that the agreement is excessively onerous and goes far beyond what the ANC demands, and it is putting unnecessary pressure on business owners.  

Commissioner Ward also mentioned that she had been working with Phish Tea and developed a voluntary agreement of about two pages, and a group of about eight people, including Commissioner Harris, pushed a fourteen page agreement on these people.

5. Officers’ Reports

Commissioner Alberti presented the Treasurer’s report.  He reported that a disbursement for the 3rd and 4th quarters had been received from the District in the amount of $10,937.95, bringing the checking account balance to $26,455.35, and that the savings account balance is $4,124.47, for a total of $30,579.82.  Motions:  Commissioner Alberti moved, individually, that checks for the following amounts be approved: $157.50 to Roberta Weiner for transcribing meeting minutes; $402.65 to Kinko’s for monthly copying expenses; $500 to Kid Power-DC for a grant; $166.80 to the Girl Scouts-USA for a grant; and $1350 to START Inc. for the balance of a grant.   They were each seconded by Commissioner Rice, and they were each approved without objection, leaving a balance of $23, 878.40.  Motion: Commissioner Alberti moved to approve the Treasurer’s Report.  It was seconded by Commissioner Rice and approved without objection.  Motion: Commissioner Alberti moved that $600 be approved for copying for ANC materials, and that up to $50 be approved for copying each Committee’s materials and each SMD’s materials for July.  It was seconded by Commissioner Rice, and approved without objection.  

Motion: Commissioner Alberti then moved approval of the ANC’s Quarterly Report to the DC Auditor. It was seconded by Commissioner Rice, and approved without objection.  

Motion: Commissioner Alberti moved approval of a budget for FY 2005, beginning in October.  It was seconded by Commissioner Rice. Commissioner Alberti explained several of the expenses, saying it was quite similar to last year’s budget.  Commissioner Fengler added that it reflected the work that had gone into developing the budget categories last year.  The budget was approved without objection.
6. Committee Reports

A. Alcoholic Beverage and Licensing

Chairman Michael Kuiken reported that the Committee had discussed the suggestion of the ANC that ah attorney be hired to help with the legal aspects of the voluntary agreement that is being developed for all Class A and B liquor stores, and that they had voted to do so.

He further reported that, because he had moved out of the ANC’s district, Wes Grooms was resigning from the Committee.  He also said that Charles White has not attended any of the Committee’s meetings, and he was concerned about a quorum.  Commissioner Alberti suggested that the names of the Committee members be resubmitted to the ANC for re-approval, so that it could be brought up to full size.

Commissioner Fengler pointed out a letter from Douglas Fierberg, an attorney who has extensive experience working on voluntary agreements in the District, including the Mount Pleasant and Trant’s.  He comes well recommended, and at a reasonable price. Motion: Commissioner Fengler moved to adopt the recommendation of the ABL Committee to hire Douglas Fierberg to represent the ANC in connection with its efforts to review, finalize and implement a voluntary agreement for Class A and B establishments within its jurisdiction in proceedings before the Alcoholic Beverage Regulation Administration, with an initial retainer not to exceed $2500.  It was seconded by Commissioner Ward.

Commissioner Rice said that he thought it was a great idea, and put it into the context of the useful grants that the ANC gives out, saying that this expense would make a significant contribution to the neighborhood in stopping the sale of singles and other things the agreement proposes.

Commissioner Alberti also expressed his approval, but questioned how the ANC would pay the attorney’s further expenses, because they have to be accounted for in the eyes of the Auditor.  Commissioner Fengler said that once the initial motion was approved, he would move to amend the budget.  

The motion was approved without objection.

Motion: Commissioner Fengler moved to amend the FY 2005 budget by adding a $10,000 line for legal representations.  It was seconded by Commissioner Ward.

Commissioner Alberti pointed out that even though there was a budget line, each individual expense has to be approved, and that a motion to approve the specific expense has to be voted on.  

Commissioner Mack asked how many cases he would be handling for the ANC.  Commissioner Fengler responded that while there were 13 or 14 establishments in the ANC area, there was no way of knowing how many would sign the agreement or how many protests would be filed.

The motion was approved without objection.

Motion: Commissioner Alberti moved that the ANC allocate up to $10,000 for legal fees for the firm of Douglas Frieberg.  It was seconded by Commissioner Rice.  Commissioner Alberti explained that, except for routine budgeted expenses, all expenditures had to be approved before they were spent.  Commissioner Fengler clarified the discussion by asking whether that meant that the ANC could, as of now, spend $2500 on legal fees.  Commissioner Alberti replied affirmatively.

Commissioner Rice suggested that since Mr. Frieberg’s first job is to review the voluntary agreement, which shouldn’t cost more than $2500, the ANC might want to wait to assess his report before allocating the rest of the funds.  Commissioner Alberti suggested that the transfer of the Excello license might provide a good first test for the voluntary agreement, as the ANC is a party to the transfer, and the hearing is at the end of September.  Commissioner Fengler said he has no problem with the $10,000 expense because it will benefit the community.

The motion was approved without objection.

B. Economic Development

Commissioner Rice reported that he has followed up on the zoning problem with Blimpie’s on 8th and H Streets, and the BZA has scheduled a hearing in the middle of October.  ANC 6C, in whose area the restaurant is, is following up, and he is scheduled to meet with their Economic Development Committee at the beginning of September.  The restaurant has been given a questionnaire to determine whether it is, in fact, a fast food restaurant.  

C. Community Outreach

There was no report from the Community Outreach Committee, as they were unable to get into their meeting room.

D.
Public Safety

There was no report from the Public Safety Committee.  Alan Turnbill, an Emergency Medical Technician who lives in the ANC jurisdiction wanted to discuss the problems that EMTs are having with the City, and unable to meet with Councilmember Ambrose, came hoping to meet with the Public Safety Committee.  They have problems with the Fire Department, and need assistance.  Commissioner Fengler requested that he put his problems on paper and bring it back to the ANC, the ANC can educate itself on the issue.  If the Public Safety Committee won’t meet, the ANC 

7. Unfinished Business

A.
Voluntary Agreement for Class A and Class B liquor licenses

Commissioner Fengler brought up the “clean-up” issues in the draft voluntary agreement that had been approved at the July meeting, and suggested going through the agreement section by section, beginning with  the preamble, a clarifying statement was added at the end of the first paragraph, stating “this agreement applies to Class A liquor licenses that permit the retail sale of beer, wine, and spirits for off premises consumption and Class B liquor licenses that permit retail sale of beer and wine for off premises consumption.”  It was approved without objection.

The next issue was 1A, where Commissioner Fengler presented language to clarify the responsibilities for establishments within a 1200’ radius once they all sign the agreement.  The sentence now reads “Once all Class A and Class B licensees within a 1200 foot radius of the applicant’s premises agree to the following provisions in this section, all the provisions in this section shall also apply to the applicant.  The remaining sections (sections 2 through 10) will be in effect immediately,”  It was approved without objection.

Commissioner Alberti added language to 1(E) to define fortified wine. “Fortified wine is defined as “an alcoholic beverage with alcohol volume of more than 14 percent.  He pointed that there are many fruit wines and others with higher alcohol content that are sold as wine.  The change was approved without objection.

Commissioner Alberti mentioned, as an example of the problems the community faces with single sales, that the owner of Excello Liquors had told him that when he was forced to stop selling singles, he went from nearly 100 customers a day to 40.

7. New Business

A. Storage facility for Commission files:  Motion: Commissioner Fengler moved that the ANC approve the use of a storage room at H Street Storage to serve as the central repository of Commission files.  The monthly cost will not exceed $125, and the Commission will pay six months in advance.  Commissioner Rice mentioned that he had spoken with Richard Layman about the possibility of the ANC’s sharing space with H Street Main Street, and it was suggested that if the ANC wants to further pursue it, it should be done through Kevin Palmer, the Board’s secretary, as the Board never saw the ANC’s proposal.  Commissioner Fengler stated that after two years he was done with looking with office space.  Commissioner Ward asked whether there had been problems with H Street Storage.  Commissioner Fengler said that the problem was that the previous ANC had failed to pay its bills.  The motion was approved without objection.

B. H Street Transportation Recommendations: Motion: Commissioner Rice moved that the ANC approve a letter of endorsement to the District Department of Transportation H Street Traffic Study, specifically highlighting the following recommendations:
i. Addition of a signal at 5th and H Street and Florida and H Street

ii. Removal of the Maryland Avenue leg, and the Benning Road spur, through the Starburst intersection, with the creation of public space

iii. Removal of rush hour parking restrictions during the AM and PM rush hours, to allow the bulb-outs/streetcar stops

He explained that Rachel McCleery, the Ward 6 Transportation Coordinator, requested a letter of support to help move the traffic planning process forward.  He explained that the intersection of Maryland and Benning there are several spurs that are underutilized, and they would put a plaza there and make it a gateway to H Street.  He also discussed how H Street would be configured, with one lane being used for traffic.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Fengler.  Commissioner Ward suggested it be called the Tollbooth, which is historically accurate.  The motion was approved without objection.

C. Lovejoy Park Resolution:  Motion: Commissioner Fengler moved approval of a resolution for Commissioner Musante in support of the Friends of Lovejoy Park:

Whereas the Friends of Lovejoy Park a 501(c)3, has been formed by local residents to beautify the neighborhood with a park to be enjoyed by all residents;

Whereas the 1100 block of E Street is currently occupied by an asphalt strip with dilapidated basketball hoops and borders on three Single Member Districts, including 6A02, 6A05 and 6A06;

Whereas a concept plan for the park was approved by the community at a meeting in November of 2000, held by Commissioner Michael Musante;

Whereas, the park enjoys wide-ranging community support, including Ward 6 Councilmember Sharon Ambrose;

Whereas, the Department of Parks and Recreation has agreed to work with the Friends of Lovejoy Park in the final design, demolition and initial construction of the site;

Resolved, that ANC 6A fully supports the redevelopment of the 1100 block of E Street NE into a part to be enjoyed by all members of the ANC 6A Commission area and strongly encourages the Department of Parks and Recreation to provide all necessary support to the construction of the park.

The resolution was approved without objection.

D. Victim’s Impact Statement:  Commissioner Ward presented the following statement:

To: The Honorable Judges of the Superior Court of the District of Columbia:

As citizens of ANC 6A, we ask that you consider the impact that prostitution has on our daily lives.  For the past several years we have witnessed incidents of prostitution as well as illegal drug related activity and violence that accompanies these activities in our neighborhood.  As you prepare to sentence this person on this prostitution related conviction, please consider the impact their actions have had on our daily lives.

We are victims of this crime.  We face harassment by customers who approach innocent neighbors.   We face dirty needles and used condoms on our sidewalks and in alleyways. We face danger from gangs who supply illegal drugs to which many of the prostitutes are addicted.  We face intimidation by the men who stake out territory their girls work.  As businesses, resident property owners, and tenants, we face destruction of our property and the degradation of our lives, especially near the working locations of these criminals.  They drive families from our neighborhood and encourage other criminals to congregate in the area.

We firmly believe that if the current punishment authorized by the D.C. Counsel were enforced to the maximum allowed by law against individuals involved in prostitution and individuals who solicit prostitution that this crime would be curbed.  A short period in jail, a small fine, or a probationary period is considered by many of these criminals to be a normal cost of doing business.  However, a large fine and substantial time in jail might deter a person from soliciting a prostitute or to convince a person to seek treatment, training and legitimate employment rather than to continue to work the streets of our neighborhood.

Your Honor, final steps to curb crime in our neighborhood rests in your hands.  We report the activities the Police Officer arrests the criminal, and the Prosecutor has presented you with evidence beyond any reasonable doubt.  It is now up to you to impose the sentence.  We ask that you consider the effect that this crime has on us.  Pleas impose a significant amount of jail time for first offenders. For first offenders, we ask that you impose a substantial period of actual jail time and a maximum length of probation, with the remainder of a maximum sentence held as a deterrent. As a condition of probation, we ask that they be ordered to stay away from the location of their offense and five blocks in all directions.  If the defendant has a prior conviction for this crime, we implore that you impose the maximum penalty that is allowed by law, with no portion suspended, on those who, by their own actions, have shown their repeated contempt of the law and a total disregard for the community.

Commission Ward explained that this has been in the works for more than a year.  It was written by Tom Taylor, a former US Attorney.  She suggested that there should be a similar statement for public drinking (POCA), and disorderly conduct, which covers loitering.  The statement goes to the judges of the Superior Court of DC.

Commissioner Fengler said he approves of this, but doesn’t want to approve anything but prostitution without seeing the language, and would work with her to present the others at the September meeting.  Commissioner Alberti asked what the process for utilizing the template would be, and was told that it would have to be sent on a case-by-case basis.  Commissioner Rice suggested that this was something the individual Commissioners could do with crime within each SMD.  He said he was uncomfortable sending it as a blanket thing to all judges.  Commissioner Rice said he would abstain on the vote both because his SMD has less of these crimes, and he has reservations about incarceration as a blanket solution for crime.  Brenda Artis, speaking from the floor, said she agreed with Commissioner Rice, and the Core Team Leader should be involved in giving advice on a case-by-case basis, and the Corporation Counsel should be consulted on specific language.  Commissioner Fengler said that the letter asks for significant time for first time offenders, not the maximum.  He said that he thinks it’s a great idea and sets a standard for the ANC, similar to the voluntary agreement, and it tells people that the ANC will not deal with it

Motion: Commissioner Fengler moved that the ANC approve the Victim’s Impact statement.  It was seconded by Commissioner Mack.  

Commissioner Rice said that appreciated Commissioner Ward’s work, and if the occasion arose, he would probably use parts of the statement, but that he would still abstain because of the incarceration language for first offenders.  Commissioner Alberti said that he had reservations about making it a resolution, but to have it, as well as the others, to draw on and tweak in individual cases.  Commissioner Mack stated her support.  Commissioner Fengler said he thought the language is adequate, that it does the job, and because no-one has the time to do each case.  Commissioner Ward has the right idea, in suggesting language in four areas.   

The motion passed by a vote of 4-0, with Commissioner Rice abstaining,

E. Sherwood Recreation Center:  Commissioner Fengler reported that he had been to a meeting at the Sherwood Recreation Center, and after fruitlessly trying to work with the Sherwood Recreation Advisory Council, and asking that they switch their meetings so they do not conflict with the ANC’s, he has determined that there is a serious problem with the RAC.  In support of that he presented the following letter, sent to the RAC members by Toni Thompson, the Center’s Interim Co-Manager.  The RAC is in the process of destroying the Center.  He is drafting a letter, which he will bring to the Commission for approval in September.

Recreation Advisory Council Members:

 

While serving various communities within the last fourteen years, I have tried to embrace the ideals, mission, programs and interests of the community as it relates to the Department of Parks and Recreation.  Since January 12, 2004, while assigned to Sherwood Recreation Center as the interim Co-Site Manager, it ahs been a responsibility that I have taken very seriously.  Because of my evidenced commitment to Parks and Recreation Center, it is difficult to understand ho Mr. Robert Pittman, co-chair of the Sherwood Recreation Center, recreation Advisory Council (RAC) can question my integrity, motive or dedication.  It has come to my attention that he has blatantly challenged, to my superiors, the very essence of my professionalism.  I have been openly accused, without justification, of being self-serving, not a team player and difficult to work with.

 

According to departmental policy, the RAC is to assist the site manager and staff in the development of effective and quality programs for the entire community, including collaborations and partnerships with other organizations, agencies and community groups.  As co-site manager with program responsibility, I have worked with the RAC to coordinate and implement activities that we agreed would benefit our neighborhood residents.

 

In my opinion, Mr. Pittman does not adhere to the mission of the RAC.  He has repeatedly questioned my position as a member of the Sherwood staff, often implying that I should be moved because I do not have the community’s best interest at heart.  I believe he is engaged in a personal attack, which is totally void of professional substantiation.  My concern is that if Mr. Pittman, as a community leader, can so easily integrate his personal opinion, how effective can he be in this leadership role.

 

I invite the members of this committee to share and discuss my performance as the co-manager of Sherwood Recreation Center.

Empower DC is a grassroots, membership based organization that was established last year.  Our mission is to enhance and improve the self-advocacy of low and moderate income DC residents in order to bring about sustained improvements in their quality of life.  The main issues we advocate around are affordable housing and child care.
 
The Child Care for All Campaign is a group of parents who are organizing to raise awareness around the need for and benefits provided by child care assistance for low income working people.  We are especially focused on the budget for the Child Care Voucher program, which provides free or reduced cost child care to low income 
DC parents based on income and family size.  Since June 2002 a freeze was instituted, and since that time low income working parents have been unable to receive a child care voucher and instead are being put on a waiting list.  Our campaign is working to gain visibility and support for full funding for the voucher program, so that all eligible families can receive this vital form of assistance.
 
We would like to have an opportunity to give a brief presentation about our efforts, invite folks to get involved, and request support through passage of a resolution in support of full funding.  Attached is the resolution for full funding that we will ask the ANC to consider.  Please let me know if I can provide you with additional information.

Resolution for Quality Affordable Childcare
SUBMITTED TO: ANC 6A
SUBJECT: Affordable Childcare for Low & Moderate-Income Families 
PROPOSED BY: Empower DC – Childcare for All Campaign

WHEREAS, one of the greatest barriers faced by DC parents when pursuing education and employment is the lack of quality, accessible and affordable childcare,

AND WHEREAS, there are approximately 31,500 DC children eligible to receive childcare assistance through the Office of Early Childhood Development’s Child Care Subsidy program,

AND WHEREAS, only 40% of eligible families are being served, and since June 2002 low income working parents have been placed on a waiting list for childcare assistance,

AND WHEREAS, there are now over 1,500 children on the waiting list for assistance, which continues to grow,

AND WHEREAS, the lack of quality, affordable childcare puts children at risk when parents are forced to leave their children with neighbors or babysitters, or for them to become latchkey kids,

AND WHEREAS, children who do not have the benefit of attending quality childcare programs are less prepared to enter school and suffer educationally,

AND WHEREAS, parents who do not have affordable and reliable childcare for their children are often penalized at work as they are less reliable due to their childcare arrangements,

AND WHEREAS, parents who are denied childcare assistance are often unable to maintain their jobs or schooling, and last year 45 families left the waiting list to enroll in public assistance (TANF) so they could finally receive childcare assistance,

AND WHEREAS, the city’s childcare facilities are also suffering from the lack of investment in the childcare subsidy, as it has caused decreased enrollment which has led to lay-offs, deferred improvements and center closings,

AND WHEREAS, despite the many benefits of providing childcare assistance, and the readily apparent need for such assistance, the City Council and the Mayor have allowed the program to go under-funded,

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED THAT ANC 6A: 

a) Hereby stand in support of the Child Care for All Campaign’s goal of full funding for the Child Care Subsidy Program, and an end to the waiting list for low income working parents;

b) Hereby urge the Mayor and City Council members to employ creative strategies to fully fund the program, including looking to business and the federal government to pay their fair share, and
c) Hereby urge the Council to hold related hearings in the evening at times when working families can attend, and to make it their goal to serve all eligible families in the fiscal year 2006 DC budget.

REPORT OF THE ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT AND ZONING COMMITTEE
August 31, 2004

Present: Commissioners Cody Rice and Gladys Mack; Resident Members Gretchen Brandt, Sherry Brown, Jeff Fletcher, Virginia Gaddis, and Drew Ronneberg.

Commissioner Rice chaired the meeting.
Community Comment

A resident asked how to deal with a property with an accumulation of old, junked cars at 1117 G St, NE. According to the resident, some of these vehicles are on private property and others are in the alley behind the property. Committee members suggested reporting it to DCRA and/or the environmental crimes unit of MPD. Peter Jones (Ward 6 Neighborhood Services Coordinator) was at the meeting, and said he would have a look at the property.

Input for Zoning Commission Roundtable on Expanding the Uses Permitted in the CM Districts to include Emergency Shelters, Adult Rehabilitation Homes, and Community Correction Facilities

The committee discussed a public roundtable to be held by the DC Zoning Commission to discuss the issue of expanding the uses permitted within the CM (Commercial-Light Manufacturing) Districts. The Zoning Commission is exploring whether Emergency Shelters and Adult Rehabilitation Homes (which are both types of Community-Based Residential Facilities) and Community Corrections Centers (Halfway Houses for inmates in the last few months of their sentences) should be permitted in the CM Districts.

ANC 6A does not contain any CM Districts, and the closest such districts are along the train tracks heading northeast from Union Station and immediately to the west of Gallaudet University. According to the Zoning Regulations, “The Commercial-Light Manufacturing (C-M) Districts are intended to provide sites for heavy commercial and light manufacturing activities employing large numbers of people and requiring some heavy machinery under controls that minimize any adverse effect on other nearby, more restrictive districts.”

The committee discussed whether the intent of allowing these uses in CM Districts is to minimize potential protests that might occur if these facilities were to be located in or near residential zoned districts. The committee also discussed whether allowing these uses in the CM Districts would tend to encourage larger facilities. The committee noted that CM Districts are not uniformly distributed across the city (most are in NE and east of the Anacostia), and that allowing these uses as a matter of right may further contribute to existing inequities in the distribution of these types of facilities.

The committee discussed the findings of the Mayor’s Advisory Commission on Community Corrections Facility Siting:  http://doc.dc.gov/doc/frames.asp?doc=/doc/lib/doc/finalreport.pdf  

Committee members expressed the opinion that this report made many sensible recommendations that the Zoning Commission should consider, such as: 1) ensure and equitable distribution of these facilities among and within Wards, 2) limit the size of facilities to 20-30 residents maximum, 3) make optimal use of existing facilities, and 4) establish a process for siting new facilities that involves the community through the ANCs.

· The committee unanimously recommends that the ANC send a letter to the Zoning Commission asking that full consideration be given to the recommendations of the DC Community Corrections Facility Siting Advisory Commission.
1125 G Street, NE: Update

The committee invited Denzil Noble of DCRA/BLRA to discuss progress at this property, but he did not attend. Commissioner Rice shared the contents of a letter from Mr. Noble to Commissioner Fengler from June 23, 2004. This letter stated that the property owner had obtained a structural certification report attesting to the structural integrity of the structure and recommending some design modifications to further reinforce the basement wall and slab. The letter said that based on this report, the Stop Work Order was lifted on June 14, 2004. The letter states that DCRA is “closely monitoring the progress of the work and weekly inspections are scheduled.” Prior to closing the walls, the owners have been instructed to call DCRA for inspections of framing, electrical, plumbing, and HVAC.

Residents at the meeting said that they had not observed any further progress since the Stop Work Order was lifted. They said that although bricks had been delivered in early July, the framing has not been enclosed. Since then there have been additional safety concerns from protruding nails, falling debris from the unprotected framing, and crime/loitering on the property. According to residents, Mr. Noble has not returned phone calls. The residents asked that the ANC make further inquiries to ensure that DCRA is monitoring the safety of the structure and moving it toward completion.

· The committee unanimously recommends that the ANC send a letter to DCRA, the Mayor, and Councilmember Ambrose requesting that the DC government take action to prompt the owner to complete construction of a safe and stable building or to demolish the structure.

House of Ruth: Fence and Painting

The committee heard an update from Resident Member Drew Ronneberg on the progress on plans for fence replacement and repainting of the Old Madison School Building, which is currently occupied by the House of Ruth as an Emergency Shelter. 

As recorded in Commissioner Fengler’s notes from a July 27, 2004 meeting sponsored by Neil Albert, the Deputy Mayor for Children, Youth, Families and Elders, OPM agreed to initiate a maintenance plan that would include replacing the illegally installed chain-link fence, adding landscaping and repainting the building. In an email from Kit Read of OPM from August 16, 2004, OPM offered two options for repainting windows and trim, but not repainting the entire building. The reaction of several of the immediate neighbors was not favorable. Mr. Ronneberg recommended that the ANC send a letter to OPM asking that they proceed with the fence replacement and wait until sufficient funds can be located to repaint the entire building.

· The committee unanimously recommends that the ANC send a letter to OPM asking that they remove and replace the chain link fence now and locate funds to repaint the entire building.

Minutes for August 16, 2004

The Committee convened at 7 PM, at the Church of the Lord Jesus Christ of the Apostolic Faith annex, 1235 C St. NE.

Unfinished Business
A. Draft ANC flyer: Commissioner Musante will have it updated for possible approval at next COC meeting.

B. Jennifer Flather monitor of PSA-103 (formerly PSA-511) was contacted by E. Nelson with a request to supply information for the ANC6A website.  The meetings and contacts for PSA-103 and those for PSA- 102 are currently posted on the web; additional information will be added as it becomes available.
Progress Reports
A. Start Inc. gave update:  The Lincoln Park book club had 26 kids sing-up and 24 of them were matched with an adult reading partner.  The book report booklets prepared for the club with ANC grant money were successful.  Samples were provided for our reference.  New kids from both Maury and Minor schools were signed-up with help from the ANC grant.
Grant Applications

A. Recommendation passed for Kid Power-DC, Inc. that the full ANC grant repurposing of portion of July’s $500 grant (i.e. film and film processing) to go to paint, glue, and furniture pieces as the result of being included in a DC government school project. Unanimous approval.

B. Recommendation passed for Ultra Teen Choice that the ANC grant $135 for the purpose of making copies of club meeting handouts. Richard Urban of Ultra Teen Choice (UTC) described the club that UTC has operated at Eastern High School to promote students’ abstinence from sex, drugs, and alcohol.  He showed examples of UTC multi-media training materials, and requested funding to pay for copying the materials and paying stipends to program presenters.
The Committee voted to recommend funding of the copying expenses, but not to recommend funding the stipends for a coordinator (Mr. Urban) to hold weekly club meetings ($1,440) and a presenter to make parent/community multimedia presentations ($300).  Committee members expressed two areas of concern in regard to the stipends.  First, allocating funds to pay people for volunteer activities might undercut the essential principle of volunteerism—work done without compensation.  Second, paying volunteers would set a precedent that would quickly exhaust the limited funds--$10,000 per year—that the ANC has to help community groups and would be impossible to administer equitably.  The committee sees the grants as an opportunity to help volunteers defray the costs of their activities, not as a means of providing financial compensation to individuals for their good works.  There was additional discussion of the merits of the project, specifically the accuracy of the information provided and whether the abstinence-only approach would be effective and appropriate.  But, given that club membership and attendance are voluntary so that students can choose whether or not they are interested in the UTC approach, the committee felt that approval of a small sum to support the photocopying would be reasonable.  We did advise Ultra Teen Choice that they could appeal our recommendation at the full ANC meeting in September.

The members of the local committee, all from ANC 6A, are Jennifer Campbell, Anthony Hider, Ellen Mayo, Michael Oland, Rev. Richardson, Pastor of St. Mary AME Zion Church, Richard Urban, and Stacey Urban.  

UTC is primarily funded by donations from individuals and local businesses.  UTC currently has a Federal Department of Health and Human Services capacity building grant application pending.  Locally, UTC has given programs at Imani Temple African American Catholic Congregation, Lincoln Park United Methodist Church, the Church of Millennium Sciologo, the Public Interest Civic Association, and “The House” after school program in Anacostia.
The purpose of the ULTRA Teen Choice program is to provide education and programs for at risk youth that will encourage them to make choices leading to long term health and happiness, including sexual abstinence in preparation for marriage and staying drug, alcohol, tobacco and inhalant free.  UTC provides positive peer support and acceptance to those young people who desire to be sexually abstinent and drug and alcohol free.  UTC also gives these youth opportunities to model a lifestyle of living for the sake of others by being peer counselors for younger peers.

ULTRA Teen Choice has offered the Free Teens multimedia HIV/AIDS and teen pregnancy prevention program to over 2400 at risk youth in grades 5-12 at nine different schools in Wards 6, 7 and 8 since1997, including 500 students at Eastern Senior High School.  Beginning in the 2002 to 2003 school year, The ULTRA Teen Choice program was launched at Eastern Senior High School in Ward 6.The program, including club meetings will be facilitated by Mr. Richard Urban.  Mr. Urban will continue to facilitate club meetings as well as the proposed parent presentations.  Please see the addenda for Mr. Urban’s experience and qualifications.

The program at Eastern involves three elements:

1) Classroom HIV/AIDS education.  

2) Classroom Peer Counseling.  

3) UTC Service Club meetings.  

Club attendance is voluntary.  Youth decide to participate after hearing a classroom presentation about the UTC program.  Those who become peer counselors must make a commitment to be sexually abstinent and drug free.  They also undergo training to be a peer counselor.  The power of positive peer pressure is a greatly under used asset in reducing risk behaviors in youth.  The ULTRA Teen Choice Peer Counseling program taps in to this reservoir.  Twenty-seven youth in grades 10 to 12 are members of the ULTRA Teen Choice Service Club at Eastern Senior High School here in Ward 6.  The club meets weekly on Thursdays during the lunch period, and peer counselors often meet a second time during the week.  Ninety nine per cent of the students at Eastern are African American, a group that comprises 80% of HIV infections in Washington, DC.  In 1998 (Last year reported), one of every eight 15 to 19 year old girls became pregnant in Washington, DC.  The club gives youth an alternative to this high-risk environment by providing education, positive peer support and opportunities to serve others.  In the 2003 –2004 school year, 9 club members participated as peer counselors. One Hundred Fifty ninth grade students have benefited by receiving classroom peer counseling from older youth in the UTC Service Club, and 500 youth have received classroom HIV/AIDS and teen pregnancy prevention multimedia presentations.

In the 2004 to 2005 school year, classroom presentations, peer counselor training, and the creation of a Healthy Choices newsletter will be included in the Healthy Choices Learn and Serve program that Eastern Senior High School has applied for, and will contract with ULTRA Teen Choice to facilitate.

The Healthy Choices program at Eastern will include holding 36 weekly UTC Club meetings during the 2004-2005 school year.  The Healthy Choices program will also hold three parent information meetings to help parents support their children in making decisions leading to their long-term health and happiness, including sexual abstinence.

Weekly club meetings will include three parts each week:

1) A “Reality Check”.  A 15 minute presentation about the issues surrounding teen sexuality, including HIV/AIDS and STDs, the responsibility of parenting, and how to prepare now to have successful relationships in the future.

2) Review and discussion of the information presented during the “Reality Check”.

3) Lunch will be served, since the meetings occur during the lunch period.

The expected results of the UTC Service Club and the Healthy Choices program are to facilitate a change in the participant’s attitudes toward being sexually active.  Students being peer counseled will be more likely to indicate that they understand the importance of being sexually abstinent versus those not participating in the program.  The majority of the youth in the UTC Service Club will commit to being sexually abstinent until marriage and drug and alcohol free.  This will result in improved long-term health for the participants.  Participants will avoid contracting sexually transmitted diseases or becoming pregnant and they will avoid a host of related risk behaviors, including a greater likelihood of smoking cigarettes, using drugs, being arrested and being suspended from school which are associated with teens being sexually active. Parents and other adults in the community will benefit by receiving medically accurate information that clearly informs them that abstinence is the only 100% sure way to avoid pregnancy and sexually transmitted diseases.  They will also understand the important role that parents play in guiding their children regarding this issue.

By avoiding being sexually active and the other associated risk behaviors, the UTC club members, peer counselors, and the youth being counseled will be healthier and more productive community members.  This will make our neighborhood a better and safer place to live and work (Please see the attached editorial on The Cause of Violence).  One 11th grade ULTRA Teen Choice Service Club member wrote about the program "It has helped me to stay abstinent, and it has taught me about saving sex for marriage".  Another 10th grade girl shared that she attends “because I like the fact that I am helping my peers know the risk involved in teen sex and what they can do if they’ve already make mistakes with sex ".

Funding this program will literally help save the lives of youth who are at risk for continuing the negative cycle of outside of marriage child bearing and early sexual involvement.

The Cause of Violence

By Richard Urban

Once again, violence has claimed the life of a young person, 15 year old Myesha Lowe. We must ask, what is the cause behind the recent rash of killings?  

Violence in the community is directly related to the breakdown of the family structure.  Teens from single parent or stepparent homes are as much as ten times more likely to commit crimes than those from two parent homes, regardless of income level.  As long as Washington, DC has a 73% out-of-wedlock birth rate, the problem of violent crime is not going to be solved.

One newspaper reported that some young men who had approached Myesha and two other women earlier might have shot Myesha.  If this is true, it would not be the first time that a real or perceived rejection by someone of the opposite sex, or jealousy over a relationship was the possible cause of violence.

How can we emphasize respectful relationships between the sexes while breaking the cycle of out-of wedlock birth?  We can do this by emphasizing abstinence from sex until marriage.  In my work with DC middle and high school youth, I have found that they are willing to wait when they are shown the consequences of pre-marital sex by caring adults and older peers.  Many have committed to abstinence until marriage, and they are willing to talk to their younger peers about their commitment.

We must start looking at the cause of violent crime among youth, instead of only lamenting the effects.  Mayor Williams and the City Council and the School Board need to encourage the formation of and funding of programs that direct youth to abstain from sex until marriage.  Abstaining from sex until marriage is at the very core of good character, and is the beginning point for character education for youth of middle school age and older.  

The Washington DC Health Department rewards youth who become pregnant with many benefits, including free milk, cribs, and medical care.  On the other hand, how are abstinent youth being encouraged and rewarded?  Much more emphasis should be placed on abstinence education, which prevents pregnancy, disease and heartbreak than on caring for moms and babies after pregnancy has occurred.

   By rewarding and encouraging abstinence until marriage we will see a substantial change in the cultural environment of Washington DC.  Taking these preventative steps will lead to a long-term cure for the urgent problem of juvenile violence.

1.  Consider recommendations from Mr. Douglas Fierberg, our ANC legal advisor, regarding minimum community standards for Class A and Class B liquor licenses.  Mr. Fierberg comments are in bold, underline – embedded in the document.

Background:
Our attorney has reviewed the cooperative agreement.  In summary, Mr. Doug Fierberg states:

 

"The Cooperative Agreement  I think that the proposed agreement is very thorough, strong, well written, and likely to provide very good protection to the neighborhood.  Very good work.  I have a few proposed changes, which are reflected in bold in the attached agreement.  Please review and let me know if you have any questions or concerns.  I'm not "wedded" to the changes, and I think that they're self-explanatory, so let's use my proposed changes as a basis for discussions before I meet/negotiate with all of the establishments."

 

Commissioner Fengler input and comments:

Of all the proposed recommendations, I will focus in on two:

 

1.  1200 foot radius.  Yes, I understand it is a tad tough.  The challenge in my SMD is that I have two classes B within 50 feet of each other.  One in ANC 6A and the other in ANC 6C.  If my store signs, the owner will be economically crushed as folks just a walk across the street to the one in 6C.  What this means is that I will need to work with the community on both sides of the street and organize a regular protest -- one ANC 6A can't be a party on -- if I want to make sure the economic playing field is fair.  There was discussion on this and some Commissioners share Doug's view on how difficult this will be.  But, I would rather try and then modify versus conceding this point from the outset.  But I am open to further discussion on this point.

 

2.  70 ounces versus 40 ounces.  Again, very tough.  But, these super containers appear to be the liquor of choice for those folks who drink in public.  If we are going to go down this road, I would rather start with the ideal solution.  As this is a living document, if the size becomes the show stopper, the ANC can downward adjust.  But going in, I want to eliminate the entire problem of singles.

 

The other changes are good as far as I am concerned.

Commissioner Alberti input and comments:
 

I think Doug's comments are great.  I support all of his changes except those for Section One.  

 

My past objections to Section 1 aside,  I agree with Joe that we should target the 70oz. containers as wells as the smaller containers.  It's my observation also that people who drink in public are buying these  70oz containers.  

 

We've had a thorough discussion of the implications of the 1,200 radius for enforcement.  I think we all understood and agreed to accept the implications of this criteria. So, I support keeping the criteria as currently worded.

Preamble

Through this agreement, both parties aim to create an environment whereby the applicant may operate as a viable contributing business to the ANC 6A community, while concurrently curtailing any adverse effects a business such as the applicant’s could have on the surrounding neighborhood.  This agreement applies to Class A liquor licenses that permit retail sale of beer, wine, and spirits for off premises consumption and Class B liquor licenses that permit retail sale of beer and wine for off premises consumption. 

The applicant agrees to work regularly with the ANC 6A, neighborhood associations, and residents to ensure the business operations do not adversely affect the surrounding neighborhood.  All parties believe the statements and provisions contained in this agreement are reasonable and must become wholly integrated into the day-to-day operation of the business establishment.

Further, ANC 6A acknowledges that this Cooperative Agreement shall be presented to all Class “A” and Class “B” applicants within the boundaries of ANC 6A.  To the greatest extent possible, the ANC will not insist upon or allow any significant changes to this Cooperative Agreement that will unfairly benefit or, conversely, cause competitive disadvantage to, any individual applicant or establishment within the ANC, unless such change is required by the District of Columbia government, other authorized governmental bodies, or rule of law.  

The community and merchants have agreed that it is in all the parties’ best interests to standardize the requirements for the operation of Class A and Class B establishments within the boundaries of ANC 6A.  The community and merchants understand and agree that the changes imposed upon the operations of all licensees within the ANC as set forth herein are important measures to protect the safety, peace, order and quiet of the neighborhood, its residents, and businesses.  It is the intent, therefore, of ANC 6A, to level the playing field through the implementation of this standardized Cooperative Agreement.

Witnesseth

Whereas, Applicant’s premises is within the boundaries of ANC 6A; and,

Whereas, the parties desire to enter into an agreement governing certain requirements and understandings regarding the issuance of a Retailer’s Class “A” or Class “B” Liquor License at the subject premises; and,

Whereas, the parties wish to state their mutual intention and commitment to promote the success, peace, order, and quiet of the community.  Both parties recognize the importance of commercial districts (and limited commercial operations within residential districts) and their adjacent neighborhoods that are safe, clean, and “pedestrian friendly.”

The Parties Agree As Follows:

1. Requirements for sale / provision of single containers of alcohol beverages
A. Once all Class A and Class B licensees within [within ANC 6A?  The 1,200 foot radius should run from a single/central point, otherwise it is capturing an uneven, large area that may not be entirely within the ANC or readily determinable] 1,200 foot radius of the applicant’s premises agree to the following provisions in this section, all the provisions in this section shall also apply to the applicant.  The remaining sections (sections 2 through 10) will be in effect immediately.  

B. Applicant shall not sell, give, offer, expose for sale, or deliver an individual container of beer, malt liquor, or ale in single containers of alcohol of [40?] 70 ounces or less.

C. Applicant shall only sell, give, offer, expose for sale, or deliver beer, malt liquor, or ale containers of [40?] [40?] 70 ounces or less with multiple-container packaging supplied by the manufactures of four or more individual containers (example: 4-packs, 6-packs, 12-pack cases, etc.).

D. Applicant shall not sell, give, offer, expose for sale, or deliver an individual container of wine or fortified wine in a single container with a capacity of less than 750 ml.

E. Class B applicants will not sell fortified wine.  Fortified wine is defined as wine that exceeds 14% alcohol content.

2. Clear bags must be used for all purchases of single sales of beer, malt liquor, ale, wine or fortified wine until the conditions defined in requirement Section 1, subsection A take effect.
3. Ban on Sale/Provision of Other Items: 

A. Single Cigarettes:

1) Applicant shall not sell, give, offer, expose for sale, or deliver individual single cigarettes.
B. “Go-cups”:

1) Applicant shall not sell, give, offer, expose for sale, or deliver “go-cups” or servings of plain ice in a cup.  

2) Per the Alcoholic Beverage regulations, a “go-cup” is defined as: “a drinking utensil provided at no charge or a nominal charge to a customer for the purpose of consuming alcoholic beverages off the premises of an establishment.”
C. Products associated with illegal drug activity:

1) Applicant agrees to not sell, give, offer, expose for sale, or deliver products associated with illegal drug activity.

2) These items are defined as: “cigarette rolling papers, pipes, needles, small bags, or any other items which may be regarded as drug paraphernalia.”
4. Hours of Operation for Sales of Alcohol:

A. For Class A applicants, the sale of alcohol shall be restricted to the following hours:

1) 9:00 a.m. – 10:00 p.m.
Monday – Friday

2) 9:00 a.m. – 10:00 p.m.
Saturday
B. For Class B applicants, the sale of alcohol shall be restricted to the following hours:

1) 9:00 a.m. – 10:00 p.m.
Monday – Friday

2) 9:00 a.m. – 10:00 p.m.
Saturday
3) 10:00 a.m. – 8:00 p.m.
Sunday

5. Public Space Cleanliness and Maintenance:

A. Applicant will maintain the public space (minimally the front sidewalk up to and including the gutter in front of the subject premises, and the alleyway behind the subject premises) adjacent to the establishment in a clean and litter-free condition by:

1) Picking up trash, including beverage bottles and cans, and all other trash a minimum of twice daily (immediately before business hours and once between 5:00 p.m. and 8:00 p.m.).

2) Exercising due diligence to prevent and/or rid vermin infestation in and around the establishment, including following, minimally, the recommendations and guidelines of the Vector Control Division of the Department of Public Works.

3) Planting, watering, and generally tending to tree boxes directly in front of the subject premises, if any.

4) Maintaining regular trash removal service.  Ensure that the trash and dumpster area(s) remain clean.

5) Remove snow and/or ice from sidewalks fronting (includes sidewalks on the sides of corner buildings) within time limits set by the District of Columbia for such snow and/or ice removal. 

6) Promptly remove graffiti written on the exterior walls of the property.  Promptly is defined as within two (2) weeks of graffiti’s appearance.

6. Signage / Loitering / Illegal Activity:

A. Applicant will not, directly or indirectly, sell or deliver alcohol to any intoxicated person, or to any person of intemperate habits, or to any person who appears to be intoxicated. A person of intemperate habits shall be defined as any person arrested or cited for alcohol-related offences by the Metropolitan Police Department for any alcohol-related crime three times or more in any one year and who has been so identified to the licensee by the Metropolitan Police Department by giving a photo and name to the licensee.
B. Applicant shall post a notice kept in good repair and visible from point of entry a sign, which states:

1) The minimum age requirement for purchase of alcohol,

2) The obligation of the patron to produce a valid identification document in order to purchase alcohol.

C. Applicant shall make every effort to prohibit and prevent loitering and criminal activity on or in front of the establishment premises, to include:

1) Posting a sign kept in good repair, a sign requesting customers to not contribute to panhandlers,

2) Asking loiterers to move on whenever they are observed outside the establishment,

3) Calling the Metropolitan Police Department (MPD) to remove loiterers if they refuse Applicant’s request to move on,

4) Calling the Metropolitan Police Department if illegal activity is observed,

5) Keeping a written record of dates and times (i.e. log) when the MPD was called for assistance.  Applicant’s log shall be provided to the Board and, for good cause shown to the Board, to any valid protestant during hearings involving future renewals or contested proceedings involving the Applicant’s license.   
D. Applicant agrees to post signs kept in good repair in highly visible locations that announce the following:

1) Prohibition against selling alcohol to minors.

2) No panhandling.

3) No loitering.

E. Applicant agrees that total signage for alcohol and tobacco products in the front window shall be limited to 25% of the total window space available.

F. Applicant shall receive, at their request, and at no cost, a sign to post within their establishment (provided by the ANC6A ABL Committee) that outlines the primary points of this agreement.
G. To the extent such lighting is not present on the exterior of the establishment, Applicant will install and maintain high-intensity flood-lights on the exterior of its premises so as to fully light any abutting alleyway from dusk until dawn.
7. Reporting to ANC 6A:

A. Applicant must appear before the ANC 6A Alcohol Beverage Licensing Committee two (2) months prior to their Class A or Class B license expiration date to discuss issues and concerns related to the prior two years operations, and the impending renewal of their license.  
B. Written testimony can be provided to the ANC 6A Alcohol Beverage Licensing Committee instead of appearing in-person if mutually agreed upon by the merchant and ANC 6A.

8. Regulations:

A. In addition to the requirements of this agreement, applicant will operate in compliance with all applicable laws and regulations.

9. Miscellaneous:

A. Applicant shall deny support of the installation of pay phones around the establishment (externally).  The applicant shall have existing pay phones (if any) removed from the exterior of the establishment at the end of the current contract.
B. Applicant, and all employees of the applicant, shall attend and complete an alcoholic beverage server training course/seminar.

C. Applicant certifies that it does not owe more than $100 to the District of Columbia government as a result of any fine, penalty, or past due tax for more than six months.

D. Applicant will participate in a Business Improvement District program if one exists.
10. Enforcement:

A. If any party hereto believes in good faith that the applicant is in violation of this agreement, written notice specifying the alleged violation shall be delivered to the applicant and the applicant shall have ten (10) days after receipt of such written notice to come into compliance with this agreement or respond to said alleged notice of default.

B. Applicant and the ANC 6A Commission agree to enter into this agreement.  If the applicant should breach the conditions of this agreement, it is understood by all parties that the ANC 6A, and/or its committees, or others shall immediately petition the ABC Board for a “show cause” hearing pursuant to 23 D.C.M.R. 1513.5. 

C. This cooperative agreement is binding on the applicant and its assigns and will continue in force for any and all subsequent license holders at this location.

Request to the ABC Board for a Moratorium on the Sale of Chilled Single Servings

We request that the Alcohol Beverage Control Board implement a moratorium to ban the sale of 'chilled single servings' of alcoholic beverages for the Class B licensed establishments in the section defined by the area within 600 ft of Anita’s Supermarket at 201 15th St. NE, pursuant to Title 25 §25-351.  We request that this moratorium be effective for a period of 5 years.  In addition to Anita’s Supermarket, there are two other Class B establishments included in this section: Yoni Food Market & Carry Out at 101 15th St. NE, and J&K Market at 234 15th St NE.

A ‘chilled single serving’ is defined as any of the serving sizes listed below that has been cooled to a temperature of 70 degrees or colder:

a).
four (4) or fewer individual bottles or cans of beer or malt liquor

b).
one (1) bottle of wine less than 750 ml in volume

c).
three (3) or fewer individual bottles or cans of other alcoholic beverages (i.e., any alcoholic beverage not specified in a. and b. above).

A fourth establishment, DC Express at 1504 E. Capitol St. NE, is outside the proposed section, but within 800 ft of Anita’s Supermarket.  In fairness to all competitors within the proposed section, we recommend that the Board expand the section to also include DC Express pursuant to the power granted to the Board under Title 25 §25-354(e).  Including this fourth establishment within the bounds of the moratorium section will ensure that none of the competing establishments in the immediate neighborhood has an unfair advantage over its competitors.

The three establishments in the proposed section do not serve as important outlets for groceries and sundries in the community.  The major portion of products sold by these stores consists of alcoholic beverages, soft drinks and snack food products with alcoholic beverages, particularly single servings, comprising a significantly large portion of sales.  These stores function essentially as bars.  Customers buy a succession of chilled single servings of alcoholic beverages, which are consumed on or near the premises, on our streets or in motor vehicles.  Our assessment of the nature of these stores’ operations is based on the repeated examination of the merchandise displayed for sale by these stores and on daily observations of customer behavior at all times of the day and all seasons of the year.

We are residents within or adjacent to the neighborhood encompassed by the proposed moratorium section. We make this request based on the negative effects the sale of alcoholic beverages has had on our community.   Our neighborhood is affected by both a persistently large and problematic number of persons drinking in public and a persistently high frequency of illegal drug/alcohol related incidents. We are continually plagued by loitering, vagrancy, assaults and shootings, including the murder of a young woman in broad daylight near the intersection of 15th Street, NE and Constitution Avenue.  Trash, including beer and wine bottles, litters the streets and sidewalks.  We constantly face the hazards of broken glass from discarded beer and wine bottles.  Public urination, defecation, vomiting and drunkenness are common occurrences.

The sale of chilled single servings of alcoholic beverages contributes to and encourages the unacceptable behaviors and troubling events described above.  These behaviors and events negatively affect the peace order and quiet of our neighborhood.  These behaviors and events make our neighborhood a less desirable place to live and raise children.  They diminish the pride residents have in our community and make outsiders view our neighborhood as a very dangerous and undesirable place to live.  The end result is a negative effect on property values in our neighborhood.

Proposed revision:
To: The Honorable Judges of the Superior Court of the District of Columbia:

As citizens of Advisory Neighborhood Commission 6A located between Florida Ave N.E. and East Capitol St. N.E. and from 7th St. N.E. to 22nd St. NE, we ask that you consider the impact that drug dealing has on our daily lives.  For the past several years we have witnessed incidents of drug distribution as well as gang member retaliations that often times escalate into violent crimes such as shootings and homicides in our neighborhood-only steps from Miner Elementary School on 15th Street N.E. and near Sherwood Recreation Center on 10th & G St. N.E. As you prepare to sentence this person on this drug distribution or related conviction, please consider the impact their actions have had on our daily lives.

We are victims of this crime.  We face harassment, intimidation and retaliation by drug dealers that are gang members who stake out their territory and approach innocent neighbors.   We face danger from homeless drug users drawn to our Near North East neighborhood to get drugs. The illegal drug activity in and outside the ABC establishments on H St. N.E. attract very aggressive panhandlers that we face daily while waiting for a bus or shopping. We face individuals who are driving a motor vehicle under the influence and side swipe our parked vehicles while they are constantly circle the block looking to find the drug dealer either at the ABC Stores on 13th St. or 15th St. N.E.  We face drug dealers and addicts desperate for money or valuables that they attack our children, mothers and elderly while visiting Lincoln Parks.  We face dirty syringes and stashes left hidden on our sidewalks and in alleyways.  As small businesses, resident property owners, and tenants, we face destruction of our property and the degradation of our lives by these criminals, especially near the “open air drug markets” located on H St. & I St. N.E. The criminals drive families from our neighborhood and encourage our most vulnerable youth population to participate as “look-outs” only perpetuating another generation of juvenile criminals.

We firmly believe that if the current punishment authorized by the D.C. Council were enforced to the maximum allowed by law against individuals involved in drug distribution and individuals who solicit drugs that this crime would be curbed.  A short period in jail, a small fine, or a probationary period is considered by many of these criminals to be a normal cost of doing business.  However, a large fine and substantial time in jail might deter a drug dealer or drug user from entering our neighborhood. Ultimately we hope stronger sentencing will convince a person to seek treatment, training and legitimate employment rather than to continue to deal and use on the streets of our neighborhood.

Your Honor, final steps to curb crime in our neighborhood rests in your hands.  We report the activities, the Police Officer arrests the criminal, and the Prosecutor has presented you with evidence beyond any reasonable doubt.  It is now up to you to impose the sentence.  We ask that you consider the effect that this crime has on us.  Please impose a significant amount of jail time for first offenders. For first offenders, we ask that you impose a substantial period of actual jail time and a maximum length of probation, with the remainder of a maximum sentence held as a deterrent. As a condition of probation, we ask that they be ordered to stay away from the location of their offense and five blocks in all directions.  If the defendant has a prior conviction for this crime, we implore that you impose the maximum penalty that is allowed by law, with no portion suspended, on those who, by their own actions, have shown their repeated contempt of the law and a total disregard for the community.
