October 9, 2003 ANC Meeting

Miner Elementary School

A scheduled business meeting of Advisory Neighborhood Commission 6A was held on October 9, 2003, at the Miner Elementary School.  A quorum being present, Commissioner Fengler called the meeting to order at 7:00 pm.

Attending were Commissioners Fengler, Rice, Ward, Stevens-Harris and Mack.  Commissioner Alberti notified the chair on Monday, October 6, 2003 that a family emergency would prevent him from attending the meeting.  Commissioner Musante notified the chair at 1:00pm on October 9, 2003 that he would be late to the meeting due to work commitments.  Commissioner Musante arrived at 7:35 pm.  Approximately 48 members of the public attended.  

The agenda was adopted with one change.  The historic landmark application on 819 and 821 7th Street, NE was moved from Standing Committee Reports, Economic Development and Zoning, item D to the top of the agenda to follow community comments.

The minutes of ANC 6A meeting held on September 11, 2003 were approved with one grammatical correction.

Community Comments, Round #1.  

· The H Street Main Street will be sponsoring a merchant tree-box cleaning event on October 25 and 26 at 9:00am.

· Mr. Marc Borberly delivered a letter to the Commission requesting that the tentative agenda (and associated reports) be provided to the community as prescribed by the Commission’s bylaws.

· Several community members noted the loss of the ANC 6A list serve.

· Northeast Neighborhood Walk.  Please join your neighbors in an effort to improve our streets by simply & peaceably walking them.  Every Thursday at 8pm at 15th St & Constitution Ave, NE - meet at Triangle Park.  Bring a trash bag to collect litter if you wish.  For more information, please contact Lt. Renato Caldwell at rcaldwel@mpdc.org or (202) 727-4478.
Economic Development and Zoning – 819 and 821 7th Street, NE.  The committee recommended a letter of support for the historic landmark application to HPRB, unless the Pilgrim Baptist Church waives its right to a 90-day response from the city on the raze permit and the Citizens Planning Coalition requests a one-month postponement of the landmark hearing.  Based on the input from the concerned parties, both of the aforementioned conditions were agreed upon. 

Pastor L.B Jones, and several members from the Pilgrim’s Baptist Church, outlined their intent for these properties.  The church is seeking a variance in the zoning code in order to use the area for a parking lot.  If a variance is granted, the Church intends to raze the buildings to construct a fenced parking lot.  A variance will be required for a parking lot in a residential district. Commissioner Stevens-Harris supports the Church in this effort and opposes the Citizens Planning Coalition’s historic preservation application.

Mary Ferrell from the Citizens Planning Coalition (CPC) stated their concerns and desire to nominate these two building for historic landmark status.  These frame buildings are in relatively good shape with many of the original exterior and interior details intact.  The CPC goal is to find away to accommodate additional parking for the church as well as rehabilitation for these two buildings with grant monies.

The owner of the residential property nearest these two buildings stated support for either position – as long as something was done to address the condition of the properties owned by the church.

Community Discussion – 1626 Kramer Street, NE

Ms. Valarie Boykin from the Youth Services Administration (YSA) and Mr. Denzil Noble from the Department of Consumer and Regulatory Affairs were in attendance to discuss the construction project at 1626 Kramer Street, NE.

Ms. Boykin comments are summarized as follows:

· Building permit was issued in February 2003 as a matter of right development for handicap facility.  She provided a copy of the current building permit.

· The YSA does not plan to place detained children in the facility.  However, committed children and handicapped children will be placed in the facility.  

· There was discussion of delinquent children as children who are in need of services – not just children that have broken the law.  

· The YSA lawyers are reviewing the zoning code to reevaluate whether or not this type of building use conforms to the matter of right development for an R-4 zoned property.

· There are no other facilities of this type in the neighborhood and there are no plans to initiate any future developments of this type in the neighborhood.

· YSA will redouble efforts to communicate with the community and attend the October 28, 2003 Economic Development and Zoning committee meeting at 900 G Street, NE at 7:00pm to provide an update.

· In addition, the term handicap was discussed as a “handicap condition” that includes physical as well as mental handicaps.  

In response to a question, Mr. Noble stated that that if “youth rehabilitation home” had been listed on the permit application, DCRA “more than likely” would not have approved the building permit as a matter of right.  The Commission asked him to follow-up on this permit to make sure it complies with both the letter and spirit of R-4 zoning.

Several community members expressed serious concerns and objections to this development.  More than one resident said they would fight this project with every last breath in their body.  Many of the Commissioners, and most notably Commissioner Mack, expressed similar reservations and implored YSA and the Department of Consumer and Regulatory Affairs to update the community at the next Economic Development and Zoning Committee meeting with the specifics of this project.

Single Member District Reports

6A01 - Commissioner Stevens-Harris announced she is working with the Department of Consumer and Regulatory Affairs to get inspectors to check on ten abandoned properties that have become nuisances to the community.
6A02 – Commissioner Fengler announced that he will be holding two community meetings on October 25, 2003.  First, a Sherwood Recreation Center community meeting at 1:00pm.  The location will either be at Capitol Towers or the Sherwood Recreation Center depending on availability.

6A06 – Commissioner Mack announced that work on the Atlas Theater is underway!

PSA Redistricting
The Issue:  The Metropolitan Police Department (MDP) is proposing to move the line that divides PSA 102 and PSA 103 from where they initially proposed it at 15th Street, NE to 8th Street, NE.

Initial Input from the Community:

1. Under the new proposal, PSA 102 and PSA 103 would have roughly the same number of service calls based on the number of calls over the last few years.  By creating PSAs that are more in balance with demonstrated work load versus actual territory, MPD will be able to create equitable PSA in terms of service.

2. By dividing the H Street, NE corridor in half at 8th Street, the economic heart of H Street will be split between two PSAs.  Many of the merchants on H Street prefer the original proposal as it allows for them to work with one PSA to implement public safety measures to encourage economic development.

3. Residents that live beyond 8th Street, NE have stated they have concerns about using H Street as an arbitrary split of the community.  Many take the Metro to work and walk from Union Station to points east of 8th Street.  By splitting the PSA at 8th Street, no one PSA will have the responsibility implementing programs to ensure our residents have a safe walking commute.

4. 8th Street is a major north / south corridor.  It generates pedestrian traffic at all hours of the day and evening.  Residents that live a few blocks on either side of 8th Street are subject to more public safety hazards (crimes of opportunity and minor break-ins) because this concentration of commuters and residents.  By using 8th Street as the dividing line, two PSA will need to patrol the streets on either side and coordinate their efforts.  Past examples of this coordination are not self-evident.

5. Under the new proposal, PSA 103 will be too large.  It will run from 8th Street to Florida / Benning Road, down to the river, turn at East Capitol / Constitution and back up 8th Street.  MPD will not comment on staffing levels until the PSA lines are approved.  Without a staffing commitment from MPD, many of the residents will not accept a PSA this large in relation to PSA 102.
6. Under the new proposal PSA 102 would enjoy a smaller foot print with additional protection provided by the Federal Marshals, Capital Police, the Park Service as well as the Transit Authority.  In short, while crime does occur in the corridor from 2nd to 5th Street, it is not nearly at the same level as 8th to 12th street.  In reality, PSA 102 would have a working corridor of 4th to 8th Street.  

7. Finally, both residents and business owners stressed the need to have a police substation on H Street, NE.  This is vital to implement a public safety presence and program to provide a safe retail district for our community.

Dear Zoning Commissioners,

At its regularly scheduled and properly noticed meeting on October 9, 2003, ANC 6A voted 6-0 (with 5 Commissioners required for a quorum) to recommend to the Zoning Commission that all Police Department Facilities in Residential Districts be required to obtain a special exception from the Board of Zoning Adjustment.

The ANC is concerned that the proposed text amendment permitting Police Department Local Facilities as a matter of right in R-1 Districts (11 DCMR 201.1(r)) would expose residential neighborhoods to adverse impacts because of traffic, noise, operations, or the number of similar facilities in the area. Allowing these facilities to be sited as a matter of right would eliminate formal opportunities for public participation and community input to alleviate these adverse impacts through the special exception process. The special exception process has proven to be one of the most effective tools for involving the community in land use decisions and would be appropriate for Police Department Local Facilities, as well as General Facilities in Residential Districts.

The ANC does not believe that that the Metropolitan Police Department will be constructing so many facilities that the Board of Zoning Adjustment would be unduly burdened by this requirement.

ANC 6A is writing to express concern regarding the conditions in the rear of the rowhouse at 132 12th Street, NE. 
Based on testimony from residents who live near this property, this residential rowhouse has been vacant since at least the early 1980s. At some point, an addition to the property was started, but then halted before completion. Based on pictures submitted to the ANC, the property has extensive debris and overgrown vegetation in the rear of the property between the addition and garage/carriage house. The neighbors expressed concerns about fire hazards from the debris and health hazards from the pigeons, rodents, and mosquitoes that inhabit the rear of the property. There also appears to be an abandoned oil tank on the property. Despite numerous calls to the city by affected residents, DCRA has not taken enforcement action to remedy the situation.

ANC 6A strongly encourages DCRA (in cooperation with the Historic Preservation Division) to take action resulting in the abatement of the fire and human health hazards in the rear of this property.

Dear Ms. Burcham,

ANC 6A would like to call your attention to inappropriate and possibly illegal commercial advertising in the Capitol Hill Historic District at 918, 920, and 922 Constitution Avenue, NE. You may recognize these addresses as the site of residential construction activity that concluded this summer.

First, there is a small billboard (approximately 3 feet by 4 feet) in the tree strip area between the street and sidewalk at 918 Constitution Avenue, NE. This billboard, which is located in public space, has the name, logo, and website address of the builder: Bogdan Builders.

Second, there is another small billboard of approximately the same dimensions in the front yard of 918 Constitution Avenue, NE. This billboard, also located in public space, advertises the project financer: Bank of America. There are two “For Rent” signs affixed to this billboard.

Third, all three rowhouses have large address plaques (approximately 14 inches by 14 inches) that contain the builder’s name, logo, and a statement that the buildings were either “Built by Bogdan Builders in 2003” or “Restored by Bogdan Builders in 2003.” Although these plaques were installed as part of new construction and renovation, I was informed by Steve Callcott of your office that these plaques were not part of approved plans. Despite notification of your office on July14, 2003 that these plaques exceed the 12x12 inch standard for address plaques and contain commercial advertising (see attachment), no action has been taken.

REPORT OF THE ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT AND ZONING COMMITTEE ANC 6A

October 28, 2003


Present: Commissioners Joseph Fengler, Wanda Harris, Gladys Mack, and Cody Rice; Resident Members Sherry Brown, Brendan Danaher, Jeff Fletcher, Virginia Gaddis, and Enrique Gomez.

Commissioner Rice chaired the meeting.

Updates

· BZA 17045 (1215 E St, NE)—In July, the ANC sent a letter of support to the BZA for this application for a variance to retain a carriage house/garage. BZA denied the variance.

· BZA 17048 (1118 East Capitol Street, NE)—In August, the ANC sent a letter of support to BZA this application for a special exception for a 2-story rear addition. BZA granted the special exception.

Details of BZA deliberations are available in transcripts. Search using the BZA order number at http://dcoz.dc.gov/search/search3.asp. BZA orders are available (though not immediately) at http://dcoz.dc.gov/search/search4.asp. BZA orders are also published as they are issued in the DC Register at http://os.dc.gov/services/online_mun_reg.shtm.

DCRA’s Responsibilities for Nuisance Properties: Presentation and Q&A
The committee heard a presentation by David A. Clark, Director of the Department of Consumer and Regulatory Affairs. Four staff members from DCRA also attended. DCRA provided an overview of DCRA’s role and responsibilities for consumer and regulatory affairs with a video presentation. Some important points from the presentation and following Q&A:

· Although DCRA has broad responsibilities, other DC agencies have primary responsibility for certain nuisances. The Department of Public Works is responsible for clearing debris from alleys and removing abandoned cars. The Department of Health is responsible for restaurant inspections and rodent control. The Metropolitan Police Department handles criminal activity.

· Many of the DC agencies participate in a Cross-Agency Enforcement Initiative, so inspectors from various DC agencies can issue citations for a variety of infractions and should pass information to their co-workers in other agencies.

· Residents should report nuisance properties to the mayor’s call center at 727-1000 or directly to DCRA at 442-4400. For evening and weekend emergencies, call the Emergency Management Agency at 727-6161 and ask to speak with the “Duty Officer at DCRA.” DCRA now has teams working extended hours and on weekends to deal with illegal construction. Note that special permits are required for construction between 7 PM and 7 AM and on Sundays.

· According to the video, 96 percent of citizen inquiries are responded to within 7 days, and DCRA should resolve nuisance properties within 3 weeks. Clark asked that residents inform his office at 442-8936 if their concerns are not resolved within this time period.

· In early spring 2004, DCRA will be launching an online tracking system so that residents can follow the progress of complaints from intake, through inspection, citation, owner notification, and abatement. Currently, only complaints and inspections can be tracked through the RAPIDS system at http://www.dcra.dc.gov/information/NSO/index2.shtm.

1626 Kramer Street, NE: Additional Q&A on DHS/YSA Group Home

The committee heard an update from Deputy Mayor Carolyn Graham on DHS/YSA plans for a group home for youths under construction at 1626 Kramer Street, NE. Graham was joined by 7 staff members from the Department of Human Services (DHS) and the Youth Services Administration (YSA)

Graham stated that she wanted to address the “rampant amount of misinformation” circulating about the group home. Although neither she nor her staff provided any of the previously requested written materials, the committee was informed that DHS/YSA will fulfill previous requests for information as part of a Freedom of Information Act (FOIA) request filed by Commissioner Rice on October 17, 2003. The response to this FOIA request should be complete by November 12, 2003 per a letter from DHS dated October 21, 2003. George Valentine of DHS indicated that some of the requested materials may be available now, and that the committee’s request may be fulfilled sooner as materials become available.

The FOIA request is for all documents, memos, correspondence, emails, calendar entries, or any other records related to plans by DHS and/or YSA to site facilities at 1626 Kramer Street, NE and 413-429 17th Street, NE. Of specific interest are records from 2000 to the present that address any of the following: 1) the selection process for these locations; 2) whether and/or how the public is/was/will be notified of planning, construction and/or operation; 3) whether these facilities are allowed as a matter of right under zoning regulations; 4) discussion of how DHS and/or YSA intend for the facilities at these locations to be used; 5) summaries or accounts of any internal meetings of DHS or YSA to discuss any aspect of these locations; and 6) summaries or accounts of any meetings of DHS or YSA with members of the public to discuss any aspect of these locations.

The committee had also previously made the following requests for specific documentation: 1) Copies of any plans, drawings, or artist renderings of the building under construction at 1626 Kramer St, NE; 2) A written statement fully describing the number and characteristics of the residents planned for 1626 Kramer St, NE (age, sex, handicap status, status in justice system); 3) A written commitment to send ANC 6A a copy of the Certificate of Occupancy application for 1626 Kramer St, NE when filed with DCRA; 4) A written commitment to inform ANC 6A prior to submitting any building permit applications for any DHS facility in ANC 6A; 5) A written statement explaining the DHS/YSA position on zoning status of the building at 1626 Kramer St, NE; 6) A copy of a letter withdrawing the building permit application for 413-429 17th St, NE; and 7) Calendar entry, attendee list, and minutes from March 14, 2001 meeting in Deputy Mayor Graham's office with one or more ANC Commissioners.

Several residents also expressed an interest in knowing the type, number, and locations of group homes in Wards 5 and 6. The committee had previously asked for this information on community-based residential facilities on August 26, 2003. There was some discussion of whether the specific locations of certain types of group homes may be confidential.

Other important points by Graham and her staff included the following:

· DHS/YSA supports “economic development” by placing new group homes on formerly blighted properties in the District. These homes are “matter of right” in residential districts under the zoning code. This means they can be built without any formal requirements for review, community input, or limits on location or number.

· No more than 4 “special needs” girls will live at 1626 Kramer Street, NE. The girls will be supervised “day and night” by 2 staff. The girls will range in age from 13 to 17. The girls may be either “persons in need of supervision” as determined by the courts who have not committed offenses, or children who are committed to the care of YSA by a court following completion of their sentences.

· DHS/YSA requests community participation on an advisory board for the facility at 1626 Kramer St, NE.
· The building permit for 413-429 17th Street, NE was for an 8 to 10 unit apartment complex for low to moderate income, not a youth rehabilitation home. Youth Services Administration was building this facility because they “had the money.” Now these plans are on hold because the funds are no longer available.

The committee is now waiting for DHS/YSA cooperation in submitting written responses to questions from previous meetings dating back to the August ED&Z committee meeting. 
ZC #02-28: Text Amendment-- High Density Residential Retail Overlay District
The committee discussed how this text amendment creates an overlay that could be applied to areas zoned R-5-D to create requirements and incentives for street-level neighborhood retail and services in larger residential buildings. This is similar to the scenarios in the H Street Strategic Development Plan for the western end of H Street, NE closer to Union Station. The text of the amendment is available at http://dcoz.dc.gov/services/zoning/schedule/2003/11.shtm.

The Committee reviewed a proposal from Chairman Joe Fengler to purchase racks that would be used as information centers to distribute copies of agendas, minutes and information to the community at-large.  The Commission needs to ensure those members of our community without computers are well informed.  For those Commissioners who identify four locations in their Single Member Districts that will allow the distribution of information, the use of display racks not only provides proper storage, but also increases the visibility of the information to the community.  Each Commissioner would be able to purchase the type of information rack that suits them and the government building, school, store, etc. that represents their selected sites.

This flyer will be distributed to the community in the display racks, posted on the ANC 6A official website and will be distributed to the entire ANC 6A Commission area once a year to inform all residents of pertinent general ANC 6A information.


The committee unanimously approved to recommend that the Commission accept the flyer as a working document and present it on-line for official usage.

C. The Committee was presented with an on-line request that the ANC 6A Commission web site have a link to the ANC 6A Listserve now being monitored by Marc Borbely.

The committee recommends that the ANC 6A Listserve link be placed on the ANC 6A Website with the description, “an independent listserv addressing community concerns.”

Proposal for ANC 6A Display Racks

Recommendation:  ANC 6A adopt the Community Outreach Committee recommendation to use display racks in order to distribute agendas and information at community centers or businesses.  This does not authorize automatic procurement.  Each commissioner may request the purchase of display racks depending on their specific requirements.

Article VIII, Section 1.   The Commission shall elect officers from its members and standing committee chairs at a public meeting of the Commission held in January each year.  

(a).
The officer positions shall be:  Chairperson, Vice Chairperson, Secretary and Treasurer.  The officers of the Commission must be elected commissioners.

(b)
The standing committee chairs shall be: Economic Development and Zoning, Alcohol Beverage Licensing and Public Safety, and Community Outreach.  The committee chairs may be either elected commissioners or residents that live in the geographic boundaries of the Commission as defined in Article II.
(c)
The Commission may also elect any other officers or chairperson committee chairs as the Commission deems necessary.  
Article VIII, Section 2.  Upon a two-thirds majority of the commissioners present and voting, the Commission any commissioner may submit a slate of officers and committee chairs for consideration….
Also, the remaining sections of this article will need to be renumbered to reflect that change.
Change 2.  Light Refreshments at Single Member District Meetings (Fengler)
Article IV, Section 7, Subsection (a).  The Commission shall expend funds received through its annual allocation, or other donated funds, for public purposes within the Commission area or for the functioning of the Commission office, to include staffing salaries and nominal refreshments (no meals) at regularly scheduled Commission meetings.  For the purposes of nominal refreshments, Single Member District meetings will not be considered regularly scheduled Commission meetings.

Change 3.  Commissioner Vacancy (Fengler)
Article XI, Vacancy and Removal, Section 1 Commissioner Vacancy, Subsection (c), point (2).  Strike:  Failure to attend three consecutive meetings without an excused absence.  Replace with: (2) Death and add a new point: (3) Hold another elected public office prohibited under the ANC legislation.

Change 4.  Commissioner Removal (Fengler)
Article XI, Vacancy and Removal, Section 2 Commissioner Removal.  Insert the following:

Section 2.  Commissioner Removal.

(a)  Any Commissioner may be removed from office by the registered voters of the Single Member District (SMD) from which he or she was elected.  This process requires that a petition be singed by at least 10 percent of the registered voters of the SMD.  However, if a Commissioner has missed all of the regularly scheduled meetings over a three month period, the required number of signature is reduced to 5 percent.

(b)  The initiator of the removal petition has 30 calendar days, beginning with the day the Board first makes petitions available, to secure the proper signatures and file the proper signature and file the petition with the Board.  The number of registered voters which is used for computing this requirement is based on the latest official voter cont issued 30 or more days prior to the submission of the signed petition. 
(c)  After a 10 day challenge period, the Board certifies the petition.  If the petition is challenge, the Board holds a hearing on that challenge.  If the petition is upheld, the Board will hold a special election in the SMD or conduct a mail ballot. 
(d)  No commissioner may be removed within the first six months nor the last six months of his or her term of office nor within six months after an attempted removal procedure has been determined in his or her office.
Rename Section 2 to Section 3.

Rename Section 3 to Section 4.

Change 5.  Vice Chair Responsibilities (Rice)
Article IX, Section 2, subsection (e) – delete.  The Vice Chairperson shall serve as the public safety liaison for the Commission.
Change 6.  Reference Error (Rice)
Article IX, Section 3, subsection (c) – correct reference from Section 10 to Section 11.

Justification for change:  A clerical error, current bylaw does not reflect correct cross reference.

Change 7.  Grammatical Change (Rice)
Article X, Section 1.  Pursuant to the provisions of section 742 (a) of the District of Columbia Home Rule Act, all meetings of the committee meetings shall be open to the public.
Change 8.  Grammatical Change (Rice)

Article X, Section 2, Subsection (d).  The Commission may establish any other committees upon the action at a scheduled meeting of a majority of the Commissioners present and voting of a majority of the Commissioners present and voting at a scheduled meeting

Change 9.  Clarification (Rice)
Article X, Section 3.  Each committee shall establish procedures that will facilitate achieving its mission.  At a minimum, each committee will designate a member to record, and forward to the Commission Secretary, the actions and recommendations of each meeting in a committee report.  This record shall also include a list of all the committee members in attendance at the meeting
Change 10.  Grammatical Change (Rice)
Article X, Section 5.  All committee members shall have equal voting rights following the principle of one person, one vote.  There shall be no voting by proxy.  No action may be taken by the committee unless Formal committee recommendations require a majority of the committee membership is present and voting.  In the case of a tie vote, the motion before the committee shall fail.

Change 11.  Grammatical Change (Rice)
Article X, Section 7.  All approved motions or recommendations will be presented to the Commission by the committee chairperson or by a member of the committee in the chairperson’s absence. a member of the committee. 

Change 12.  Committee Change (Rice)
Article X, Section 9.  Strike Section 9 and replace with a new Section 9.  No less than seven days notice shall be given to the public by the committee of its meetings in accordance with the provisions of Article V, Section 4 of these bylaws.

Change 13.  Add new Section (Rice)
Article X, Section 10.  ANC Commissioners may participate in committee deliberations with their votes recorded in the Committee report.
