ADVISORY NEIGHBORHOOD COMMISSION 6A

Minutes of July 10, 2003

A scheduled business meeting of Advisory Neighborhood Commission 6A was held on   July 10, 2003, at the Miner Elementary School.  A quorum being present, Commissioner Fengler called the meeting to order at 7:04 pm.

Attending were Commissioners Fengler, Rice, Alberti, Musante, Stevens-Harris and Mack.  17 members of the public attended.  

The agenda passed with two changes.  At the request of Commissioner Fengler, items 1 and 2 under new business were moved to the first items listed under unfinished business.

The minutes of ANC 6A June 12, 2002 meeting were approved.

Community Comments: Marc Boberly spoke and thanked the ANC for the agenda and for all the hard work especially Cody Rice.  Ms. Coulter thanked the entire commission for their work.

Single Member District Reports

Commissioner Alberti announced that he has spoken to local MPD officers and that the hours the community is requesting for Lincoln Park makes a lot of sense. 

Commissioner Rice announced he was working on some community relations issues with Maury Elementary School.

Commissioner Rice stated bicycle lanes will be added on C Street between 6th Street and 15th Street, NE.  Also, on 14th and 15th Streets and Potomac Avenue, NE 5 foot wide lanes would be implemented for traffic calming but it would not affect parking and bike lanes.  PSA 511 Community Day will be held on July 28th 5-8 pm on 12th Street between C & D.

Commissioner Fengler – A block party that was held on 10th Street was fairly well run but later the situation became difficult because of alcohol related party and neighbors had to call the police and work with Sherwood Friends.  Sherwood Community Center is moving along slowly but surely.  Commissioner Fengler made a motion to elect Musante as offical ANC6A rep to submit testimony to the ABC Hearing Board.  No objections.  

Commissioner Mack - Trash on Cramer, Dale, and Rosedale Streets continue to place their trash in the alley.  Fines will be given out.  Everyone got a new trashcan.  New construction on a two-story house and youth center is taking place and more information will be gathered.  Mack also held a solid waste education forum so neighbors wouldn’t be fined $35 to $5000 dollars.  

Reports of Officers

1.  Chair:  A.  Commissioner Fengler reported that of 12 spaces in D.C. Government Office Buildings none of them have excess space.  Fengler would request the Mayor provide a $600.00 stipend for office space to ANC6A.  Would there be any objections to his asking the Mayor.  No objections. B.  Fengler made a motion for a recess for the month of August.  Mack seconded.  No objections.  No August mtg. would be held. 

2.  Vice Chair:  Nothing.

3.  Treasurer.  Commissioner Alberti presented the following:

A.  Alberti presented two receipts, one for a refund from the H Street Self Storage and $1.00 from the Post Office for the key deposit for the P.O. Box. 

B.  See report.  Alberti motioned that the June disbursements be approved.  No objections.

C.  Alberti reported that two allotments would be coming.

D.  Alberti motioned to approve the Treasurers report.  Fengler second.  No objections.

4. Secretary:  Nothing.  

Standing Committee Reports

1.  Economic Development and Zoning:  

A. The ED&Z Committee recommended that the ANC send a letter of support for proposed changes to 1213 E Street, NE.  (See report)  Fengler motioned to accept recommendation from committee.  Musante seconded.  No objections.  

B. Mary Spencer – ACORN asked that affordable housing for low to moderate income people be taken into account when the District government sets about its plans.  (See report) Committee accepted that language and voted to recommend to the entire Commission.

C. Rice voted to adopt BZ report.  Musante seconded.  No objections.

2.  ABL&PS – Committee-member Jeff Coulter gave report.

A. Phish Tea Café – (See report) Fengler made motion on behalf of Ward to “not object” to a temporary license to the Phish Tea Café.  Musante seconded.  Stevens-Harris asked if we could add times to the length of the temporary license.  Musante asked if the Café would have to come before the Committee and Commission again to get their full license and the answer was yes. Motion passed 5-0 with Harris-Stevens abstaining to “not object” to a temporary license.

B. Motion to pass ABL&PS report.  No objections.

3.  Community Outreach

A. Musante made a motion to forward a recommendation to Wanda Stevens-Harris to place a disclaimer on the ANC 6A listserv.  Mack second.  No objections.

B. Musante made a motion to send a letter to Galludet to assist in the construction of the website.  Fengler seconded. No objections.
C. Musante made a motion that the Grant Application Form be used as the official application form.  Stevens-Harris asked if it had to be a 501C3 and should that be the only groups we give to.  Alberti stated we should set down policies that if it isn’t a 501C3 or an individual that we not pay.  Rice stated we need clarity on whether or not we can give to a service provider.  Mack stated we can write a check to a sports team under operation of a civic center.  Musante stated policies can be developed but let’s pass the application.  Mack seconded.  No objections. 
New Business

1. DDOT is developing an ongoing study of motor carrier traffic.  Commissioners are recommended to have community members express their concerns to the DDOT.  Also, communities should find out what businesses in the area use trucks.

2. August ANC Advertising was discussed.  It would be halted for August but renewed for September.

3. Elizabeth Nelson was named as representative to the H Street Artist Design Team Panel.
