ADVISORY NEIGHBORHOOD COMMISSION 6A

Minutes of November 13, 2003

A scheduled business meeting of Advisory Neighborhood Commission 6A was held on   November 13, 2003, at the Miner Elementary School.  A quorum being present, Commissioner Fengler called the meeting to order at 7:00 pm.

Attending were Commissioners Fengler, Rice, Alberti, Musante, Stevens-Harris, Ward and Mack.  28 members of the public attended.  

The agenda passed with two changes under new business the transfer of Excello license to In-a-minit.  The second agenda change was number #3 in the mini packet?  I didn’t have it when I typed these up.

The minutes of ANC 6A October 9, 2003 meeting were approved.

Community Comments: Marc Boberly spoke and thanked the ANC for distributing the agenda and to fight the transfer of In-a-minit. 

Single Member District Reports

6A03 – Commissioner Rice stated that 251 A Street has a new owner and that the owner has placed plans to renovate the property.  Rice stated he would keep a close eye on what happens with the B Liquor License.

6A06 - Commissioner Ward announced that the Christian Library was providing new documentation on that property.

6A05 – Commissioner Musante announced that the Lovejoy Park had its second fundraiser that was well attended and that approximately $4,000 was raised.  Anyone wishing to help in the project should contact him at his home number.

6A02 - Commissioner Fengler announced that he had two Single Member District Meetings that were well attended.  Approximately 70 citizens attended the first and 30 to 40 attended the second.  These meetings were held so that citizens could embrace the 10th Street Recreation Center and have input to its continued development.

6A01 – Commissioner Stevens-Harris held a community meeting and the Director of the NSP, Cmdr. Greene, representatives of DPW and the Abandoned Vehicles were all present.  The purpose of the meeting was to educate citizens on their rights such as the removal of vehicles, times that construct may legally start and stop, placement of dumpsters, etc.  Stevens-Harris also asked for volunteers to help give out turkeys over Thanksgiving.

6A07 – Commissioner Mack invited Councilmember Graham to a meeting.  Mack learned that the Kramer Street building did not need a certificate of occupancy.  Mack also explained that a great deal of illegal dumping was going on around 44 15th Street and if people were caught the problem could be dealt with at the local level.  If not it would become necessary to involve the authorities.

Reports of Officers

1.  Chair:  A.  Commissioner Fengler reported that the ANC would be holding elections in January and that community members can be committee chairs.  B.  Fengler also stated that OPM could find no space available within ANC 6A for an office.  Commissioner Fengler would like to stop the search for an office and look for a cabinet for records.  C.  Regarding the PSA meetings, Fengler would like to invite Deputy Mayor Margaret Kellems to the ANC meeting to discuss the issues.  Fengler also recommended that another meeting concerning the PSA redistricting be held the first week of December. 

2.  Vice Chair:  Nothing to report.

3.  Treasurer.  Commissioner Alberti presented the following:

A. Motion to approve the 2003 November report was passed with no objections 

B. Alberti motioned that two disbursements be approved.  The first for $71.48 was approved with no objections.  The second for $300 was a grant to Trees for Capitol Hill which was approved with no objections.

C.  Alberti motioned to approve the 4th Quarter report.  The motion was passed with no objections.

4. Secretary:  Chairman Fengler added a motion to approve that photocopying expenses were not to exceed $350.00 dollars.  The motion was approved with no objections.

Standing Committee Reports

1.  Economic Development and Zoning:  

A. The ED&Z Committee recommended unanimously to recommend that ANC6A send a letter supporting the text amendment to the Zoning Commission.  Rice added that the Zoning district does not get out into community.  Rice made a motion to pass ZC#02-28.  The motion passed 6-0.   

B. The committee heard a presentation by David A. Clark, Director of the Department of Consumer and Regulatory Affairs. Four staff members from DCRA also attended. DCRA provided an overview of DCRA’s role and responsibilities for consumer and regulatory affairs with a video presentation.

C. The committee heard an update from Deputy Mayor Carolyn Graham on DHS/YSA plans for a group home for youths under construction at 1626 Kramer Street, NE. Graham was joined by 7 staff members from the Department of Human Services (DHS) and the Youth Services Administration (YSA)

D.  Rice made a motion to approve previous months ED&Z report.  Motion was approved.

E. Rice made a motion to approve photocopying expenses not exceeding $50.00.  Motion was approved.

2.  
Community Outreach Committee - 

A. The Committee unanimously voted to recommend a $1000 grant for Kid Power, D.C.  Musante stated that Kid Power helped elementary and middle school students learn more about their community and that the grant would go to a Neighborhood History Project.  Musante made a motion to approve the grant to Kid Power.  The motion was approved.

B. The Committee made a recommendation that the ANC purchase display racks for individual Commissioners who would like to distribute agendas and other pertinent ANC information in their SMDs.  Commissioner Rice stated that Commissioners should take care about permits for items to be placed in public spaces.  Musante made a motion to approve the recommendation of the Committee.  The motion was approved.

C. Musante made a motion to accept the flyer developed by the COC as a working document.  The motion was approved.

D. The Committee made a recommendation to place a link on the ANC 6A website to the community listserv.  Musante made motion stating that the listserv was a tool used by a number of individuals in our neighborhood and it would be good to access from the website.  It would have a disclaimer stating that it was  “an independent listserv addressing community concerns.”  The motion was seconded by Alberti and passed by a vote of 6-1.

E. Musante made a motion to accept the previous months Community Outreach Reports.  The motion was approved.

F. Musante offered a motion to approve photocopying expenses –not to exceed $50.00

4.  ABL&PS Report

A. Ward announced that the Committee meeting will be held December 3rd at Miner.  The Thanksgiving and Christmas meeting will be moved. Commissioner Fengler stated that he was disturbed by the lack of communication from the committee and that the full ANC needed to know the dates of the committee meetings.

Unfinished Business

A. Commissioner Rice made a motion to move A. of New Business to A of Unfinished Business.  Musante seconded.  Motion approved.

Commissioner Rice made a motion that if Rosemack Deli at 801 D Street, NE signed a Voluntary License Agreement, there would be no protest.  If the Deli signed it, the ANC would send a letter of support for their renewal.  The motion failed 3-4.

B. Commissioner Rice made a motion to earmark $3,000 for the RL Christian Library.  Musante seconded.  Harris offered an amendment to add Friends to the motion to read the Friends of RL Christian Library.  Mack seconded.  The motion failed on a vote of 2-5.  Rice’s motion passed on a vote of 4-1.

C. Alberti made a motion to approve the Fiscal Year 2004 Annual Budget.  The motion passed 6-0 with amendment.  I missed the amendment????

New Business

A. Commissioner Fengler made a motion for the approval to fund newspaper ads for the Voice of the Hill, Hill Rag and D.C. North for December.  Musante seconded.  Motion approved.

B. Fengler made a motion to use Roberta Weiner for three months to take transcription down at the Commission meetings.  Musante seconded.  Motion approved.

C. A motion was made to protest the transfer of Excello’s A License to In-a-Minit.  The motion passed 5-1.

D. Commissioner Ward made a motion to hire a lawyer, Doug Fierberg to protest the transfer.  A friendly amendment was offered to allocate $1,680 for the hiring of the lawyer.   The amendment failed 2-4.  The motion failed 2-4.

Meeting adjourned at 9:20 pm.
