	Kingsman Field Task Force

As a result of a community meeting attended by over 50 area residents, a task force has been formed between local dog owners and neighbors living near Kingsman Field. The meeting was hosted by ANC Commissioner Mary Beatty, Councilmember Sharon Ambrose, and the Dept. of Parks and Recreation (DPR) to discuss tensions between dog owners and several neighbors whose homes are located on the 1300 block of D St. 

Ambrose opened the meeting, outlining proposed legislation that would allow for designated dog parks. DPR then described current rules and enforcement guidelines related to use of DC parks. The audience learned that the DPR enforcement staff of 11 oversees 77 parks. The Metropolitan Police (MPD) representative noted that calls regarding enforcement of leash laws in PSA 103 necessarily have a lower priority than those relating to burglary, drugs, and homicide.

Many of the attendees voiced support for finding compromise between the parties, and for working proactively to improve the park. Several dog owners volun-teered to initiate an effort to have a group pursue a “Friends of Kingsman Field” designation from DPR. This designation would estab-lish the group as a “Park Partner” and set goals for neighborhood care of the park. One key theme of dog owners’ comment was the benefits of having dogs and their owners socializing on the field vs. having an empty lot where drug dealers can conduct their business. 

Since time was limited, the group decided that the next steps should be taken through a task force, with two representatives of each position. Members are Anita Dyson, Juanita Robinson, Kelly Steele, and Bill Schultheiss. A representative of Sports on the Hill has also been invited. Updates on their progress will be sent to those who attended the June meeting.

Lovejoy Park – It’s a “Go”

It’s official!  City officials have confirmed that construction of Lovejoy Park will begin this fall. A total of $900,000 will fund the conversion of the asphalt-covered area – which runs between 11th and 12th streets off of E St. – into a glorious new green space that will become one of Capitol Hill’s most beautiful parks.

The design of the park incor-porates the ideas and preferences of community residents, who voted on a design that includes curved walking paths, a “rain garden” for native plants, a community garden, a circular children’s playground, and a sculpture area that will later feature a statue commemorating the abolitionist Elijah Lovejoy. 

Last year, residents attending an NLPNA meeting voted in favor of an abstract design for the sculpture. A contest open to local artists will be held later this year or early in 2006, coordinated by Lovejoy Lofts resident Al Masino. (Check the Buzz for more details later.) Total estimated time for construction of the park is nine months to one year.
