After the renovation, the field will not be able to be used for up to one year. DCPR will keep the field locked during this time. There will be a temporary chain link fence installed along the sidewalk off the D Street entrance to the field in order to allow access to the basketball court.

There are bound to be some inconveniences to the neighborhood during the renovation. However, the final result should be a much better field for our entire community.
