ADVISORY NEIGHBORHOOD COMMISSION 6A C RESOLUTION ON INSTALLATION OF STOP SIGN AT THE INTERSECTION OF 12TH AND EYE STREETS, N.E.

WHEREAS, fostering the awareness of public safety is our priority. We recognize intersections are areas of highways and streets that produce conflicts among vehicles and pedestrians because of entering and crossing movements. Reducing fatalities and injuries can be accomplished through a combination of efforts, including the careful use of good road design, traffic engineering, comprehensive traffic safety laws and regulations, consistent enforcement efforts, sustained education of drivers and pedestrians, and a willingness among drivers and pedestrians to obey traffic safety;

WHEREAS, the citizens that reside on the 800-1100 block of 12th Streets N.E. and residents on Eye Street N.E. have expressed their concern for public safety and have asked that the Advisory Neighborhood Commissioners for 6A forward a formal request to the Department of Transportation, to conduct a traffic study and install a stop sign at the intersection of 12th & Eye Streets, N.E.,  and

WHEREAS, We believe we can reduce the percentage of fatalities and injuries by installing a stop sign at the intersection, and

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that Advisory Neighborhood Commission 6A hereby supports and endorses the installation of a stop sign at the intersection of 12th and Eye Streets, N.E.
