Resolution to Support ANC 6A and 6C H Street NE Joint Meeting Process

Whereas, due to redistricting H Street NE is represented by two different ANCs;

Whereas, separate recommendations from each ANC may dilute the “great weight” given to ANC input on zoning matters;

Whereas, the ANC 6A and ANC 6C have voted at their respective public monthly meetings to enter into a joint meeting process to solicit community input on potential zoning changes to H Street NE (resolution is attached);

Whereas, public notification of significant zoning changes that will affect both the cultural and economic nature of our community is necessary to ensure that all residents will have the opportunity to provide public comments;

Whereas, the ability to conduct mailings to inform each of the residents of both ANCs currently exceeds the funding provided by the District of Columbia Government to each of the ANCs; now, therefore, be it

Resolved, that ANC 6A requests that the Office of Planning, the Office of Councilmember Ambrose or any other District of Columbia agency provide at least two mailings to the residents of ANC 6A and ANC 6C to notify them of the public meetings to discuss zoning issues on H Street NE.
