ANC 6A Cooperative Agreement for Class A and Class B Liquor Licenses

For immediate release:
On September 9, 2004, at a regularly scheduled public meeting, and with a quorum present, ANC 6A finalized the following Cooperative Agreement for Class A and Class B Liquor Licenses.  This agreement represents a significant step forward in codifying many of the concerns identified by the community.  The below highlights the key points of the cooperative agreement:

· Applicant shall not sell, give, offer, expose for sale, or deliver an individual container of beer, malt liquor, or ale in single containers of alcohol of 70 ounces or less.

· Applicant shall not sell, give, offer, expose for sale, or deliver individual single cigarettes.

· Applicant shall not sell, give, offer, expose for sale, or deliver “go-cups” or servings of plain ice in a cup.  

· Applicant will maintain the public space (minimally the front sidewalk up to and including the gutter in front of the subject premises, and the alleyway behind the subject premises) adjacent to the establishment in a clean and litter-free condition.

· Applicant shall make every effort to prohibit and prevent loitering and criminal activity on or in front of the establishment premises

· Applicant will install and maintain high-intensity flood-lights on the exterior of its premises so as to fully light any abutting alleyway from dusk until dawn.

The goal of this cooperative agreement is to create an environment where the applicants may operate as viable contributing businesses in our community, while concurrently addressing many of the existing adverse effects experienced in surrounding neighborhoods.  Our Commission believes the conditions listed in this agreement are important measures to protect the safety, peace, order and quiet of the neighborhood, its residents, and businesses.
