1. Old Business

a. Torti Gallas H Street Study. DC's Office of Planning (OP) along with the Office
of the Deputy Mayor for Planning and Economic Development has picked
architecture firm Torti Gallas to conduct a land use and market study for the
corridor. Emma Estes and Vincent Ubiera joined the committee from DC’s
Office of Planning to present about the study and discuss it with the
community.

The H Street Land Use and Market Study will involve H Street from 3rd
NE to 15th Streets NE and includes one block to the north and to the
south of H Street along that corridor. The city last conducted a study of
this corridor in 2004.

The study will be conducted in two phases. The first phase will involve
research and analysis including gathering community input. This will
include an open house on March 7, 2026 at Union Market. Phase one will
result in a high-level report to be shared with the community.

In phase two, OP will develop a plan and hold additional community
engagements before releasing a final study in September 2026.

One of the main objectives of this project is to design more people-
centered public spaces on the corridor. That will also include assessing
existing conditions and opportunities of public space and pedestrian
space, creating actionable recommendations that can help address
community feedback. OP will also coordinate with DDOT where
appropriate.

Chair Bloomstine stated that public spaces that are friendly to humans
are incongruous with a highway like the current version of H Street
running through the neighborhood. Remedies to this issue would include
wider sidewalks, slower cars, safe and frequent public transit

Committee member Sussman highlighted that ANC 6A wrote a letter to
DDOT that 25 H Streer NE businesses signed on to asking DDOT for a
safer H Street including bus and streetcar only lanes, wider sidewalks,
and pickup/dropoff zones along the corridor. That letter was written
five years ago. DDOT put together a project to install those things
before pulling back on most parts of it. There are some bus platforms,
and we are supposed to get some mid-block crossings at the double
blocks of the corridor. He also asked for the overall report to include a
study of how people are travelling to H Street businesses.

Commissioner Gove asked for more information on the scope of the
project. Could OP elaborate on the types of outreach they will do during
the course of the study? She also asked if they will be collecting data on
pedestrians, cyclists, drivers, and transit users along G, H, and Eye
Streets.

Additionally, Commissioner Gove asked how OP will use the study
recommendations and whether they will be shared with other DC
agencies and how will they use the study recommendations.

Ms. Estes stated the study will start with an in-depth market assessment
looking at the existing ground floor retail and housing conditions. It will
also look at the barriers businesses face and some of the reasons for
vacancies along the corridor. OP will also inventory the existing public
space along the corridor. Ms. Estes noted that Commissioner Gove’s
point about data on how people get to H Street was a good one.

Ms. Estes also stated that the study team will look to do more pop-up
outreach during events on H street. They also planned to put out
additional surveys when appropriate.

Finally, Ms. Estes stated the study will create an implementation plan to
accompany its recommendations. She also stated the plan could
influence the Council, agencies, and what goes into the city budget.
Commissioner-elect Burger asked about the constraints of the study and
if there are any parts of the corridor considered out of bounds for the
land use and market study (i.e., changes to traffic patterns,
modifications to bus stops, changes to the zoning map, etc.). He also
stated that the H Street farmers market would be a good place to
gather community feedback about H Street.

Ms. Estes stated the OP team planned to visit the H Street farmers
market. She stated that the OP study would be primarily focused on
building and public space, meaning the area from the buildings to the
curb. But she noted that they would still be considering other tangential
issues like transit flow, even though that is primarily DDOT’s area to
study.

Committee member Sussman and Chair Bloomstine suggested that the
study should consider whether the sidewalk can be expanded into some
of the parking areas along the corridor similar to the Georgetown M
Street sidewalk extensions. This would help with the goal of increasing
foot traffic along the corridor.

Committee member Sussman also asked OP to reconsider deploying a
throne semi-permanent restroom at 8th and H Streets to provide better
services to those spending time on H Street.

Commissioner Gove asked OP to coordinate with DDOT on their study of
their corridor to ensure communication about plans. Ms. Estes
confirmed that they will discuss it with DDOT.

Commissioner-elect Burger pointed out that H Street has a very
convoluted zoning map which can make building difficult in certain
parts of the corridor. He asked if zoning changes will be considered to
encourage development particularly on the eastern end of the corridor.
Ms. Estes said that they would be considered and that those changes are
also being considered in the DC 2050 master plan.

Commissioner Gove made a motion to send a letter to OP referencing
the ANC 6A prior letters re the corridor, as well as recommendations
the TPS Committee has for the study. Additionally, the letter would ask
OP to reflect on the 2004 H Street study and what did and did not work
from those recommendations. Committee member Sussman seconded
the motion. The motion passed unanimously.

a. Capitol Hill Classic. Jayme Johnson from the Parent Teacher Association at
Capitol Hill Cluster Schools joined the committee to discuss the plans for the
Capitol Hill Classic.
